Contemporary Philosophy at the Philosophy Department,

Sofia University “St. Kliment Ohridski”

The dissertation work "Metaphysics and Psychology of the Spiritual Ages”,
submitted by Assoc. Prof. Dr. Vladimir Teoharov for the degree of “Doctor of
Sciences”, is 263 pages long and was published by Sofia University Press in
2018. The monograph consists of three parts, each of them discussing a distinct
spiritual age. The bibliography to the dissertation work is given in the autoreferat

(abstract) and includes titles in Bulgarian, Russian, German and English.

Mr. Vladimir Teoharov was born on 23.04.1961. He studied philosophy at
Sofia University “St. Kliment Ohridski ”, where he later was a PhD student. In
1988 he became a full-time assistant professor at the Department of Philosophy.
In 2004 he obtained a PhD, and two years later he became an associate professor
at the same department. Dr. Teoharov has specialized in Saarbriicken, Vienna
and Hanover and has lectured at the Evangelical High School in Darmstadt,
Germany. Since 2016 he is a member of the German Nietzsche Society. He
speaks German, Russian and English. Mr. Teoharov is one of the most
significant native translators of classical philosophical works from German. He

has translated works by Kant, Fichte, Hegel, Cassirer, Jaspers....



The dissertation work of Vladimir Teoharov presents an original
conception of the development of the postKantian philosophy. In order to
understand the merits of the picture he paints, it is necessary to pay attention to
the historical and intellectual context of Bulgarian philosophy in the 1980s and
1990s. During the communist regime, the history of philosophy was often
reconstructed and commented on in extremely one-sided ways. Particular
attention was paid to the traditions of materialism and dialectics - they were,
figuratively speaking, associated with the obligatory philosophical fruits of the
intellectual diet of the time. Other traditions were commented only to highlight
the "insights” of Marxist philosophy, and whole epochs in the history of
philosophy, such as the Middle Ages, and decisive trendencies in post-Kantian
philosophy were completely ignored - their fruits were largely forbidden (i.e.
essential thinkers and their texts were not translated and commented on). This
was the case with figures such as Kierkegaard, Nietzsche, Freud, Jung, Husserl,
Heidegger, Bart, Buber and others. Immediately after the transition to democracy
in Bulgaria, the interest in their works was enormous. But in line with the ever-
increasing trend of narrow specialization, the attention of philosophers has turned
to separate figures and movements: phenomenology, philosophy of life,
psychoanalysis, Protestant theology, etc. The only one in our country who tried
to study all of them was Vladimir Teoharov. He took a keen interest in all these
figures and movements in post-Kantian philosophy, theology and culture,
focusing not so much on what separates them but on what connects them. His
intensive engagement with these thinkers, which involved not only commentaries
and analyses, but also many important translations, has shaped gradually the
project realized in the presented dissertation — namely to question the usual
picture of philosophy after Kant as "a garden of the forking paths” and present an
alternative to it, outlining hidden continuities and spaces of conversation between
seemingly incommensurable voices. For me, this is the main merit of the
dissertation work by Assoc. Prof. Teoharov, for which he deserves to obtain the
degree of "Doctor of Sciences". Below, | will try to refine and substantiate this

assessment.



The topic by which Vladimir Teoharov connects in conversation Kant, the
late Schelling, Kierkegaard, Nietzsche, Freud, Cohen, Shpet, Bart and other
‘incommensurable’ thinkers is the one of spiritual ages. By 'incommensurable’ |
mean that there are fundamental differences between these thinkers. To
paraphrase Wittgenstein, we could define these differences as family differences
- these thinkers diverge from each other in different respects: e.g., with regard to
the possibilities and limits of human reason, the essence of truth, the existence of
God and the modalities of relating to him, the relationship between the conscious
and the unconscious, and so on. But there are important strands of continuity
between their conceptions, and those are often underestimated. The theme of
spiritual ages (or stages) is important in that it opens a perspective to the
common intellectual spaces of modern European philosophy. It is present in one
form or another in Kant and the post-Kantian thinkers, and is related to the
rethinking of the heritage of important Western traditions in understanding the
nature and perspectives of human being, such as metaphysics, Christianity,
Jewish thought, and the Enlightenment. Dr. Teoharov unfolds the theme of
spiritual ages in an original way, drawing ideas from a variety of sources,
without giving a clear advantage to any of them. These sources are mostly related
to the German philosophical tradition, Protestant theology, and Jewish thought.
The author also pays attention to Russian thinkers. Traditions such as the French
and Anglo-American are much less discussed. This is only natural because every
project needs boundaries to be feasible. Anyway, the author's erudition is really

impressive.

The spiritual ages discussed by separate parts of the book are childhood,
maturity and wisdom. The differences between them are differences between
ways of being in the world, and these amount to different modalities of
acceptance and rejection, of saying "No" and saying "Yes." Childhood is
characterized by the total acceptance of (the dominant cultural interpretations of)
the world, whereas adolescence — by the total questioning and rejection (of these
interpretations). Essential for maturity is the autonomous and legislative use of
reason, but also the understanding of our own existential and intellectual finitude.

