Assoc. prof. Emilia Hinkova Evgenieva PhD,
Candidate for the academic position of “Professor” at Sofia University "St. KI.
Ohridski" in the field of higher education: 1. Pedagogical sciences
1.2. Pedagogics (Special Education)

1. Compliance with the regulatory documents

The competition for the academic position “Professor” in Special Education
for the needs of the Faculty of Educational Sciences and the Arts to Sofia
University "St. KI. Ohridski" was legally announced in the National Gazette No
49/29 May 2020. The competition was announced and is conducted in
compliance with all the clauses of the Law on Academic Composition
Development in the Republic of Bulgaria (LACDRB) and the Statute of its
implementation. This allows the Scientific Jury to conduct an assessment of
the candidate in accordance with Art. 29 of the LACDRB and Art. 60 of the
Statute of implementing this law.

Only one candidate participates in this contest: Assoc. prof. Emilia
Hinkova Evgenieva, who currently teaches at Sofia University "St. KI.
Ohridski" in the department of Special Education and Speech Therapy to the
Faculty of Educational Sciences and the Arts. The candidate has presented
the full package of necessary documents for the purpose.

2. Candidate Information:
Assoc. prof. Emilia Evgenieva was born on 10.01.1962. She graduated her
secondary education at Georgi Dimitrov Building School in Veliko Tarnovo in
1981, receiving the qualification of Construction Technician — Construction
and Architecture.

She studied at St. St. Kiril & Metodi University of Veliko Tarnovo. In
1987, she received a Master’'s degree in Bulgarian Philology, with the
professional qualification of Teacher of Bulgarian Language and Literature,
and a second specialty of Teacher of Life Skills and Technology. Between
1991 and 1996 she received first and second class qualification from the
Institute for Teacher Training to Sofia University "St. KI. Ohridski". In 1996
she defended a dissertation in the same institute on the subject of
Axiological Projections in Education (on the example of the educational
literary-artistic analysis). She graduated her Master’'s degree in Special
Education in 2005 at Sofia University "St. KI. Ohridski".



From 1986 to 1996 Assoc. Emilia Evgenieva worked as a Bulgarian Language
and Literature teacher at the 142" Secondary School of Vesselin Hanchev in
Sofia. Since 1998, she has been teaching in the Department of Special
Education and Speech Therapy to the Faculty of Educational Sciences and the
Arts at Sofia University "St. KI. Ohridski".

3. Scientific Research Activity of the candidate.

3.1. The scientific production of Assoc. Prof. Emilia Hinkova
Evgenieva to this day includes 57 publications of which 24 are subject to
review for the purposes of the competition for the academic position
“Professor”. They could be presented as follows:

It is necessary to point out that the habilitation monograph entitled
“Inclusive Education — Innovations and Paradoxes” - at the time of
submitting the application documents, is in print. Its complete text is
available in electronic version.

For objective reasons, no distribution protocol has been submitted for
the presented publications as co-author, which makes it difficult to assess
the true production of Assoc. prof. Emilia Evgenieva. However, these
publications have been taken into consideration in the standpoint when
when distinguishing the aspects of the candidate's research activity.

The overall production allows to differentiate some main directions of
the candidate’s research interests:

e Language Teaching: This is evidenced by the publications in the
attached documents: D.6.2; D.7.1;, D.7.2; D.7.3.; D.7.7.; D.7.14.; D.10.3.
Assoc. prof. Evgenieva addresses her views on language teaching to a
mainstream environment, along with specific groups of children with special
educational needs, such as those with intellectual disability, who meet
serious difficulties when acquiring language in the verbal and written form of
speech. In her publication “The Language Environment of Students Today”,
the author defines the fundamental factor as being to create an adequate
language environment for students. It includes an accomplished analysis of
contemporary language conditions where the process of learners’ acquisition
and communication takes place.

The problem with an adequate language environment s directly
related to the optimization of the learning content of Bulgarian Language



and Literature. This thesis is advocated by Assoc. Prof. Evgenieva in her
publication “On the Reduction of Learning Bulgarian Language and
Literature Again”. The approach to reduce learning content offers positive
results not only to children with special educational needs, but also to the
rest of the students.

In her works, Assoc. Prof. Evgenieva also focuses on the specifics of
language learning in children with mental retardation. Her publications
entitled “A Description of the Sentence for the Needs of Teaching Students
with Mental Retardation” and “The Sentence as a Grammatical Category
and Teaching Students with Mental Retardation” stand evidence in support
of the above. They present detailed information regarding the linguistic
structures governing syntactic production. Based on this, the author
attempts to elicit the specifics of language work in children with intellectual
disability.

¢ Inclusive Education: In this regard, | would point out the publications
attached under C.3.1; D.7.6.; D.7.8.; D.7.10; D.7.11.; D.7.12.; D.7.13. The
same topic is also discussed in Assoc. Prof. Emilia Evgenieva’s habilitation
work entitled “Inclusive Education — Innovations and Paradoxes”. The book
represents an analysis of the current educational system, searching for the
causes of the problems in it, as well as defining its weaknesses. The
monograph also covers issues related to the impact of crisis situations on
educational practices (such as the current situation with COVID-19). The
author's thesis is supported by surveys conducted among our educational
community.

In her publication entitled “Children with Hearing Impairment and
their Classmates in the Regular School”, Assoc. Prof. Evgenieva shows
interest in mainstreaming children with hearing impairment.

e Teacher Training and Attitudes towards Pedagogical Work: This
matter is discussed in the works described in the attachments under D.7.5;
D.10.1.; D.10.2. Among them | would point out the publication “The
Teachers and their Assessment of the Learning Space”. In it the central
place is given to the pedagogical interaction, which requires from the
teacher a balanced and competent application of diagnostic assessment of
the peculiarities and needs of the students, adequate selection of teaching
methods, combined with good knowledge of the theoretical formulations.

e Practical Training of Students in Pedagogical Specialties. Regarding
this subject, | would focus on the attached publications under D.6.1.; D.10.1,
D.10.2. As | mentioned earlier, these publications are in co-authorship, with
no attached distribution protocol, which makes it difficult to review them.
However, they stand as evidence of Assoc. Prof. Emilia Evgenieva’s
sustainable professional interest in this field.



Seventeen (17) bibliographic citations of Assoc. Prof. Emilia Hinkova
Evgenieva are available in scientific editions, monographs and collective
volumes.

3.2 The Scientific and Research Activity of Assoc. Prof. Emilia
Hinkova Evgenieva also includes her participation in five (5) international and
national projects, all of them dedicated to educational and pedagogical
practice. Participations in working groups at the Ministry of Education and
Science have been registered in order to prepare a State Educational
Standard.

3.3. Her Teaching Activity is related to Sofia University "St. KI.
Ohridski", where Assoc. Prof. Evgenieva has been a full-time lecturer for 22
years. Her teaching activity is related to language and language training. The
curricula are attached. Assoc. Prof. Evgenieva is the head of a master's
program  “Special Education” in the same specialty. She has successfully
supervised eleven doctoral students who have already defended their
dissertations.

4. Critical Notes and Recommendations:

With regard to the focus on the current competition - Special
Education —I would recommend in her research Assoc. Prof. Evgenieva to
focus more on the specifics of working with children and students with
special educational needs, to emphasize the methodological approaches, to
improve the quality of their education in the context of inclusive education.

In the monograph "Inclusive education - innovations and paradoxes" a
significant place is occupied by content related to the dissertation of Assoc.
Prof. Evgenieva, covering in considerable detail both the theoretical and
experimental part.
