His qualifications and
activities in various fields are impressive.

In 1998 he graduated as a bachelor, and in 1999 as a master of Special
Pedagogy at the Faculty of Primary and Preschool Pedagogy of Sofia University
,,St. Kliment Ohridski”.

In 2002 he became a bachelor of physics at SWU ,,Neofit Rilski”.

He has the following postgraduate qualifications and diplomas for
completed training: teacher of information technology (Faculty of Mathematics
and Informatics at Sofia Unifersity ,,St. Kliment Ohridski”, 2006); diploma for
completed training by CISCO Certified Network Associate (CISCO Academy,
2006); diploma for completed training in Man and Nature (National Pedagogical
Center, 2007); teacher of mathematics ((Faculty of Mathematics and Informatics
at Sofia Unifersity ,,St. Kliment Ohridski”, 2011).



Assoc. Prof. D.Sc. Milen Zamfirov passes in his professional development
Important levels - from teacher (hospital teacher, resource teacher), head of a
day center, research associate to a lecturer at the University.

The development of his scientific and lecturing career at Sofia University
"St. Kliment Ohridski” has started in 2008 first as a part-time lecturer, and then
successively as a senior, chief assistant and associate professor.

In 2008 he defended a dissertation with topic "Improving the Process of
Teaching Children with Hearing Impairment in the Subjects Man and Nature for
5th and 6th Grade and Physics and Astronomy for 7th and 8th Grade" and
obtained the Academic degree ,,Doctor*.

07/2017 at St Cyril and St Methodius University of Veliko Tarnovo after
defending a dissertation with the topic: “Development and Application of
Computer-assisted Learning for Students with Special Educational Needs in
Mathematics” he obtained the Academic degree ,,Doctor of Pedagogical
Sciences”.

During 2008-2009 he was a research associate at the Bulgarian Academy of
Sciences. Since 2013 till now he is an associate professor at the Faculty of
Educational Studies and the Arts of Sofia University ,,St. Kliment Ohridski®.

He lectures on: Special Pedagogy; ICTs in the Education and Work in
digital environment; Methodology of teaching mathematics to children with
SEN; Theory and Methodology of Teaching Science and Ecology to Students
with SEN; Theory and Methodology of Teaching Computer Modeling and IT to
Students with SEN.

Since 08/2018 he has been the coordinator of the Doctoral School of EEA
GRANTS at Faculty of Educational Studies and the Arts of Sofia University
,»St. Kliment Ohridski“. At the same time he is the head of the University Center
,»Academy for Children” at Sofia University ,,St. Kliment Ohridski”. He has
been a lecturer at the Department for Information and Teacher Training since
10/2014 - until now, where he conducts training courses for acquiring
professional qualification degrees in Special Pedagogy and Information
Technologies. He has been the Deputy Head since 03/2019 of the Center for
Support of Foreign Students of Bulgarian Origin at Sofia University ,,St.
Kliment Ohridski”. All these activities build him as a good organizer,
coordinator, professional - a manager who knows how to work in a team and
quite naturally in 11/2019 he was elected for a Dean of the Faculty of
Educational Studies and the Arts at Sofia University ,,St. Kliment Ohridski*.



2. Scientific and science practical work activities of the candidate

Assoc. Prof. D.Sc. Milen Zamfirov participates in the announced
competition with 13 publications that were not presented for the acquisition of
the Academic degree ,,Doctor of Pedagogical Sciences”: 2 monographs, 1 book
published on the basis of the defended dissertation for the acquisition of the
Academic degree ,,Doctor of Pedagogical Sciences”, 10 articles published in
scientific journals, referenced and indexed in world-famous scientific
information databases, including 5 in co-authorship with his PhD students. Of
the articles, 4 are in English.

The reference for citations presented by the candidate shows a total of 17
citations, among which 11 citations are in scientific journals, referenced and
indexed in world-famous scientific information databases.

He is a supervisor to 7 PhD students who had defended their dissertations in
English. He participates in an international research project and is the leader of a
national one.

In 2018, he published a university textbook “Teaching Students with Visual
Impairments in Mathematics™ (Braille edition).

3. Analysis of the habilitation work.

The author presents an original research work ,,Applying the Classical Jean
Piaget’s Approach in Bulgarian Inclusive Education” (2019).

On the basis of realized experimental work with qualitative tasks in the
monograph summaries and conclusions are made about the knowledge of
students from 9-11 grades in natural sciences, the difficulties they encounter in
explaining natural processes and phenomena, for discussing problems and
making reasoned conclusions on matters relating to the natural sciences.

