4. Procedure for admission of candidates to participate.

In the competition in professional field 1.2. Pedagogy (Preschool pedagogy
- psychological and pedagogical foundations of information culture) involved two
candidates - Ch. Assistant Professor Dr. Milka Nikolova Terziyska-Stefanova
and Dr. Veronika Hristova Racheva.

There are no violations regarding the procedures for admitting
candidates to the competition. The commission for consideration of the
documents, appointed by an order of the Rector of Sofia University Ne RD 38-435
/ 23.09.2020, has made the right decision for participation of both candidates in
the competition.

The requirements of the Regulations for the terms and conditions for
acquiring scientific degrees and holding academic positions at Sofia University
“St. CI. Ohridski” regarding the evaluation of the candidates under Art. 112 (1),



according to the fulfillment of the conditions under Art. 105 (1) and in accordance
with the results of the inquiries under Art. 107 (1), items 12-14, arising from the
Law on the Academic Staff Development in Republic of Bulgaria (LASDRB), art. 21
(1) and the Regulations for application of the LASDRB, art. 51 (1) and art. 54.

In accordance with the admission procedure there is a protocol Ne 1 /
07.10.2020 of the first meeting of the Scientific Jury also available.

This means that the candidates Ch. Assistant Professor Dr. Milka
Nikolova Terziyska-Stefanova and Dr. Veronika Hristova Racheva meet the

conditions for eligibility for participation in the competition.

2. Justification of the criteria for selection of candidates.

Leading for the evaluation of the candidates for me are the wording of the
competition in the code and the derived scientific specialty, as well as the
Regulations for the terms and conditions for acquiring scientific degrees and
holding academic positions at Sofia University “St. Cl. Ohridski” (in accordance
with the LASDRB and the Regulations for application of the LASDRB) under Art.
112 (1) and according to the fulfillment of the conditions under Art. 105 (1) and
in accordance with the results of the inquiries under Art. 107 (1, pp. 12-14).

In connection with this justification, the evaluation will be carried out in

parallel.

3. Criteria for evaluation of the candidates.

3.1. Education and professional realization of the candidates.

Dr. Veronika Hristova Racheva graduated from the Bachelor's Degree
in 2004 at the at the Faculty of Educational Studies and the Arts (Faculty of
Preschool and Primary School Education - FPPSE) at the Sofia University
“Kliment Ohridski” in specialty “Primary School Pedagogy and Foreign
Language”. She also obtained a Bachelor's degree as a semester graduate in
“Culturology” at the Faculty of _Philosophy at Sofia University (2006). She

has two Master's degrees - in 2006 in Preschool and Primary School

Pedagogy, Master's Program “Early Foreign Language Teaching in
Preschools”, in 2009. Master of Arts from the National Academy of Arts,
Faculty of Fine Arts, specialty: Art Studies.

In 2015 she acquired the educational and scientific degree of Doctor of
Theory of Education and Didactics (Preschool Pedagogy). In the meantime,
in the period January-April 2013, she participated in a doctoral
specialization in the program “Methods of pedagogical research” at the
Doctoral School in London (Doctoral school, Institute of Education, London

University).

Dr. Racheva started her professional career as an English teacher in
an educational center, followed by positions: hotel administrator, office
manager in a PR agency, expert programs and projects in the organization

“Proznanie”, project manager in the “Partners - Bulgaria Foundation ”.

She is currently the director of “Learning Activities” in the
organization “Proznanie”. In this position she plans, manages and is
responsible for the quality of the selection, training and work of the teams of
distance teachers in the organization; she is responsible for the training in
synchronous virtual teaching of the teachers-employees, the partners and the
key clients of the company; defines goals, strategies, policies and programs
of the “Learning Activities” department; monitors and is responsible for the
quality of the implementation of the activities under the various projects of

the organization.

Conclusion: Dr. Veronika Racheva has managerial competencies for
the organization and implementation of distance learning, presentation of

educational products and services.

Ch. Assistant Professor Dr. Milka Nikolova Terziyska-Stefanova
obtained a Master's degree in Primary School Pedagogy in 1983 in Sofia University
“St. Kliment Ohridski”, Blagoevgrad branch. In 2007 she acquired the educational



and scientific degree of Doctor of History of pedagogy and Bulgarian education.

