Grounds for drafting the opinion: The opinion was written on the basis
of the Order of the Rector of Sofia University “St. Kliment Ohridski ” Ne RD
38-448/25.09.2020. Documents for participation in the announced competition
for associate professor have been submitted by two candidates: Ch. Assistant
Professor Dr. Milka Nikolova Terziyska-Stefanova and Dr. Veronika Hristova
Racheva. No procedural violations were found under the announced
competition.

|. Data for the candidates

Ch. Assistant Professor Dr. Milka Nikolova Terziyska - Stefanova was
born in 1958. She graduated from the High School for Construction Engineering
and Architecture “Nikola Parapunov”, Blagoevgrad. In 1983 she obtained a
master's degree in Primary School Education from Sofia University “St. Kliment
Ohridski” - Blagoevgrad branch. After successfully defending her doctoral
dissertation on “Literary and educational activities of the Rila Monastery (from
the 10" century to the Liberation)” in 2007 she acquired an Educational and
Scientific degree “Doctor”.

Milka Terziyska's professional, career and academic development began
immediately after her graduation in 1983 at Southwest University “Neofit
Rilski”, Blagoevgrad as a part-time lecturer in History of Pedagogy and
Bulgarian Education, where from 1985 to 1997 she was an assistant and senior
assistant on the main employment contract.



Since 2000 she has been a part-time lecturer at the Faculty of Preschool
and Primary School Education, now the Faculty of Educational Studies and the
Arts (FESA), and since 2017 she has been a Ch. Assistant Professor in
Psychological and pedagogical foundations of information culture, Comparative
preschool education and History of childhood (compulsory elective discipline).

Ch. Assistant Professor Dr. Milka Terziyska is recognizable in the
European academic and scientific space as a guest lecturer in bachelor's and
doctoral programs at the University of Bergamo, the University of Paris 8, the
University of Padua, guest researcher at the University of Macerata and a
member of the editorial boards of foreign journals - the electronic journal “Gli
Argonauti. Rivista di studi storico-educativi e pedagogici”, published by the
University of Messina (Italy); the magazine “Formazione, lavoro, persona”
(Education, work, personality) of the University of Bergamo; “History of
Education and Children’s Literature” magazine. The activities shown by the
candidate are certified by certificates - precisely arranged in the submitted
documents and are proof of her teaching, research and expert competence. The
professional experience of Dr. Milka Terziyska is complemented by her work as
an expert, specialist and inspector at the Center for Economics and Management
of Education, Center for Professional Development and Orientation and Faculty
of Educational Studies and the Arts.

Ch. Assistant Professor Dr. Milka Terziyska has two specializations
abroad. In 2007 at the Salesian Pontifical University, the Faculty of Educational
Sciences (Universita Pontificia Salesiana) and the National Center for Salesian
Activities (Centro Nazionale Opere Salesiane) in Rome (ltaly) to study the
organization, management and educational activities of Catholic schools; in
1989 at the Institute of Slavic and Balkan Studies in Moscow (Russia), as well
as a specialization in French in 1990 at the Institute for Foreign Students in
Sofia.

The candidate Dr. Milka Terziyska has completed two Erasmus mobilities
— at the University of Paris 10 Nanterre (2009) and at the University of Padua
(2008).

Ch. Assistant Professor Dr. Milka Terziyska declares language
competence by proficiency in Russian, French, Italian and English.

Dr. Veronika Hristova Racheva was born in 1982. She graduated from the
First Language High School with an English profile in Varna. She has a
Bachelor's degree in two specialties — “Primary School Education” at the
Faculty of Preschool and Primary School Education at Sofia University, where
she graduated in 2004, and the other specialty — “Culturology” at the Faculty of
Philosophy at Sofia University is completed semester. She continued her
educational qualification in master's programs at Sofia University and has
successfully graduated with a master's degree in “Early Foreign Language
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Teaching in Preschools” at the Faculty of Preschool and Primary School
Education and a master's degree in art studies at the Faculty of Fine Arts of the
National Academy of Arts.

