I. Monograph presented as a habilitation thesis:

The study aims to emphasize the role of the information factor and education as an

essential part of culture in the development of human society. It focuses on their
interrelationship and interdependence while taking also into account the role of material
circumstances in the development of history. The author does not try to make a complete and
exhaustive overview of education during the historical epochs, but rather outlines the trends in
their relationship and dependence.

Structurally, the monograph contains three chapters, each of which is devoted to the
respective information revolution and the related state of education in a given historical epoch.

The first information revolution, related to the emergence of language and speech as a
tool for communication, led to the accumulation of information and knowledge about different
areas of life, but direct language communication as the basis of the information process limited
the level and scope of knowledge and opportunities for their use in limited spatial areas.

The second information revolution was related to the invention of writing, which led
to overcoming the limitations of speech communication and human memory and to increasing
the opportunities for accumulation and storage of information and knowledge. Their fixation
on a given medium (initially hard - stone, clay, wood, bone, and later soft - papyrus, parchment,
paper) facilitates their transmission from generation to generation and makes it possible not
only directly from person to person, but also through books and libraries - the information funds
of humankind.

The invention of writing is associated with the emergence of states and the written
history of humankind, the development of literature, science, culture and education. Along with

all this, the most ancient civilizations known to us today existed in the 4"-1% millennium BC
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on the territory of South Asia and partly in North Asia, have left to humanity the ways to pass
on the cultural heritage of generations - organized education and training in a specially created
institution - the school, which in turn develops and becomes the engine of social progress.

The invention of book printing is one of the most remarkable information technologies,
which has retained its importance to this day. It is the basis of the third information revolution,
which had a radical impact on all spheres of life. Unlike previous epochs, in which knowledge
was available to a limited circle of society, new technology opened up new opportunities for
access to more numerous and cheaper sources of knowledge for wider sections of the
population, including the lower social strata. This led to changes in the social structure for the
dissemination of knowledge and indirectly affected the social, economical and political changes
in society.

The wider dissemination of information and knowledge related to the introduction and
dissemination of book printing expanded the information boundaries of humanity and the
mental horizon of man. The new information conditions in the society imposed a new type of
information culture, which was acquired through the printed production as the main means of
education and self-education.

Book printing helps to create a common information space within which the culture,
science and education of the New Age developed. With its invention, humanity made
continuous information and knowledge progress, which left its mark on the content of education
and teaching methods.

For the purposes of the research, which has an interdisciplinary nature, sources from
different fields of science are used (history, history of pedagogy and education, history of the
book, history of libraries, pedagogy, philosophy, psychology, informatics, economics,

archeology, linguistics, etc.).

The second part of the monograph continues to explore the issues raised in the first part,

but in a different historical period. It aims to study the impact of the information revolutions in
the 19th-21st century on the trends in the development of education in developed countries: to
what extent the education met the need for knowledge and formation of the respective

information culture of the people during the different stages of the researched historical period,;
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the influence on pedagogical thought and the formation of reformist educational concepts; the
share of literacy among the population; the education of both sexes and minority groups;
educational content; teaching methodology; educational structure and types of schools.

The study contains two chapters: the first is devoted to the fourth information revolution,
and the second to the fifth and sixth.

The first chapter covers the 19th - first half of the 20th century. Printing, discovered as
a technology in the previous historical era (the third information revolution), contributed greatly
to the development of science and the unprecedented growth of scientific and technological
discoveries. The result was the rapid development of the industrial revolution, the characteristic
feature of which was the transition from a predominantly agrarian economy to industrial
production. The central force of the industrial revolution was electricity, which found
application in all other areas of life. It is associated with the invention and increasing use and
dissemination of new means of information communication (telegraph, telephone, radio and
television), which contributed to the formation of a new stage in the development of society,
known as the fourth information revolution.

The new means of information and communication (which may include photography,
cinema and sound recording) solve the problem of remote messaging of a huge number of
people and allowed the speed of information transmission to increase several times. This
significantly increased their role as a mechanism for the dissemination of messages and
knowledge in large areas and the accessibility of members of society to them, and hence their
influence on the formation of individual and public consciousness.

Along with the new means of information and communication, the press continued its
existence and development with its products (books, magazines and newspapers), which, thanks
to the mass compulsory school education, became more accessible to broad sections of the
population. With the development of scientific and technological progress, the content of
education became more complex and enriched, and its duration increased.

