REVIEW
by Prof. Dr. Bozhidar Angelov

on the materials presented by
Assoc. Prof. Dr. Rozalina Engels-Kritidis
for participation in the competition for academic position
“professor” of professional category 1.2. Pedagogy (Preschool
Pedagogy), announced in National Gazzette,
issue 67 dated 28 July 2020.

All higher education degrees acquired by Rozalina Engels have been
completed in Sofia University “St. Kliment Ohridski” as follows:
- Bachelor Degrees in “Preschool Education” with second specialization in
“History” (1998) and “Bulgarian Philology” (2002);
- Master Degree in “Pedagogy of Mass-media and Artistic Communication”
(1999);
- Educational and academic level “Doctor of Pedagogy” with a dissertation titled
“Building skills for interpretation of the allegory of proverbs and sayings in 5-7
year-old children” (2005).

Rozalina Engels’s professional experience prior to her appointment as
a full-time lecturer in Sofia University “St. Kliment Ohridski” is related to
working as: kindergarten teacher in the National Palace of Children (1999-2000);
English-language teacher in primary-school level and history teacher in 9th and
10th grade of 123rd High School “Stefan Stambolov” (2000-2001); English-
language teacher of children in private educational institutes (2000-2005); part-
time assistant in the “Preschool Pedagogy” Department, Faculty of Primary and
Preschool Education, Sofia University “St. Kliment Ohridski” (2000-2006).

Rozalina Engels’s academic-teaching development is again related with
Sofia University “St. Kliment Ohridski”:
Senior assistant in Preschool Pedagogy (2006-2008);
Chief assistant in Preschool Pedagogy (2008-2014);
Assoc. Professor of 1.2. Pedagogy (Preschool Pedagogy — Language Acquisition
and Speech Development) (as of May 2014).

Rozalina Engels also attains the academic level “Doctor of Science” of
1.2. Pedagogy (Preschool Pedagogy) with defense on 03 Feb 2020 of a
dissertation titled: “Individualization and differentiation of pedagogical
interaction in kindergartens” in Sofia University “St. Kliment Ohridski”.

Assoc. Prof. Dr. Rozalina Engels is a lecturer in the following courses:
- “Introduction to the specialty”, “Basics of Preschool Pedagogy”, “Pedagogy of
Language Acquisition and Speech Development”, “Research Technologies in



Preschool Education”, selectable module “The Child in the World of Proverbs
and Sayings”, and others in the Bachelor-level specialties “Preschool and
Primary School Pedagogy”, “Preschool Pedagogy and Foreign Language”,
“Speech Therapy”, “Music”.

- “Research Technologies in Preschool Education” in the Master-level
programs “Preschool Pedagogy (for graduates of other specialties)” and
“Preschool Pedagogy (for graduates of pedagogical specialties and specialties
awarding teaching qualifications)”, as well as courses “Intercultural Competence
of Teachers” and “Educational Aspects of the Integration of Migrant Children” in
the Master-level program “Educational Sciences and Intercultural Education” (in
English).

- “Contemporary European Models for Preschool Education” and “Application of
Research Technologies in Preschool Education” in the doctoral programme
“Preschool Education”.

Assoc. Prof. Dr. Rozalina Engels has been scientific supervisor of
numerous graduate students from the Master-level program “Educational
Sciences and Intercultural Education” (in English), as well as five
successfully-defended full-time doctoral students of “Preschool Pedagogy” —
four foreign students with dissertations developed in English and one full-time
doctoral student in Bulgarian. Rozalina Engels’s scientific interests are in the
areas of Preschool Pedagogy, Pedagogy of Language Acquisition and Speech
Development, Intercultural Education, Research Technologies in Education,
Inclusive Education, Individualization and Differentiation, Comparative
Preschool Education, etc.

