The monograph is published by "St. Clement of Ohrid” Press and has a
volume of 366 pages. It includes two different legal and canonical subjects and
two objects subject to examination — Strumica-Drama Diocese (1941 — 1942) and
Drama Diocese (1943 — 1944). In general, the research is archival and was carried
out on the basis of significant documentary material, much of which was brought
into scientific circulation for the first time. As a story line, the selected

topic/theme traces events, facts and circumstances associated with unknown or



less well known moments of the Bulgarian organization within the Church during
the Second World War in the newly annexed lands in Aegean Thrace in
conjunction with the Kingdom of Bulgaria policy in these territories. The
monograph opens to the reader different aspects of the problem from a historical

and ecclesiastical point of view.

The structure of the monograph includes a Preface, Introduction (which
includes the following introductory comments and notes: Strumica-Drama
Diocese (Aegean Division) and Drama Diocese as two different legal and
canonical subjects and two objects subject to examination, integrated into one
common theme; Chronological framework of the examination; Terminological
clarification; The need to perform the study on this topic; References and
historiography on the topic; Archaeographic notes and comments on the structura
of the monograph; Toponymy of the settlements; Focus of the research and
Gratitude to the academic board). In essence, the study is divided into two parts,
followed by a summary under the heading Instead of a conclusion and finally

Used sources and literature.

The first part, entitled The War, the BOC and the Newly Established
Dioceses in the New Lands of Aegean Macedonia; arrangement and governance
of the of Strumica-Drama and Drama Dioceses, presents a summary of the
historical events related to the involvement of Bulgaria in World War Il and the
place of the Bulgarian Orthodox Churc (BOC) in them in connection with the
installation by decision of St. Synod of dioceses in the new lands annexed to the
Kingdom. The second focus in this part is on the administrative organization,
structure and management of the Strumica-Drama Diocese and subsequently the
Drama Diocese, as well as on the two traumatic for thr BOC events in the Aegean
region and in particular in the Drama district during this period — the Drama
Uprising at the end of September — at the beginning of October 1941 and the
"persecution” of Jews in March 1943.



The second part, entitled The Three Spiritual Districts of the Drama
Diocese : piritual Areas, Parishes, Priests, Churches, Monasteries and Monastic
Life, provides a comprehensive overview of the arrangement and governance of
the Drama Diocese (with statistical references to the Strumica-Drama Diocese) in
the three spiritual areas (Dramska, Serska and Demirhisarska), and with the help
of the preserved archival documents the whole organization of the church life has
been reconstructed by sections and parishes. It describes in detail the condition of
the churches and monasteries, the clergy who served in the diocese/s , as well as

the specific problems faced by the clergy serving in these territories.

In the final part of the monograph, there is a brief presentation of the
conclusions and assessments of the overall examination/research, as well as a
brief epilogue to the history of the Drama Diocese in its last days as a legal and

canonical entity.

The participation of the laity in the Church life is in the form of different
acts, based on affirmative canonical grounds. The laity has substantial role in all
the forms of the church life — in the prosecution of the religious, educational and
legislative power, in the management of the church property and charity, the laity
has its part in the church supervision, as well as in the church judicial power. With
a view to the so called “controversial” events, relevant to the Bulgarian Orthodox
Church (BOC) for the last two decades, questions however arise - whether for the
laity, the members of BOC, has been assigned canonic place in the Church life or

the laity is only nominally at the church management, whether the laity is able to



control the supreme clergy when there are evidence or doubts for non-canonic,
illegal or unjustified activities from the part of the legal supreme church authority.
During the last years mass media revealed misuses with church properties and
suspicious business transactions, as well as they presented to the ordinary
Bulgarian audience arrogant behavior and pressure on metropolis (bishop) by
individual representatives of the Bulgarian Orthodox Church. On the one hand,
all this shows that there is an active laity conscience, but on the other hand, that
in the Bulgarian Orthodox Church the debate on the problems related to the
discipline and the control in the different spheres of the church life is missing. The
laity’s voice is inwardly-ecclesiastically restricted, and as the only one public
representation of their stand remains to be the impartial and independent mass
media whose role for the moral “restitution” of the Bulgarian Orthodox Church

will be more significant in the near future.
