The book “Specific Features of Second Language Acquisition in Childhood. A Smile
Matters” reviews some of the existing theories and practices of early language education in
Bulgaria and abroad. It contains texts and research projects which are selected to be of help
to language students as well as teachers, parents, researchers or any other reader, interested
in language education. Its value lies in the blend of theory and the practical application of
learning.

The book is divided into seven chapters. Each chapter describes different interrelated
research projects carried out by the author and a team of national and international experts,
as well as students from Sofia University.

The main research question is “Can children acquire a second language successfully
and if so, what are the processes related to it?”

Each interaction is a mixture of communicative acts, in which the interlocutors employ
a variety of verbal and non-verbal means to express emotions, meaning, etc. The role of these
exchanges for having effective second language interaction not only between teachers and
children but between the children themselves, is outlined in the first two book chapters.
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Furthermore, the role of gestures in language education, for example, in methods like James
Asher’s Total Physical Response, Caleb Gattegno’s Silent Way, Traute Taeschner’s Narrative
Format, has been exemplified. Age is viewed as another important factor in language
education. Tom Scovel’s hypothesis (Scovel, 1988) for the critical period in language
acquisition has been emphasized. It states that the period before puberty (before the
lateralization of the brain function) is the best time to acquire a new language. The benefits of
early language acquisition, as stated in the European Commission Report of 2011, have been
discussed, amongst which, enhancing children’s empathy skills, their self-confidence and self-
esteem, strengthening their abilities to concentrate and communicate, etc.

Chapter three and chapter four account for some of the most popular studies on
children’s first and second language acquisition, conducted by scientists in different countries
(Brown, 1973; Bloom, 1973, etc.). Furthermore, at Sofia University, an exploratory teaching
project was designed and implemented jointly with pre-school education undergraduates
among pre-school children in one nursery school. The effect of using expressive language
forms on children’s language acquisition was then analyzed (Sofronieva and Beleva, 2018).
Results confirmed that they facilitated the process of language acquisition and created a
positive emotional environment for interaction to take place in the new language. Nowadays,
managing such an environment is the goal of specialists in methodology. They are looking for
effective ways of transforming the artificial language classroom environment into a natural
communicative environment.

Along these lines, chapter five focuses on the achievements in inclusive language
education. It accounts for second language acquisition of special needs students and children
in Bulgaria who are studying English using the Narrative Format — an exceptional model for
second language education of children as well as an intervention tool for first language
development. Three longitudinal case studies are described in detail. A battery of tests for
measuring progress in language perception and language production was employed in the
research project. Learners’ achievements in retelling stories in the foreign language were
video-recorded. Furthermore, data from written essays and language portfolios were
analysed. Results showed that high language achievements of special needs learners were
possible, provided they were exposed to effective methods of instruction.

The role of the pedagogical observations in language education has also been
exemplified. Chapter six presents two projects, namely, observation of a particular child in
class and observation of an online second language lesson. The first one focused on
children’s participation in the language activities, rather than on the teacher’ role in class.
The second project showed and analyzed foreign language lessons in different countries.

The last chapter focuses on some of the main characteristics of effective early
language education. They have been analyzed and compared in different types of language
education environments (the traditional classroom and the classroom, in which teachers
apply effective language models). The author remains hopeful that these characteristics and
techniques for working with children as well as all the research findings are her modest
contribution to the development and sustainability of the communicative language tradition in
language education.

This book is based on my phd thesis which | wrote as a researcher on the academic
doctoral degree programme “Corso di Dottorato di Ricerca in Psicologia dell’Orientamento
e dei Processi di Apprendimento, Universita la Sapienza, Medicina e Psicologia, XXIV
Ciclo”, under the supervision of my tutor Prof. Traute Taeschner and co-tutor Dr. Sabine
Pirchio.

It presents a research project carried out at the “St. Kliment Ohridski” University of
Sofia, Bulgaria, related to the introduction of the Narrative Format model of second language
acquisition to Initial Teacher Training students at the University. This innovative model,
developed by Professor Traute Taeschner at Sapienza University of Rome, is based on a
psycholinguistic approach towards language acquisition and language teaching in which
issues of motivation, empathy and good communication play a vital role. The project offered
an invaluable opportunity to implement the model within the context of the Bulgarian
educational system and was seen as an occasion to provide future language teachers of
children with new skills and competences which would help them in their professional
development and job satisfaction. The aim of the present research was to: 1) verify the
effectiveness of the language training model as an instructional tool within the context of
training future specialist teachers in the area of early childhood education by studying the
effect of the model on students’ (teacher trainees’) self-efficacy beliefs and their perception of
their own foreign language proficiency; 2) build up a teacher behaviour profile and seek
meaningful relationships between different teacher modes of behaviour (categorized as
“magic”, “middling” and “non magic”), and teachers’ ability to exercise empathy, 3) seek
reasons for failure and success in the implementation of the new language training model
with respect to different teacher profiles and teachers’ empathy skills.

A review of existing literature and research on issues related to foreign language
teaching methods, teacher efficacy, communication and empathy is offered in Chapter 1. The
outlines of the research methodology and design are presented in Chapter 2. The following
three chapters (Chapters 3, 4 & 5) describe the three related studies conducted under this
research. General discussion on the results and findings of these studies is offered in Chapter
6.

This article presents a contemporary study on the use of expressive forms in the
language activities undertaken by university students in pedagogy and pre-school children.
The results of the project implemented at one of the Sofia University’s partner nursery
schools in the city of Sofia, verify that using expressive language forms supports and
facilitates second language acquisition of children in addition to establishing a positive
emotional environment for communication. Further research on a national and international
level is needed for the verification of the association between the language achievements of
the children and the literary forms used in the language education.

The results of the first research project, implemented in Bulgaria and abroad, verify
that using gestures facilitates and supports children’s second language acquisition.

The two studies which followed were conducted among university students in
pedagogy from Sofia University and language teachers from various nursery schools. Results
verify the relationship between gestures, used by teachers and their registered levels of
empathic concerns. Gestures are viewed as part of the Teacher Behaviour Profile. The more
empathic teachers are, the more frequently they use gestures in their interactions with the
children. This has a direct impact on the learning achievements of the children.
