(Methodology of teaching in a foreign language - preschool and primary school age), announced
in SG, issue 67 / 28.07.2020 as 1.3. Methodology of teaching a foreign language (Preschool and
primary school age) and supplemented with an amendment in the State Gazette, issue. 77 of
01.09.2020, p. 55: to read: ““1.3. Pedagogy of teaching in... (Methodology of teaching in a foreign
language - preschool and primary school age).

Dr. Ekaterina Nedelcheva Sofronieva, Associate Professor of Methodology of Teaching
Foreign Languages - English in the Department of Preschool and Media Pedagogy at the Faculty
of Science, Education and Arts of Sofia University "St. Kliment Ohridski” participated in the
competition as a single applicant. The presented documents were prepared in compliance with the
requirements of The Act for the Development of the Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria
and the Regulations for the Application of the aforementioned Act, as well as in compliance with
the Regulations for the Development of the Academic Staff of Sofia University "St. Kliment
Ohridski ™.

1. Professional development of the candidate

Associate Professor Dr. Ekaterina Nedelcheva Sofronieva graduated in 1992 with a
master's degree in English philology at Sofia University "St. Kliment Ohridski - Faculty of
Classical and Modern Philology and specialization in interpretation and translation from and into
English, as well as teaching methods in English, second western language - Spanish. During the
period 2000-2001 she acquired at Sofia University “St. Kliment Ohridski - Faculty of Primary
and Preschool Pedagogy - postgraduate qualification for a teacher of early foreign language
teaching in English. From October 2008 to June 2012 she was a PhD student at the Faculty of
Medicine and Psychology of the University of Rome "Sapienza", Italy, where she received an
educational and scientific degree "Doctor" in psychology of orientation and learning processes.
From 1994 to 1998 she held various positions in companies in London, UK - Director of Creative
and Advertising at Ogilvy & Mather Advertising Agency, Office Manager at Voguel & Voguel
and The Villa Nursery. From 2000 to 2003 she held managerial positions in various organizations
and projects - LGI Institutional Development Expert Local Government Initiative Program at the
United States Development Agency (USAID) and PHARE Cross-Border Cooperation Project
Coordinator under Bulgaria and Greece. In the periods 1992-1994 and 2000-2005 she was a part-
time assistant in English at the Faculty of Classical and Modern Philology at Sofia University “St.
Kliment Ohridski ”, and since 2005 she has been a full-time lecturer - successively assistant, senior
assistant, chief assistant and currently associate professor in the Department of Preschool and
Media Pedagogy at the Faculty of Education and Arts at Sofia University* St. Kliment Ohridski .
Areas of activity of Associate Professor Sofronieva include guidance and teaching in programs
related to the training, qualification and retraining of language teachers, conducting and evaluating
pedagogical practice of students in basic kindergartens, state exams in language and state practice,

training of international students under the Erasmus + program, training in intercultural
communication of foreign students from the master's program in "Educational Sciences and
Intercultural Education”, etc. In addition to English and Spanish, Associate Professor Sofronieva
speaks Russian, Italian and Hindi, has excellent communication skills and works successfully with
young people and young children.

2. Characteristics of the scientific and methodological activity of the candidate

2.1. General description of the presented materials

Associate Professor Ekaterina Nedelcheva Sofronieva presented on paper and electronic
media a completed standardized electronic report proving the fulfillment of the minimum
requirements for holding the academic position of "professor”. The candidate has also presented 1
monograph, 1 published book based on a defended dissertation, published chapter of a collective
monograph - 18 copies, 4 articles in scientific journals, referenced and indexed in world-famous
databases with scientific information, 6 articles and reports, published in non-refereed journals
with scientific review or published in edited collective volumes, 5 published university textbooks
and 1 university textbook, participation in national and international scientific and educational
projects. In addition, 37 other scientific publications, chapters from monographs, translations of
scientific articles, university aids, etc. are presented. The citations according to the presented
reference are 6 in scientific journals, referenced and indexed in world-famous databases with
scientific information or in monographs and collective volumes and 9 in monographs and
collective volumes with scientific review. Associate Professor Sofronieva also presented a number
of certificates for lectures at Anglia Ruskin University, Cambridge, UK, as well as those for
participation in various refresher courses.

