General provisions and data about the candidate
The statement was developed on the basis of order Ne RD 38-473 / 02.10.2020
of the Rector of Sofia University “St. Kliment Ohridski "Prof. Anastas Gerdjikov,
PhD that approved the Scientific Jury on the open procedure for holding the
academic position of Associate Professor "in the field of higher education 1.0
Pedagogical Sciences, professional field 1.2. Pedagogy (Speech Therapy).
Head Assistant Prof. Dr. Diana Ignatova is the only candidate to participate in the
announced competition.
Dr. Ignatova graduated from Sofia University in 1995 with a degree in
Defectology with specializations in Speech Therapy and Pedagogy of Children
with Visual Impairments. She defended her doctoral dissertation in 2014 at the
Department of Special Pedagogy and Speech Therapy at FPPE.
Dr. Ignatova started her professional career in 1996 as a practicing speech
therapist. In 2002 she was elected an assistant professor at the University of
Sofia, FNOI (then FPPE), Department of Special Pedagogy and Speech Therapy,
where she worked without interruption until now, grew into a senior assistant
(2004) and head assistant (2008).

Description of the presented materials

For participation in the competition Head Assist. Prof. Dr. D. Ignatova presented
the necessary documentation. All submitted materials are reflected in the report
on the implementation of the NMSM requirements and the list of her scientific
production, which contains a total of 39 publications:

% three monographs in the field of Speech Therapy - one habilitation paper -
“Working in a diagnostic team in an inclusive educational environment.
Informal Behavioral Diagnostic Assessment ”, 2020) and two monographs
from 2009; 2010, developed on the basis of a defended dissertation;



x 3 studies - 1 author's study "Complex methodology for identification of
preschool children at risk for specific reading disorders"”, 2018 and two
from 2019 and 2020 co-authored by an international team;

% 1 co-authored publication in English on Indicator G6 - articles and reports
published in scientific journals, referenced and indexed in world-famous
databases with scientific information;

x 25 publications under Indicator G6 - articles and reports published in
non-peer-reviewed journals with scientific review or published in edited
collective volumes. Of these, 19 are independent developments; 4 of the
publications are co-authored by an international team; 10 of the total
number are articles in scientific journals;

Academic Teaching

Dr. D. Ignatova has been a university lecturer for 18 years and successfully
combines her teaching activities with active research and applied work. She is
teaching students in bachelor's and master's programs in Speech Therapy and
Special Education, also she is training masters in this specific field in both
Bulgarian and English. Her workload covers the regulatory requirements for
academic teaching and is accompanied by administrative and organizational
commitments inside and outside Sofia University. Dr. Ignatova actively works on
projects with colleagues from the country and abroad, systematically publishing
results from joint research. She is also developing new curricula in compulsory
and elective disciplines that meet modern academic requirements.

Research and applied research activities

Dr. Ignatova has sustainable research interests, which she maintains through
constant research, development and application of diagnostic tools and
therapeutic techniques in practice. She has established lasting professional
contacts with colleagues from foreign universities, actively works and publishes
in a team. This is evidenced by the publications, participation at conferences and
her active work on projects with international participation. Her developments
are characterized by good scientific style, rich knowledge in the field of speech
therapy and special pedagogy, selection of topics relevant to the Bulgarian
pedagogical practice and child disorders treatment.

Dr. D. Ignatova has participated in 4 valuable projects - 1 international scientific
project, of which she is a national coordinator, and 3 scientific and applied
projecta in Bulgaria as an expert, participant and academic mentor. The
international project activity is related to the joint research work of Dr. Ignatova



and is an indicator of her systematic and sustainable cooperation with colleagues
from foreign universities, mainly in the field of speech therapy. The attached
reviews of published works are proof of the high assessment given to Dr. D.
Ignatova by colleagues in the field of speech therapy and special education.

Main contributions
Experimental-theoretical field

x  Her work on the specific problems of reading is in-depth and consistent,
reflected in a series of publications and leads to valuable conclusions
about the theory and practice:

o develops a theoretical basis of the reading process, the main
morpho-functional and linguistic parameters of the reading
process and their integration within a neuropsychological
theoretical model are studied;

o draws the attention of researchers and practitioners to the
problem of the specific reading disorder;

o systematizes the risk factors and the basic diagnostic markers in
the diagnostic assessment of reading disorders; a test battery with
a prognostic character has been developed, etc.

% On the basis of in-depth studies, a test for assessment of the phonological
development of Bulgarian preschool children and a screening version of
the test for quick assessment have been developed;

% In the period 2002-2014 she conducted purposeful research work on the
problems of specific learning disorders, and the result is a completed
scientific and applied research contained in the dissertation.

x A pilot study of “Test battery for risk assessment of children with specific
reading disorders in preschool age 5 - 7 years” (standardized), 2014;
x A pilot study of "Test for assessment of phonological development of
preschool children" (licensed);
x A pilot study of "Screening test for assessement of phonological
development of preschool children" (licensed).

The nature of the publications shows an in-depth scientific approach to the
problematic areas of speech therapy and the candidate's ability to select and
work on current and important topics that attract the interest of researchers
outside Bulgaria. The latter is evidenced by citations in databases such as Scopus,
Web of Science and others.

The data (points on the individual indicators of the Law) regarding the
significance of the presented by Head Assist. Prof. Dr. D. Ignatova scientific



achievements and results, exceed the minimum national requirements and are a
prerequisite for holding the academic position of "Associate Professor" in the
professional field 1.2. Pedagogy (Speech Therapy).

Notes and recommendations
I recommend Dr. D. Ignatova to keep on successfully developing her research and
from the standpoint of a habilitated lecturer to combine it well with motivating
more students for active scientific and practical work in the field of speech
therapy.

Canclusions

From what has been stated so far, it can be summarized that Dr. D. Ignatova

shows purposeful and dynamic academic development and professional
qualification necessary for holding the announced academic position. This makes
her candidacy suitable for the academic position of "Associate Professor” for the
needs of the Department of Speech Therapy at FNES, Sofia University "St.
