By order Ne RD 38-473 / 02.10.2020 of the Rector of Sofia University "St. Kliment
Ohridski" | have been appointed a member of the Scientific Jury in a competition for the
academic position of "Associate Professor" in the field of higher education 1. Pedagogical
sciences, professional field 1.2. Pedagogy (Speech Therapy) and preparation of an opinion.

One candidate participates in the announced competition: Chief Assistant Dr. Diana
Milcheva Ignatova. On the basis of fulfilled requirements for format and content of the submitted
documents the candidate is admitted to participate in the competition.

The documentation is completed and presented in a format corresponding to the
regulations of the "Regulations on the terms and conditions for acquiring scientific degrees and
holding academic positions at Sofia University" and the regulatory requirements of ZRASRB.

My opinion is based on information from the administrative documents, evidence and
publications of the candidate provided to me (in electronic media).

Academic status, qualification and professional realization

The current academic status and qualification of Chief Assistant Dr. Diana Milcheva
Ignatova are in accordance with the criteria of the competition.

The candidate graduated from higher education (1990-1995) with a degree in
Defectology (specialization in speech therapy and typhlopedagogy). In 2014 successfully
defends a dissertation in the Department of Special Pedagogy and Speech Therapy at the
Faculty of Pedagogical Sciences at Sofia University on "Diagnostic model for assessment of
preschool children at risk of specific disorders" and obtains the educational and scientific degree
of Doctor of Special Pedagogy. Possession of professional qualification in two different scientific
fields is a significant aspect in the general qualification profile of the candidate and expands the
perimeter of the information and professional field.

In her professional development, Chief Assistant Dr. Diana Ignatova passed the
hierarchy of academic levels: Assistant Professor of Special Pedagogy at Sofia University (2002
- 2004), Senior Assistant (2004-2008), and from April 2008. until now he has held the position of
chief assistant.

Teaching activity



The teaching activity of the candidate Chief Assistant Dr. Diana Ignatova is related to
her scientific interests. Develops and teaches lecture courses (disciplines Speech Therapy
Diagnosis and Work in a Diagnostic Team, Learning Disorders, Communication Disorders in
Craniofacial Malformations, etc.), develops and conducts seminars and practical exercises in
the disciplines Fundamentals of Speech Therapy, Communication Disorders in Voice Disorders
disorders of sensory insufficiency, etc.), is the head of undergraduate internships for students of
bachelor's and master's programs in Speech Therapy.

Research and publication

For its participation in the competition, the candidate has submitted for review 29
publications:

- Monographs - 3 (habilitation thesis and two monographs based on a defended
dissertation);

- Studies published in referenced and indexed publications in world databases - 3;

- Articles and reports: published in referenced and indexed editions in world databases -
1; published in non-refereed publications with scientific review - 20 (4 co-authored and 16
independent);

- Publications of scientific and applied nature - 2.

In the list of publications (see Vol. 10C), the names of all co-authors are correctly written
next to each co-authored publication.

The monograph “Working in a diagnostic team in an inclusive educational environment.
Informal Behavioral Diagnostic Assessment “presents the technology of realization of the
complex diagnostic assessment by a team for support of the personal development of the
children and students. The emphasis is on informal behavioral diagnostic assessment as an
effective factor for assessing children with different personal resources in the general
educational environment. A significant contribution to this research is the practical product that
the author offers: it is not limited to the presentation and analysis of modified versions of
diagnostic tools, but offers an author's draft map to monitor the individual plan to support the
child's personal development.

The monograph "Reading and its specific disorders. Theoretical aspects and social
perspectives” focuses on the complexity of the reading process and the mastery of reading
skills. Information about the writing disorders and the connection between these disorders and
the peculiarities of structuring the learning environment is presented analytically. The main
approaches in the identification of reading disorders are indicated, as the author has based his
analysis and conclusions on a broad basis from modern scientific literature sources on the
subject.

The third monograph entitled “Specific reading disorders. Diagnostic assessment
"covers issues related to the early identification of children with specific disorders of the reading
process. Here, as in the habilitation work, the candidate's affinity for completion and search for
practical and applied aspects of research is clearly expressed - a design of a test battery for
diagnostic evaluation is presented, registering the child's success and social functioning in the
first year in school.

The monographs presented by Chief Assistant Dr. Diana Ignatova cover current and
significant issues for modern speech therapy and special pedagogy. The availability of own
research and the impressive volume of used and analyzed literary (information) sources show
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in-depth knowledge of the issue, scientific approach to information analysis and last but not
least style of writing, combining academicism and easy readability of the produced texts.

Participation in projects and innovations

The applicant does not show much activity in the project activities - declares
participation in 4 projects at international (2), national and university level (2). On the other
hand, the innovative activity with a practical-applied character is clearly effective. Chief
Assistant Dr. Diana Ignatova has participated in the development and testing (individually or as
part of a team) of five innovative diagnostic tools, one of which is licensed.

Scientific and scientific-applied contributions

The scientific and scientific-applied contributions of Chief Assistant Dr. Diana Ignatova
are of a complex nature:

1) Theoretical and research contributions:

- a theoretical basis of the reading process is constructed, from the point of view of the
modern conceptions of reading as a complex set of cognitive processes;

- systematization of a set of risk factors and basic diagnostic markers in the process of
diagnostic assessment;

- presentation and analysis of alternative methods for informal diagnostic behavioral
assessment, considered in the context of diagnostic assessment of children with specific
reading disorders.

2) Scientific and practical contributions (practical contributions):

- development of methods for interpretive qualitative analysis of data from complex
diagnostic assessment by members of diagnostic teams;

- offering a systematic step-by-step approach to planning the transition from a school
environment to an independent living;

- a map for monitoring the individual plan for support of personal development has been
developed:;

- a design of a test battery for diagnostic assessment, registering the success and social
functioning of the child during the first year in a school environment, is presented;

- A test battery with a prognostic character has been developed in order to detect risk
groups of children (with the possibility of developing specific reading disorders).

I The proposed scientific publications are sufficient in volume and content to cover the
requirements of the Regulations on the terms and conditions for obtaining scientific degrees and
holding academic positions at Sofia University "and the regulatory requirements of ZRASRB for
holding the academic position" Associate Professor ".

0 In the presented publications the candidate shows a good quality level. For the most
part, the publishing activity is content-oriented to work with children with communication deficits.
