Review

For the dissertation of Ivan-Petar Zhivkov Yovchev on "National interest in the context of
European energy policy: Comparative analysis of government programs of seven EU member
states in the periods 2007-2009 and 2016-2019."

General information about the dissertation

The presented dissertation has 341 pages and contains five chapters (including introduction and
conclusion). The bibliography is extremely extensive and occupies 35 pages of the total volume.
The language of the presentation, the structuring of the text, the work with the sources and the
guotation of other authors, the quality of the graphics and maps: all this corresponds to the best
academic practices and meets the highest academic standards.

The presented dissertation is the result of research carried out under the scientific supervision of
Prof. Rumyana Kolarova, Ph.D.

The first chapter of the dissertation is introductory and discusses the choice of subject and
personal motivation of the author, goals and objectives, object and field of research, applied
methodology, but also the limitations of the study and the chosen structure of the text.

The second chapter "Theoretical Review" discusses the main theoretical approaches to the study
of European energy policy and European integration and governance, with the main emphasis in
the section "Operationalization", where the author justifies his theoretical choices. In this part
the author explains the choice of cases in his comparative study - 7 EU countries (Austria,
Bulgaria, Ireland, Lithuania, Netherlands, Portugal and Finland).

The third chapter is entitled "Analysis of the content" and deals with the specific study of the
national interest of the seven selected countries in two different periods (justified by the
periodization of the European energy policy): 2007-2009 and 2016-2019.

The fourth chapter "Comparative analysis of the national interests" corresponds to its title and is
both diachronic and synchronic comparative analysis of the selected cases.

Chapter Five is concluding and discusses a number of issues raised by the study.
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Main research question and methods

The first chapter is extremely detailed in the presentation of the research field, as well as the
goals and tasks set by the research. The author defines the main task of any research of such a
nature as "original research" for the respective scientific discipline and "discovery of new
knowledge". There is no doubt that the presented dissertation corresponds to these two sides of
the main goal, as defined by the author. But it is significant that despite the extremely scrupulous
and even rare in recent doctoral dissertations discussion of the goals and the objectives, the
chosen structure, the necessary self-limitations, there is no explicit formulation of the main
research question. This is left to the attentive reader, who might find such an implicit question,
probably sounding like "What are the factors in the national choice of energy policy in small and
medium-sized EU member states at the beginning of the 21st century?". In fact, 5 research
questions are formulated in the text, but they appear in the final Chapter 5 (p. 285).

When discussing the "object and subject" of research, we again have, as in almost all
dissertations, the difficulty of distinguishing between these two concepts. Most often, as here,
they are used as synonyms in Bulgarian and are not explicitly distinguished, especially since in
Roman and most Germanic languages this distinction is linguistically impossible or can be
ambiguous (object v/s subject). It is probably more appropriate to talk about an object and a
research field, as the latter is defined by the different research disciplines which deal, each in its
own way, with the same object.

The justification of the selection of cases - seven small and medium-sized EU countries - makes
an excellent impression in the dissertation. Three objective criteria of geopolitical nature were
used (being part of the "core" and the "periphery" of the EU, membership in the eurozone and
duration of the membership). Moreover, these selection criteria are justified by the study of the
repective national interests. An excellent impression is made by the substantiation of the
application of the comparative method as a case study, as well as the discussion of the limitations
in the research - this shows that the author has mastered the essential understanding for each
researcher, namely that original research is possible only with clear and definite delimitation of
the research subject. Even the limitations of the languages in which the main documents on
which the research is based are discussed, something that is also rare in many dissertations.

The theoretical overview in the second chapter demonstrates excellent knowledge of the
theoretical literature on European energy policy and European integration and governance. On
the first question, there is no doubt that the author has studied all relevant documents and
academic research. Here he highlights the three main objectives of the European energy policy
from the beginning of the XXI century (sustainability, competitiveness and security of supply),
which will be the main criteria in the analysis of national interests in this area of the seven
selected EU countries.



The reflection on the theoretical foundations of the research - the theories of European
integration and governance - leaves a particularly good impression. The author is well acquainted
with and correctly presents the significant and influential explanatory theories in this area,
although it remains somewhat unclear to what extent and which of them are relevant in this
particular study. This section seems indicative of the author's theoretical awareness, but would
benefit if it were somewhat the antithesis of his chosen paradigm of social constructivism. In fact,
it is this theoretical choice that makes the work particularly original.

Social constructivism (including in international relations and European studies) is a relatively
new paradigm that differs from both positivism and the relativism of the discursive paradigm. It
is precisely in terms of social reality that the mobilization of authors such as Alexander Wendt,
Martha Finnemore and Peter Katzenstein is particularly productive. This theoretical choice allows
the author to adopt a coherent approach and understanding of the national interest as a socially
constructed reality, which materializes in the behaviour of the individual actors and the
consequences of this behaviour. And thus, to avoid the limitations of a rational-realistic
approach, in which the national interest is a kind of a priori fact, which is almost independent of
the specific political regime or specific government.

