CIRCULAR TOURISM AS A KEY FOR ECO-INNOVATIONS IN CIRCULAR
ECONOMY BASED ON SUSTAINABLE DEVELOPMENT

Global issues such as resource scarcity, climate change, land and ocean pollution linked to the
widespread growth model of production and consumption have led to the introduction of many
concepts and approaches such as 'sustainable development' and 'green growth’, and etc. It is
also a circular economy, and it has many similarities to these concepts and approaches that deal
with the relationship between people and their environment. However, it has distinctive use
and, in principle, has more radical consequences than, for example, the concept of sustainability
as defined and used in the Brundtland report, reported to the United Nations (Brundtland,
1987).

In more and more countries, attempts have been made to pursue sustainability acceptance
through circular business models. Circular business models lead to the creation of a circular
economy concept. The concept of circular economy sets a set of principles for production and
consumption, radically different from the take-make-dispose linear regime prevailing in today's
market economies, based on continued economic growth and increased resource productivity.
A circular economy is an alternative to a traditional linear economy (make, use, dispose) in
which we keep resources in use for as long as possible, extract the maximum value from them
whilst in use, then recover and regenerate products and materials at the end of each service life.
Sustainable tourism has been talked about years ago. According to the World Tourism
Organization, sustainable tourism is “Tourism that takes full account of its current and future
economic, social and environmental impacts, addressing the needs of visitors, the industry, the
environment, and host communities™.

The tourism sector has hitherto (till now) not been given much attention as a possible context
for Circular Economy initiatives and analyses.

Seen in the context of sustainable development, circular tourism can reconcile tourism and
sustainable resource management. Its objective is to produce goods and tourist services while
greatly limiting the impact on the environment (including the consumption and waste of non-
renewable energy sources). Circular tourism follows the logic of the circular economy, a
business model consistent with the principles of sustainable development. In the same way,
circular tourism proposes a model in which each actor of tourism (traveler, host, tour operator,
and supplier) adopts an ecofriendly approach. Circular, closed tourism, which is already a trend

in Europe, is a prerequisite for the sustainable development of the sector. Currently the circular



economy is a key priority in the EC, not just in the field of tourism. It will create a tourism

sector that will be linked to biodegradable waste.

THE ROLE OF GIS IN THE MILITARY SYSTEMS — SOME FACTS AND ISSUES

In modern society, in most areas of activity, information technologies are actively being
introduced, which has been facilitated by their powerful development over the past decades.
The development of the technical equipment of the modern army, the increasing preponderance
towards information wars, led to the fact that the defense sphere was no exception. Most of the
important information technologies used by the military are based on means of processing
digital information about the terrain and methods for collecting various data about the enemy.
According to military experts, in the mid-twentieth century, the amount of information needed
to manage individual units and units increased by 20 times. Manual cards, a long and
painstaking change of terrain data, receded into the background, which significantly increased
the time for making major decisions by the command of the troops. Geographic information
systems (hereinafter - GIS) in the modern army are actively used in the defense of countries to
control troops and military equipment, support decision-making by the command, plan combat
operations and various types of support.

Under the state defense system is meant a complex of political, economic, military, social, legal
and other measures and measures for the preparation, as well as the implementation of armed
defense of the state, its integrity and inviolability.

Almost every major country pays great attention to the level of readiness of its armed forces to
repel any potential threats. That is why a huge share of state funding for scientific and technical
development goes through the military departments. A variety of GIS technologies, the
development of which is actively financed from the military budget, are no exception.

Of the entire spectrum of technologies directly related to GIS and explicitly generated by

military needs, we can mention satellite navigation and space imagery. Satellite navigation



systems were originally created only for military purposes (primarily for guiding missiles).
Space imagery, however, had a dual purpose: mapping of locality and highly detailed
reconnaissance surveys of individual objects. Currently, satellite navigation has become widely
available for civilian purposes without restrictions. A similar situation is with space
photography. Initially, satellites worked exclusively for the needs of the defense departments,
but now satellite imagery is widely available for civilian applications.

The current state of other elements of the GIS infrastructure of military departments of various
countries of the world is somewhat more difficult to determine, but it is quite possible, since
many leading global manufacturers of GIS technologies offer software products that are

explicitly designed to automate various aspects of command and control of the armed forces.

