The monograph is mainly aimed at clarifying the main themes of the study, at
establishing the authors' research methods, the methodology from which they started to
reconstruct the Bulgarian Middle Ages in the pages of the "Yearbook" - and for the period 1905
- 1945.

In the development of the post-liberation Bulgarian historiography, the study of our
national past, and among it the Bulgarian Middle Ages, is a priority. The efforts of the then few
professional researchers led to the gradual but steady disclosure of the facts and processes of
the era. Along with this, they established a clear scientific norm in the study of the past and its
meaning.

Since its inception in 1905, the Yearbook has been a reflection of the development of
historical scholarship in the country and at the same time has become a major factor in its
progress.

This is what prompted me to look at publications related mainly to the study of the
Bulgarian Middle Ages, which dominates the pages of the Yearbook.... The chronological scope
of the study covers four decades, the time from the appearance of the first "Yearbook..." in 1905
to the time of the Second World War - 1945. This upper limit is conditioned not only by the



increasing number of studies by the authors after that time and the impossibility of covering
them in one study, but above all by the fact that after September 1944 significant changes
occurred in historical scholarship. It became directly subordinated to the political aims of the
country's rulers, and a "single scientific research method" was imposed - historical materialism.

For the purpose of the study, attention was paid to all the publications on Bulgarian
history in the different volumes of the "Yearbook..."-and especially to those on medieval
history. The volumes of the individual volumes are different, their contents include publications
of historians, literary scholars, linguists, philosophers, pedagogues, geographers and
ethnographers.

It is difficult to ascertain the preponderance of what is published in the individual
anniversaries. In five of the editions there are no texts related to the past. In all the other thirty-
two volumes, historical subjects are widely represented. It is covered in ninety-nine studies.
Among them, ninety-one are devoted to the elucidation of problems in the history of the
Bulgarian lands and the Bulgarians from Antiquity to Modern times, and also to questions in
the history of science and its methodology. They are the work of historians, literary scholars,
linguists and geographers. The ancient past is dealt with in eighteen publications by seven
authors. The Middle Ages have been studied by thirteen authors in forty-five studies. The period
of Ottoman rule is covered by four works by three authors. The Renaissance period is
represented by nineteen publications by eleven authors, and aspects of our post-Renaissance
development are dealt with by four scholars in five publications. Eight studies by four authors
have appeared on problems of general history.

As is evident in the pages of the Yearbook, the priority of research into our national past
emerges clearly. Among it, our medieval history, the study of which was carried out by some
of the most important Bulgarian scholars for the development of the entire humanities until the
Second World War, reasserts itself. There is a considerable body of literature on the study of
their work and role in the development of Bulgarian science. A number of summarizing studies
on the development of our post-liberation historiography have also given attention to their place
in our national humanities. Despite their scholarly comprehensiveness, it seems to me that the
volume of texts concerning the research methods of individual authors and the methodology
they used to reconstruct the past is small. It is in this direction that the present study is focused.
The aim is not so much to trace the opinions expressed by them, those on this or that issue of
our medieval development, their persistence in scholarship or, alternatively, mistakes or
successes made in this direction. Attention will be focused on the researchers' methods of
working with sources, their use of the information obtained, their attitude to the scientific
literature, their historical logic in explaining events and processes, their approaches in
reconstructing the past and their position on its meaning. In spite of the brief passages in the
publications under review in the Yearbook..., the scholars' view of the nature of the historian's
work will be traced. Finally, based on the publications analyzed, the main thematic circles of
inquiry that emerged will be identified. Or the aim of the study as a whole is to complete the
picture of the work of scholars who worked on the problems of the Bulgarian Middle Ages in
the pages of the "Yearbook..."-for the time up to September 1944.

All of the forty-five studies mentioned above by thirteen scholars examining the era
have been used as primary sources for this work.

The study is organized over an introduction and three chapters. The introductory part
briefly presents the efforts of the university professors in the creation of the Yearbook... and its
gradual establishment as an important factor for the development of national science. The first
two chapters of the exposition analyze the publications related to the clarification of issues from
the past of the First and Second Bulgarian State. And the third chapter deals with those that are
connected with our entire Middle Ages or go beyond the two main periods. Within the
individual chapters, three emphases are distinguished. The first deals with research directly



related to the elucidation of facts and processes of historical development. The second emphasis
within the chapters focuses on the publication of sources and the authors' comments on them.
The final, third emphasis is devoted primarily to the contributions of philologists and linguists
who contribute to the knowledge of our past in its various dimensions. In the third chapter,
another emphasis is distinguished by studies that comment on issues of methods, methodology
in the work of the historian, making sense of the past, and the history of historical scholarship.

