This monograph examines some important moments in the history of Samuel’s Bulgaria
(971-1018). Although a number of prominent personalities from Bulgarian history are present
in this story, Tsar Samuel with his activity and political presence became a symbol of this era.
The foreword highlights the main positions of the author, namely: The history of Samuil’s
Bulgaria is institutionally related to the state and political tradition of the early medieval
Bulgarian Khanate-Tsardom; The historical sources categorically testify to the Bulgarian
ethnicity of the personalities from Samuil’s Bulgaria; Serious osteological examination of the
bone remains of the graves discovered in the basilica “St. Achilles” on the island of the same
name in the Little Prespa Lake; The remains (bones) of Tsar Samuel and his relatives, found
in the mentioned graves, must be reburied where they found their last rest. This is how the
tradition of Christian funeral practice is observed. At the same time, Samuel’s tomb is a kind
of marker for the borders of the Bulgarian state in the Middle Ages. Let his bones be left
where he himself wished to be buried; The blinding of Samuel's warriors and the resulting
nickname of the Byzantine Emperor Basil Il — Bulgarian Slayer (976-1025) is a historical fact
noted in the sources of this era and attempts to belittle and neglect it are unfounded; Samuel’s
study of Bulgaria shows that it is an inseparable continuation of the history of the Bulgarian
state in the 7"—10" centuries and a natural basis for the history of the revived Bulgarian

Tsardom from the 121"-14th centuries.

The first part examines the genealogical roots of the family of Tsar Samuel and his brothers.
The author concludes that Samuel is blood related to the Khan Krum dynasty. Arguments

have been made that Samuel was the eldest of his four brothers.

In the second part the author focuses on the blinding of 15 thousand Bulgarian soldiers
captured by the Byzantine Emperor Basil Il the Bulgarian Slayer. The thesis that such
blindness did not exist, but rather it was a product of the Byzantine propaganda of the 11th
century, is rightly rejected. Arab historical sources are cited, which confirm the thesis of mass

blindness.
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The third part analyzes in detail the deaths of the Bulgarian rulers: the Bulgarian Tsars Boris
Il (969971, + 978), Roman-Simeon (978-991, + 997), Samuel (997-1014, 1 October 6,
1014), Gabriel-Roman Radomir (1014-1015, ¥ August 1015) and John-Vladislav (1015—
1018, 1 February 1018). In the light of historical sources, all the details related to this topic
are considered. Important clarifications have been made regarding the chronology of events
around Tsar Roman-Simeon. The author also draws attention to the results of archeological
excavations on the island of “St. Achilles” in the Little Prespa Lake. The discovered graves in
the basilica on the island are connected with Samuel’s family. It is acceptable to consider that
the chronology of the constructed sarcophagi and tombs is the following: A — 1, B—2; " — 3,
A — 4, i.e. Samuel’s tomb is the third in the order of construction. His mother and father, his

brother David and his son Gavril Radomir were buried or reburied in the others.

In the fourth part the author examines the role of the historical and geographical region of
Macedonia in the history of medieval Bulgaria in the period 414" century. Political history
is presented in detail and detail, but a number of elements from the history of culture and
church history are also taken into account. The author's position plays a significant role, that
during the mentioned period, Macedonia was invariably inhabited by the Bulgarian
population and this region.

And the work of this Roman polyhistor was intended for
readers in the empire. In medieval Bulgaria it remained unknown. Thus, according to the strict
rules of the Byzantine palace championship, some Byzantine officials had the right and
obligation to wear clothes and shoes in green.

Thus,
only by using this color characteristic, he tried to downplay the success of the Bulgarians in

In 1185 Basil | (1185-1232) was ordained
archbishop and in this way the independent Bulgarian Church was restored. He, in turn,
crowned Teodor-Petar as Bulgarian king in Tarnovo.

This led to a sharp increase in the Bulgarian army, which together with
the Kuman deputies in 1189 reached 40 thousand people; 4. The three Bulgarian diplomatic
missions to the German Emperor Frederick | Barbarossa in 1189-1190, which showed the
significant role of the revived Bulgarian Tsardom in the region. The transfer of supreme
power into the hands of King Assen-Belgun intensified the process of restoration. First of all,
the territorial conquests during his reign should be noted: Sredets, Belgrade, Branichevo, as
well as the victorious battles for the Bulgarians in Thrace and Macedonia. Among them stands
out the defeat of the Romans in the Tryavna Pass in the summer of 1190. In 1195 the relics of
St. Ivan Rilski were solemnly transferred from Sredets to Tarnovo. During the reign of King
Joaniza-Kalojan, the transfer of holy relics continued, which turned the capital into a godly
city. Tsar Joaniza-Kalojan completed the liberation of the Bulgarian lands and the unification

of the Bulgarian people on the Balkan Peninsula. The conclusion of the Bulgarian-Byzantine
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peace treaty at the end of 1201 put an end to the 15-year war between the two countries,
which began with the uprising of Theodore Peter and Assen-Belgun. Diplomatic negotiations
and the union with the Roman Church (November 7-8, 1204) had one very important
consequence — Archbishop Basil of Tarnovo was proclaimed Primas (ie leader) of Bulgaria.
Thus, in the period 1185-1204, the two pillars on which medieval Bulgaria rested - the state
and the church (the kingdom and the patriarchate) - were permanently restored. The final rise
of the Bulgarian Orthodox Patriarchate took place at a church council in Galipoli in 1234.
Among all the institutional problems in the restoration of the Bulgarian Empire, the Bulgarian
Church took the main place. It was a major concern in the policy of the first five kings of
Bulgaria in the period 1185-1234.

The scientific interest in this regard was focused on the
appearance, intellect and soul of the Bulgarians, on the Bulgarian nature and the Bulgarian
rulers, etc. The image of the separatists in the Byzantine Empire and the medieval Bulgarian
kingdom is more briefly affected. Initially, in historiography, both medieval (especially and
mainly in Byzantium) and modern, they are presented primarily in a negative light.

Since then,
this monastery has occupied an important place for the construction of monastic and monastic
life in early medieval Bulgaria. One of the first Bulgarians to become a monk in the Studio
Monastery was Thaddeus the Scythian (f 815). After the baptism, many monks from the
Studio Monastery arrived in Bulgaria.

Ambrosianus C. 279 inf. from the 14th century puts an end to all doubts
about the location of the Belgrade fortress, ruled in 1018 by Elemag. This text, which was not
used in Bulgarian medieval studies, gives, albeit a vague idea of the appearance of Belgrade
in the 11th century. It reads as follows: “The Belgrade Fortress is difficult reachable and
completely inaccessible to enemies. Because from the south it is crowned with slopes, among

which flows a river: Asona is called it. And [only] there is one entrance to the fortress .
