Summary: The dynamics of the modern world confronts man with different cultures, societies,
realities, and human life is a long journey of knowing otherness and forming skills for (successful)
communication in heterogeneous environments. In this context, local cultures form connections
and relationships that are characterized by sustainability, credibility and orderliness. In the course
of my many years of dealing with cultural realities of various kinds, | have always liked a definition
of culture that brings to the fore human behavior as distinct from the way of thinking. The creation
of man with free will gives him the right to choose the direction in which to walk and to motivate
his choices, conscious decisions and value orientations. In this challenging process, a stable sense
of identity is very important, which turns a person into a grounded individual. In the context of
this theme, local cultures and traditions have a tangible presence, carrying over the centuries the
codes of cultural memory. They are the colorful mosaic in the process of society's functioning

The current book places in the center of its research precisely those cultural processes that give
grounds for local cultures to be defined as cultural-historical complexes where nature, memory,
social rhythm and the individual existence of each individual coexist. These cultures are even more
valuable today in the fast-paced information world, where life in front of or among machines is
becoming a daily routine. Locality is always related to a specific place and has real dimensions as
well as rules of operation when we talk about local cultural realities. I allow myself to advocate

the thesis that it is the knowledge of our roots that makes us free.



By knowing the traditions and cultures that preceded us, we have solid arguments for defending
the European Christian model of behavior and functioning of our society. Moreover, here in the
Balkans, in the cultural matrix that influences us (formally and informally) there is a reserved place
for locality.

The relationship between culture and customary-ritual system is traced based on the analysis of
ritual complexes from the region of Strandzha, South-East Bulgaria, from the region of Northern
Greece, as well as through the prism of pilgrimage practices in Kalwaria Paclawska in Poland. The
choice is motivated by the fact that the indicated customary ritual systems are living ritual systems
that are constantly renewed according to the participants and we actually observe a diffusion of
cultural phenomena. All analyzed practices were observed by the author through direct
participation at the field work, and here | should make the clarification about a relative double
connection on my part with part of the traced ritual complexes.

The initial basis of the analysis, presented in the first chapter, is based on interpreting the local
culture through the lens of selected historical writings from the dawn of the formation of the
modern understanding of the importance of local traditions for building a stable identity. Lesser-
known works and authors have been selected that analyze traditional culture in its detail, and this
gives us reason to focus on the local and regional. In addition, the authors apply a serious
comparative methodology in the presentation of the facts from the Bulgarian reality, comparing
them with the modern trends of scientific research at that time in Europe. The Croatians Ivan Hoi¢
and Stjepan Radi¢ consider the Bulgarians as part of the southern Slavs, but they also emphasize
their peculiarities. On the one hand, we have researchers who are part of the general group (in this
case, the Slavs), but at the same time there is a separation from the group, thus its specificities and
the local manifestations of these specificities stand out. Evdokia Peteva completes the mosaic with
the intellectual's attempt to understand folk culture and popularize it, subjecting it to scientific
analysis. This impresses my stated personal attitude to the communities | represent in particular
and to the folk culture undergoing transformation as a whole.

Further, in the second chapter of the present monographic work, the local culture of Strandzha
mountain and its transformation in the 21st century is analyzed through the specific empirical
material, using the example of Enyova bulla and Nestinarstvo (Anastenaria). These are customary-
ritual complexes characteristic of the indicated region, which are examined in a process of change,

and in the case of Nestinarstvo (Anastenaria), we analyze the "migration™ of the cultural system



and its establishment of new foundations in Northern Greece. The analysis of these traditional
complexes shows the influence of objective reality on human cultures and the fate of communities
and the individual life path of the individual.

The third chapter offers a reading of a modern religious ritual system, and through the cult of the
Calvary Mother of God in Poland, the question of the relationship between faith, ritual, personal
preferences and enduring symbols is raised through the phenomenon of pilgrimage.

