Annex 1: Palmerston's War. Britain, the Crimean War and the balance of power. Sofia University

Press, 2022. ISBN 978-954-07-5619-6.

The monograph examines the activity of the British politician Lord Palmerston as a leading figure
in the events around the Crimean War and reflects his policy on containing the Russian menace
and the overall development of the Eastern question. Structurally, the study is divided into an
introduction, eight chapters, a conclusion and a bibliography with a total volume of 280 standard
pages. The introduction answers the question why exactly Palmerston was chosen as a person
through the political path of which to build a narrative about British involvement in the Crimean
War. Emphasis is placed on the different stages and schools of historiography, paying attention to
older works, but also to the most current developments. The contributions of Bulgarian

historiography are examined separately.

The first chapter, Palmerston Solitaire, introduces the atmosphere of Europe after 1830, and
discusses the powerful liberal shift in the West and the growing power of Russia, but also its
conservative imperial ideology, which is a cause of great concern in London. The personality of
Palmerston is presented and the most characteristic appearances in his policy as foreign secretary
after 1830 are discussed. The reasons why he saw Russia as a threat and the attempts to limit it
through various actions are analyzed, culminating in 1841, when the London Protocol on the

Straits was signed, which liquidated the Russian advantages from the Treaty of Unkiar Skelessi



from 1833. The first chapter also discusses many different aspects of British and European politics
and economic development, as they were very important to the Crimean War and its outcome. An
overview of social problems in the British Isles is offered, commenting on the problems in Ireland
during and after the Great Potato Famine, Louis Napoleon's early career, which was inextricably
linked with England and the British political elite, is discussed, the links between the French
adventurer and successor to Napoleon I and the English aristocracy which were to play a huge
role. Attention is paid to the industrial development of Great Britain, the culmination of which was
the Great London Exhibition of 1851, which became the cause of yet another Russian humiliation
in the West. It mentions the deepening of Russophobia, the change in the European political climate

after 1848, the picture of major international politics on the eve of the Crimean War.

The second chapter, "Tsar's Gambit", discusses the daring moves of the Russian Tsar Nicholas I
and his attempt to find a forceful solution to the Eastern Question by liquidating the Ottoman
Empire. But this act was not agreed with Great Britain and the king made several important
mistakes - first he counted that Napoleon III could not be an ally of England and the two Western
Powers would not find a way to an entente. This turns out to be an illusion with painful
consequences for Russia. Secondly, Russian diplomacy relied on Stratford Canning's absence from
Constantinople and the formation of a Conservative government in London led by Lord Aberdeen.
This suggests that the Russians would encounter less resistance from the Foreign Office, but misses
the fact that in England cabinets can very easily fall from power if they lose public support. Thirdly,
Russia greatly overestimated its military capabilities and in its first battles against the Ottomans
suffered a shameful defeat on the Danube front. On the other hand, the victory of the Russian fleet
at Sinope on November 30, 1853 only helped to fully mobilize Western public opinion against

Russia, and thus the involvement of the West in the war became inevitable.

Chapter Three, “The Uncordial Entente”, analyzes the road to the establishment of the Anglo-
French alliance, highlights Palmerston's important role in it, and discusses the problems associated
with the logistical support of the military campaign at the start of the war. In order to push Britain
irreversibly down the road to war, and to resolutely assume its role as defender of Ottoman
integrity, Palmerston performed a political maneuver by resigning on 14 November 1853, which
was intended to discredit the peace-seeking Aberdeen, who was seen forced to accept his wayward

minister back under the pressure of public opinion. Palmerston assumed the pose of a patriot and



defender of British interests, and moderates were denounced by the press as Russophiles and
agents of the Tsar. In this environment, the Queen was left with no room for maneuver and the
British elite could only maintain their leadership role and positive image if they yielded to

Palmerston's desire for war against Russia.

The fourth chapter, "Towards Varna", traces the actual involvement of the Allies in the war against
Russia and analyzes the technical superiority of France and Great Britain, which played a decisive
role throughout the conflict. In the fifth chapter, "Russian Spies and the Thin Red Line," the focus
is once again on events in Great Britain. The British population, enraged by Russophobia, sought
to prevent possible Russian espionage and individual citizens reporting directly to the Home Office
Secretary Palmerston for suspicious individuals. The episodes of the espionage cases are indicative
of the high degree of mobilization of British society and its desire to triumph in the war against
Russia. Chapter Six, “The Inevitable Palmerston”, follows the overthrow of the Aberdeen cabinet
and the seizure of power by Palmerston, who becomes the country's wartime leader and takes up
the war campaign with uncharacteristic energy for a seventy-year-old man. The following is an
analysis of key moments of the war itself - the capture of Kerch and the Sea of Azov, complete
supremacy of the Allies in military equipment and especially the in their fleets. In the seventh
chapter, “The Cost of Victory and the Fall of Sevastopol”, attention is paid to the social aspects of
the Crimean War, as they can be seen from British sources. Chapter eight, “Spring at Quai
d'Orsay”, examines the peace negotiations and Palmerston's important role in finally persuading

Russia to accept terms for the demilitarization of the Black and Azov Seas.

