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1. The aim and perspectives of the network Philosophy and Interdisciplinarity

The aim of the network Philosophy and Interdisciplinarity is to foster interdisciplinary research on a broader philosophical basis and also to investigate the presuppositions of the interdisciplinary approach and the possibilites of interdisciplinary cooperation between philosophy and humanities and social sciences, both in theory and in practice.

Originally, from the time of ancient Greece, philosophy was the source from which special sciences sprang. In modern times sciences diversified their field of study, separated themselves from their broader context of natural, social, and political life and empancipated themselves from philosophy advancing into extreme specialization and subspecialization. The consequence of this process is the loss of communication between currently very specialized scientific fields and loss of insight into their scientific and philosophical foundations and systematic presuppositions. The role and importance of orientational knowledge in difference from every sort of operational knowledge directed solely to technical efficiency and economic utility, is being neglected and therefore often completly overlooked. The task of philosophy in this context is to analyse the historical and systematic origin of this state of affaires and to foresee possible future developments in order to draw attention to various dangerous scenarios and to stimulate creative search for positive developments in societies and human relationship to nature and the living world.

To achieve this goal, one of the first steps is to enable the interdisciplinary and transdisciplinary cooperation on a broader philosophical basis. Philosophy should point to the common source and internal unity of different fields of knowledge and outline the possibilites of further development of science, especially in areas yet undiscovered by inherited scientific enterprise constrained by the established scientific methods and procedures. Through interdisciplinary research sciences are given an opportunity to slow down and stop the process of their own fragmentation, connect their fields of knowledge with other internally related but externally and operatively separeted fields and unite them all in a coherent and meaningful whole of orientational knowledge. This prevents or makes it ever harder to instrumentalize and misuse particular scientific results for private interests with dangerous consequences for local, national or even global community encompassing the humanity and other living beings.

From the background of these general theoretical considerations, cooperation between philosophy and special scientific fields will be more profoundly established and interdisciplinary conducted, with special stress on the relations and interactions between philosophy and special sciences (such as linguistics, pedagogy etc.), philosophical foundations of interdisciplinarity, especially between humanities and social sciences and new interdisciplinary fields. Interdisciplinary approach in this network is also stressed through philological and comparative studies of past and present European and non-European philosophy.

The special focus of research and teaching within our network is for the time being set on: 1) studies in the field of history of philosophy in comparison with history of science, art and religion, 2) ethics and bioethics in close connection to biomedical and biotechnical sciences, 3) philosophy of education and pedagogy and psychology (comprising also some new fields like philosophy for children), 4) practical philosophy (social and political philosophy) and sociology and political science, 5) investigations into philosophy of language and logic, 6) the relationship of cognitive science and philosophy, 7) philosophy of art and history of art.
The specific role of ethics and bioethics within the project Philosophy and Interdsiciplinarity consists in the inherent interdisciplinary character of both disciplines. Since Greek antiquity, ethics was a cohesive element of entire field of philosophy and science, rethinking and integrating all the dimensions of human knowledge, action and creativity. This is especially emphasized with foundation and development of bioethics as an interdisciplinary enterprise per se, in which traditional philosophical ethics represents a starting point of reflection and action regarding contemporary moral problems in the fields of biomedicine and ecology, although it also requires gathering and productive collaboration of all the scientific and non-scientific (cultural) perspectives aimed at grounding a common platform for articulating, rethinking and solving the problems of manipulating life in the era of technoscience.

This network could be of decisive importance for the process of internationalization of the study of philosophy at Croatian and many South-East European universities. This includes among other issues an introduction of international courses in philosophy in English and other languages and establishment of a firm network of researchers in Central and South-East Europe. The possibility of mobility exchanges will undoubtedly increase the spectrum of choices for both students and teachers for the development of their personal skills and professional competences. It is important to stress that most topics related to our research require the aforementioned interdisciplinary approach which can only be achieved through interaction of compatible and complementary institutions as partners in the proposed network.

Our partner universities and particularly their networking departments and institutes have mutually corresponding educational profiles that are complementary to a degree that ensures a successful realisation of this programme. With our network we want to expand the range of possible student and teacher mobilites, which are planned to be improved further in the future through the acceptance of new partner institutions in Central and South-East Europe.

In the upcoming academic year 2018/2019 two new respectful institutions are joining our network: Department of German and French Philosophy, Faculty of Humanities, Charles University, Prague (together with the Central European Institute of Philosophy in Prague as a silent partner), and Chair for Philosophy and Sociology, Faculty of Philosophy, University of Zenica. Although we are applying for the third time this year, the network Philosophy and Interdisciplinarity already consists of 16 institutions (+ 2 'silent partners') in 9 countries! Coordinator of the network is the Department of Philosophy, Faculty of Philosophy (Faculty of Humanities and Social Sciences), University of Zagreb.
2. Experience in the academic years 2016/2017 and 2017/2018
In the first year of our network (2016/2017) we were granted the status of an umbrella network. Although our network application was positively evaluated for having a „thorough description of objectives, activities and mobilities (..) with details on participants and their research topics“ (CEEPUS Expert Verbal Assesments), the main reason for not being ranked above the line of umbrella networks was the absence of joint programs. However, the absence of joint programs is understandable if one takes into account that we were in the process of creating a new CEEPUS network, moreover the first CEEPUS network primarily devoted to philosophy.