Accordingly, acceptance and denial are partial and nuanced, and not total. The



Age of Wisdom is like a synthesis of childhood and adulthood, insofar as it
emphasizes strongly the acceptance of the world as it is, but in a reflective and
enlightening way — through the lens of the understanding of our mortality and
limitations. These are seen not so much as obstacles, but as positive conditions
for affirming the world and the meaning of existence. Thus, the theoretical
framework of the study involves an existential dialectic of the Ages of
personality and culture. Notably, the author explicitly emphasizes synchrony (of
the Great Time of culture) rather than diachrony. Basic phenomena of human
being, such as language and faith, vary in character across the spiritual ages. One
of the tasks of the dissertation is precisely to illuminate and phenomenologically

describe those existential transfigurations.

The theoretical framework of spiritual ages constitutes a space of
encounter between the various reactions to the philosophical heritage of Kant and
German idealism — viz. philosophy of life, phenomenology, existentialism,
Protestant theology, psychoanalysis, etc. Underlying this common space is the
critique of theoretical-dogmatic metaphysics and the transformation of
metaphysics in an existential direction. Crucial to Teoharov's conception is the
idea that Kant, Nietzsche, Buber, Husserl, Jung, and other central figures to his
account dismiss only speculative metaphysics, not metaphysics in general. The
Kantian critique of theoretical and dogmatic metaphysics, which was developed
further by the later Schelling, Kierkegaard, Nietzsche, and others, opens up
entirely new possibilities for metaphysics — in particular, for experimental
metaphysics of the dimensions and dynamics of human being — and thus for a
productive encounter between metaphysics and psychology. The form of their
interaction is not systematic and a priori, but experimental, fragmentary,
perspectival and dialogical. Interestingly, the same is true of the way Teoharov
introduces us to the space of the conversation between Kant and post-Kantian
thinkers: this is done through numerous fragmentary observations,
microanalyses, miniatures and repetitions. The fragment, the experiment, the

repetition are both figures of existence and figures of clarifying its modalities in



different spiritual ages. Here, Teoharov's account achieves remarkable unity of

form and content.

The theoretical and experimental framework of spiritual ages allows not
only a conversation of deeply diverse traditions, but also unexpected perspectives
on each of them. Here | will be satisfied with just a few examples. Dr. Teoharov
places strong emphasis not only on the Protestant background of Kant's thinking,
but also on the serious presence of motives from the Jewish tradition. Surprising
is also the perspective on Kant as not only a systematic but also an experimental
philosopher. Other unexpected lines of continuity discussed in the text are
between Leibniz and Nietzsche with regard to perspectivism, and between
Christian metaphysics and psychoanalysis. In general, the text contains many
interesting and provocative observations. It is really experimental, and in a
definitely positive sense. The illustrations of figures of existence through the
characters and situations in Thomas Bernhardt's works are excellent. It is worth
considering the serious weight of German titles in the bibliography, which goes

against the increasing tendency to favor Anglophone publications.

Of course, thinking in fragments and miniatures has both advantages and
drawbacks. For example, some of the arguments are not sufficiently systematic.
The reader may be saying to himself that he would like to see more extensive
comments and articulated arguments, especially in relation to observations that
deviate significantly from widely accepted interpretations. However, these
features of the philosophical style do not correlate in interesting ways with the
merits of the ideas presented. Some of the central figures around whom the study
Is structured, such as Nietzsche and Kierkegaard, are not systematic in their
approach too. The same is true of classical figures of analytic philosophy like

Wittgenstein.

Here are a few critical notes and recommendations for the author. In my
opinion, it would have been more appropriate for the translations of the book of

Genesis presented in the childhood section to be annexed to the main text. Most



readers understand only some of the languages in which the passages in question
are translated. There are also partial repetitions in the text, not all of which are
justified, given the contexts in which they appear. It seems to me that in some
places the wording could have been less categorical. By my lights, the proposed
translation in Bulgarian of Kant’s term Sinnlichkeit (as used in his “Critique of

Pure Reason”) with 'sensuality' (p.85) is deeply problematic.

In my opinion, the autoreferat (abstract) adequately presents the content and
contributions of the dissertation work. | have no joint publications with Assoc.

Prof. Teoharov.

Finally, 1 would like to ask the following question to the dissident. The ages
of religion and culture are commented on in the text mainly in the light of
European cultural traditions related to Christianity and Judaism. Are they

applicable to other cultural and religious traditions?

CONCLUSION: The dissertation work of Assoc. Prof. Vladimir Teoharov
"Metaphysics and Psychology of Spiritual Ages” meets all requirements for the
degree of Doctor of Sciences. For this reason, 1 recommend that the competent
scholarly jury award Assoc. Prof. Vladimir Teoharov the academic degree

Doctor of Sciences in the professional field 2.3 Philosophy (History of

Philosophy).
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