In addition to establishing the mental level of students without high school
disorders, an experiment with Piaget's phenomena in students with SEN is
described and conducted. Findings from the use of the phenomena show their
importance in determining the relevant levels of mental retardation in a
particular person, as well as his/her 1Q with the Binet-Simon Scales, as well as
their usefulness in determining the two more severe forms of mental retardation,
determining mental development according to the Scale of V. Manova-Tomova.

Stepping into his research on the research paradigm developed by Piaget,
Assoc. Prof. D.Sc. Milen Zamfirov extends the scope of the experimental study
to a specific group of persons, such as children with different types of special
educational needs, in order to outline realistic prospects for their inclusive



education. This is definitely a significant contribution to pedagogical theory and
practice.

The model proposed in the monograph (experimentally tested among 56
children and students) would help both the work of the resource teacher and the
mainstream school teacher in his/her assessment of how to approach most
effectively in the learning process in the common classroom, which has both a
student with SEN and a talented student. It allows for correct identification of
needs, easier orientation in their abilities and development of individual
programs corresponding to their development.

4. Analysis of other scientific works

The analysis and evaluation of the presented publications show the
development of current and significant issues in the field of Information
technologies for students with special educational needs (4, 5, 11).

In this context is the monograph "Theory and Methodology of Teaching
Computer Modeling and Information technologies for Students with Special
Educational Needs", 2019. It discusses variants of computer modeling, including
author's computer programs that support the computer training of primary school
students with SEN. Based on a brief description of computer modeling curricula,
attention is directed on building students' digital literacy by creating computer
models of familiar objects, processes and phenomena and experimenting with
them. Several programming languages are considered, which are particularly
suitable for initial steps in this field, with an emphasis on those programming
languages that are defined as visual. The first steps in programming with
different visual languages are explained - with SNAP, with Alice, with Codu,
Comenius Logo - "suitable programming language for the initial stage".

Of particular interest in the monograph is the issue of computer modeling
of specialized software for teaching students with special educational needs.
Several author's software products are presented, which have been successfully
implemented and used by both students with SEN and students without
disabilities. It is proved that the application of new specialized software in the
school subject of mathematics for 1st, 2nd, 3rd, and 4th grade for students with
SEN increases the level of learning mathematics. The effective training of these
students is inextricably linked to the development and improvement of the new
digital technologies, which are based on providing enough software.

Assoc. Prof. D.Sc. Zamfirov also examines the issue about applying
informal methods in the education of children and adults with disabilities

(13,14). He describes own model of a service with three programs, which aims
to successfully find a job in real conditions for young people and adults with
disabilities in the Republic of Cyprus, as well as the competencies that the
service provides (13). Main areas of non-formal learning that have been used for
five years among students aged 13 to 21 in the Republic of Cyprus, namely:
theater, sports, music, art, environmental education and photography are
described (14).

The publications of Assoc. Prof. D.Sc. Milen Zamfirov are proof of lasting
interest in current research issues, thus contributing to their interpretation in
contemporary pedagogical theory and practice.

5. Major scientific contributions

e Substantiated and tested new approach in identifying students with
special educational needs and talented students.

e Proved importance of the proposed model to support the mainstream
education teacher in his/her assessment of the ways to most effectively
implement the learning process in the common classroom, which
includes both students with SEN and talented students.

e Important statements about the significance of information technologies
for students with special educational needs are summarized and a
contribution is made to the computer training of these students in
primary school.

e The effectiveness of building students' digital literacy by creating
computer models of familiar objects, processes and phenomena and
experimenting with them is presented.

e Implemented author's software and proven increase of the assimilation of
the teaching material in mathematics of the students with SEN from the
primary educational degree as a result of the application of new
specialized software in the indicated subject.

e Ideas for application of informal methods in the education of children
and adults with disabilities have been presented.

Conclusion:

The analysis and evaluation of the scientific and research activity, the
presented publications, the formulated contributions, as well as the high
academic and professional activity are prerequisites for me to give with
conviction a positive assessment and support the candidacy of Assoc. Prof.
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D.Sc. Milen Zamfirov for the academic position of "professor” in the field of
Higher Education 1. Pedagogical Sciences; Research area 1.2. Pedagogy
(Special Pedagogy) for the needs of Faculty of Educational Studies and the Arts
at Sofia University ,,St. Kliment Ohridski”.