The professional realization of Ch. Assistant Professor Dr. Terziyska-
Stefanova started as a primary school teacher, tour guide, methodological expert at
the Center for Professional Development and Orientation (Ministry of Labor and
Social Policy, 1999-2000), senior specialist at the Center for Economics and
Management of Education (National Institute of Education at the Ministry of
Education, 2002-2004). From 2005 to 2017 Ch. Assistant Professor Dr. Milka
Terziyska-Stefanova was an Inspector PhD Students, and since 2017 - Inspector
for competitions under the Law on the Academic Staff Development in Republic
of Bulgaria at the Faculty of Educational Studies and the Arts, Sofia University
“St. Kliment Ohridski™.

In parallel with this type of professional realization in the period 1983-1997
she began her academic career as a part-time assistant, assistant and senior assistant
at the Higher Pedagogical Institute (South-West University “Neofit Rilski”) -
Blagoevgrad. From 2000 to 2005 she was a part-time lecturer in Primary school
pedagogy at the Faculty of Educational Studies and the Arts at Sofia University
“St. CI. Ohridski”. In the period 2006-2016 she combined lecturing functions as an
assistant in the compulsory discipline History of pedagogy and Bulgarian
education, while developing a lecture course in the discipline History of childhood,
which she led in the pedagogical specialties of the Faculty of Preschool and
Primary School Education (Preschool Pedagogy and Foreign Language, Primary
School Pedagogy and Foreign language, Preschool and primary school pedagogy).
In the period 2011-2014 she was a part-time lecturer in the discipline Comparative
education and from 2016-2017 - in Comparative preschool education. Since 2017
she’s been a Chief Assistant Professor in the disciplines Psychological and
pedagogical foundations of information culture, Comparative preschool education
and History of childhood at the Faculty of Educational Studies and the Arts, Sofia
University “St. Cl. Ohridski”.

Conclusion: Ch. Assistant Professor Dr. Milka Terziyska has a consistent

academic career as a part-time assistant, assistant, senior and chief assistant.



Comparative conclusion: Ch. Assistant Professor Dr. Milka Terziyska has
a richer professional career in the university system, compared to Dr. Veronika

Racheva.

3.2. Teaching experience of the candidates.

The beginning of the teaching activity of Dr. Veronika Racheva was in
2015 as a part-time lecturer at the Faculty of Pedagogy, Sofia University “St.
Kliment Ohridski”, where she led an elective course Teaching and learning in a
virtual classroom in the master's program Information and communication
technologies in education in full-time, part-time and distance form, as can be seen
from an official note from the head of the master's program Prof. Dr. R. Peycheva-
Forsyth. From the same reference it is evident that Dr. Veronika Racheva
participated in training on projects for synchronous virtual teaching of teachers
and representatives of state institutions.

Dr. Racheva has 2 specializations - in the USA and Great Britain.
Participates in 9 projects - in 1 as a coordinator, in 4 as a leader, in 2 as a trainer
and in 2 — as a member of the team. She’s been a guest speaker at 4 international
conferences.

Conclusion: The teaching experience of Dr. Veronika Racheva is realized
in elective courses at the Faculty of Pedagogy, Sofia University “St. Cl. Ohridski”
In one master's program and in two projects on the use of skills related to the
information culture of different types of users.

It is evident from the presented reference that Ch. Assistant Professor Dr.
Milka Terziyska-Stefanova has led lecture courses at the Faculty of Educational
Studies and the Arts, Bachelor's degree in the compulsory disciplines
Psychological and pedagogical foundations of information culture and
Comparative preschool education and in the compulsory elective courses History
of childhood and Socialization of the individual in the information society,
seminar exercises in the Bachelor's degree in the compulsory discipline History

of pedagogy and Bulgarian education (SWU “Neofit Rilski”, Sofia University),



supervises the internship in the Bachelor's degree and in the compulsory
disciplines Teacher training, Current pedagogical practice and Internship
pedagogical practice in the master's programs Preschool pedagogy (for graduates
of pedagogical specialties) and Preschool pedagogy (for graduates of pedagogical
specialties and specialties with teaching qualifications).