She acquired Educational and Scientific Degree “Doctor” in 2015 with a
successfully defended dissertation on “Education of socially-oriented behavior
in a multicultural environment” in the professional field 1.2. Pedagogy (Theory
of education and didactics - preschool pedagogy).

The professional and career development of Dr. Veronika Racheva begins
with work in companies and foundations, in which she applies her competencies
in a foreign language, development and project management, training of
employees.

The beginning of the academic development of candidate Veronika
Racheva was as an assistant in 2012/2013 in Preschool Pedagogy at the Faculty
of Preschool and Primary School Education. In 2015 she continued her
academic career as a guest lecturer at the Faculty of Educational Studies and the
Arts, Sofia University “St. Kliment Ohridski”, where she conducted 4 hours of
lectures on the subject “Didactics of Information Technologies in Primary
School”.

Since 2015 she has been a lecturer in the Department of Information and
Teacher Training, Sofia University “St. Kliment Ohridski ”, where she leads an
interactive seminar “Synchronous distance teaching in high school - tools,
methodology, practice” and a part-time lecturer in the master's program
“Information and communication technologies in education” at the Faculty of
Pedagogy, Sofia University “St. Kliment Ohridski” with an elective course
“Teaching and learning in a virtual classroom”.

The candidate Dr. Veronika Racheva has two specializations abroad.
During her doctoral studies she completed a one-semester specialization in
“Methods of Pedagogical Research” at the Doctoral School at the Institute of
Education in London, as well as a specialization in “Virtual Teacher Program” at
the University of California.

In 2012-2013 she completed specializations in Bulgaria as a beneficiary
of the project “Development and improvement of inter-faculty doctoral program
in the field of pedagogical research and e-learning at Sofia University” through
several training courses, and in 2010 she participated in a course on Academic
writing for doctoral students (standards, organization, genre, editions), training
organized by the Doctoral School of Social Sciences and Humanities at the
Faculty of Philosophy, Sofia University “St. Kliment Ohridski .

Dr. Veronika Racheva declares language competence by proficiency in
English, German and Spanish.



I1. Characteristics of the scientific and scientific-applied production
of the candidates

The candidates in the competition submit reports for fulfillment of the
minimum number of points, which are required by groups of indicators for
scientific field 1. Pedagogical sciences, 1.2. Pedagogy, in accordance with the
Law for Academic Staff Development of the Republic of Bulgaria (LASDRB),
which shows that both candidates meet the minimum requirements for the
academic position of “Associate Professor”.

Presented by Ch. Assistant Professor Dr. Milka Terziyska scientific
production is estimated at 962.5 points, which is more than twice the required
400 points.

The scientific production of Dr. Veronika Racheva is 450 points.

Ch. Assistant Professor Dr. Milka Terziyska participated in the
competition with 55 publications, of which 5 monographs, 10 studies, 6
articles and 9 reports published in specialized scientific journals and collective
volumes, co-authored in 1 university textbook and 2 textbooks, as well as
publications in periodical specialized newspapers and magazines (traditional and
electronic in Bulgaria and abroad).

The habilitation work is in 2 parts with a total volume of 580 pages
(indicator C) “Information revolutions and education” First part. From
Antiquity to the 18th century (318 p.) and Part Two. XIX-XXI century (262
p.), University Publishing House “St. Kliment Ohridski”. From the two
monographs, which are not presented as the main habilitation work, | accept the
Childhood - known and unknown (From infanticide to digital childhood).
Sofia: “Veda Slovena — ZhG*, 2018. 370 p. ISBN: 978-954-8846-43-1.
(indicator D4), which in thematic and substantive terms meets the requirements
of the competition.