The growing importance of information as a means of influencing the development of
society and the states led to a new stage of development in which the media and communication
began to play an increasing role in shaping the mass culture of society and to compete with the
school as an institution summoned to educate the younger generations. The fourth information
revolution smoothly passed into the fifth information revolution - the information technology

revolution.
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The second chapter deals with the fifth and sixth information revolutions. They are not
divided into separate chapters, because both unfold over several decades (the second half of the
20th - early 21st century) and the processes that emerged in the fifth information revolution
smoothly passed and continued their development in the sixth. This is the era of electronics,
the invention of electronic computing, the advent of the personal computer, the creation of
networks of communications and telecommunications. These inventions transformed the ways
in which the ever-increasing amount of information was processed, organized and
disseminated. This radically transformed men's ability to effectively use information resources.
Working with information in electronic form allowed the ensurance of its virtually unlimited
distribution. If the main result of the fourth information revolution was the overcoming of
spaces, then the fifth and sixth information revolution overcame time thanks to the gigantic
speed and volume of transmitted and processed information. The educational requirements to
the modern person and to the formation and constant increase of the information culture of the
people of all ages grew.

Emphasis is laid upon the important role of technologicalization (which is inevitable at
this stage of development) and the humanization of the educational process with a view to
preserving and developing the human beings. It was not technology or even information itself
that became dominant in the new world of information policy, but its creator and end user — the
human beings.

For research purposes sources from different fields of science are used, i.e. history,
history of pedagogy and education, history of the book, pedagogy, philosophy, psychology,

sociology, informatics, economics, etc.

The presented monograph aims, based on the existing data in the foreign scientific
literature, to present to the Bulgarian readers some of the most important theories and
phenomena related to the history and the present of childhood.

The monograph consists of two chapters, each of which includes four parts, logically
united by the theme of childhood. The first chapter “Theories of Childhood” examines the

phenomenon of “childhood” and traces the emergence and development of scientific interest in
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childhood and the formation of the idea of its cultural and historical character: the contribution
of Russian psychologists from the 1930s (mostly to L. S. Vygotsky and D. B. Elkonin); the
contribution of the ethnography of childhood (M. Mead and the types of culture in the history
of childhood); the emergence of a new field in historical research - the history of childhood.
The second and third parts present the two main directions in the history of childhood - the
historical-sociological (the theory of Philippe Ariés) and the psychohistorical (the theory of
Lloyd deMause). The fourth part is devoted to some of the concepts of the transformation of
the child and childhood in the last decades of the 20th century (the theories of M. Winn and N.
Postman), presenting a grim picture and forecast for the development of childhood in modern
society under the influence of new media.

The second chapter, “Childhood through the Ages and Today”, begins by turning one
of the darkest pages in the history and current state of childhood, the abandonment of children.
Following the history of the phenomenon from Antiquity to the present day in Europe and
Bulgaria, the second part presents one of the turning points and very important moments not
only in the history of education - a movement for new education that originated in the late
19th century and unfolded in the first half of the 20th century, which placed in the center of
the pedagogical attention the child with its interests and natural needs for activity. The ideas
of this movement and the new educational methods penetrated in Bulgaria through such
prominent personalities as Prof. Dimitar Katsarov and his students and followers. The third
part presents the application of Maria Montessori's method by Lydia Stoyanova in her work
with “mentally retarded” children in several metropolitan schools, the difficulties she went
through, her full dedication to the work and the results she achieved. The last, fourth part of
the monograph, takes us into the modern information society and tries to answer the question
of whether modern children are “digital natives” and whether there is a digital gap between
the generations.

Without claiming to be exhaustive, the monograph outlines the strokes of the diverse
image of childhood over the centuries up to modern times, to which future research in this
area may add new colors depending on the accumulated material. In this sense, a number of
problems are posed, which are waiting for their scientific solution: the development of a
comprehensive integrated approach to childhood as a socio-pedagogical phenomenon and the
development of a methodology for multidisciplinary study of childhood problems; the
application of a historical approach to the study of childhood as a social phenomenon in order

to understand its specific historical nature.

Proceeding from this context, in ch. I, part IV (WILL CHILDHOOD DISAPPEAR?
pp. 107-154) and in ch. 11, part 1V (IS THE EXISTENCE OF “DIGITAL NATIVES” A
MYTH? pp. 279-326), some of the characteristics of modern children, influenced by the new

information age, are considered.