In this aspect, some general notes can be made with regard to the
publications submitted for evaluation:

e The large number of scientific works in foreign languages is noteworthy — from
a total of 47 titles in the list of publications for evaluation, more than half (26 in
number) are in English, with another one in German. This fact showcases beyond
any doubt the contribution of Assoc. Prof. Dr. Rozalina Engels-Kritidis for
popularization of the Bulgarian preschool education system and other original
research done by her in prestigious international publications in English (for
example, publications numbered 1, 10, 11, 13, 15, 46, 47 and others).

e [t is important to note the direct relation of Assoc. Prof. Engels’s scientific-
research activities and their themes with their competent projection in the
corresponding fields of Assoc. Prof. Dr. Engels’s teaching activities and their
timely inclusion in the curricula developed by her.

e In the course of Rozalina Engels’s achievements and development from 2014
onwards, at least two key thematic lines can be highlighted: the first is connected
with researching and defining the personal and professional profile of the
kindergarten teacher, while the second one is connected to defining the image of
preschool education in Bulgaria in the context of comparative research and the
subsequent wish to popularize its values and achievements.



e Also worthy of high praise is the fact that a large part of the works submitted
for evaluation are, as Rozalina Engels herself points out in her summary of her
contributions, “rethinking, argumenting and projecting the expected results
mainly through the lens of the key role of attitudes as a motivating environment
for successful mastering of knowledge and skills”, while also argumenting the
significance of the aims of stimulating personal experience, viewed “in the
context of learning by experiencing and children’s personally-significant
experience”.
e In her scientific research Rozalina Engels displays in-depth knowledge of
research technologies in preschool education and demonstrates great skill in their
application and analysis with regard to proving scientific research hypotheses.
e Rozalina Engels’s publication activity is a good example of how university
teachers could successfully collaborate on scientific-research or practical-
application levels with doctorate or regular students, kindergarten teachers and
other teacher-innovators, with colleagues-lecturers in foreign universities. A
similar collaboration environment helped create pedagogical situations useful for
practice and for students who are future kindergarten teachers.

Where | see the contribution elements in scientific-research aspect:
1. There is a detailed presentation of the current status of preschool education in
Bulgaria, as well as the university and life-long education of pedagogical
specialists with regard to their importance in the successful interaction in
kindergartens (1, 10, 11).
2. There is a comparative review of preschool education systems in Bulgaria,
Slovakia (7) and Spain (28), noting the main similarities and differences.
3. The profile of the kindergarten teacher is presented and the different ways of
acquiring the relevant qualifications are reviewed, together with the career
development opportunities in Bulgaria (1) and overseas (1, 13).
4. An original methodology has been developed for researching the views on
“good/quality kindergarten teacher” (40), which has facilitated research on the
personal and professional profile of kindergarten teachers as viewed by preschool
pedagogy students in Bulgarian (1, 15, 20, 40) and Slovak (1, 6) academic
environments.
5. There is a comparative analysis of issues related to scientific-practical aspects
of children’s preparation for literacy in Bulgarian and Slovak kindergartens (16),
as well as the regulatory framework that defines the curriculum for mother-
tongue acquisition by preschool-age children in Bulgaria and Slovakia (8).
6. A conceptual and technological approach has been proposed for inclusive
interaction with children with SEN attending regular kindergartens, which
focuses on the similarities rather than the differences between children with
special educational needs and children with typical development (3, 4, 5, 22, 31,
33).
7. Arguments are presented in support of the significance of each child’s
emotional wellbeing and their level of active involvement in pedagogical



interaction, in the context of individual educational progress (25) and children’s
preparedness for school (23, 30).

8. The key role of the kindergarten teacher for personally-significant pedagogical
interaction and for children’s educational progress has been proven (1).

9. An element of contribution present in a large part of the submitted works is the
rethinking, argumenting and projecting of the expected results mainly through the
lens of the key role of attitudes (1, 2, 3, 4, 5, 12, 22, 23, 25, 26, 30, 31, 45 and
others) as a motivating environment for successful mastering of knowledge and
skills. In this respect, the significance of the aims of stimulating personal
experience has been highlighted, viewed in the context of learning by
experiencing and children’s personally-significant experience (12).