2.2. Evaluation of scientific contributions

The scientific works of Associate Professor Dr. Ekaterina Sofronieva cover the following
main areas: 1) the peculiarities of learning more than one language at an early age; 2)
communication between teacher and learners and the role of non-verbal means of expressing
emotions, meanings, etc. as a basic prerequisite for effective language learning; 3) the factors
determining the successful learning of a second language and the increase of the efficiency and
effectiveness of the pedagogical interaction; 4) research projects focused on the development of
children's language skills in monolingual and multicultural environments and the promotion of
children’s creativity; 5) the narrative format as a model for integrating children and students with
special educational needs into language interaction; 6) classical test theory (CCT) and other test
practices, planning, construction, design and analysis of the test as a tool for assessing the level of
proficiency in a foreign language.

As a focus and summary of the scientific research of the candidate with the greatest
scientific contribution, the presented monograph “Specific Features of Second Language
Acquisition in Childhood. A Smile Matters.” (2020). The paper includes a preface, 7 chapters
and a conclusion: 205 pages; It is illustrated with 11 figures (diagrams) and 28 tables, as well as a
list of more than 110 sources (Bulgarian and foreign), including online sources. The work is
identified by international standard number ISBN 978-954-07-4931-0 and is published in
Bulgarian by the "St. Kliment Ohridski ” University Press, Sofia. The format meets the standards
for habilitation work. The monograph is well and consistently structured, contains the necessary
theoretical statements and rich empirical material, and the conclusions made contain a serious
scientific contribution.

The object of this in-depth study are the theory and practice of early language learning in
Bulgaria and abroad, presented in didactic and practical aspects. The book is divided into seven
chapters, which describe in detail various interrelated research projects aimed at different
methodologies for successful learning by children in a second language. The projects are
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developed and implemented by the author independently or with the participation of other
scientists and students-teachers from Sofia University.

The first two chapters consider the topic of communication as a complex of communication
acts, of verbal and nonverbal means of transmitting emotions and content and their importance for
pedagogical interaction between learners and learners in learning a foreign language at an early
age. Factors in training such as gestures, age and in particular the so-called critical period (on the
verge of puberty). The advantages of early language learning related to increasing children's
empathy skills, improving their communication skills, etc. are analyzed.

Chapters three and four present research by scholars from different countries related to the
acquisition of native and foreign languages by young children, and the study is accompanied by
experimental training among children from a Bulgarian kindergarten in Sofia to analyze the impact
of expressive language forms, which confirms that their application facilitates the acquisition of
language in children, creates a positive emotional environment for communication and is a
prerequisite for achieving a natural communicative environment. Chapter five presents the
achievements in language practices for inclusive education and traces the language acquisition by
students and children with special educational needs in Bulgaria, who study in the "narrative
format™ - a model for early language learning and language intervention of children with special
needs. Three longitudinal studies of three separate cases are described, in which language progress
is monitored by tests to measure language perception and language production, as well as videos
recorded to document the results. In addition, analyzes of essays and language portfolios are
presented.

Chapter six describes the implementation of two project tasks, namely: observation of a
child in language learning and observation of a language lesson on the Internet. In the first part the
focus is on the participation of a specific child in language activities, and in the second part
examples of foreign language teaching of children in other countries are given and analyzed.
Chapter 7 discusses the main characteristics of effective language learning for children. In a
comparative plan, the language teaching in the “traditional classroom” is analyzed with the help
of established and proven successful models. All presented results of the conducted practical
experiments and researches, as well as their detailed analyzes in view of their practical application
represent a serious contribution to the development and strengthening of the communicative
tradition in language learning.

The narrative format is also in the center of the presented book “The Magic Teacher.
Teacher Efficacy and Empathy in Foreign Language Teaching", published on the basis of a
defensive dissertation for the award of educational and scientific degree™ Doctor "in the doctoral
program” Corso di Dottorato di Ricerca in Psychology of Orientation and Development Processes,
University la Sapienza, Medicine and Psychology, XXIV Cycle. The monograph presents a
research project related to the introduction of the NF model in the education of students from Sofia
University "St. Kliment Ohridski ”.

Early language learning, language models for inclusive education and the role of gestures
in children's language learning are at the heart of research in the four articles published in scientific
journals, referenced and indexed in world-renowned databases of scientific information.