It is good to work with the concepts, although this sometimes leads to very superficial or
irrelevant definitions, especially of high abstract concepts such as "energy" or "politity-politics-
policy", or concepts that are sufficiently common and collectively understood as "documents" or
"institutions". It is enough to define "energy system" and "soft mobility", as well as some other
useful concepts from the middle level of analysis. But despite some visible failures, the work with
the concepts must be applauded, which is a proof for a very good academic culture.

Empirical basis and relevance of the analysis

The presented research is based on a significant empirical basis of documents, statistics,
analytical reports and academic research. Even the content analysis used for the government's
energy policy documents of the selected seven EU countries, published in different languages,
expresses the volume for this huge amount of research work. Along with governments as the
main institution, the author extends his analysis to the political parties in the governmental
coalitions, which also requires additional mobilization of empirical data.

The richness of the empirical bases of the research is also related to the complex criterion system
of the comparison. On the one hand, the political regimes and the political composition of the
government of the seven selected countries in two different periods, 17 years apart, are
compared. On the other hand, there are comparisons of their energy systems, including energy
needs, the characteristics of their energy mix, their dependence on external supplies of energy
sources.



The analysis of the energy policies and the national interests on the basis of the available official
government documents in the seven selected countries is extremely detailed for each of the
countries for the first study period (2007-2009), summarized in Table 29. The analysis of the
energy policies of the countries in the second period (2016-2019) is significantly less detailed,
and the author explains this briefly. The summary of the second period in Table 31 allows us to
see the change in the priorities of four countries (Austria, Bulgaria, Portugal and Lithuania)
compared to the previous period.

The comparative analysis in Chapter 4 summarizes the conclusions drawn, and the query here is,
of course, the explanation of both the differences and the similarities in energy policy in terms
of the current understanding of national interest in the seven countries compared. There is a
general trend of prioritizing sustainable energy development for Western EU governments in the
second period compared to the first. As well as changes in the priorities of Bulgaria and Lithuania.

Despite the detailed comparisons of the changes in the national priorities of each of the surveyed
countries in the two separate periods, as well as the thorough comparison between them in
terms of all parameters of energy policy assessment, the explanation of the reasons for the
findings is insufficient. These reasons can be both external to the EU as a whole, of pan-European
nature vis-a-vis each country, and of an internal nature. The author could expand his comparative
analysis here with an explanatory scheme that brings together these three dimensions (and
perhaps others) of explanation. The main question here is why there are similarities and why
there are differences between countries, as well as why energy policy priorities change 17 years
later.

In this regard, | will ask three essential questions:

1. To what extent do the EU's relations with Russia influence the changes in the priorities of
the compared countries?

2. How strong is the pressure on each of the seven governments in both periods by the EU
to implement the principles of the European energy policy?

3. To what extent does the nature of government configurations in the seven countries
during the two periods influence the energy policy priorities?

In fact, in the five research questions formulated in the final chapter, the main thing is how the
national interest in the energy field is formulated and reformulated and what are the main topics
and references to European documents in government programs. It is more interesting, however,
to understand why there are such differences or similarities and why one or another change is
made.

Comments on the self-assessment of the academic contributions
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The abstract of the thesis defines two scientific-applied and three practical-applied contributions.
In the first group, the first (new methodology for identifying and comparing the national interest
in the energy policy of EU Member States) is a perfectly acceptable theoretical contribution, as
far as it is not just a "methodology" but an explanatory model. The remaining contributions may
not be differentiated, but rather summarized as "presenting a new understanding of the national
interest in EU energy policies". Even if formulated in this way, these two contributions are quite
sufficient for an original and independent scientific research, materialized in a doctoral thesis.

General critical remarks
In addition to the critical remarks highlighted above, | will make a few more formal remarks here.

It seems to me that the titles of the individual chapters and subchapters may not be so formal
(for example, 'Content analysis' or simply the name of the country to be analysed). It is good that
the titles are meaningful and show an important element of the main thesis of the work.

In the otherwise comprehensive list of sources used (really remarkable volume of them),
grouping could be applied to distinguish academic research from official documents, analytical
reports and statistical sources. Language grouping is not even that important because it is not so
relevant - every researcher uses a limited number of languages and this is normal.

Scientific publications on the subject

This original and extensive research is supported by five scientific publications of the author in
academic journals (four articles, two of which are in English, and one scientific review). It is
obvious that the author has a long and deep interest in the issues of the presented dissertation.

Conclusion

In conclusion, | would like to say that this is an original, independent and in-depth study of an
important research problem for the political science, which has a acceptable contribution for the
extension of our knowledge in this field. The dissertation of lvan-Petar Zhivkov Yovchev has all
the necessary characteristics of a scientific work, which is the basis for the award of the
educational and scientific degree "Doctor" in the professional field 3.3. Political Sciences.