Innovative educational practices and policies through the application of geo-information

Geographic information technologies provide such new methods and means of
information processing that provide high visibility for displaying diverse information and an
accessible set of tools for reality analysis. GIS has great potential for information analysis in
order to make management decisions in the socio-economic sphere. The publication reveals
the problems of higher and secondary education related to modern geographic information
systems and technologies for searching, interpreting and demonstrating various geographical
data. Basic guidelines for the development of the implementation of geoinformation

technologies in the learning environment are presented.

EDITORIAL: THE NEW VISION TOWARDS SMART GEOGRAPHY IN SOUTH-
EASTERN EUROPE

Global change comprises a variety of transformations in climate, ecosystems, natural resources
and human society which have started in 20th century and continue with increasing intensity
at present days. This led to significant planetary constraints regarding resources, climate and
ecological resilience which are the main challenges the human society is currently facing and
must deal with. The geography of the 21st century can offer evidence-based and place specific
solutions to address such challenges. It offers an interdisciplinary base which can be used to
address the integrated issues of our community (Coutsopoulos, 2011) thus to cope with the
complex challenges of the global changes by providing “smart” spatial solutions.

This special issue of European Journal of Geography is an outcome of the conference “Smart
Geography” dedicated to the 100th anniversary of the Bulgarian Geographical Society (BGS)
that was held in November 2018 in Sofia, Bulgaria. The Bulgarian Geographical Society is
established at 9th November 1918 and its history is traced by periods of growth and stagnation,
ups and downs. The first period (until 1945) is the time of foundation and consolidation of the
society under the leadership of two remarkable persons, prof. Anastas Ishirkov and prof. Ivan
Batakliev. The society issued the first Bulgarian geographical journal (in 1933) which
published papers in various geographical fields by Bulgarian and foreign researchers. Among
the famous authors of the journal during this time are Albrecht Penck, Albrecht Burkard,
Herbert Louis and Arthur Gavatsi. The start of the next period (1945-1989) is marked by the
political changes in the country which led to significant changes also in the scientific
community and the activity of the BGS declines. The government support during the 1960s
and 1970s enables to restore and extend the membership, publication and organization
activities. The Society became popular especially for the secondary school teachers and
reached more than 1300 members in mid-1980s. The next period (after 1989) is marked by the
transition in the country to democracy and marked economy which led to withdraw of the state

form many activities including the support of the organizations such as BGS. This caused



significant decline in its activities and formal closure of the society. The contemporary stage
begins in 2014 with re-establishment of its legal status. During this period most of its former
activities such as organization of regular events (conferences, seminars, and workshops),
publication of the Journal of BGS, support of student through various initiatives (grants,
motilities etc.) have been restores. In 2018 the Society celebrated its 100th anniversary and the
150th anniversary of its founder Anastas Ishirkov by series of events in several places of the
country such as seminars, exhibitions, issue of jubilee postage stamp, campaign in Wikipedia
etc. The most important event was the international conference “Smart Geography” which took
part in Sofia University in November with more than 150 participants all over the world
(Nedkov et al. 2019).

Journal of the Bulgarian Geographical Society: the new vision and perspectives



The Journal of Bulgarian Geographical Society was the first scientific geographical journal in
the country established in 1933. During the long period of its development, it became a leading
journal for publishing scientific results in geography and related interdisciplinary fields in
Bulgaria. From its early years, the journal was considered as “an indicator of the development
of the Bulgarian geographical science” and an important means for extending the international
relations of the Society (Batakliev 1942). The development of the journal can be divided into
three periods. The first period between 1933 and 1943 saw the publication of 10 issues and 238
papers (Table 1). Most of the publications during this period are of high quality and original
research contributions, and in certain cases these publications are pioneering in some areas of
geographical science in the country. The publications during this period are mainly in
Bulgarian and the rest in German (about 6%), while the abstracts of the papers are in German
and French. During this period papers accounted for about 45% of all publications. Other
published materials during this period included reviews (about 25%), editorials, biographies
and other publications mainly on Society activities. The end of the first period is marked by
the political changes that took place in the country after 1944, which badly affect the activities
of the Society and the result was an interruption of the journal publishing for the next 10 years.