In the individual chapters and their distinct emphases, the scholars' research is discussed
in chronological order at the time of publication in the Yearbook... The titles of the publications
do not always correspond to the linguistic norms of the modern Bulgarian language and have
therefore been updated in places.

Without claiming to be exhaustive, the review of the topics and problems raised by the
authors clearly outlines their systematic and enduring interest in the Bulgarian Middle Ages. It
speaks of their entering into the essence of the epoch, of highlighting the general tendencies in
the development of Bulgarian society, of searching for specifics, of clarifying our past in
chronological and spatial terms. For this positive tendency in the development of our science,
a significant role was played by the unification of the efforts of the then humanities scholars at
the Faculty of History and Philology of the University.

The review of the forty-five studies of Bulgarian scholars in the volumes of the
Yearbook... allows me to believe that in a relatively short period of time the few Bulgarian
scholars at that time managed to make great progress in the development of Bulgarian
humanities. With their conscientiousness and objectivity, scholars strive to discover the truth
about the Bulgarian past. Their responsibility to science and their belief in its role as an
instrument for realistic knowledge of the world also build the solid foundation of Bulgarian
media studies. The authors write with responsibility not only to their contemporaries but also
to future generations. The realized need to combine the efforts of scholars from different
branches of humanities in revealing the diversity of Bulgarian life in the Middle Ages is
realized.

The Formation of prof. Vasil Zlatarski as a historian and university professor, Anamnesis,

The name and scientific work of prof. Vasil Zlatarski is widely known to historians and
our public. He put on a solid basis the research on Bulgarian history. To him our first university
- Sofia University owes the training of numerous historical personnel. Zlatarski's name is
associated with the organizational construction of historical science. This activity, rich in scope
and versatility, has been appreciated on various occasions. Despite what has been written so far
about V. Zlatarski, in spite of the increased interest in his scientific achievements, it cannot be
said that his work and social activity have been studied to the end. Moreover, the emphasis in
the publications so far has been on general assessments of the scholar or, most of all, on his
History of the Bulgarian State in the Middle Ages.

In the present work, the aim is to trace the construction of B. Zlatarski as a scholar and
his establishment as a professional historian, as a lecturer and public figure in the period up to
1906, coinciding with his election as a full professor at the University.

The study is structured into an introduction, four chapters and a conclusion.

In Chapter One, "The Formation of V. Zlatarski as a personality and historian" focuses
on revealing moments from the scientist's biography that influenced his formation as a
personality and also moments from his professional establishment. To this end, attention is first
given to the family environment. The education of V. Zlatarski the Historical and Philological
Faculty of St. Petersburg University and the important role of its professors prof. B. Lamansky



and prof. Vasilevsky, who directly influenced the formation of the scientific methods and
principles of research of the future scientist.

The role of two other scholars such as Marin Drinov and Konstantin Irecek in the choice
of themes in Zlatarski's work is also highlighted.

After completing his higher education, the future professor specialized in archaeology
at the Royal Friedrich-Wilhelm University in Berlin. Here Zlatarski became acquainted with
the achievements of the German historiographical school and broadened his world view as a
scholar.

Upon his return to Bulgaria, Zlatarski initially worked as an adjunct associate professor
at the University and gave the first course of lectures on Bulgarian medieval studies.

Chapter Two is "The Philosophical Views and Methodological Principles of Vasil
Zlatarski".

B. Zlatarski belongs to the positivist trend in historical science. This is proved in the
research, both on the basis of his scientific works and on the basis of his lecture courses at the
University.

The underdevelopment of Bulgarian history is the reason why Zlatarski oriented himself
to the concrete study of historical processes and facts and did not devote special space in his
work to the theoretical development of the problems of historical science. However, in many
of his concrete works (publications or lectures) he addresses a number of issues of the
philosophy of historical knowledge.

In the chapter the work of the scholar with sources, scientific literature and the ways of
recovering facts and processes from the Bulgarian past is thoroughly discussed. It concludes
that his numerous scholarly publications and lectures provide grounds for arguing that his
philosophical, theoretical basis for uncovering the historical process is positivism. If Sp.
Palauzov, M. Drinov, K. Irechek laid the foundation for the positivist trend in Bulgarian
historical science, at the beginning of the twentieth century. Zlatarski established it as the
dominant trend in it.