The reviewed ritual systems present different readings of the quest for a sustainable relationship
between identity, elements of folk culture, faith and communal and personal self-awareness,
demonstrated at the beginning of the XXI century. Every society needs an ideological foundation
on which to build its own strategies for survival, given the challenges of modern reality. The
development of ritual systems, presented in this book through different models, shows the process
of ritualization of being, as the syncretism of the attested and analyzed layers demonstrates, on the
one hand, the cultural diversity, and on the other hand, the sustainability of the already mentioned
European Christian civilizational model. The examples offered to the reader's attention of
functioning customary-ritual and religious systems present culture as a process determined by the
way of thinking, formed under the influence of a diverse environment. The man of the twenty-first
century is in constant movement, and mobility is related to place of residence, work, and has its
social and cultural reasons. Last but not least, the psychological factor has an impact. Therefore,
the presence of sustainable custom-ritual systems is one of the riches of the local culture, which
we must strive to preserve and protect.

The specific local patterns through the ritual systems in Strandja, the settlements of present-day
Northern Greece and the religious and ritual system in Kalwaria Paclawska show more similarities
than differences, despite the historical contexts in which they existed and developed. The selected
models illustrate the author's thesis about the presence of global trends in the development of
cultural processes through ethnological materials.

The analyzed ritual systems, with all the multicolor of their variability, also represent the
syncretism of the cultural matrix in which modern man appears. These systems carry not only
memory, but also truth for the processes of making sense of ritual practices at the beginning of the
XXI century. Rituality transcends its classical definition of a standardized repetitive action and

becomes a dynamic system



The examples offered to the reader's attention confirm the functionality of the ritual systems, which
are one of the connecting spiritual particles in human life. (Of course, I exclude the truths of faith.)
Ritual systems are one of the bearers of the eternal symbols of civilization. The sensitivity of the
ethnologist researcher and the very nature of ethnological work enables public attention to focus

on the permanence of these symbolic forms.

Summary: The article focuses on the transformation of a ritual system at the beginning of the 21st
century, using the example of the Nestinarstvo (Anastenaria) rite in Bulgaria and Greece. To the
extent that this is a living ritual complex, changes in the customary-ritual system can be traced
through it. Dancing on fire is the culmination of the researched custom, but it alone is not sufficient

to understand the genesis of the ritual. The state of the custom in Strandzha and in present-day



Northern Greece is shown. The attitude of the official church towards the rite must also be
emphasized, and the article shows that, regardless of the fact that the bearers of the custom perceive
St. Konstantin and St. Elena as patrons, orthodox clergy is against the ritual or is indifferent. It is
an adversary, but it does not openly state its position. The article emphasizes the "migration™ of
the Nestinarstvo (Anastenaria) culture in the villages of Northern Greece, where the custom falls

into a different cultural environment, but manages to be preserved and developed on new frame.

Summary: In recent decades, the region of Strandzha has been characterized by a serious
demographic crisis, and as a result of the outflow of the population, there have been significant
changes in the cultural area. The empirical basis of the present study is field materials from the
villages of Fakia and Momina church (Central Strandja, Sredets municipality), and the aim is to
give an idea of the current state of folklore and religious culture through significant and specific
phenomena. The custom of Enyova bulya is widespread in the Strandzha region and was conceived
as a highlight in the celebration of Enyovden, June 24 — one of the biggest summer holidays until
the 60s of the 20th century. Enyova bulya is associated with fertility, maiden transition and the
well-being of the settlement community. Today, the custom has been taken out of the context of
the festive life of the studied communities, to the extent that the worldview of the main actors has
been changed. The main performers are elderly women, the calendar time is not exactly fixed,
which automatically delegitimizes the sacredness of the actions. It can be concluded that the
custom has in some respects acquired the parameters of a tourist attraction. Its maintenance is
perceived as a need to declare local identity and local diversity. Transformations in the religious
culture of the studied population can be sought in a similar direction. The cult of St. Modest is
perceived as "specifically Strandjan™, connected in the past with the type of economic employment
- animal husbandry. St. Modest is celebrated on December 18, in the village of Fakia it was
believed, for example, that a woman who was the first to distribute the ritual breads during the
holiday, would be the first to finish harvesting, harvesting and her household duties. Today, the
change in life and especially in economic employment leads to the maintenance of the cult as an
element of the regional ritual specificity, a basis for local dimensions of the cultural identity of the
local population. The search for motivation in tradition keeps alive the spirit of the local population
in a period of drastic demographic changes and a period of social crisis, characteristic of the

Strandja region in our modern times.