The monograph "Napoleon Bonaparte in British Public Opinion (1796-1815)" is based on a
dissertation defended in 2017 for the acquisition of PhD in history. The study explores British
public attitudes towards Napoleon Bonaparte in the period 1796-1815. It traces the establishment
of General Bonaparte's image in Britain, its development in the eyes of his contemporaries on the
British Isles, and his appearance within a tumultuous twenty-year public debate. An attempt is
made to examine, compare and summarize the various moods which the ambitious Corsican
provoked across the Channel. Among the main highlights of the study can be singled out the

highlighting of the positions of those subjects of the British crown who have a positive attitude



towards Napoleon, since it is precisely this kind of perception of the personality of the French
emperor that has tended to be neglected in historiography. The factors determining the opinion of
the Corsican among British society are subjected to a thorough analysis. Attention is paid to the
political, economic, social and cultural aspects contributing to the formation of English, Scots and
Irish public sentiment, as well as to the various backgrounds, classes, parties and factions in British

society.

The monograph is divided into an introduction, three chapters, a conclusion and bibliography in a
total volume of 300 standard pages. The first chapter, “The Glorious General, 1796-1803”,
discusses issues related to the legacy of the French Revolution of 1789 and how it affected political
discourse in Great Britain. The image of Bonaparte in the early period of his career is presented.
Chapter One examines the time from Napoleon's Italian campaign to the end of the Peace of
Amiens. This is the time when the most positive traits are observed in the presentation of the

French statesman in Britain.

The second chapter, "The Demonization of Napoleon, 1803-1807," addresses several questions in
succession. First, attention is paid to the great fear of a French invasion. Attention is drawn to the
question of the reflection of Napoleon's lavish coronation in Notre-Dame de Paris and the
disappointment in which this act resulted. The climax of the second chapter is the development of
the war - the British triumph at Trafalgar and the French victory at Austerlitz. This turn of events
indicated that the war could probably go on for a very long time, but at least it gave the British the
certainty that they remained the undisputed masters of the seas. The third chapter, “Napoleon as a
Stereotype in British Society, 1808-1815”, discusses the evolution of the image of Napoleon from
that of the most hated man in England to a figure who was the object of ridicule and satire and
whose image was gradually marginalized. This is the result of the diminishing threat on the one
hand — Bonaparte has transformed from a terror to the British into an object of ridicule. In the end,
it was the British who ended Napoleon's career, and this definitely inspired their sense of
uniqueness as a nation. John Bull and Jack Tarr always outsmarted the insidious "frogs" by relying
on the conservative British worldview and traditional English values. In years of war trials, these
national images held British society together. They contribute to that particular mood,
characterized by their healthy cynicism and painful self-irony, which, whatever the circumstances,

made the British resilient and perceptive about the realities of the world around them. In the



cartoons, these national images of the British are presented in such light. This suggests that the
British nation as a whole is filled with suspicion of France. Napoleon is denied and ridiculed, and
his successes and reforms are met with scepticism by John Bull and Jack Tarr. The pragmatism

and vigilance of the British could not be dulled by the external glamor of the Napoleonic Empire.

Annex 3: The Smallpox Epidemic and the Franco-Prussian War (1870-1871). // Annual of Sofia

One of the deadliest smallpox pandemics in European history, the spread of the disease in 1870 —
1875 was associated with the favorable conditions, due to infected French POW’s being in
contact with German civilian population. Overall death toll of the pandemic was five hundred
thousand Europeans. The main focus of this study is the effect of the smallpox pandemic in the
French army during the war with Prussia in 1870 — 1871, a matter that continues to lay in
obscurity. New research in the field of history of medicine and valuable historical sources
suggest that smallpox had a devastating impact on the French army during the war, since most of
its soldiers were without vaccines against the Variola virus. Unlike the French, the Prussian army
had compulsory vaccination since 1834 and German soldiers were protected from the illness
throughout the conflict. The staggering downfall of France in the war that led to the Unification
of Germany is explained not by the strategical and tactical abilities of the Prussian army, rather

by the effect that the illness had on the French.