Because of the umbrella status, we were very restricted in the usage of CEEPUS scholarship months in the first year of our network. Nevertheless, thanks to the engagement of our coordinators and to NCOs, we successfully realized some student and teacher exchanges. Already in the winter semester we had two important visiting lecturers at the Department of Philosophy in Zagreb. Maria Todorovska from Skopje held a series of lectures on the contemporary interdisciplinary approach to religion and on philosophy of religion, and Damiela Camhy from Graz held a series of lectures on philosophy for children both on doctoral and on BA and MA level. In the summer semester even more exchanges took place. Seven teachers from various institutions taught at the Faculty of Philosophy in Prishtina, enriching its curriculum in various aspects. Teacher mobilites to departments of philosophy in Novi Sad, Sombor, Zagreb, Split and Graz were also performed as well as student mobilites to departments of philosophy in Graz, Zagreb and Osijek. A doctoral student from Split worked on her Ph.D. thesis at the Institute of Philosophy in Graz.
For the second year (2017/2018) we were granted the status of a fully fledged CEEPUS network (not Umbrella anymore), and our mobility exchanges grew rapidly. Not only did we use almost all of the CEEPUS scholarship months granted to us in April (47), but also absorbed many unused (unawarded) CEEPUS scholarship months from other networks (60,5 in total). Three new respectful partner institutions joined our network: Department of Philosophy, Faculty of Arts in Ljubljana, Institute of Philosophy, Faculty of Philosophy and Sociology in Warsaw and Faculty of Philosophy, Pontifical University of John Paul II in Krakow. We organized a successful coordination meeting in September in Zagreb – in the premises of our silent partner institution: Centre of Excellence for Integrative Bioethics.
We have some good experiences with thèses on cotutelle made outside CEEPUS and hope to develop it also within CEEPUS as a special type of joint program. The institutions involved in this process in the upcoming academic year are Institute of Philosophy, Faculty of Humanities and Social Sciences in Graz, Faculty of Philosophy, The Pontifical University of John Paul II in Cracow, Department of Philosophy, Faculty of Arts in Ljubljana, Department of Philosophy, Faculty of Humanities and Social Sciences in Zagreb, Department of Philosophy, Faculty of Humanities and Social Sciences in Split, Department of Philosophy, Faculty of Philosophy in Novi Sad, Faculty of Philosophy, and Faculty of Philosophy in Skopje. We also consider developing a joint program leading to a MA thesis at the Faculty of Philosophy in Zagreb.
Other less formal but new and constructive forms of joint programs are being developed (e.g. joint courses at two partner institutions, joint conferences and collected papers on interdisciplinarity and interdisciplinary research on a broad philosophical basis). We are thankful to the Croatian National CEEPUS Office and to the Central CEEPUS Office for opening the possibility of entering other types of joint programs („Others“) into the online network application system, as was our initiative.

Department of German and French Philosophy
The Department offers Master and Doctoral Study Programs in Philosophy. The programs are focused on German classical philosophy, phenomenology and modern French philosophy; thus the most of the courses are in German and French. In addition, we organize also language courses in both languages in every semester. More detailed, focal fields are phenomenology and the various roles modern philosophy can play for interdisciplinary and intercultural research. Phenomenological philosophy is one of the most influential 20th century philosophical traditions in the Czech Republic, and in Central and Eastern Europe more generally. In Czech philosophy, this tradition was initiated by Jan Patočka (1907-1977) whose work continues to attract the interest of scholars all around the world, including those from the younger gen eration. Against the background of basic topics in phenomenological philosophy, philosophical anthropology and contemporary thinking the courses are dealing with analyses of cultural paradigms, intercultural philosophy, philosophy of art and the interdisciplinary project of an oikological philosophy.

The master study program prepares graduates for follow-up doctoral studies, and can be relevantly applied in academic and scientific institutions as our graduates are qualified – owing to their training, communicative, expert and language skills – to meet the specific demands of cultural and political management of the state and non-governmental sectors, at home and abroad, in the media and in publishing. Thanks to the study of modern and contemporary Continental philosophy, our graduates’ expert and language competences enable them to stand up for the values connected with this philosophy in academic and other institutions.

People (Teaching Staff) of the Department
Jan Bierhanzl, Ph.D. is an assistant professor in contemporary philosophy at the Faculty of Humanities and also a member of the Institute of Philosophy, Czech Academy of Sciences. He received a master degree in philosophy at the Faculty of Arts, Charles University and a Ph.D. in philosophy at Charles Univer-sity and Université de Bourgogne in Dijon. His research interests include contemporary French philosophy, ethics and political thought, aesthetics and the philosophy of Emmanuel Levinas. He has been regularly teaching philosophical courses in French as well as a French language course for philosophers for the Erasmus Master Mundus programme since 2012.