In 1989 she directed international pedagogical practice at the Leningrad
Pedagogical Institute “A. I. Herzen” to students from SWU “Neofit Rilski‘.

Ch. Assistant Professor Dr. Milka Terziyska-Stefanova has also appeared
as a guest lecturer at three foreign universities. In 2015 she lectured in three
foreign language disciplines in Bachelor's and Doctoral degrees at the University
of Bergamo (Universita degli Studidi Bergamo), Italy, Department of Humanities
and Social Sciences (Dipartimento di scienze umane e sociali) by invitation of
Prof. Giuseppe Bertagna, as a result of which she was awarded the title of Visiting
Professor at the Faculty of Humanities and Social Sciences.

In the period 25.05. - 01.06.2008 she taught at the University of Padua
(Italy) - guest lecturer at the invitation of the Director of the Doctoral School at
the Department of Educational Sciences Prof. Raffaela Semeraro, and in 2010
gave lectures in a foreign language at the University of Paris at the invitation of
Prof. Antoine Savoy, Director of the Center Interdisciplinaire de Recherche
“Culture, Education, Formation, Travail* (CIRCEFT).

The main accents in the lecture activity of Ch. Assistant Professor Dr. Milka
Terziyska-Stefanova refer to the innovations in the methodology of psychological
and pedagogical research, in the context of creating conditions and prerequisites
for building the foundations of information culture in childhood. In this regard, I
should mention her statements on this issue as a lecturer at foreign universities.

Conclusion: Ch. Assistant Professor Dr. Milka Terziyska is a longtime
lecturer at Bulgarian and foreign universities, implementing an effective
educational process for the training and career development of teachers, in the
context of acquiring ideas and skills about the historical traditions and

psychological and pedagogical foundations of information culture in childhood.



Comparative conclusion: There is an indisputable priority of the teaching
experience of Ch. Assistant Professor Dr. Milka Terziyska-Stefanova, compared
to Dr. Veronika Racheva. The reasons for this statement follow from the
permanent career of Ch. Assistant Professor Dr. Milka Terziyska-Stefanova as a
lecturer in the system of higher education, as well as the specifics of the

disciplines that are in the profile of the competition.

3.3. Publication activity of the candidates.

The two candidates participate in the competition with scientific
production, which is according to the profile of the announced competition, meets
the minimum national requirements under Art. 2b (2 and 3) of the Law on the
Academic Staff Development in Republic of Bulgaria, in accordance with Art. 24
(1) of the same law.

In structural terms, the scientific production of Dr. Veronika Racheva
includes 28 publications, of which 2 monographs, 15 scientific articles, 6 reports
and articles in scientific journals and 5 manuals and textbooks. 16 of the
publications are independent, and the rest - in co-authorship. She participated in
the competition with 14 publications, of which 1 monograph, 1 published book
based on a defended dissertation for the award of educational and scientific degree
“Doctor’, 3 articles and reports published in scientific journals, referenced and
indexed in world-famous databases with scientific information, 2 of which in a
foreign language and 9 articles and reports published in non-refereed journals
with scientific review or published in edited collective volumes. 11 of them are
independent and 3 are co-authored.

There are 3 citations in scientific journals, referenced and indexed in world-
famous databases with scientific information or in monographs and collective
volumes and 3 citations of one publication in non-refereed journals with scientific
review.

In terms of content, the presented publications of Dr. Racheva can be
combined in several thematic areas: prevention of risks and dangers of children

in preschool and adolescence, socially oriented behavior in children's



multicultural environment, preparation of teachers for synchronous virtual
teaching, early foreign language learning in a synchronous virtual environment.

The habilitation thesis presented for participation in the competition -
monograph “Early foreign language learning in a synchronous virtual learning
environment® presents the characteristics of early foreign language learning in
synchronous virtual learning environments in the conditions of distance learning
due to the pandemic of COVID-19, offers an author's model with methodological
guidelines and examples for the implementation of early foreign language
learning in a synchronous virtual learning environment and provides an
opportunity to get acquainted with the orientations of teachers for foreign
language learning in synchronous virtual forms.