The other monograph “Dimitar Katsarov and the movement for new
education* Sofia: University Publishing House “St. Kliment Ohridski”, 2013,
278 p. ISBN 978-954-07-3523-8; COBISS.BG-1D-1256254436 complements
the research perspectives of the candidate and presents her contributions to
enrich the history of preschool education in Bulgaria through an in-depth study
of the life and contribution of the great Bulgarian scientist-pedagogue Prof.
Dimitar Katsarov for the dissemination of ideas for new education in Bulgaria in
the first half of the 20" century and the transfer of these ideas in his private
course for the training of children's teachers (in this part corresponding to the
theme of the competition).

The monograph based on a defense dissertation for Educational and
Scientific degree “Doctor” is “Literary and educational activities of the Rila
Monastery (From the 10" century to the Liberation). Sofia: University



Publishing House “St. Kliment Ohridski”, 2009, 216 p. ISBN 978-954-07-2885-
8; COBISS.BG-ID - 1230537956 (indicator D 5).

| accept the presented studies, articles and reports, not acknowledging a
publication of Dr. Milka Terziyska on the Web of Science / Scopus databases -
Publication 6.1. in “Pedagogy” magazine, which was published before the
journal was indexed. Separate declarations have not been submitted for 5 of the
co-authored publications.

The citations mentioned by Dr. Milka Terziyska are 21 in total, with the
predominance of those by Bulgarian authors. Three are in publications with an
impact factor.

The total volume of the scientific production submitted for review by
candidate Ch. Assistant Professor Dr. Milka Terziyska is 1920 pages.

Dr. Veronika Racheva participates in the announced competition for
“Associate Professor“ with 14 scientific publications, of which one
habilitation thesis, one published book based on a defended dissertation and
12 articles, of which 3 published in international peer-reviewed journals,
indexed in world famous databases, and nine have been published in non-
peer-reviewed journals with scientific review.

The habilitation work of Dr. Veronika Racheva is the book “Early foreign
language learning in a synchronous virtual learning environment®, Varna, 2020,
ISBN: 978-619-91630-2-3, 194 p.

The candidate Dr. Veronika Racheva has published a book based on a
defended dissertation “Education of socially-oriented behavior in children's
multicultural environment. Pedagogical model for preparatory group / class”,
Varna, 2020, ISBN: 978-619-91630-0-9.

In the announced competition Dr. Veronika Racheva presented 3 articles
published in international peer-reviewed journals, indexed in world-famous
databases and 9, which are published in non-peer-reviewed journals with
scientific review. No separation declaration has been submitted for three co-
authored publications. | cannot classify D8 and D9 publications as articles and
reports (in a volume of 2 pages), which gives me a reason not to accept the 10
points given to them.

Dr. Veronika Racheva presents 6 citations, two of which in indexed
journals.

The total volume of the scientific production submitted for review by
candidate Dr. Veronika Racheva and accepted publications is 340 pages.



I11. Main contributions in the scientific and scientific-applied activity
of the candidates

Based on my acquaintance with the publications of the two candidates
participating in the announced competition, | believe that they contain the
following scientific and scientific-applied contributions

Scientific and applied contributions of the candidate Ch. Assistant
Professor Dr. Milka Terziyska

1. A major study of the importance of information in each historical stage of
human development has been conducted and based on constructive
analysis clarified the nature of information culture as an essential aspect
of culture and highlighted the role of education as part of this culture.

2. An interdisciplinary research approach has been applied in clarifying and
defining the phenomenon of “information culture”“ by refining its
terminology and distinguishing it from other related concepts.

3. The monographic work “Information Revolutions and Education“ is an
original work of Ch. Assistant Professor Dr. Milka Terziyska and
contributes to the enrichment of the historical-pedagogical theory.

4. The developed concept of the cultural and historical character of
childhood enriches the theoretical knowledge about the child and
childhood in the modern information society.

5. The general theoretical bases for the formation of information culture of
preschool children are presented - essential characteristics, means and
factors influencing the process of its formation.