Ch. I, part IV. WILL CHILDHOOD DISAPPEAR? pp. 107-154

A special place in the series of evolutionary theories is occupied by the concepts of the
transformation of the child in modern society. Among the most interesting and alarming is the
concept of the disappearance of childhood, supported by Marie Winn, Neil Postman and others.
As evidence, the authors cite examples of raising children's awareness of various issues
concerning the world of adults (e.g. sex, death, disease, money), as well as objective
demographic trends for childhood development in developed countries (declining birth rates,
reducing the number of children in the family, etc.).

1. Who are the “children without childhood* according to Marie Winn

The American author Marie Winn has written a number of books for children and
parents, two of which have brought her worldwide fame. One of them is entitled “The Plug-in
Drug: Television, Children, And The Family” (Penguin, 1977) and is a critical analysis of the
pedagogical consequences of television's penetration into people's daily lives and especially its
impact on children. In 1983, her book “Children without childhood’*2 appeared, which presents
the results of the breakthrough in the attitude towards childhood in modern society.

Marie Winn's research showed that the changes that covered all the major aspects of
childhood were so significant that it was a revolution, a new era in the relationship between
children and adults. Marie Winn called this new age a century of preparation that replaced the
previous age of guardianship (or the golden age). A new concept of childhood has been formed,
according to which adults no longer consider it their duty to hide from children the truths about
the harsh side of life and their own weaknesses, but on the contrary - that they must prepare
them for the demands of modern life.

Marie Winn points out mass media as one of the factors which influence these

phenomena and which are disturbing for the modern childhood. She sees on television the

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means that have deprived parents of control over their children. There was no longer any topic
in the world of adults that remained a secret for children. Kindergartens ceased to be a place for
games and creative activity, and became educational institutions focused on success and
competition. Children's games, through which they most fully revealed their childish nature,
were replaced by television, alcohol, drugs, premature sensuality and sexuality. The incidence
of childhood depression is increasing among children - a condition that had long been
considered uncharacteristic of childhood. Marie Winn sees the reasons for all this in the great
social upheavals of the late 60's and early 70's of the 20th century - the so-called sexual
revolution, the women's movement, the penetration of television in American homes and family
life, the unstoppable rise in divorces and single parents, the political frustrations of the Vietnam
War and beyond, the deteriorating economic situation that forced many mothers to work. All
these changes in the lives of adults together required a new approach to children.

At the end of her book, Marie Winn tries to answer what needs to be done. According
to her, there is no need for a new revolution or a new social movement, but a change in mind
and behavior of parents. They need to understand that successfully building a family requires
them to be more focused on the well-being of their children and to sacrifice some of their
ambitions, desires and aspirations in favor of the normal growth and happiness of children. The
understanding that early childhood is not the only important stage in a child's development, and
that the following years are just as important, will force parents to compromise in their
professional and social lives in order to devote more time, attention and care to their school-
age children. The parents need to realize the importance of games in children’s lives, leading
them to take greater control over the time their children spend in front of the TV, because
television is the most important substitute for play for today's children. Another important point
is the understanding that children and adults are not equal, which will give parents the courage
to take on a more authoritative role (but not authoritarian) in the family.

Today, in the world of knowledge and new technologies, Marie Winn's book gives us a
criterion for reflection on all phenomena affecting our children: do these phenomena serve the
purposes of protecting children and prolonging their childhood or accelerate their entry into the
world of adults, prematurely depriving them of the characteristic innocence and immediacy of
childhood?

However, we cannot agree with everything said by Marie Winn. Her research was
conducted in the United States only, albeit in three different regions, so she cannot claim

universality and representativeness. The data may be the same for highly developed industrial
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societies, but large-scale surveys need to be carried out to cover other geographical areas and
social strata. In addition, in each historical epoch, including the modern one, and in each country
there are parallel different educational styles, respectively different types of childhood. There
is no universal childhood, respectively, and a universal concept of childhood. The image of
childhood is changeable; it has never been the same in different historical epochs and even
within the same society. Childhood will disappear when mankind disappears. Furthermore, in
different historical periods childhood had different upper limits, more or less clear and
distinguishing the world of childhood from that of adults.

Marie Winn emphasizes the role of social factors and television in shortening childhood
and blurring the boundaries between the world of childhood and the world of adults. Neil

Postman goes further, including the computer as one of the "detrimental” factors for childhood.