10. Building on the dissertation for the academic position of Doctor of Science, in
the course of uncovering the educational perspectives of learning through
experiencing and children’s personally-significant experience, the technological
and conceptual understanding of the terms individualization and differentiation
has been enriched (1, 2, 9) and some gender-related differences have been noted
(24).

11. Drawing on her previous work, the author has defined the conceptual basics
of a variable-dynamic model for pedagogical interaction in Bulgarian
kindergartens, based on learning through experiencing and personally-significant
practical experience. There are also arguments in support of this model
facilitating understanding and accounting for each child’s individual specifics and
needs, underlining the significance of positive experiences, alternatives ensured
by the teacher for children to acquire practical experience, as well as children-
initiated activities (1).

12. The group pedagogical interaction, being the main form of interaction in
kindergarten, is given a different aspect, focusing on the realistic possibilities for
individualization and differentiation of the pedagogical interaction with children,
based on the proposed variable-dynamic concurrent or subsequent transitions in
its organization, ensuring opportunities for active involvement of each child
while taking into account their emotional wellbeing.

13. Building on the dissertation for the educational-scientific position of Doctor
of Pedagogy, a statistically-significant connection between comparison skills and
skills for interpretation of allegory has been proven and the key role of
visualization as a fundamental step in the process of reaching the allegorical
meaning has been confirmed (17). Comparison skills are the subject of other
publications as well (27, 29), which showcase their significance for preschool-
aged children’s overall cognitive development.

14. In the spirit of further developing the author’s previous research, stepping on
the difference between the terms meaning and significance (as defined by
Vygotsky and further developed by Luria), children’s unique interpretations of
allegory are seen as a stepping stone on the road toward reaching the socially-
accepted meaning (1). This transition between meaning and significance is also



indirectly transferred to the successful pedagogical interaction with preschool-
aged children in general (1, 12, 25, 26 and others).

Where | see the contribution elements in practical-application aspect:
1. Several original pedagogical situations have been developed, which are of
great practical value and achieve goals of intercultural education (35, 39),
teaching tolerance and respect towards differences (44), or building positive
attitude towards the natural environment via music as an accessible artform for
the age (34).
2. Under Assoc. Prof. Dr. Rozalina Engels-Kritidis’s supervision, inclusive
educational technologies have been developed and tested in Greek kindergartens
in the shape of three complex educational programs that undoubtedly represent a
contribution for inclusive educational practices:
- “Educational Program for Building Positive Attitude Towards Mathematics in 5
to 7 Year-Old Children With and Without Mild Intellectual Disability” (3);
- “Nature Program for Developing and Improving Emotional Intelligence in
Preschool Children with Typical Development and with Down Syndrome” (4);
- “Educational Program for Transforming Negative Emotions into
Encouragement for 4-6 years old preschoolers with and without special
educational needs by the means of children’s literature” (5).
3. There are contributions related to practical aspects of preschool intercultural
education (14, 21, 36, 37, 41, 42) that represent development of the themes of the
author’s work submitted for the academic position of Assoc. Professor.
4. There are also practical contributions related to educational (1, 32, 38) or
research (42) technologies in the field of language acquisition and speech
development.
5. There is contribution toward popularizing Bulgarian preschool education in
prestigious international editions in English (10, 13, 15) and German (11)
languages, as well as in other publications (1) and editions in English (46, 47).

All of the mentioned contributions have a practical-application projection
in the corresponding fields of Assoc. Prof. Dr. Engels’s teaching activities and
their timely inclusion in the updated curricula developed by her.

Based on everything presented above | can categorically state that Assoc.
Prof. Dr. Rozalina Engels, as the sole candidate in the competition for professor
in professional category 1.2. Pedagogy (Preschool Pedagogy) in the Department
of Preschool and Media Pedagogy of the Faculty of Educational Sciences and the
Arts of Sofia University “St. Kliment Ohridski”, fulfils all necessary
requirements for appointment to this academic position and | confidently
recommend selecting her for the academic position of “professor”.