Second language learning and early language learning also define the topics covered in the
other articles presented by the candidate (6) and in some of the individual chapters of collective
monographs - empathy in the learning process, anxiety and the locus of control as factors for
success in learning a second language, as well as word formation in early childhood.

Among the presented 18 chapters from collective monographs, in our opinion, those from
the monograph co-authored with T. Shopov stand out - A Sower Went Forth to Sow... An
Introduction to Classical Test Theory in the Teaching of Modern Languages. These are
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"Classical Test Theory”, "Test Reliability”, "Validity and WValidation”, "Iltem Analysis",
"Educational Assessment”, "Types, Design and Standardization" and others. The monograph
examines various theoretical formulations and approaches related to the planning, construction,
design and practical application of the educational test in foreign language teaching and is
practically the first such comprehensive development in Bulgaria, especially against the
background of the growing importance of electronic test in distance learning. . The authors propose
a complete system of procedures for educational assessment, as well as criteria for assessment of
the test and for interpretation of the obtained results. The monograph offers many examples and
an algorithm for conducting a second language exam, covering the ALTE quality assurance
standards.

The candidate’s scientific contributions are in a wide range of research and teaching work,
and we would like to highlight the following several areas:

1) Research of basic issues related to the peculiarities of learning more than one language at
an early age and conducting a series of interrelated experimental studies in this field. The
summaries and conclusions in her scientific works are useful in didactic and practical terms
for students-pedagogues and philologists, as well as for teachers and a wider range of
readers.

2) The research on the role of good communication between teacher and students and non-
verbal means of expressing emotions, meanings, etc. has a contributing character. to
achieve effective language learning.

3) Analysis of the factors such as learning strategies and personal qualities of the learners,
influencing the successful learning of a second language in order to increase the efficiency
and effectiveness of the pedagogical interaction.

4) Development and implementation of modern research projects related to the development
of children's language skills in monolingual and multicultural environments and promotion
of children's creativity, application of the narrative format as a model for integrating
children and students with special educational needs in language interaction.

5) A specific contribution is the creation of a Bulgarian version of the Scale of Empathy -
Coefficient of Systematization scale, published on the website of the Autism Research
Center at Cambridge University, as well as the publication of the Bulgarian version of the
Interpersonal Reactivity Index in the textbook from 2020, with the special participation of
Prof. Mark Davis, creator of the scale, as a consultant to the empathy textbook in English.

6) A significant contribution is the first comprehensive development in Bulgaria on the issues
of the classical theory of the test and the use of the various test forms in the educational
assessment within the framework of the foreign language teaching.

3. Learning activity / participation in scientific-applied and research projects.

According to the attached documents, Associate Professor Sofronieva has more than 15
years of experience at Sofia University "St. Kliment Ohridski” and leads a number of lecture
courses: 5 bachelor's and 6 master's compulsory courses at the Faculty of Science, Education and
Arts and at Faculty of Classical and Modern Philology, 3 bachelor's compulsory elective courses
at the Faculty of Science, Education and Arts and 2 elective courses in master's program, as well
as a number of foreign courses. under the Erasmus + program. To the teaching activity we can
include additional activities with contributing character such as the creation of a school of young
people, certified and working in the Narrative Format, development of tests for teaching and
preparation in English for students and technology for assessing academic achievement at the end
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of training. their programs of "Preschool pedagogy and foreign language”, "Primary school
pedagogy and foreign language” and "Media pedagogy and art communication™ and the inclusion
of project tasks in the training of students in methodology as observations, oriented to learners and
the creation of game-based language activities for children, etc. in order to promote
communicative, learner-oriented language learning. From 2004 to 2015 Associate Professor
Sofronieva participated as a leader, expert and trainer in 5 national and 2 international scientific
and educational projects. The documented scientometric indicators and the presented reports
testify to a high degree of research, organizational and teaching activity.

4. Conclusion

The scientific contributions, serious scientific work and teaching presented in the opinion
give me a reason to vote for the election of Associate Professor Dr. Ekaterina Nedelcheva
Sofronieva to the academic position of *"professor in the higher education field 1. Pedagogical
sciences, professional subfield 1.3. Pedagogy of teaching in ... (Methodology of teaching in a
foreign language - preschool and primary school age) in the Department of Preschool and Media
Pedagogy at the Faculty of Science, Education and Arts of Sofia University "St. Kliment
Ohridski”.