MODERN MIGRATION PROCESSES AND ATTITUDES OF THE POPULATION IN THE
REPUBLIC OF BULGARIA - FACTORS AND TRENDS

Migration in all forms and forms is a powerful demographic factor and, among other
demographic processes, is an essential determinant of the structure of the population in a
particular territory. The study related to migration processes and attitudes in Bulgaria is
interesting as a social and economic phenomenon, which with its dynamics and the serious
consequences it carries with it matters both for the national, in particular the Bulgarian and for
the global economy. Demographic problems, internal migration and emigration and
immigration pressures will accompany the development of Bulgaria and the Western world
throughout the 21st century. We are currently witnessing massive migration flows from the
Middle East and Africa to the European continent, mainly to the rich and large countries of
Western Europe. Its size reaches the dimensions that give observers and analysts reason to talk
about migration and future replacement of the genetic and civilization code of the continent.
Bulgaria is one of the transition countries in Eastern Europe, which has a strong demographic
decline. The factors that determine the great unevenness in the development of its population
are the territorial changes in the first half of the last century, the internal and external migration
of the population and its natural movement. The aim of the study is to identify and distinguish
the factors that generate migratory attitudes in the Bulgarian population and the peculiarities
of the migratory process itself. The subject of the survey is the migratory attitudes of population
movement in Bulgaria and the sustainable impacts of these processes. The article uses
combined general methods - analysis and synthesis, comparison, generalization, induction and

deduction.

THE IMPACT OF THE REGIONAL POLICY ON THE LOCAL ECONOMY — BULGARIAN
CASE

The main objective of EU regional policy is to reduce disparities in terms of employment and
income of the population, level of infrastructure development, economic development, etc. In
1957, when the six founding countries signed the Treaty of Rome, their aim was "to strengthen
the unity of their economies and ensure their harmonious development by reducing the
disparities existing between the various regions and the backwardness of the less favored
regions." In practice, this is an economic development policy focused on problem areas. In

practice, this is a policy based on solidarity. Solidarity is mentioned in the preamble to the



Treaty on European Union, which states that community action is geared to economic and
social cohesion, and especially to reducing disparities between the levels of development of
individual regions. Economic and social cohesion is supported through regional, social and
structural measures. The integrated approach dates from the time of the emergence of European
cohesion policy. The Territorial Integrated Approach also highlights the need to work with a
more flexible sense of geography. Geography continues to matter. The regional policy of the
Republic of Bulgaria arises with the intention of defending the European model of social
structure, in which the elements of free competition and social market economy are
accompanied by goals related to the solidarity and promotion of specific priorities for

economic, social and territorial development.

Aging of the population in Bulgaria - trends, features and regional differences

The country's population continues to decline and age, according to data from the National
Statistical Institute for the population in Bulgaria. The population continues to remain, with
people over the age of 65 being 20% of the country's population. The aging process is more
pronounced among women than among men. The relative share of women over the age of 65

is 23.2%, and of men - 16.6%. This difference is due to higher mortality among men and, as a



consequence, lower life expectancy among them. The aging process is manifested both in the
villages and in the cities, as in the cities the average age of the population is 42.1 years, and in

the villages - 46.0 years.

The innovative approaches for the development of smart cities

The growing problems in the cities, caused by the overpopulation, increased economic growth,
the loss of natural resources, are creating the necessity of decision-making reffering to the
different economic, social and environmental issues. In the twenty-first century the world faces
such challenges, which has made people and city governances more concerned about ensuring
the high quality of life and sustainable development of the urban systems. There are different
definitions for smart cities, but the universal one is that a smart city is the city which satisfies
the needs of people and meets different challenges.

The “smart cities” is a new concept and it measures not how smart the city is, but the city’s
efforts to make itself smart — sustainable development, sound economic growth, and when the
urban system adapts itself to the users’ needs.

The smart city concept incorporates good urban planning, use of digital technologies, networks
of technologies, networks of people who work together well, a change in the way of thinking,
the transformation of the city governments for successful smart cities and applying the

participatory approach.



That’s why in order for to make a city smart it is necessary to apply different innovative
approaches and solutions and to use information and communication technologies.

Smart cities utilize lot (Internet of things) sensors, actors and technologies to connect different
components across the city from the air to the streets, to the underground.

Cities have similar problems — traffic-stricken streets, poor public transport, air pollution, etc.,
but some of them are successfully managed to solve these problems.

In this report we will discuss good practices and experiences from different cities which use
technologies and communications to become smart, such as sensors for free parking spots,
smart traffic lights, the use of energy-saving solutions, online platforms for creating solutions,
bicycle lanes, smart waste management.

The city will be considered as a living laboratory for experiments, some of them successful,
other necessary and yet other still looking too abstract at the moment. The reason will be sought
how some cities can use new technologies to make them look more efficient, competitive,
functional and livable for citizens.