The third chapter is entitled "The Problems of the Bulgarian Middle Ages in the Early
Studies of Vasil Zlatarski".

The history of the Bulgarian state in the Middle Ages became the main subject of V.
Zlatarski throughout his life. His best studies are devoted to this history, which gave this area
of our historical science a factual foundation and outlined the trends of its development.

The first paragraph discusses the contributions of V. Zlatarski on the problems of the
First Bulgarian State. They are presented against the background of what was achieved before
him, they are compared with the conclusions of the scholar in his multi-volume history. Their
impact on our contemporary medieval studies is also sought.

The second paragraph discusses the chronological and event contributions of the scholar
to the study of the period of Byzantine rule and his theses on the overall development of our
society then.

The third paragraph of chapter three discusses the relatively few studies of V. Zlatarski
on the problems of the history of the Second Bulgarian Kingdom, but became the basis for the
later in-depth disclosure of the essence of this period of our development.

Chapter Four "Vasil Zlatarski's Studies on Other Problems and Periods of Bulgarian
History". This part of the monograph examines the achievements of V. Zlatarski's research on
the Bulgarian Revival and the history of Bulgarian historical science.

The first paragraph is devoted to Zlatarski's research on the Bulgarian Revival. They
cover various aspects of the Revival process in our country. Thematically they deal with issues
of cultural history, the church movement and the political struggles of our people in the period
of the 18th - 19th centuries.



Zlatarski's studies on the problems of the Bulgarian Revival constitute an integral,
essential part of his overall work as a historian.

The second paragraph of the last chapter discusses Zlatarski's achievements as a
historian of Bulgarian historical science. And here we encounter the fact that the scholar was
the first researcher of these problems in our science and at the same time his works are the most
significant achievement in its then development. B. Zlatarski gives the first sustained
periodization of Bulgarian historical science and sustained assessments of the work of its
various representatives

In the conclusion of the study it is emphasized that the scientific work of Zlatarski is the
most significant in its achievements in our post-liberation science.

"A Look at the Development of Bulgarian Historiography in the 20th Century (National

In the development of Bulgarian historiography on the problems of our national past in
the 20th century three main periods emerge. The first covers the time until the coup of
September 9, 1944, the second until the beginning of the democratic changes of November 10,
1989, and the third until the end of the century. They are distinguished mainly on the basis of
the methodology used by the historians working at that time, and also by the requirements of
the state for historians and historical knowledge.

The article is a thematic and logical continuation of the previous one. The next two
periods in the development of our national historiography in the twentieth century are the focus
of the study.

After the clarification of the main features of the new methodology that is obligatory for
historians - the Marxist-Leninist and the open intervention of the socialist state with the idea of
total control over society, the accents in the work of the authors from Antiquity to the time of
socialism are successively, chronologically examined. Also presented are the growing
teachings on the relevant parts of the Bulgarian past.

New trends in the study of our national history after November 1989 are also outlined,
related to the restoration of pluralism in the understanding of the past and the withdrawal of the
state from interference in the work of scientists and teachers.

Emphasis is also placed on the work of professional historians who build the standard
for scholarship and build the sustainability of knowledge about the past.

Bulgaria's five-century interruption in state tradition and the lack of administrative experience
in this field were gradually overcome after the country's liberation in 1878. But a characteristic
of the early history of Bulgarian museums, archives, and library work was the lack of
understanding of the need to preserve cultural heritage among the broad strata of Bulgarian
society due to poverty, low literacy rates, and the dominance of traditional culture. This made
state policy a primary factor. At the same time, the first Bulgarian governments found it difficult
to form a lasting cultural and educational policy because they changed rapidly. Budgets were
more than modest, staff turnover was significant, and organizational experience and expertise
were lacking. Gradually, a normative basis was created, a system of museums and libraries was
built, and targeted education of staff began. And if in the sphere of museum and library work
the state was nevertheless making progress, the failure to regulate the archival work remained
highly problematic. This was overcome after 1944, but the ideologization of the entire
Bulgarian society until 1989 imposed a centralized cultural policy based on the Soviet model.
The ruling party and the state sought to use the cultural heritage to promote abroad the
achievements of socialist Bulgaria. The normative base was improved, but there was fierce
competition for funding and influence between the various cultural institutions.