Summary. Factories, which form the focus of the current study, have been employed as an
emblematic and, at the same time, unconventional means of justification of the intensive
modernization and economic transformation of Bulgaria’s capital city in the post-liberation period.
Despite the city’s glorious past, in 1879, when Sofia was chosen to be the political hub of the new
state, it was just another provincial Ottoman town of abject poverty. Overall, it failed to exhibit
the healthy signs of industrialization which had started a century earlier in Western Europe or the
signs of the thriving proto-industry in this part of the Ottoman Empire. In actual fact, the capital
of independent Bulgaria started to develop first politically and then economically from scratch.
Surprisingly, even though its starting position was weak, Sofia provided the engine for the
modernization of Bulgaria and at the same time showcased the European ambitions of the young
nation. Once Sofia became the capital of Bulgaria, it began to attract a substantial portion of the
nation’s potential. Naturally, the capital city became one of the driving forces behind the
modernization of the newly-established Bulgarian state. It was the home of the major political
institutions. Contemporaries greeted with dismay the breakneck growth inareas such as
architecture, urban development, social and cultural life, technical and economic reform. The city



centre had all the hallmarks of a capital city in the making: the National Assembly building, the
Palace, the State Printing House, The National Theatre, and new boulevards echoing with the
sound of tram alert bells. Factories which were usually situated on the fringes of the ever-
expanding city quickly became the engine of industrial growth. The symbol of a new beginning,
they summed up a new mind-set, a new set of aspirations, along with people’s desire for change.
Each new factory rejuvenated its surroundings ensuring that industrial architecture developed in
symbiosis with the newly-de-vised urban development plan. The new foundations were laid for
the breaking with traditional mentality, the cautious change of which had been documented by a
great number of photo-graphs dating back to this period. To a certain extent the new industrial
culture gave rise to new trends in everyday life, which were slow, difficulty-ridden and hesitant.
Sofia had an important role to play in this process of change as the city provided a role model
setting the patterns and directions of development for the Bulgarian city and society in general.
The beginnings of industrialization were tiny. Some of the larger manufacturing industries started
to develop in the period immediately after 1878, the credit for which should be given to several
forward-looking entrepreneurs. The transformation of the capital city into a major hub of industry
dates back to the end of the century when Sofia was already on the railway network map and the
beneficial effects of the state policy aimed at stimulating industry were beginning to be felt.
The early 1880s marked the beginning of a deliberate protectionist policy on the part of the state,
which proved vitally important for Sofia-based industries. The passing of legislation incentivizing
industrial growth allowed the economy of the region to make a great leap forward. The book is

important with interpretation and analyses of the photographies as a source for historical research.

Summary: In the 19th century, folk culture become a sought-after tool in the focus of various
doctrines and statesmen, both to justify the ideas of emancipation of European peoples in Central
and Eastern Europe and imperial aspirations trying to build models of identity as a justification for
policies pursued. This is not accidental, because folk culture is a classic element in the declaration
and formation of identity. The common cultural matrix is basis in this process, together with the
common past, language, territory (in some reason) confessional affiliation. It was in the 19th
century that knowledge of folklore become an element of the so-called “high culture”, and folklore
itself become a value sought by the elite. Following the example of the first Russian ethnographic
exhibition in 1867, broader summaries can be made about the role of the ethnographic exhibition
as a specific form of presenting folk culture.