The article discusses the curious topic of the attempted collaboration of the radical Zionist
Avraham Stern with Italy and Germany during World War II. The British had power over
Mandatory Palestine and were not fulfilling their promise to create a Jewish national home as
proclaimed in the Balfour Declaration. This caused great resentment among many Jews, and some
were even inclined to believe that it was the British who were a greater obstacle to Jewish
independence than anyone else. As a matter of fact, Germany had no claims against the
establishment of a Jewish state in the Holy Land, and although it persecuted the Jews in Europe,

Hitler aimed to eliminate them from the proclaimed “lebensraum” of the Third Reich. Lehi's plans



for an alliance with fascists and Nazis are evidence of the desperate situation of the Jewish people
during the years of the worst persecution of the Jews and the willingness to see the dream of
generations of Zionists realized, regardless of the means. But Stern's plan was not realized, he
quickly fell under the blows of other more influential Zionist organizations, which rightly
understood the fruitlessness and absurdity of his intentions. Gradually, the British authorities
exposed Stern, and in an attempt to arrest him, the leader of the Lehi was killed. This effectively
ended the futile efforts to seek Axis help in solving the Jewish question, and Lehi became
sympathetic to the positions of other power structures of mainstream Zionism such as the Irgun
and the Haganah. The struggle against the British Mandate in Palestine could only continue when

Germany was defeated.

It reveals the importance of adequate measures of the official authorities,
and underlines the consequences of infectious diseases on historical events. As a relatively new
disease in the middle of the 19" century, cholera terrified the people of the age and caused
considerable excitement in the public. During the Crimean War, cholera could be considered the
greatest killer among allied troops and navy, as well as among the Russian army. In this article the
emphasis is mainly on its effect on the military forces of Great Britain and France and the means

they used to fight against the disease.

The visit of Emperor Nicholas I in Britain in 1844 was a good example of bad diplomacy.
Travelling through Europe in secrecy, the Tsar reached Woolwich docks on the evening of 1 June.
The next ten days in England were marked by his utmost desire to impress the royal couple and
members of cabinet with his good manners, traditional values and political competence. But
Britons remained rather unsympathetic towards the foreign guest. The press criticized Nicholas
policies in Poland, liberals saw him as tyrant and the Queen felt contempt, though she showed
grace and kindness. Monarchial solidarity was not sufficient for the establishment of an agreement
regarding the Eastern question — the main reason for the Tsar’s visit. However, Count Nesselrode,
the Russian Foreign minister, and the Emperor himself, were more than enthusiastic about the
outcome of the trip. Nicholas believed that he had achieved his goal at aligning British Foreign
policy to Russia’s stand on the fate and succession of the Ottoman empire. In fact, he achieved

quite the opposite, deepening the distrust London felt towards Russia’s ambitions in the East.

This article explores some of the most important aspects of the beginnings and early development
of Russophobia in Britain.

Britons
were afraid of the Russian expansionism and felt contempt for the Russians as being less civilized
than other European nations. A great impact on the British perception of Russia made Emperor
Nicholas I and his conservative and despotic policies. Thus, the period between the Vienna
Congress of 1815 and the outbreak of the Crimean War was marked by increasing Russophobia,

that shaped the political view of the British people.

The rivalry between Greeks and Latins for imposing orthodox or catholic customs respectively, in
the Christian shrines in Judea is the cause for a fierce contention between Russia and France in the
middle of the 19th century. From a trivial confessional strife with purely dogmatic dimensions a
new crisis on the Eastern question was kindled. It led to confrontation amidst the West and the
Russian empire. The calamity has been marked by the absence of realism, violation of principles
of rationality in politics, and unnecessary escalation bred by insignificant causes. The nature of the
dispute, however, is interesting by itself, because, despite the fact, that it wasn’t the real reason for
the Crimean war, it is an inspiring testimony to the importance of detail in the policy of the Great
Powers. Tracing back the fraction structure of the debate is necessary for understanding the

principles followed by the leading European nations by that time.

Donations
from all over the country were sent to Crimea for the relief of the hardship of soldiers during the
conflict. Before and during the war an unexpected change in the attitudes of the British occurred.
Francophobia, that used to be dominant in Britain in previous times, was replaced by a new
national feeling of hatred towards Russia and its emperor Nicolas I. Russians were blamed, not
always without foundation, for all the evils, while the old enemy - the Bonapartist empire of
France, was now regarded as a dear friend and ally.

contemporaries of the Crimean war, a topic evoked by the need of emphasis on the importance of

public opinion in nowadays politics.

The threat of the spread of extreme revolutionary ideas in Europe, especially after the Jacobins
took power in Paris in 1792, found Britain at a particularly difficult time. Drawing on Edmund
Burke's concept, developed in his “Reflections on the French Revolution”, published as early as
1790, the British political elite adopted a clear and emphatic position of opposition to any signs of
revolution in Britain itself. But if Burke was the chief ideologue of British conservatism, William
Pitt the Younger put these ideas into practice, elevating anti-revolutionary rhetoric into mainstream
governing doctrine. The British prime minister found support among the conservative political
elite, the aristocracy and King George III. This influential stratum is opposed by a large number
of Whigs, a significant number of Republicans and left-wing public figures, known in the country's
political life as radicals. While France experienced numerous revolutionary upheavals and the
brutal military dictatorship of Napoleon Bonaparte, Britain became the arena of a clash between
ideas and personalities, a struggle for freedoms and censorship, ideology and propaganda. The
domestic problems of the British are a reflection of the international situation, which follows the

dynamic pace of an aggressive France.