Karel Novotný studied philosophy, physics and political science in Prague, Eichstätt and Paris. He is currently Associate Professor at the Faculty of Humanities and together with Hans Rainer Sepp Director of the Central European Institute of Philosophy at Charles University (Středoevropský institut pro filosofii) and Research Fellow in the Institute of Philosophy of the Academy of Sciences of the Czech Republic in Prague, Department of Contemporary Continental Philosophy. In addition, he acts as Coordinator of the Erasmus Master Mundus “German and French Philosophy in Europe (EuroPhilosophie)” program at the Faculty of Humanities. His research domains and interests are phenomenology, hermeneutics, philosophical anthropology. He is responsible editor for the journal Interpretationes published by Charles University.

Hans Rainer Sepp is Associate Professor at the Faculty of Humanities and together with Karel Novotný Director of the Central European Institute of Philosophy at Charles University as well president of the “Forum Munich Phenomenology International” (FMPI). He is member both of the Research Institute “Group Weimar” at Sorbonne, Paris and the Executive Committee of O.P.O. (Organization of Phenomenological Organizations). His specialities are history and problems of phenomenological philosophies; theories of knowing (philosophy, science, religion, and art) in intercultural respects; currently he is dealing with perspectives of a philosophical oikology. He edits the book series libri nigri and libri virides, and co-edits the series Orbis Phaenomenologicus, Ad Fontes. Studies in early Phenomenology and Philosophische Anthropologie – Themen und Positionen as well the Eugen Fink Complete Work Edition.
Martin Vrabec, Ph.D. is an assistant professor at the Faculty of Humanities since 2004 and a member of the Center for Phenomenological Studies (since 2013). His research interests include classical German philosophy and philosophical anthropology. He has been a member of a number of research grant projects financed by the Czech Science Foundation. He teaches courses for the Master study programme “German and French Philosophy” and is also involved in teaching for the bachelor programme “Liberal Arts and Humanities”.

Benedetta Zaccarello, Ph.D., is an Associate Professor at the Faculty of Humanities, Department of Electronic Culture Semiotics. She received an MA in philosophy at the University of Florence and a Ph.D. in aesthetics at the University of Bologna. Her research interests include aesthetics, French philosophy and literary criticism, genetic criticism and contemporary textual scholarship, reception theory. At the Faculty of Humanities, she has recently taught courses “Critical Theory of Media” and “Hermeneutics and Reception Aesthetics”. She is the Scientific responsible of the ‘Séminaire de Critique Génétique de l’Equipe Valéry’, ITEM (CNRS – Ecole Normale Supérieure, Paris), a Member of the editorial board of the Équipe ‘Paul Valéry’ (ITEM, C.N.R.S.-E.N.S.), aimed at publishing Valéry’s ‘Cahiers 1894-1914’ (Paris, Gallimard), and a Member of the editorial board of Aisthesis, international aesthetics revue.

Filip Gurjanov is a Ph.D. student at the Faculty of Humanities and the University of Vienna. He studied in Novi Sad, Vienna, Antwerp, Bonn, Tokyo and Prague between 2009 and 2015. He has been teaching master degree courses for the Erasmus Master Mundus program and the Deutsche und französische Philosophie master program at the Faculty of Humanities. His research interests include philosophy of life (Stirner, Nietzsche), phenomenology (Husserl, Heidegger), modern Japanese philosophy (Nishida, Nishitani) and the theory of photography (Barthes, Flusser).

Benjamin Kaiser is Vice-Director of the Central European Institute of Philosophy (Faculty of Humanities and Czech Academy of Sciences). He graduated as Magister in German and French Philosophy (EuroPhilosophy) at the Faculty of Humanities in 2014. He continues his research in the Ph.D. program at the Faculty of Humanities. He has regularly been involved in teaching for the Deutsche und französische Philosophie Master program as well as the Erasmus Master Mundus program for the past three years. He has taught a number of philosophical courses and also the German for Philosophers language course. His research interests include primarily phenomenology of life, philosophy of literature, logic and ethics of the principle of causality, philosophy of transcendence in transcultural contexts and phenomenology of the body.

Erasmus Mundus EuroPhilosophie (Master Program)
German and French Philosophy in European Context. – Since 2007, the cooperation with visiting international scholars interested in phenomenological philosophy is closely connected with the Erasmus Master Mundus study program „German and French Philosophy in Europe“, in which the Faculty of Humanities participates as one of the partner institutions. The Erasmus Mundus Master Programme German and French Philosophy in the European Context (EuroPhilosophie) offers highly qualified students from around the world an advanced study course. The study programme is aimed especially at German and French philosophy from the 18th century to the present and their reciprocal influences in the intellectual and cultural European space. Over two years, students spend one to two semesters at three of the universities participating in this programme. Programme graduates are awarded a joint Master degree from three participating universities.