In a published book based on a defended dissertation for the award of
educational and scientific degree “Doctor” “Education of socially-oriented
behavior in children's multicultural environment. Pedagogical model for a
preparatory group” the author presents European and national educational policies
aimed at laying the foundations of equality and active citizenship from an early
age, as well as a proven model for educating socially oriented behavior in a
preparatory group / class.

Acrticles and reports published in scientific journals, referenced and indexed
in world-famous databases of scientific information are related to the
characteristics of the virtual classroom, the specifics of the educational process in
traditional and virtual classroom and the social aspects of synchronous virtual
learning.

The main emphases in the articles and reports published in non-peer-
reviewed journals with scientific review or published in edited collective volumes
are related to the formation of literary skills, stimulating students' creative talents
and learning a foreign language in a virtual learning environment, stimulating
digital media grammar in educational institutions, the characteristics of the
“visiting virtual teacher”, as well as the competencies of the students for teaching
in a virtual classroom.

Dr. Veronika Racheva covers the scientometric indicators related to the



minimum national requirements for participation in the competition, group A - 50
points, groups V and G - 340 points, group D - 60 points, total - 450 points.

Conclusion: In structural terms, the candidate Dr. Veronika Racheva meets
the minimum national requirements under Art. 26 of the Law on the Academic
Staff Development in Republic of Bulgaria for scientific field 1. Pedagogical
sciences for holding the academic position of Associate Professor. In terms of
content, the main part of the publications are not on the topic of the competition.

The scientific production of Ch. Assistant Professor Dr. Milka
Terziyska-Stefanova includes 55 publications, of which 5 monographs, 7
publications related to her dissertation, 3 textbooks and teaching aids, 1 study in
peer-reviewed and indexed journals, 3 articles in peer-reviewed and indexed
journals, 5 studies in peer-reviewed scientific journals, 4 articles in peer-reviewed
scientific journals, 4 studies in peer-reviewed online journals, 9 reports from
scientific conferences, congresses and symposia (proceedings), 5 abstracts of
reports from scientific conferences and congresses, 1 chronicle of the
International Congress on the History of Education in Geneva, 4 publications in
“Az-Buki” newspaper, 3 publications in international electronic editions and 1
review. She participated in the competition with 31 publications, of which 2
monographs, presented as a habilitation thesis — “Information Revolutions and
Education” (Part One) and the “Information Revolutions and Education” (Second
part), 3 monographs that are not presented as a major habilitation thesis, 1 study
in a peer-reviewed and indexed journal, 3 articles in peer-reviewed and indexed
journals, 5 studies in peer-reviewed scientific journals, 3 articles in peer-reviewed
scientific journals, 4 studies in peer-reviewed online journals, 9 reports from
scientific conferences, congresses and symposia (proceedings) and 1 review. Of
these publications, 25 are independent and 6 are co-authored.

In terms of content, the scientific interests and main publications of Ch.
Assistant Professor Terziyska - Stefanova are related to the following thematic
areas: Psychological and pedagogical foundations of information culture;
Comparative preschool education; History of childhood; History of Bulgarian

education (the educational activity of the Rila Monastery and of the Bulgarian



writers until the Liberation); Theory and history of childhood (childhood in the
modern information society); Emergence and development of pedagogical
disciplines in Western Europe and Bulgaria (the end of the 19" — 20" century,
etc.).

In the monograph “Information Revolutions and Education. Part 1. From
Antiquity to the 18" Century” the author makes a historiographical review of the
information revolution and the related state of education in the historical epoch in
the context of the three information revolutions - the emergence and development
of language and speech as a tool writing and printing. In this regard, Ch. Assistant
Professor Milka Terziyska-Stefanova analyzes the new information conditions in
Modern society, imposing a new type of information culture.

In the monograph “Information Revolutions and Education. Part II. 19" —
21% century”, which is a natural continuation of the first part of the book, the
author analyzes the fourth and fifth information revolution from the point of view
of education: the influence of pedagogical thought and the formation of reformist
educational concepts on the share of literacy among the population, the education
of both sexes (girls and boys) and the minority groups, the educational content,
the teaching methodology, the educational structure, the types of schools.

The studies, articles and reports submitted for participation in the
competition focus on the evolution of childhood as a cultural and historical
phenomenon, the relationship “child - mass communications” in the modern
digital information society, the history of the reformist pedagogical thought in
Bulgaria and the world, the preparation of doctoral students in social sciences and
humanities, the formation of information culture in preschool age.