Scientific and applied contributions of the candidate Dr. Veronika
Racheva:

1. The specifics of the early foreign language learning in preschool and
primary school age are theoretically substantiated and concretized, the
characteristics of the synchronous virtual learning environments are
defined, the peculiarities of the pedagogical interaction in synchronous
virtual learning are highlighted and their possibilities for information
culture formation are sought.

2. The methodological guidelines and examples enrich the practice for
realization of early foreign language teaching in preschool and primary
school in synchronous virtual learning environment.

3. The opinion of foreign language teachers in preschool and primary
school age about the synchronous virtual learning environments in the
early foreign language learning in a pandemic environment is
systematized.



4. A model of project-based learning has been developed and piloted with
the help of distance guest lecturers, who are included in the traditional
learning environment in the kindergarten through the synchronous
virtual learning environment.

V. Teaching activity
The presented autobiographical data show that the two candidates conduct
teaching activities as university lecturers.

The teaching activity of Ch. Assistant Professor Dr. Milka Terziyska
includes conducting lectures, seminars and pedagogical practice with students
in Bachelor's and Master's degrees in Southwest University and Sofia University
at the Faculty of Preschool and Primary School Education and at the Faculty of
Educational Studies and the Arts. As more important of them are the following
disciplines: History of pedagogy and Bulgarian education, Psychological and
pedagogical foundations of information culture, Comparative education,
Comparative preschool education, History of childhood, Socialization of the
individual in the information society, State pedagogical practice, Teacher
training, Internship pedagogical practice.

The teaching activity of Dr. Veronika Racheva includes giving lectures
and seminars to students in the Bachelor's and Master's degrees at Sofia
University at the Faculty of Educational Studies and the Arts and the Faculty of
Pedagogy.

The most important of these are the following disciplines: Teaching and
learning in a virtual classroom, Didactics of information technology in primary
school, Preschool pedagogy. Dr. Racheva is the leader of an interactive seminar
“Synchronous distance teaching in high school - tools, methodology, practice” at
the Department of Information and Teacher Training, Sofia University “St.
Kliment Ohridski”.

V. Evaluation of the participation of the candidates in scientific-
applied developments and projects

Dr. Veronika Racheva has serious experience in project activities. She has
participated in 8 projects, holding the following positions: manager - 4; regional
coordinator - 1; trainer - 1; member of the research team - 2.

Ch. Assistant Professor Dr. Milka Terziyska did not provide information
about participation in project activities.



Conclusion

The opinion was prepared on the basis of the Law for Academic Staff
Development of the Republic of Bulgaria, the Regulations for its application, the
Regulations for the terms and conditions for acquiring scientific degrees and
holding academic positions at Sofia University “St. Kliment Ohridski”.

After getting acquainted with the documents of the two candidates and the
evaluation of their publishing and teaching activities, my opinion is as follows:

The scientific production of Ch. Assistant Professor Dr. Milka Terziyska
significantly exceeds in quantitative terms that of Dr. Veronika Racheva.
Presented by Ch. Assistant Professor Dr. Milka Terziyska publications in terms
of content correspond to the topic of the announced competition for “Associate
Professor”. Also the teaching experience of Ch. Assistant Professor Dr. Milka
Terziyska as a part-time lecturer, assistant and chief assistant professor
significantly exceeds that of Dr. Veronika Racheva. The difference in the total
volume of the scientific production of the two candidates is impressive.

Pedagogy (Preschool Pedagogy -
Psychological and pedagogical foundations of information culture) at the
Department of Preschool and Media Education of the Faculty of Educational
Studies and the Arts.

Despite the valuable scientific output of Dr. Veronika Hristova Racheva
and the fact that she has the required points of the minimum requirements for the
academic position of "Associate Professor", the comparison of a number of
indicators with the competing candidate in the competition is not in her favor.