2. Neil Postman's concept of the disappearance of childhood

Neil Postman (1931-2003) was an American sociologist, specialist in communication
theory, publisher of “Et cetera” journal of general semantics. He was also a visiting professor
also visiting professor at Harvard University. His book “The Disappearance of Childhood”,
dedicated to such a “sad topic”, was conceived in the mid-70s of the 20th century, but its first
edition was in 1982. In the preface of the new edition, Posman states that since then the social
tendencies noted in it, which have been destructive in relation to childhood, have not only not

weakened, but on the contrary - despite his hopes, have significantly deepened.

Childhood, according to Neil Postman, is a “social artifact, not a biological category”,
Today, he believes, we have enough historical evidence that allows us to reconstruct in general
the fate of the ideas of childhood for the past two and a half millennia. After examining the
history of childhood in different historical epochs, he describes the state of childhood in modern
America, but, according to him, readers from any European country can find many familiar

features in this description.

Along with the flowering of childhood in the period between 1850 and 1950, a process
of disintegration of its symbolic system was taking place. The beginning was set with the
emergence of new means of information and communication based on electricity, which

marked the anonymous nature of the coming era of information technology. In it, the new

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commodity prevailing on the market made the location and identity of both the producer and
the consumer irrelevant. In connection with the coup in the field of communications, the so-
called graphic or visual revolution developed. The invention of the rotary printing machine, the
camera, the television radically changed the nature of the transmitted information, as its unit
became not the word, but the visual sign.

The new symbolic environment caused by the “graphic revolution” inexorably separated
the social foundations on which childhood was built. First, in order to master the visual
(television) culture in its entirety, no training was required. In that case, both the 7-year-old and
the 70-year-old are generally equal. In such a visual culture, the concept of literacy does not
exist, because there is no alphabet in the visual “language”. Second, this culture does not make
any serious and complex demands on the rational activity of consciousness and forms of human
behavior. Third, a society that identifies itself with the mass media audience is increasingly
losing its distinctive cultural features and becoming homogeneous. The logical reason for these
leveling processes is the orientation towards general accessibility of all programs. Electronic
media carry the same information to a huge audience. Secrets of all kinds cannot be hidden
from children, and without social secrets childhood is unthinkable, he said.

In the world of current, rapidly changing, publicly available information, adults are no
longer authoritative guides for children on the path of knowledge. The connection between the
known and the still unknown is curiosity. As the electronic media, especially television, blurs
the boundaries between them; curiosity is replaced by cynicism or arrogance. Children begin to
orient themselves not by the authority of adults, but by the information that comes “from
nowhere”.

Reflecting on social delimiters, the most important of which is shame, Postman is fully
aware of the ambiguous complexity of the processes taking place in culture. Over the course of
historical time, many disturbing and acute topics (related to the relationship between the sexes,
violence, incest, mental illness, etc.) have naturally moved from the realm of shame to publicly
discussed social, political and psychological phenomena. He writes that it would be ridiculous
to require all these issues to remain forever in the dark niche of the public consciousness. It also
turns out that these secrets cannot be hidden from children, and we must be prepared for the
consequences.

The child, while remaining such, must be convinced that adults can control their
physiological urges, incitements to cruelty and violence. This conviction helps children gain

self-confidence, develop a rational attitude towards the world around, necessary for learning
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and cope with future difficulties and vicissitudes of fate. According to Postman, this does not
mean that the child is obliged to remain ignorant of the dark side of life. The way to get
acquainted with them are fairy tales, which help children to painlessly integrate the information
about violence into the general picture of the world. The constant question in society about
whether the violence shown on the screen is able to develop child aggression, according to
Postman, is incorrectly posed. Rather, we need to consider the extent to which the naturalistic
image of life “as it is” undermines the child's belief in the rationality of adults and their ability
to bring order to the world.

In the concluding part of his book, Postman cites numerous examples from various areas
of public life in the United States, illustrating the main thesis of the book - the rapid destruction
of the social substance of childhood. At the same time, Postman is absolutely convinced that
every American family can give their children a full childhood. For this to happen, the almost
impossible must be done in the conditions of modern America: to avoid divorce; to sharply
limit, if not completely exclude, children's standing in front of the TV, while educating them to
be critical of what is happening on the screen. Such married couples are rare, but they still exist.
By making this difficult choice, they render an invaluable service not only to their children but
to society as a whole, preserving for them the intellectual and spiritual elite.