The report is presented in 6 sections, including the foregoing introduction. Section 2 introduces
the concepts of smart city innovations. Section 3 exposes the cases of development of smart
cities in Barcelona, Taipei and others. Section 4 highlights the policy innovation aspect for
smart cities. Section 5 discovers how some cities can elaborate and develop innovative
approaches for a smart city, but others cannot. Section 6 is for conclusions.

The methods used in the report are: the method of comparative analysis, the scientific synthesis

method and the cartographic method.

REGIONAL IMAGE - A PREREQUISITE FOR ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT



The regional image is a set of properties created by interested subjects to create a certain image
of a region. As a result of their activity, we are dealing with a set of associative ideas about the
region. The regional image has a number of important features. It aims at meeting strategic
objectives that are usually directly related to the economic development of a region. Typically,
it takes into account the interests of the main economic players in a given region (internal and
external). The regional image must take into account social expectations and related core values
and regional economic interests. It should be understandable for the population inside and
outside the region. The state image must be fully built up, without contradiction between
historical, cultural, civilization and political-geographic factors. The image of the region should
be professionally managed through international, commercial, open or latent communication
channels and technology to influence public opinion and target users to a region or product. A
number of quality products and services, often serving market niches, connect to certain
regions. This geographic association proves to be important in influencing consumers'
mentality, their behavior and hence the demand for such products. The positive or negative
image of the region should be the mechanism between the social expectations, the existing
behavior and the state of the region. For this reason, in the positive image, it is necessary to
reflect these features of the region that correspond to the social expectations of its own
population and the interested groups and allies of the other regions. The formation of the
region's image by the mass media reflects its economic potential, the availability of
infrastructure, the level of social and cultural development, the quality of life, the degree of

economic and political stability.

JOURNAL OF THE BULGARIAN GEOGRAPHICAL SOCIETY: PAST, PRESENT AND
FUTURE

The article presents a comprehensive historical review of the development of “Journal of the
Bulgarian Geographical Society” since its establishment, and points out the perspectives that
lie ahead. We highlighted three periods of development of the journal: First (1933-1943),
Second (1953-1993), and Third (2018-2020) based on key moments within the life-cycle of
the Society caused by various socio-political situations in Bulgaria across time. We conducted
the review following several key points: (1) periodization; (2) analysis of the publications based
on the publishing language, types of the articles, and the major research topics; (3) expansion
of the editorial board; and (4) design of the journal including its format, cover and paper layout.
We pointed out a few challenges in the present state of the publication process in Bulgaria
within the geographic community in particular, and gave valuable recommendations on how to
deal with them in the light of the global tendencies in the academic publishing process. For the
future development of the journal, we have marked major goals and changes that will lead to
improving the quality of the geographic publications in the country. They are as follows:
building a journal management concept, determination of the focus and scope, types and
characteristics of the publications, and improvement of the graphic design. In conclusion, we
highlighted the strengths and the weaknesses of the past development of the journal, and

underlined the new changes, which will give the journal an international recognition.

Having enough working-age population is vital not only for the economy but
also for tax revenue. This money is needed to finance the retirement and health needs of a
growing number of elderly people. The percentage of elderly people in Bulgaria is steadily
rising. With current demographic indicators, it is considered that by 2050 the average age of
Bulgarians will continue to increase. The consequences of such scenarios would put our
country in the face of radical economic and social shocks. The fight against the demographic
decline is a complex process - various measures are envisaged, some of which are quite
controversial. The trend of aging of the workforce, which is observed in Bulgaria, will have
serious consequences for its economy. Companies will face acute shortages of labor. Workers
will retire and businesses will lose the amount of knowledge they have. Bulgaria will continue
to fall into the "demographic hole". This will sooner or later reduce the number of workers,
increase the deficit in the pension system, and hence the possibility of higher taxes to business.
Managers will increasingly need to take into account demographic changes in a given territory

and incorporate them into strategic planning for the future development of their businesses.