Summary. Public opinion is a complex socio-psychological phenomenon associated with the
ideas and beliefs of a given group about a certain issue, situation or event significant to that group.
For ethnology and anthropology, the study of the problem is always relevant, insofar as the
complex connections and relationships in different societies and groups form attitudes that are
essential to the overall path and direction of development of a given society or group. Public
opinion is characterized by the following parameters: 1) arises only when socially significant
questions, situations, problems arise; 2) its carrier is large social groups; 3) can be persistent or
variable; 4) has a conflicting nature, as it expresses opposing opinions; 5) there is always an
evaluative element; 6) is aimed at an element well known to its carriers. In different historical eras,
public opinion has different dimensions. The article shows that traditional and modern society
have distinct attitudes towards public opinion, but its power and influence are undeniable. In many
ways, the formation of public opinion on a given issue is related to the specifics of the given group,
but it is often influenced by implanted stereotypes. The article offers a theoretical framework on

the problem, combined with evidence from the ethnological field.

Summary. The modernization of the Bulgarian capital until the First World War is one of the most
dynamic and wide-ranging processes in modern Bulgarian history. The approach to it is categorical
and irrevocable. The aspiration to break with the Ottoman order in governance, everyday life and
culture is categorical. Building a modern economy is a prerequisite for the full functioning of the
city and the state. A number of foreigners made a significant contribution to this process, and the
article focuses on the key presence of the Czechs in this process. The empirical basis of the research
is the fund 1165 K of the DA-Sofia and ethnographic interviews with heirs of the Czech family
Chikhl, personally collected by the author. The interweaving of the two types of sources makes it
possible to highlight the interplay between diachronic and synchronic analysis. Within the
framework of Sofia's urban culture, communities coexisted for a long time, in whose existence
urban perceptions coexisted with what was inherited from tradition. This puts in a wider context

the problem of the structure of the Bulgarian urban cultural-living model. In the exposition of the



present research, urban modernization is interwoven with the individual life path of several known
and unknown artists of the emerging Bulgarian modernity at the end of the 19th and the beginning
of the 20th century.

judgments without evidence. Often superficial communication and incompetence are masked
behind stereotyped communication. In conclusion, the author advocates the thesis that creativity

and a person's natural desire for creativity is the only direction against stereotypes.

Summary. Political reality often changes human life. It gives opportunity to make unchangeable
choice. Life on the border or between two borders sometimes becomes a habitual event. In this
sense the Balkans are one of the most dynamics European regions. This article is dedicated to
individual stories of people living aside of “the Great history”. The stories present contact between
individual life-ways and political reality. The presented lifestories belong to Bulgarians from the
western part of the Bulgarian lands — Western Outlands (in present day city of Dimitrovgrad,
Serbia) — territories that after the World War | had been taken from Bulgaria and given to
Yugoslavia. The hero of one of the stories crossed the border and located in Sofia. He became a
prominent person, one of the founders of the National Bulgarian Radio but the homesickness lasted
forever. His name is Esto Vezenkov. Within his activities, a special attention was paid to the
destiny of Bulgarians from the Western Outlands. Their silent but real resistance from the both
sides of the border against the decisions of the Berlin Congress, put on the agenda the problem of
the emigration by compulsion, the homesickness and the dimensions of the patriotism. Not less
important is the problem about the place of a refugee in the big city, about his adaptation and

building up strategies for survival.

Dynamics of the twentieth century caused a collapse of the political systems, established new
political borders and provoked various migrations. Refugees are compulsory migrants and their

fate rise a number of questions about the role of the objective historical reality, about the place of



the human being within the historical process, about his desires, ambitions, demands, about the
commitment between individual life and political realities. These personal stories of the refugees
rehabilitate the significance of the individual history within the whole process of the social
development. According to the words of one hero of these individual stories whatever development
the world goes through we should remember the good and bad things in order to be a nation with
its own past no matter how contradictory was it. And when the past is in the present, a special

perception of the contemporaneousness occurs.

Summary. In the twentieth century, the capital city became attractive to various migrants, often
originating from the surrounding villages.