German and French Philosophy: Contemporary Issues. – The new Erasmus Master Mundus program German and French Philosophy: Contemporary Issues (PhiAFEC) is the continuation of the Erasmus Master Mundus project selected for the fist time in 2006 (FPA 2007-0066) and then again in 2011 (FPA 2012-0192) under the title German and French Philosophy in the European Context. The program results from the continuous scientific and administrative integration which has existed for more than ten years and has been formed by partner and associated universities and institutions. The program will continue to use the acronym EuroPhilosophie. The current consortium is formed by these partners: Université de Toulouse 2 – Jean Jaurès, Université catholique de Louvain, Univerzita Karlova, Bergische Universität à Wuppertal, Universidad de Coimbra, Universita Autonoma de Barcelona, Universidad Federal de Sao Carlos, University of Memphis. The core teaching areas include the following: 1. classical German philosophy (17-19th century), 2. German and French phenomenology, French and German contemporary philosophy (critical theory, structuralism, post-modernism, etc.). Moreover, research and teaching is being oriented towards the transformation of German and French philosophy under the influence of the exchange with non-European philosophies which follow from decolonization in Latin American, African and Asian contexts. The students will become prepared for a specific university research as well as intellectual intervention in the fields of social and political philosophy, aesthetics, feminist and decolonial critique, care ethics and environmental justice. The courses will be taught in German and French languages.

Description of the Department

Philosophy Department of the Faculty of Humanities was founded in 1897, but the teaching of philosophy (logic, natural philosophy, metaphysics) started as early as 1586, at the time of Archduke Karl II of Inner Austria, who had established a Jesuit School in Graz. 

One of the most significant philosophers in the 19th century was Alois Riehl, who was born in Bozen in 1844. He was a neo-Kantian and worked as a professor at Graz from 1873 to 1882 before he went to Freiburg, Kiel, Halle, and Berlin. 

In the late 19th and early 20th centuries philosophical research was strongly influenced by Alexius Meinong (1853–1920). He was a pupil of Franz Brentano and became professor and Chair of Philosophy at the University of Graz, where he founded the Graz psychological institute (in 1894) and the Graz School of experimental psychology and object theory. Among his pupils were Christian von Ehrenfels, Alois Höfler, Stephan Witasek, Vittorio Benussi, and Ernst Mally. Alexius Meinong formulated the basic principles for a general theory of objects. Meinong’s disciple Ernst Mally ontologically modified the theory of objects and was one of the founders of deontic logic. 

In the late 20th century analytic philosophy was the prevailing line of thought. In addition to this, Amadeo Silva-Tarouca (1898–1971, full professor from 1963) tried to develop the system of an onto-phenomenology. The main representatives of analytic philosophy in Graz were Rudolf Freundlich (1911–1988, full professor 1966–1981) and Rudolf Haller (1929–2014, full professor in Graz from 1967–1997). 

Rudolf Haller edited the international journal “Grazer Philosophische Studien” and the series “Studien zur Österreichischen Philosophie”. In 1982 he founded the documentation center FDOEP (Forschungssstelle und Dokumentationszentrum für Österreichische Philosophie), now directed by Udo Thiel. 

In 1969 Ernst Topitsch (1919–2003) started to teach at the Philosophy Department in Graz and with his publications on history of science and social sciences built a good international reputation. Rudolf Freundlich was succeeded by Reinhard Kamitz, who came to teach in Graz in 1984. In 1991 Ernst Topitsch was succeeded by Malte Hossenfelder (1934–2011), who was conferred emeritus status in 2003. 

In March 2009 Lukas Meyer became full professor of Practical Philosophy, and in September 2009 Udo Thiel became full professor of History of Philosophy. The new professorship of Theoretical Philosophy was taken up in July 2012 by Marian David and the new professorship of Political Philosophy was taken up in November 2014 by Harald Stelzer.

Research

Philosophy systematically reflects on forms and structures of human knowledge and on epistemological and scientific presuppositions. As a theoretical discipline, philosophy analyzes and critically reflects the fundamental conceptual and theoretical presuppositions, the categorial framework of thinking and acting. Our department covers the following theoretical subjects: epistemology, philosophy of language, philosophy of mind, and philosophy of science. As a practical discipline, philosophy focuses mainly on questions of meaning and value in human life. Our study programmes include the following practical subjects: aesthetics, ethics, feminist philosophy, philosophy for children, political philosophy, philosophy of culture, and philosophy of religion. As philosophical thought systems, historically, have always had a great impact on the human self-concept and value-orientation, great importance is attributed to the area of history of philosophy.

Study programmes

Here is an overview of the study programs offered by the Philosophy Department of the University of Graz: Bachelor’s Programme (Bachelor’s program provides a good grounding for certain occupational areas in politics, economics, social institutions, and provides preparatory training for an academic philosophy career), Master Programme in Philosophy (Master Programme offers scientific training in philosophy enabling graduates to accept jobs in politics, economics, social institutions, or to start an academic philosophy career), Master Programme in Political, Economic and Legal Philosophy (PELP), Master Programme in Applied Ethics, Teacher Training Program “Unterrichtsfach Psychologie und Philosophie” (This is a special training program for the teaching profession. Get more information in the Curriculum.) and a Doctoral Program in Philosophy.

Description of the Department
Philosophy was one of the foundational disciplines of the University of Ljubljana which was founded 1919. Today, Department of Philosophy is part of the Faculty of Arts, one of the largest faculties at the University of Ljubljana.