Ch. Assistant Professor Dr. Milka Terziyska-Stefanova significantly
exceeds the scientometric indicators related to the minimum national
requirements for participation in the competition, group A - 50 points, groups V
and G - 742.5 points, group D - 170 points, total - 1312, 5 points.

Conclusion: In structural terms, the candidate Ch. Assistant Professor Dr.
Milka Stefanova Terziyska meets the minimum national requirements under Art.

26 of the Law on the Academic Staff Development in Republic of Bulgaria for



scientific field 1. Pedagogical sciences for holding the academic position of
associate professor. In terms of content, the most significant of her publications
are on the topic of the competition.

Comparative conclusion: There is an indisputable priority of Ch. Assistant
Professor Dr. Milka Stefanova Terziyska in the publishing activity, the
scientometric indicators related to the minimum national requirements for
participation in the competition and the content context of the scientific

production on the topic of the competition.

3.4. Scientific contributions of the candidates.

Dr. Veronika Racheva

In summary, the applicant's contributions can be summarized as follows:

Contributions in theoretical terms:

- The technological characteristics of virtual learning environments, the
social and pedagogical projections of this type of education are analyzed and
conceptually substantiated;

- There are methodological parameters and guidelines for early foreign
language learning in a synchronous virtual learning environment in the school
education system.

Contributions in practical-applied and experimental plan.

- There is a tested author's model ,,virtual guest teacher* for the educational
process in kindergarten through a synchronous virtual learning environment, as
well as a model for educating socially oriented behavior in a preparatory group /
class;

- There is also a study of the orientations of future pedagogical specialists
for the educational process in a synchronous virtual learning environment;

- Recommendations for the work of pedagogical specialists in synchronous

virtual learning environments are given.



Conclusion: The candidate Dr. Veronika Racheva has contributions in
scientific and practical terms in the field of virtual learning environments and
social and pedagogical projections of this type of education.

In summary, the applicant's contributions can be summarized as follows:

Contributions in theoretical terms:

- An interdisciplinary approach is used to analyze and define the
phenomenon of ,information culture” in a cultural-historical context and its
projection on generations of children as a permanent civilizational process that
originated at the dawn of human society.

- The stages of the ,,information revolutions® of humankind are derived and
defined in the context of the means of receiving, processing and transmitting
information.

- Concepts of the cultural and historical origin of childhood are analyzed.

- A theoretical analysis of the relationship ,,childhood - information culture
— education® is made (done) in the context of the role of the information factor to
clarify the nature of culture at each stage of human development.

- The characteristics of the generations of children in the information
societies are presented, including the specifics of the formation of information
culture in preschool age.

Contributions in practical-applied and experimental plan.

- Research has been carried out to refine the terminology for designating
the concept of ,,information culture* and to distinguish it from other related
concepts.

- Curricula have been developed in the disciplines Psychological and
pedagogical foundations of information culture and Socialization of the individual
in the information society, the essential part of which refers to the concept of
information culture and its projection on children.

- There is an academic professionalism in working with students and PhD
students both as a lecturer and as an associate of these groups in the discovery and

processing of information and the formation of information culture.



Conclusion: The candidate Ch. Assistant Professor Dr. Milka Stefanova
Terziyska has contributions in scientific and practical terms regarding the
psychological and pedagogical foundations of information culture in cultural,
historical and contemporary context.

Comparative conclusion: There is an indisputable priority of Ch. Assistant
Professor Dr. Milka Stefanova Terziyska in the scientific and practical

contributions on the title of the competition.

Question to both candidates
How will you analyze in the cultural-historical and educational context the
phenomenon of “information culture* and its psychological-pedagogical

projection on children?

Conclusion and proposal for selection in the competition

- The candidates in this competition meet the requirements of the Law on
the Academic Staff Development in Republic of Bulgaria, the Regulations for its
implementation, the minimum national requirements and the additional
requirements of Sofia University “St. Kliment Ohridski” from the Regulations for
the conditions and the order for acquiring scientific degrees and holding academic
positions in Sofia University “St. Kliment Ohridski”, teaching experience of the
candidates.