Neil Postman talks about the disappearance of childhood in North America and the fact
that it may not last until the end of the twentieth century. According to him, this is a “high-class
social catastrophe”, but he himself stopped after making his “frightening assumption” because
he did not know the solution to the problem. But this does not mean, as he puts it, that there is
no solution. One of the saving means for the revival of childhood Postman sees in the use of
the computer for its intended purpose. Where is the danger coming from the computer and why
can it be dangerous? According to Postman, this is information that turns from a human friend
into a “flood of chaos”. The person oversaturated with information does not know how to use
it. The computer and its information cannot answer any of the fundamental questions one needs
to make one's life more meaningful and humane. Nor can it provide any organizing moral
framework.

Postman himself says that he is not against the “meaningful” use of computers, as they
also have a very useful application in people's lives. Whether we accept information uncritically
or not depends not on the computer, but on the level of our general and special education, as
well as awareness. It is also a matter of personal choice whether to be free to think or to flow

into the general flow and succumb to its flow. We must not deprive children of information, but
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teach them how to navigate the information maze, instead of getting lost in it, to bring in line
with modern conditions our educational work with them and the quality of education. To teach
them to learn and to be informed. But for this purpose, the adults themselves must first know
how to do it. We cannot change the course of scientific and technological progress, but we can
change ourselves, as well as educational methods, and turn modern technical means of
information and communication into our collaborators, not “enemies” of children and an
obstacle to their psycho-emotional and social development.

Due to the rapid development of new technologies, still unknown at the time when Marie
Winn and Neil Postman wrote their books, they naturally do not talk about smartphones and
social networks, which penetrate absolutely all kinds of barriers and obstacles to reach children.
Today, they are fully accessible to all and have penetrated deep into the world of children to
such an extent that they have become part of their daily lives.

Ch. I, part IV. IS THE EXISTENCE OF “DIGITAL NATIVES” A MYTH? pp.
279-326

At the turn of the 20" — 21 century in developed countries a new type of society, called
“post-industrial“, “information®, “knowledge society*, etc. emerged. One of the most important
and characteristic features of modern society was the transformation of new information and
communication technologies into a key factor of progress, and information and knowledge into
the most important and sought-after commodity. The requirements for the individual and their

education and ability to adapt and work in a high-tech environment were extremely increasing.

What is the place of children in this dynamically evolving modern world? What is the
new image of childhood in the information society? This part of the book, based on foreign and
Bulgarian research, analyzes the characteristics of the new type of childhood formed as a result

of globalization.

A characteristic feature of childhood in the modern world is that it is influenced by new
information and communication technologies and the rapid pace of development of the
technological revolution. As a result, an integral part of the lives of modern children are the
new technical means (interactive toys, computers, internet, computer games, tablets,

smartphones), which are constantly diversifying and becoming more complex.
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Children of the technological age have been called “digital natives” by Mark Prenski,
unlike people of previous generations, whom he calls “digital immigrants*. “Digital natives”
refers to the generation (in the United States) born after the second half of the 1980s in the age
of mass computing, widely-spread Windows operating systems and all other rapidly developing
new information and communication technologies. Those born before that time are called
“digital immigrants” by Mark Prensky because they became acquainted with computers and the
Internet and began using them at a later stage in their lives.

Digital natives differ from digital immigrants primarily in their way of life, in that they
do many things online, i.e. different from what the older generation does. The digital natives
are used to receiving information very quickly; they love parallel activities andmultitasking;
they work best when connected in a network; enjoy instant gratification and frequent rewards;
prefer games to “serious” work, etc.

In his work “The Emerging Online Life of the Digital Native: What they do differently
because of the technology, and how they do it (2004)3%, Mark Prensky tries to formulate these
differences. He lists 18 positions: born digitals communicate with others, sell and buy,
exchange, engage in creativity, hold meetings, collect, coordinate, evaluate other people, play,
learn, seek information, analyze , report, program, socialize, engage in activity and grow — all
in different ways.

Digital natives have been living in an information-rich environment since birth,
surrounded by computers, video games, digital music players, camcorders, cell phones, and all
the other toys and tools of the digital age. Computer games, e-mail, the Internet, cell phones
and instant messaging are an integral part of their lives. Mark Prensky also calls these
generations native speakers because they speak the digital language of computers, video games,
the Internet.