INFLUENCE OF THE DEMOGRAPHIC FACTOR ON THE REGIONAL SOCIAL AND
ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT

There is a system of interactions between demographic processes and regional social and
economic development. On the one hand, they must be taken into account when determining
the prospects for the economic and social development of the country and its regions, on the
other hand in the process of making and implementing management decisions. The impact of
demographic processes on sustainable social and economic development can be traced in the
following main directions:

« In the reproduction of labor resources - number, age, gender, education

* In the case of employment, taking into account the different employment intensity by gender

and age, as well as depending on the number of children in the family, the intergenerational



interval, the gender structure, the educational and professional structure of emigrants and
immigrants

* In the case of unemployment, taking into account the unemployment rate by gender, age
groups, young people and persons in retirement age

« Taking into account the level of income depending on gender and age

* Reallocation of income depending on the size and composition of the family

* In the formation of the poverty level. Increasing or decreasing the number of children in small
and, respectively, large families affect the increase or decrease of the poverty rate of different
ethnic groups.

* Demand - the growth of the population leads to an increase in demand and the relative growth
of children influences the demand for children's goods. Changes in population size, marriage
and divorce, have led to a change in demand for housing (by squares and by number of rooms).
* Educational services. Growing or decreasing fertility rates over a period of time leads to a 1
or 3-year increase or decrease in demand for childcare facilities, 6 or 7 years of basic education,
13 or 14 years of secondary education, and 18 or 19 Years of demand for higher education.

* Healthcare. The change in the number of the population also changes the burden on health
care establishments and the sex-age structure, the birth rate and mortality rate, and the
proportion of doctors in the specialties, children's polyclinics, maternity hospitals, and so on.
* Social support, child-raising and child-raising allowances, development of the social service
provision network of the population

As long as there is a close interaction between population reproduction and the regional socio-
economic development of the country or its regions, permanent monitoring is an important tool

for managing the country's sustainable socio-economic and demographic development.

"In 2020, Bulgaria celebrates 80 years since the conclusion of the Craiova Agreement. On
September 7, 1940, after several weeks of negotiations, in the Romanian city of Craiova,
Romania returned to Bulgaria 7,565 km2 of its original territory of South Dobrudja.
Unfortunately, even after the Liberation from Turkish slavery, Northern Dobrudja remained a
Romanian possession given under the external influence of our northern neighbor.

In the period before and after 1920, many Bulgarian scientists (and in particular geographers)
used their authority and social status to draw attention to this suffering Bulgarian territory. One
of its zealous defenders is Acad.

TERRITORY AND GLOBAL CHANGE

The global environmental changes that have taken place over the last few decades have
manifested themselves in many different aspects. The main driving force of global change is
human society with the decisions it makes in the process of interaction with the natural
environment. This interaction has its natural expression in the process of territory management.
The beginning of these changes can be traced back to the 50s of the last century, but they have
become more noticeable in the last three decades. Global changes include long-term changes
in social and natural systems such as climate change, changes in land use and land cover,
urbanization, changes in the global economy and energy production, migration, changes in
environmental management policy and more. For example, changes due to intensification of

agriculture affect 35% of the land cover globally, and human activity is the cause of nitrogen



accumulation in soils in quantities that already exceed all other natural processes on land
(Steffen, 2009). Global changes are complex in nature and often have an impact at the same
time as their manifestation has specific dimensions at the regional level. For these reasons,
knowledge of the processes that change the living environment is an important task facing
scientists from various fields of knowledge, including and to the geographical scientific

SMART CITIES - THE FUTURE OF URBAN PLANNING

The city itself is a multifunctional and complex object that can be represented as a
demographic, ecological, transport, administrative-territorial and industrial production system.
Unlike a conventional city, the smart city actually means a "digital” city - a concept that
has so far no unambiguous definition. Experts' opinions, however, unite in the fact that a
smart city should not be perceived in the narrow sense as a city packed with technology.
The technologies in this case are rather a means of achieving a common goal, namely
the creation of a comfortable urban environment. Conventional city is built of 5 basic
subsystems. The first is urban and includes industry, transport, science and construction. The
second one is a city-serving business, to which the sectors of intangible production refer,
ie. commerce, culture, utilities, the education system, healthcare and others. The third is
socio-demographic. It is related to the professional qualification of the population. The
fourth subsystem is the management system. It includes governance structures and public
organizations that are located in cities. The fifth sub-system is the spatial one, which
includes the natural resources, housing, production, commercial, sanitary and other
functional areas of the city. Developing a city strategy is both the hardest and most
essential step to becoming a smarter, differentiated and attractive city. Cities will need
to accurately measure current conditions, and model the future. Sensors and technological
controls embedded within new and retrofitted urban designs could monitor existing
conditions and provide real-time feedback in case modifications are needed. According to
urban planning goals, smart cities can be defined as "cities of knowledge”, "digital
cities”, "cyber-gardens” or "eco-cities" according to urban planning objectives. Smart
cities in economic and social terms are looking to the future. They are constantly monitoring

the most important infrastructure - road roads, bridges, tunnels, railways, subways, airports,



seaports, communication systems, water supply, power supply, even major buildings - to

optimize resource allocation and guarantee safety.