The Department of Philosophy offers programs at undergraduate (BA), graduate (MA) and postgraduate (PhD) levels. Students can study single subject study programme (BA Philosophy) or two-subject (BA Philosophy and other subject). Two-subject programmes require the student to follow an additional study programme at the Faculty of Arts or (by agreement) at some other faculty within the University. The academic title acquired by the student upon completion of the Undergraduate Philosophy Programme is baccalaureus philosophiae (BA of philosophy). The academic title acquired by the student upon completion of the Graduate Philosophy Programme is magister philosophiae (MA of philosophy). Each year around 70 undergraduate students are enrolled in the first year. Undergraduate programme consists of 8 semesters and Graduate of 2 semesters. Department offers two doctoral study programmes – Philosophy and Theoretical Psychoanalysis.

The origins of university–level philosophy teaching in Warsaw date back to the days of the Collegium Nobilium (opened in 1740), and the Knights’ School (founded in 1765). Philosophy blossomed in the 20th century, at which time the chairs of philosophy at University of Warsaw were held by such famous representatives of the Lvov–Warsaw School as Jan Łukasiewicz and Stanisław Leśniewski (logicians), Kazimierz Ajdukiewicz (logician and epistemologist), Władysław Tatarkiewicz (working in aesthetics and the history of European philosophy), Tadeusz Kotarbiński (who developed praxeology and reism). During this period, qualifications were granted to Alfred Tarski, Maria Ossowska (ethicist) Stanisław Ossowski (working in aesthetics and sociology). The ideas of many-valued logic (Łukasiewcz), mereology (Leśniewski), categorial grammar (Ajdukiewicz), conceptual role semantics (known as Directival Theory of Meaning, Ajdukiewicz), semantic truth theory (Tarski) were all originally developed at the Institute of Philosophy, University of Warsaw. 
In the post-War period the professor at the institute of philosophy were and are, among others, Leszek Kołakowski (historian of philosophy, the winner of The John W. Kluge Prize for the Study of Humanity in 2003), Roman Suszko (logician, the inventor of non-Fregean logic), Jerzy Pelc (philosopher of language, honorary president of International Association for Semiotic Studies and Institut international de philosophie, now professor emeritus) and Andrzej Zabłudowski (the author of the most famous critique of Goodman theory of induction). 
The philosophy program at the Institute of Philosophy, University of Warsaw is constantly ranked by QS University Ranking as one of the best philosophy programs in the world. At the present moment the institute has 27 bilateral agreements with research institutions in the European Union that embrace student and faculty exchange programs. 
The Institute of Philosophy consists of the following divisions: Aesthetics, Analytic Philosophy, Epistemology, Ethics, History of Ancient and Medieval Philosophy, History of Contemporary Philosophy, History of Modern Philosophy, History of Polish Philosophy, Logic, Logical Semiotics, Philosophy of Culture, Philosophy of Politics, Philosophy of Religion, Philosophy of Science, Social Philosophy, and sections: French Philosophy Section and Studies in German Philosophy Section.
The institute students have at their disposal the combined library collections of University of Warsaw’s Philosophy and Sociology Faculty, the Philosophy and Sociology Institute of the Polish Academy of Science and the Polish Philosophical Society — the largest collection of this type in this part of Europe — as well as digital archives, internet databases and other electronic research tools.
Nowadays, the Institute of Philosophy is a home to many scholars giving important contributions to philosophy of language, philosophy of mind and logic as well to other fields of philosophy (outside of the analytic tradition) such as: history of philosophy, social philosophy and aesthetics. The members of the faculty publish regularly in renowned philosophical journals such as Axiomathes, Analysis, Dialectica, Grazer Philosophische Studien, Journal of Philosophical Logic, Journal of Symbolic Logic, Logique et Analyse, Mind, Mind and Language, Pacific Philosophical Quarterly, Philosophia, Philosophical Studies, Semiotica, Studia Logica, Synthese. 
The members of the faculty conduct, supervise and  grant projects founded by National Science Center (Poland) as well as European Union. 
As the institution, Institute of Philosophy at the University of Warsaw, offers stimulating academic environment.

UPJPII offers a number of courses in foreign languages (mainly in English) to international students. Faculty of Philosophy – a historical overview

The history of the Faculty of Philosophy is related to the history of the Jagiellonian University. The Pontifical University of John Paul II in Krakow (formerly the Pontifical Academy of Theology), including the philosophical research centre functioning within it, derive from the Faculty of Theology of the Jagiellonian University, established in 1397.

Philosophical considerations had always been present at the Faculty of Theology but the marked development of the so-called ‘ Christian philosophy’ dates back to the time of the encyclical Aeterni Patris (1879).

The pioneer of the modern Christian philosophy was Rev. Stefan Zachariasz Pawilicki CR, who was the first scholar to be appointed the Chair of the Department of Christian Philosophy of the Faculty of Theology in 1882. Pawlicki was one of the most prominent Polish philosophers of the 19th century and his concept of building the modern non-scholastic Catholic thought on the foundations of the ancient thought and the acceptance of findings of modern sciences was pioneering in terms of the whole Christian philosophy.

The thinkers who were active in the difficult post-war period were heirs to this tradition. They strived for maintaining and developing the Christian thought despite the planned atheization of the Polish culture and society. In 1954, the communist regime decided to remove the Faculty of Theology from the Jagiellonian University and moved some its faculty to Warsaw.