In contrast, digital immigrants, although already familiar with new technologies and
speaking their language, retain to some extent their “emphasis”, i.e. they stand in the past with

one foot. Older generations are “socialized” differently from their children and learn the new

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technological language later in life, which means, according to Prensky, that it goes to a
different part of their brain than it does in the digital generation.

The fact that generations speak a different language, Prensky believes, is a very serious
issue, because the generation that speaks the new language with an accent must teach the
generation that speaks that language fluently, and it does not understand what digital
immigrants say. Hence Mark Prensky proposes radical reforms not only in teaching methods
but also in educational content. Are these demands for a radical change in education
scientifically substantiated and is the concern of the specialists working in this field justified?
Is there really a digital division between generations?

Mark Prensky has both his followers and his critics, who enter into controversy with
him and refute his views scientifically and argumentatively. They clarify and revise what he
wrote about the digital generation at the very beginning of the digital age. According to Timothy
VanSlyke, for example, context matters and Mark Prensky's assumptions are not universal®®.

One of Mark Prensky's critics is Apostolos Koutropoulos of the University of
Massachusetts in the United States who, in his article “Digital natives: ten years after”*’,
analyzes and summarizes data from contemporary research on the digital generation: how and
why representatives of this generation use technology, how they search and analyze
information, what approaches to training and knowledge they choose. The findings of
Apostolos Kutropoulos, based on statistics, show that those digital natives are a very small
segment of the population; most of them are passive users and do not need educational
innovations; digital immigrants know more about technology than digital natives.

The conclusions of Apostolos Kutropoulos are that there is no such monolithic group
that can be called digital natives. The people who would fit into this stereotype are a very small
part of the population. This is acknowledged in his later writings by the creator of the term
digital natives, Mark Prensky®, who says that although students are by definition digitally
natives by birth, this does not mean that they know everything about computers or about other
technologies, or that they would learn everything on their own. So the division of people into

digital natives and digital immigrants is artificial. It does not reflect the real situation, as

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evidenced by data from studies in the most developed countries in the world, says Apostolos
Kutropoulos.

What follows from this? Apostolos Kutropoulos draws interesting conclusions about
educational innovation. The idea of the digital natives and the related idea of radical reforms in
the approaches to learning and the content of education causes a kind of “moral panic” among
those working in the field of education®. But research shows that digital children and young
people themselves view education quite conservatively and are not fully active and creative in
sharing content in cyberspace. In this regard, Koutropoulos suggests that education
professionals should not focus on the technological aspect of the debate and study the behavior
of the so-called digital natives, but seek the right pedagogical approaches to teaching students
and teach them to critically evaluate information in both digital and analog worlds.

According to Koutropoulos, we should stop calling this generation the digital (network)
Google generation because these terms do not describe them and have the potential to prevent
this group of students from achieving personal growth, giving them the false impression that
they know everything about technology. And in order to develop, they must understand that
they do not know many things.

Studies of Bulgarian children*® confirm the above. Their online behavior shows low
motivation to meet educational needs through the Internet. They are users rather than creators
of digital content. The reasons for this phenomenon are reduced to the danger of online
harassment in the networks and insufficient skills to ensure online security. As a result,
Bulgarian children do not know and do not follow the ethical rules of online communication.
The key to solving this problem is not rooted in the Internet, but in the social environment itself
and the relationships in it, which can cause problems in both the digital and real world.
Therefore, in order to form a digital culture and literacy, one must work purposefully and
systematically, as only the birth and growth in a digital environment is not a sufficient factor

for the existence of such.

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The results of international and national research disprove the myth that the world is
divided into young people (“digital natives”), who know everything about computers, and
adults (“digital immigrants*). Research shows that this division is artificial. It turns out that
most of today’s children and adolescents are not such knowledgeable computer and Internet
users. Despite the large amount of time that children spend on computers, the superiority of
young people over adults in terms of digital competence cannot be clearly fixed*!. The largest
digital division between generations is in developing countries, which are also most affected by
their “digital natives”.

If we can talk about “digital natives*, then they are a very small amount of young people.
In the world, the majority of young people (70%) are not “digital natives®.

The majority of “digital natives* are passive users of new technologies. They have only
basic user knowledge and skills and have difficulties going beyond these limits.

“Digital natives do not need educational innovations. A very small percentage of them
are constantly using new information and communication technologies for educational
purposes.