THE ROLE OF FREE ECONOMIC ZONES FOR THE DEVELOPMENT OF THE REGIONAL
ECONOMY

The development and growth of the autonomy of the regions implies an increase in their degree
of recognition, related to the increase of international economic relations and trade. One of
these options is a free economic zone, as a particular type of state (or private) regulation of
international economic relations and trade. Free economic zones around the world must include
free - commercial, port, economic, banking - or duty - free shops and warehouses. Generally,
they are designed to stimulate industrial exports, increase foreign exchange earnings, and
workplaces used as "laboratories™ to test new economic methods and mechanisms. Another
favorable feature of all free economic zones is the favorable investment climate - customs, tax,
financial privileges and administrative concessions compared to the general regime operating
in the rest of the economic area in one or another country (respectively region). Often, factors
such as political stability, investment guarantees, infrastructure quality, work force
qualifications are crucial. The localization of such a free zone is an essential element of the
national strategy and an important approach in the development of regional policy for a given
territory. This is one of the world-wide recognized forms of organizing production, especially
of high-tech products, as well as creating conditions for providing modern technologies, as well
as for moving foreign direct investments and accelerating the development of certain economic
regions. Free economic zones are an important tool for regional development. Some of the
most important localization requirements for such free zones in accordance with world

standards are: political and economic stability in the region, accompanied by a concept of



economic development and planning; good construction of the transport system and
communications, proximity to a railway and communication center of national importance;
environmentally friendly, environmentally friendly, high standard of physical planning;
reliable infrastructure for all seasons during the year - transport, water, energy; market access
- preferential access to important markets with a major advantage; developed financial and
banking infrastructure with prerequisites for servicing in the field of electronics and
engineering; a required labor force, a low labor cost, a production qualification that
essentiallydetermines the type of industry that could be developed in the area; the existence of
an existing industry with a well-developed production infrastructureand a plant economy, - a
good organization of the zone and general coordination, prerequisites for the development of
light industry in the presence of traditions andhighly qualified personnel, which is a
prerequisite for high quality of production andcompetitiveness.

The adoption
of knowledge management as a process of applying a systematic approach to acquiring,
structuring, management and dissemination of knowledge in organizations, with the main
objective to increase the level of knowledge in the workflow through the use of best practices
and reduce the high costs suggests increasing desire to implement the process in public sector
organizations. The knowledge management process is in fact a constant accumulation,
incorporation and value-added of organizational knowledge and know-how in process
management in organizations where priority needs to be needs analysis rather than auditing
existing documents, as it should be seeks to improve the processes in the organization by
sharing knowledge among individuals, groups and the organization as a whole, which in the
end generates a synthesis of good practices for the realization of the process of sharing
knowledge in the public sector.

MIGRATION AND DEMOGRAPHIC CHALLENGES FOR BULGARIA

The constant aspirations of mankind towards higher economic growth lead to a sharp
consolidation of the geographic space, an increase in the raw-energy deficit and an increase in
the world's water consumption.

Migration policies during different historical periods are motivated by relevant political,
economic and social circumstances. The worst migratory waves have been caused by world
and regional wars. The salvation of human life, family and children has always been at the
heart of the evolution of migration phenomena. Migration policy is a relatively new part of the
field of migration.

Policies, at both Member State and European Union level, have faced within the last five years
the lack of a systematized and reliable theory and strategy that outlines the orientations and
solutions for dynamically growing migration challenges.

New risks have emerged in Europe since the beginning of 2011, with a markedly visible
tendency to leave European citizens from countries like Greece, Portugal, Spain, Italy, Ireland
and their permanent establishment in other regions due to the prolonged economic crisis in
these countries and the high percentage unemployed with good educational and professional
qualifications. Contrary to this trend, immigrants from Asia, Africa and other regions illegally
invaded Europe with progressive prowess, which has an impact on the demographic picture of
Europe.

In Bulgaria, the birth rate in Bulgaria has reached the lowest levels since 1945 with the birth
of 62,000 babies. In 2011, births of 71,000 babies were recorded. As of 31 December 2014,
according to statistical data, the population of Bulgaria is 7 2002 198 citizens, which represents
1.4% of the population of the European Union. Compared to 2013, the country's population
declined by 43,479 people.