The Faculty started operating more autonomously, based on the canon law. Philosophical disciplines were considered fundamental, thus, they were developed by philosophers such as Rev. Kazimierz Kłósak and Rev. Aleksander Usowicz.
Thanks to the efforts by Rev. Marian Jaworski, in 1970, the Faculty was divided, which resulted in establishing the philosophy section, consisting of eight departments. During that period, the philosophical circles within the Faculty were active owing to numerous initiatives by Card. Karol Wojtyła. Thanks to his endeavours, in 1973,the School of Contemporary Thought was founded and managed by Rev. Józef Tischner and Stanisław Grygiel. It continued functioning until 1984.

On 23 December 1976, Congregation for Catholic Education issued a decree establishing the Pontifical Faculty of Philosophy, however, due to many, mainly political reasons it could only function as the Institute of Philosophy within the Pontifical Faculty of Theology in Krakow. One of the initiatives of the Institute were the Interdisciplinary Seminars, which gathered not only philosophers and theologians but also physicists and biologists. Efforts put by Cardinal Wojtyła finally came into fruition after his appointment to The Holy See. On 8 December 1981, John Paul II issued motu proprio Beata Hedvigis by which the Pontifical Academy of Theology was established. It consisted of three faculties, including the Faculty of Philosophy.

After 1989, the Faculty started a new chapter. Apart from expanding the scope of research, the Faculty opened up to students, who could start their philosophy programmes just after high school.

An important event in the history of the Faculty was founding the Copernicus Centre for Interdisciplinary Studies in 2008 together with the Jagiellonian University. This initiative was driven by and funded by Rev. Michal Heller, who donated his Templeton Prize for this purpose.

In 2009 the Pontifical Academy of Theology was transformed into the Pontifical University of John Paul II in Krakow. The Faculty consists of 13 departments carrying out their scientific and educational activities and preserving the finest philosophical traditions but also being open to questions posed by the present day. The Faculty’s areas of interest are: Ethics, Bioethics, Philosophy of God, Philosophy of Human, Epistemology, Philosophy of Religion, Philosophy of Nature, Philosophy of Logic, Social and Political Philosophy, Psychology of Religion and Metaphysics.

PhD Ljudevit Fran Ježić
ljfjezic@gmail.com 
Description of the Department

Department of Philosophy is a constitutive part of the Faculty of Philosophy (Faculty of Humanities and Social Sciences) of the University of Zagreb.

The study of philosophy has been established at the Faculty of Philosophy of the University of Zagreb at the moment of the reform and modernization of the Zagreb University in 1874. In 1973, a postgraduate study of philosophy was introduced. Hundreds of philosophy students were introduced through this study program to research and obtained the degrees of magister scientiarum or doctor scientiarum (Ph.D.). In 2003 a new doctoral study in philosophy has replaced the previous postgraduate studies.

Today the staff of the Department consists of 3 full professors (A. Čović, B. Mikulić, and L. Veljak), 1 professor emeritus (B. Despot), 4 associate professors (H. Jurić, D. Lauc, I. Mikecin, and M. Tokić), 7 assistant professors (L. Bogdanić, A. Čakardić, Lj. F. Ježić, G. Kardaš, R. Raunić, M. Selak, and I. Zagorac), 2 postdoctoral research assistants (B. Stamenković Tadić and M. Žitko) and 2 postgraduate teaching assistants (M. Kos and L. Perušić). Some part-time teachers (prof. Nadežda Čačinović etc.) also participate in education and research in the Department.

The Department of Philosophy offers programs at undergraduate (BA), graduate (MA) and postgraduate (PhD) levels. Philosophy study programme can be combined with numerous study programmes at the Faculty of Philosophy, both at the undergraduate and graduate level. The academic title acquired by the student upon completion of the Undergraduate Philosophy Programme is baccalaureus philosophiae (BA of philosophy). The academic title acquired by the student upon completion of the Graduate Philosophy Programme is magister philosophiae (MA of philosophy). Each year 80 undergraduate students are being enrolled. Undergraduate programme consists of 8 semesters and Graduate of 2 semesters. The Programme includes two types of elective courses: internal, offered by the Department, and external, to be selected from the total range of courses offered at the Faculty of Philosophy or at other faculties of the University of Zagreb. For the time being all courses are being taught in Croatian, but it is agreed upon that all courses can be taught in English or German if needed.

Description of the Department

The Faculty of Teacher Education of the University of Zagreb is the oldest and the biggest faculty of preschool and primary school teacher education in the Republic of Croatia (with around 1500 full-time and 500 part time students and 133 teachers). The Faculty has five departments, three of which are academic departments and two are branches:

The basic activities of the Faculty are teacher education (in the broad sense of the word), research and artistic work. The Faculty offers a wide range and diversity of study programmes in the field of education. Currently, the Faculty of Teacher Education conducts higher education as follows:

Undergraduate University Study for Early childhood and Preschool Education which lasts three years and the completion of which earns 180 ECTS points, and is organized as a full-time and part-time study programme conducted at three locations: the Central Branch in Zagreb, Cakovec Branch and Petrinja Branch; 

•
Graduate University Study for Early childhood and Preschool Education which lasts two years and the completion of which earns 120 ECTS points and is organized as a part-time and full-time study programme; 