Regarding the term “digital natives*, some scholars recommend not using it anymore
(i.e. Apostolos Koutropoulos), others replace it with the term “new children*4?, forgetting that
this term has long been used by members of the new education movement for other generations
in another epoch®. In fact, each generation is new to the previous ones.

Mark Prensky's opponents are growing, proving that “digital natives* do not exist and
never did. Can we fully accept these claims, ignoring some facts that prove that, as a result of
the technological boom, the children of the digital age are very different from previous
generations? Although there is no consensus in the literature on the exact impact of information
and communication technologies on young people, there is a general consensus that digital
multimedia is changing the way young people learn, play, prepare for life in society and

participate in civic life®,

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Today, children are active Internet users at the age of 7-8, performing a variety of online
activities, including socializing, learning and playing. However, although they were born in the
digital age, many of them do not have the necessary digital media competence to effectively
use the opportunities of new information and communication technologies for their personal
development. And this could not happen by itself. There is no magic way for children without
purposeful training to become experts in computer technology and acquire the necessary digital
culture. We should not rely on this “gift* to be innate and let them self-educate, but we should
work systematically to master digital media competence from an early age and make this
training part of the curriculum at all school ages. Based on the needs and requirements of the
information society and following the new paradigm of education, ”lifelong learning®, in the
process of schooling children must acquire skills and habits for independent learning and

continuous enrichment and renewal of their knowledge in life already as adults.

The aim of the monograph is to present, on the basis of rich archival material, little

known (or unknown) aspects of the life and work of the great Bulgarian pedagogue Prof.
Dimitar Katsarov. Special attention is paid to his connections with the international movement
for new education, his merits for the spread of this movement in Bulgaria and its influence on
the development of pedagogical science and education in our country in the first half of the 20
century.

The monograph is based on archival materials primarily from the fund of Dimitar
Katsarov, stored in Scientific archive of the Bulgarian Academy of Sciences: documents related
to his studies in Geneva and Fribourg; with his work in the Laboratory of Experimental
Psychology at the University of Geneva as an assistant to Prof. Edouard Claparede; letters of
Prof. Edouard Claparéde to Katsarov; his elaborations of seminars from this period; preserved
lecture courses he gave at Sofia University in the 1920s and 1930s; unpublished works in
pedagogy and psychology; correspondence with the leadership of the International League for
New Education and many other documents. The analysis and comparison of these and other
documents from the archives of Dimitar Katsarov, as well as the existing literature on the

subject, provide an opportunity to make a complete picture of his life and career.
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The monograph consists of two chapters, the first of which is entitled ”Biography of
Dimitar Katsarov* and is dedicated to the life and multifaceted work of Dimitar Katsarov. The
formation of Dimitar Katsarov as a university lecturer, scientist and public figure is traced in
detail, on the basis of archival documents (from the fund of Dimitar Katsarov in Scientific
archive of the Bulgarian Academy of Sciences, the fund of Sofia University in the State
Archives - Sofia and the Central State Archives). Special attention is paid to a little studied so
far, but very important period of his life - his studies in Switzerland (Geneva and Fribourg) and
his work at the University of Geneva as an assistant to Prof. Edouard Claparéde. The university
career of Dimitar Katsarov (1910-1948) and the main directions of his scientific work, as well
as his scientific-educational and public activity in Bulgaria and abroad are outlined: working
with teachers, taking care for children with intellectual disabilities (or, in his words, the “special
children”). The difficult path of Prof. Dimitar Katsarov after September 9, 1944 is also
presented, when his life ran between the denial of his personality, work and creativity, and the
recognition, which found expression in his election as a corresponding member of the Bulgarian
Academy of Sciences.

The second chapter, entitled “The Movement for New Education”, examines the
emergence and development of the new education movement in Europe in the late 19" and
early 20" centuries, which later became a global movement for the modernization of education
and brought together some of the most prominent figures of the era. The emergence of the first
“new schools“ in Europe and the attempts to consolidate the movement are traced; the
emergence of the concept of ”’new education®; the characteristics of the new schools (Adolphe
Ferriere's 30 points); the emergence of the International League for New Education (New
Education Fellowship), its principles and goals, structure and membership in it.

As a representative of the International League for New Education for Bulgaria, Dimitar
Katsarov was in constant contact with its leadership (of which he was a part): kept a lively
correspondence, exchanged books, magazines and articles. Dimitar Katsarov regularly
participated in the congresses of the International League for New Education and through his
magazine “Svobodno vaspitanie” (“Free Education”, 1922-1944) helped to promote the
movement in Bulgaria. He was the initiator and leading figure in the established Bulgarian
section of the International League for New Education.