Bulgaria has a major problem because, according to World Bank estimates by 2050, its
population will fall by over 40% and will have about 4.5 million people. These statistics do not
take into account Bulgarian citizens who live permanently or permanently in the EU and abroad
and their children do not bear Bulgarian names and do not have Bulgarian citizenship.

There is an unpredictable and beyond the control capabilities of a refugee wave for Europe that
does not have the necessary territory and conditions to shelter and integrate. The factual
situation requires an adequate response of the international community and its authorities to
prevent escalation, terrorist acts and the prosperity of cannabis.

The increasing migratory pressure creates the need to redirect significant financial and
organizational resources to address the situation and to avoid creating direct risks to the

emergence of a humanitarian crisis.

The brand can be a
megabrand, an international brand, a national and a local brand. From the level of his
development stems also the specifics of his elements - name, visual, verbal and sound symbols,
etc. The smart management of the brand gives a number of advantages to the company, assists
in building a positive image of the brand that they associate with the company and its
production. Branding helps consumers orient themselves in the huge flow of information,
discover the products and services of companies that have built up their preferences.
Companies are given the opportunity to launch new products / services at lower costs and thus

increase revenue ratios. A tourist brand is a slogan and a logo of a city, region, or country for



the exit of that territory into the tourist services market. The territory or region is seen as a
product that, like others, has its significant elements.

The tourist destination brand has its own specificity. It can not be created in "green™ and is
associated with the main assets of the destination: landscape, people, culture and history. The
brand must be consistent with a complex set of factors and elements that determine the quality
of the tourist product, its accessibility and consumer interests. Its features are the creation of
an experience like the product being sold, and the experience is hard to sell. Branding has to
wrap up the experience as something that can be easier on the market. The destination brand is
capturing the distinctive elements of the destination within the brand and transmitting these

elements through the brand's components: identity, personality, image, character and culture.

prospects and ambitions of the people. Conditions change quickly and often without warning.



But not only working conditions and jobs are constantly changing. The whole framework, in
which long-term plans (partnerships, households, neighborhoods) are usually embedded,
breaks down with the enormous momentum of the new era. The lack of economic and social
security at the moment is the greatest threat to the state, society and the individual. In addition,
the communication and information revolution places the issue of information security in all
its aspects. National interests in the global age are never restricted by state borders, which
creates the prerequisites for the emergence of numerous contradictions that can be solved at
the level of interstate interactions. On the other hand, the national interests of individual
countries can coincide with the interests of other socio-political institutions and co-implement
them. The growing interplay between countries, the deepening of integration links, the need
for cooperation in solving global problems does not mean that national and regional interests
are losing momentum. The new one point is to change the environment of their realization and

to increase their interdependence with the national and regional interests of other countries.

CAREER ANCHOR "AUTONOMY / INDEPENDENCE (AU)" - AN OPPORTUNITY FOR
OPTIMAL CORPORATE MOTIVATION IN BUSINESS ORGANIZATIONS (Without

motivated collaborators, each company is doomed)

One of the reasons for the many tips and scientific approaches to motivation lies in the
differences between people. Some people are motivated by material incentives, others by
personal recognition, others are mostly interested in interesting work. It is important for
practitioners of HR managers to know the specifics of their employees in order to be able to
motivate them adequately. A major contribution to the theory of motivation is the eminent
scholar Edgar Shane - the creator of the term "corporate culture.” He believes that there are 8

core values in the work of collaborators, which he calls "career anchors." Each "anchor" has



its own type of motivation. What are the anchors? This is a classification of eight types of

determinations of what can lead a career in a person. Affiliation / self-determination /
orientation to one or the other anchor depends mostly on our personal: > Values and priorities;
> Concrete beliefs on topics such as what career success is, what is work, work, contribution,

satisfaction, etc .; > The orientation of our motivation - what we personally motivate, motivate,
enthusiastically.

Self-sufficiency differs from independence. In business organizations, employees can be both
self-sufficient and happily interdependent with others. The sense of self-reliance of employees
has a proven impact on both personal achievements and attitudes, as well as those of the
company.

Empowering employees to work on side projects during working hours can not always be easily
traversed in the everyday routine of customer service, freight forwarding and problem solving.
But they become imperative in an economy that requires non-routine, creative, conceptual
abilities.