•
Integrated Undergraduate and Graduate University Study of Primary Teacher Education which lasts five years and the completion of which earns 300 ECTS points and is organized as a full-time study programme (includes module programmes: Educational studies, Croatian Language, Informatics and Art) and is conducted at three locations: the Central Branch in Zagreb, Branch in Čakovec and Branch in Petrinja; 

•
Integrated Undergraduate and Graduate University Study of Primary Teacher Education which lasts five years and the completion of which earns 300 ECTS points, and is organized as a full-time study programme (Primary Teacher Education with the English / German Language) and is conducted in the Central Branch in Zagreb; 

•
Educational study programmes for acquiring teaching competences which are conducted by the Department of Educational Studies at teacher education faculties of the University of Zagreb (Academy of Dramatic Art, Academy of Fine Arts, The Faculty of Education and Rehabilitation Sciences, Faculty of Kinesiology, Music Academy, Faculty of Science). Its aim is to teach the students of other  faculties preparing students for teaching profession to conduct the teaching of the subject which they have been studying during the graduate study programme. These programmes enable them to gain subject teaching competence (licence); 

•
a new doctoral study programme is being prepared; 

•
programme of professional development in educational studies for teachers in various fields.

Another advantage of the Faculty is the interdisciplinarity of its teaching staff. The composition of the teaching staff of the Faculty is directly linked to diversity and wide scope of study programmes, which encompass various scholar, scientific and artistic areas – natural, biomedical and social sciences, humanities and art. International dimension of the Faculty can be seen in cooperation with similar international institutions, and in projects and activities that were conducted within TEMPUS, Erasmus and recently Erasmus + programs, as well as within bilateral and multilateral agreements with over 20 institutions. International cooperation is also seen in the organization of the international research conferences.

The Faculty of Teacher Education has been constantly working on raising the quality of study programmes, which are in accordance with the contemporary European and world practice, professional and market needs, but also based on the recent research findings in educational sciences and other fields. Namely, in the period 2009–2013 there were 13 national scientific projects funded by the Croatian Ministry of Science, Education and Sport conducted at the Faculty, at the moment there are 2 research projects conducted, funded by the Croatian Science Foundation, as well as 13 smaller scale projects (in the fields of Social Sciences, Humanities and Art) funded by the University of Zagreb. 

The Faculty has a significant role in creating and disseminating knowledge at the national level, especially in education, and has strong and longtime cooperation with over 20 teacher and preschool teacher institutions in Zagreb, Čakovec and Petrinja.

PhD Una Popović
una.popovic@gmail.com 
Description of the Department

The development of philosophy as an academic discipline at the Faculty of Philosophy began with the foundation of the Institute for Philosophy and Sociology in 1976. The Institute was reorganized into the Department of Philosophy and Sociology in the academic year 1988/1989. In the academic year 1996/1997, the Department of Philosophy and Sociology was divided into two separate departments – the Department of Philosophy and the Department of Sociology.

In 1995, the Department of Philosophy created general postgraduate philosophical studies under the name Philosophy and by 1996 the first doctorate in the field of philosophy was defended. By 2004, the Department had begun a program of Specialist Studies in Philosophy. During a process of reform, according to the requirements of the Bologna Declaration, the Department of Philosophy initially started offering Bachelor and Master programmes in the academic year 2006/2007.

The Department is involved in systematic study and research within projects approved by the Serbian Ministry of Science and Technological Development. The Department has so far completed three five-year-long scientific research projects which include Marxism and Modern Philosophy, The Problems of Modern Philosophy and Philosophical Transformations and Modern Society. In the academic year 2005/2006, the Department also carried out the project The Place of Philosophy in Modern Society for the Provincial Secretariat for Science and Technological Development.

The Department has published annual collections of papers written by its lecturers (The Institute for Philosophy and Sociology Collection and The Department of Philosophy and Sociology Collection), and lecturers have also participated in and contributed to common projects at the Faculty of Philosophy. In cooperation with the Cultural Centre of Novi Sad, the Department began a collection of papers from the Novi Sad Philosophical Debate. The collections called The Conception of God in Philosophy and Fulfillment and Creation were published as the result of the debate. Since 2004, the Department has published the biannual journal Arhe.

In 1995, the Department and the Cultural Centre of Novi Sad began their collaboration with the Novi Sad Philosophical Debate which organizes annual meetings of the country’s most distinguished philosophical thinkers.

At the initiative of the Department’s lecturers, the multidisciplinary convention Studies of Modern Time began in 1997 in association with the municipality of Šid. The first topic at the convention was The Modern Conception of Personality.

The Department annually enrolls 60 students in the Bachelor’s degree programme and 20 students in the Master degree programme.

Description of the Department

Faculty of Education in Sombor, University of Novi Sad has been practising the tradition of teacher education for longer than two centuries – beginning in 1778, when Norma, first school for education of teachers in Serbian language, was established.

PhD Zoran Dimić
zoran.dimic@filfak.ni.ac.rs 
Description of the Department

The department of Philosophy was founded at the Faculty of Philosophy of the University of Niš in 2000, but the study of philosophy as an academic discipline at the University of Niš began with the foundation of the Department of Sociology in 1971. Several professors from the Department of Sociology took the initiative in the late nineties for the establishment of the Department of Philosophy and it eventually happened at the very beginning of the 21st century.