With all his activity as a university lecturer, scientist and public figure Dimitar Katsarov
strived to renew the educational work in our country in the spirit of new pedagogical ideas,

including preschool education. One of the main highlights of the monograph is the course for
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the training of children’s teachers organized and led by him, which lasted from 1933 to 1942
(pp. 77-87). The organization of the course, the content of the theoretical and practical training
of the future teachers and the achieved results are presented in detail. Attached is a list of
lecturers and lecture courses, as well as the rules of the course (pp. 242-244).

The photo material in the appendix is from the fund of Dimitar Katsarov in Scientific
archive of the Bulgarian Academy of Sciences. For the most part, these are previously
unpublished photos that illustrate the various stages of his life. Attached are photos of Dimitar
Katsarov with students from the course for training children's teachers (one of them is with
Edouard Claparede).

The aim is “to trace the continuity and succession in the development of this
activity, to clarify its pedagogical dimensions and to highlight its importance for the
development of education and pedagogical thought in Bulgaria.” The research is based on a
wide range of sources - manuscripts and archival materials, published documents, information
in the Revival press.

The structure of the book includes a preface, three chapters, a conclusion, a bibliography
and an appendix. A dictionary of some specific, lesser-known terms typical of liturgical
literature has been added.

Tracing the development of the literary and educational activities of the monastery from
its founding in the 10™" century to the Liberation (1878), its importance in the cultural history
of Bulgaria for ten centuries is highlighted. In a time of state and cultural upsurge and in a time
of oppression and trials, the Rila Monastery remained a center of literature and enlightenment.
Responding to public needs, the monastery with its activities for the dissemination of writing
plays an important role in the Bulgarian Revival and contributes to the establishment of the
Revival educational ideal and the spread of literacy and education among all segments of the
population. With this activity it played the role of a bridge between different epochs and
generations, a powerful fortress in the state of the spirit*, which preserved the Bulgarian spirit

and culture.

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The Rila Monastery is the oldest and largest Bulgarian monastery, permanently
connected to the historical fate of the Bulgarian people since its foundation in the tenth century
until the liberation (1878). It has had a great importance in the cultural life of the Bulgarians
during the entire period of its existence, but it was especially important during Ottoman rule
and Renaissance (10"-19" c.). One of the most important prerequisites for that is the cult of its
founder St. lvan Rilski who was recognized not only as a Bulgarian but as a Balkan and a Slavic
saint as well. It is essential that the status of the Rila Monastery as stauropegial (patriarchal).

Obijectivity requires pedagogical ideas to be considered in the context of overall socio-political
and cultural life in the country on the one hand, and amid universal spiritual revival in Europe
on the other. These tasks could be undertaken by a major international study, which is why we
review some of the questions highlighting this topic — the positive example of Europe on
educational thought in the country presented by Bulgarian writers in the 18th century through
the first half of the 19th century. The achievements of free European nations developing in all
spheres of life were perceived by Bulgarian Renaissance writers as an incentive to overcome
the age-old material and spiritual backwardness of the Bulgarians by the power of knowledge.
In their activity they proceeded from a clearly motivated purpose: to contribute by educating
citizens about spiritual awakening and rise of the Bulgarian nation. According to them, mass

European nations. The need for secular books and secular schools to be taught in the mother
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tongue was one of the main ideas of Bulgarian writers during the Renaissance. Their
mouthpieces were mainly clergymen, who perceived their role as national leaders and
educators. Alongside the emerging secular intelligentsia, they actively contributed to the
spiritual and cultural advancement of the Bulgarian nation and its integration into European
civilization. An enlightened, free and independent Bulgaria was the ideal of our Renaissance
leaders Paisij Hilendarski, Georgi S. Rakovski and Hristo Botev. While the revolutionary
figures from the late 19th century thought that this could be achieved through armed struggle,
the writers from the 18th and early 19th centuries were convinced that the power of knowledge
would transform the Bulgarian nation, which would equal or surpass other Balkan, Slavic and
European nations in terms of education and incorporate them. The Bulgarian writers of the 18th
and early 19th centuries vocalised the general aspiration for national awakening through
education. Through their literary and educational activities, the Bulgarian National Revival was
rooted in and approved a new educational ideal, subject to the struggle for national self-

determination.