Promoting autonomy in business organizations should not be perceived as a discouragement
of responsibility. Employees should be responsible for their work. Many companies believe
that independence is a way to circumvent the responsibility. However, the new notions of
autonomy start from another assumption. It implies that employees want to be accountable and
that if they are given control over their task, time, method and team, it is a path leading in that
direction.

Moreover, different employees will find different sides of autonomy. Some may wish for self-
reliance, others may prefer self-respect to the team. Research has shown that the sense of
control is an important component of somebody's happiness. What, however, the employees
want to have control varies, so | do not think there is an aspect of self-sufficiency that is the
most important in all respects. Different people have different wishes, so the best strategy for
business organizations would be to judge what is the most important thing for each individual

employee.

METHODOLOGICAL FOUNDATIONS OF REGIONALISM

Regional relations have become very important since the Second World War. The study of the
regions is of paramount importance to the countries. Regionalism can be regarded as a regional
science. Science, studying the territorial organization of the economy, economic activity and
economic zoning and the methods of their allocation and the possibility of managing their
development. The main method of management is the development of a regional policy as a
system of state measures for the development of regions in order to achieve an economic effect
on a countrywide scale. Also regionalistic is understood as regional divisions of non-
geographic sciences (economics, sociology, demography, etc.). It is interdisciplinary and
studies the objective processes of regionalization - geographic, political, economic and cultural.
It is considered as a set of disciplines and directions, methodological approaches and
methodical techniques. The subject of the survey is the region. On the other hand, it can also
be seen as political regionalism. Object is the policy, and the subject of the study is the spatial
change of political phenomena. It is part of regional science. Regionalism is an academic
discipline that is in the process of forming its own autonomy. Different approaches are used in
the study of the regions - geographic, economic, political, social, etc. Regionalism is not a
fundamental science and therefore does not have its own scientific methods for obtaining
original scientific results. For this reason, she uses methods from other disciplines - geography,
mathematics, history, philosophy, logic, politics, sociology, etc. Together with them,
regionalism becomes a synthetic complex scientific discipline, which develops its own
independent methods of research. Due to the fact that the functioning of the regions is studied,
the methods of social sciences are used. In regionalism, methods are often complex and this is
due to its interdisciplinary nature. It is a complex science discipline. Two basic approaches -
both disciplinary and interdisciplinary - are used to model regional processes. In the first
approach, the problems of the regions are studied within a science - geography, history, politics,
cultural studies, geopolitics, etc. The second one uses theories and approaches that have been
developed on the basis of several scientific disciplines. In particular, the genetic approach
allows to uncover the genesis and evolution of regional systems. It attempts to reveal the
peculiarities of the socio-geographic and political space in the context of historical

development.

RISK MANAGEMENT IN INNOVATIVE PROJECTS

The risk is defined as the subjective characteristics of the project in terms of participants and
reflects the possibility of a negative for him scenarios and consequences. Risk classification
can be made by classification signs such as by subject, by type of investment, degree of loss in
the field of vilyanie and source of occurrence. Risk management is a process associated with
the identification, analysis of risks and decision-making, which include increasing the positive
and reduce the negative consequences of the occurrence of risk events. The risk depends on
multiple factors usually associated with the uncertainty of the external environment and limited
resources on the project. At the first factors include incomplete and untrustworthiness of
information, capacity constraints managers to perceive and process information, randomly
occurring events in the work of managers and actions related to counter competitors. The
second group includes material, financial and labor resources. Identification of the risk is
carried out by various methods, some of which are:

- Brainstorming - appears to be the most commonly used method for identification of risk. Its
purpose is to establish an extended list of risks that can be subsequently used to conduct
qualitative and quantitative risk analysis.

- Delphi method - used to reach agreement among experts regarding the list and characteristics
of risks

- Poll - is possible identification of risk by interviews with experts with the help of specially

designed questions.



- SWOT - Analysis - serve to expand the list of risks taken into account

- Structural diagrams - allow to analyze the peculiarities of the structure of enterprises and the
resulting risks

- Streaming charts - represent different technological processes and their interrelationships

To the methods of risk management decreased sensitivity analysis of stability, determining the
profitability correction parameters of the project, formalized description of uncertainties,
scenario analysis, Monte-Carlo method of building a decision tree and others. Risk
management in innovative projects is essential and the use of methods to reduce the risk by
diversification or distribution of risks release of funds to cover unforeseen risks and insurance
risks. Qualitative risk management increases the chances of success in project management in

the long term and significantly reduces the risk of ineffective realization.