At the beginning of its establishment the Department of Philosophy created general undergraduate philosophical studies. By 2015, the Department had begun a program of graduate (Master studies) in Philosophy. During a process of reform, according to the requirements of the Bologna Declaration, the Department of Philosophy began offering Bachelor’s (BA) beginning in the 2006/2007 and Master degrees (MA) in 2015/2016 academic year.

Today the staff of the Department consists of 2 full professors (R.Videnović, Slađana Ristić-Gorgiev), 2 associate professors (D. Bjelica, S.Dimitrijević), 4 assistant professors (Goran Ružic, Goran Jakovljević, Bojan Blagojević, Zoran Dimić), and 3 postgraduate teaching assistents (Biljana Radovanović, Rastislav Dinić, Ivan Nikolić). Some part-time teachers also participate in teaching and research in the Department.

Some of the professors at the Department of philosophy are involved in research within projects approved by the Serbian Ministry of Science and Technological Development. 

Since 2013, the Department has published the annual journal Godišnjak za filozofiju.

Since the establishment the Department has hosted many distinguished philosophical thinkers from the region, but from other European countries as well.

The Department annually accepts applications for 30 places in the Bachelor’s degree program and 15 places in the Master degree program.

Description of the Department of Philosophy and Sociology

Department of Philosophy and Sociology at the University of Tuzla was established in 2009, given that in the early years philosophy and sociology were studied separately at different departments at the Faculty of Philosophy. Since its establishment, the department has continued progress in the field of organization of the first cycle of studies, and cooperation with other departments and faculties. Department currently has five employees, two full time professors and two senior teaching assistants, while a large part of the lectures is also organized in cooperation with teachers from other departments at the Faculty of Philosophy in Tuzla. Since the Department is very young, it is important to indicate that special attention is given to cooperation with other departments and the constant improvement of study. Description of the Department

1. The Department of Philosophy (UP) is the only institution in Kosovo that organizes studies of philosophy at the level of higher education. In the academic year 2014/15 there were around 400 students studying at the BA level and 40 students studying at the MA level at the Department of Philosophy. The BA and MA programs in philosophy are accredited by Kosovo Accreditation Agency.

Study of philosophy at the University of Prishtina has begun in 1972 within the Department of Philosophy and Sociology. The Department of Philosophy functions as an independent department since the academic year 2001/2002. 

The general vision of the Department of Philosophy is to support overall social development and progress and to increase the level of spirituality of the society of Kosovo through offering advanced studies in the field of philosophy. The mission of the Department is to create and promote critical thinking, civic responsibility, respect and tolerance through studying philosophy.

BA program in philosophy mainly offers courses in continental philosophy (70%), but a smaller part of curriculum is also devoted to analiytic philosophy (30%). The main courses that the Department of Philosophy offers at the BA level are the following: Introduction to philosophy, Existential philosophy, Ancient Philosophy, Empiricism and rationalism, Political philosophy, Classical German idealism, Ethics, Logic, Analytic philosophy, Aesthetics, Philosophical anthropology, Social philosophy, Contemporary philosophy, Philosophy of science, Theory of knowledge, Introduction to methaphysics and ontology.

MA program in philosophy offers the following courses: Logic, Social philosophy, Modern philosophy, Philosophy of science, Philosophy of arts, Moral philosophy, Philosophy of education, Bioethics.

Description of the Department (Institute for Philosophy)

The Institute for Philosophy (further interchangeably used with “Department of Philosophy”) is the oldest constitutive part of the Faculty of Philosophy of the University Ss. Cyril and Methodius, founded in December 1920 as a branch of the University of Belgrade, and reopened after the Second World War in December 1945. 

The Institute grew and continues to grow together with the other unit members of the Faculty and has gone through several specific and inevitable developmental phases due to various causes of external and internal nature. Today, it is a modern Higher Education unit, yet it manages to upkeep its basic principles and nourish its tradition. 

In the 2004/05 academic year the Department of Philosophy, with the rest of the Faculty of Philosophy, introduced the European Credit Transfer System. This change implied re-shaping of the study programs and an extensive introduction of new or transformed courses. In the 2009/2010 academic year, the MA program was re-modelled into a one year (two semesters) program, instead of the previous two years (4 semesters program). The PhD Program in Philosophy, designed by the recommendation of the Bologna Declaration, is also active, according to University regulations.

The members of the Institute are active both in teaching and philosophical research, in the country  and worldwide.

The Institute offers a 4 year degree program (BA in Philosophy),

1 year master program (MA in Philosophy), as well as a 3 year PhD program (PhD in Philosophy). The members of the academic staff of the Department serve as supervisors and committee members of many MA and PhD theses at the Faculty of Philosophy, but also at other Faculties in Macedonia and abroad. The curriculum on undergraduate and graduate level includes two types of elective courses: internal, offered by the Institute for Philosophy, and external (available from the total range of courses offered at the Faculty of Philosophy or from the comprehensive list of elective courses at the University Ss Cyril and Methodius). 

The number of students per enrolment depends on fluctuating quota, determined by the Ministry of Education and Science.
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
