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1. Structural parameters of dissertation work

The dissertation work has a volume of 245 pages and consists of an
introduction, two chapters, a conclusion and literature. The bibliography
includes 107 titles, including 97 in Cyrillic and 10 in Latin. It is in current
quality content, and it presents monographs in its defining part.

In structural terms, the dissertation contains all the necessary
components for its assessment:

- Program orientation presented in the introduction: up-to-date and
global vision of the problem; theoretical and methodological provisions for the
realization of the study; object and subject parameters of the research and
dissertation work; goals and tasks; methodological tools for diagnosis of the

studied phenomena;



- Theoretical analysis of the problem area in the direction of conceptual
accents, peculiarities and stages of children's fine art and development of
pictorial abilities;

- Establishing and forming projections of the research related to
diagnosis, stimulation and development, correction and therapy of pictorial
creativity and pictorial abilities in pre-school and primary school age.

2. Content of the dissertation thesis

In the introduction, the author presents the topicality of the problem,
related to the role and functions of pictorial art in the relation "child-culture".
In this plan, for Prof. Malinova, the conditions for socialization and emotional-
personal development of pre-primary and elementary school children are of
great importance. Forms, means, methods and technologies to stimulate
aesthetic-artistic perception and transformation as a subjective experience, a
psychological presence and, as a projection, and a current culture of behavior.

The introduction also contains the program orientation of the dissertation
and the study on the "realization of the educational content in three spheres,
conditionally separated from the socio-psychological point of view - activity,
communication, self-awareness"/page 6/. From this global vision, the
pedagogical accents of the educational content of pictorial art - the stimulation
and development of the activity, communicative and social competences of the
children and the pupils. Prof. Malinova also presents the target orientation of
the pictorial art education related to a number of principles in the direction of
stimulating personal pictorial experience as a basis for the development of a
creative start and the transfer of knowledge and skills in the activities:

- Complex impact of the fine arts, enabling the learning of integrative
knowledge;

- Stimulating the elements of the act of perception /artistic perception,
artistic experience, artistic conditionality/ through the development of the

children's pictorial activity - drawing, modeling, application;



- Creating conditions for age dynamics and building on knowledge and
abilities, including as a therapeutic vision;

- Concretisation of these highlights in the day-to-day teacher education.

Methodological communication accents are outlined as a projection of
pedagogical interaction with children in the context of their social
differentiation and integration.

- The current preliminary analysis makes the author correct to formulate
statements as the basis of the study, namely, the art as a polyfunctional system
of social communication and the realization of current artistic and aesthetic
needs, interests and orientations of children and students.

- On this basis, the author formulates the subject of the research related
to the character of the pictorial activity of the pre-school children and the
students of primary school age, draws its main goals on the priorities of the
pictorial work of pre-school children and students from primary school age,
functional dependencies in the use of pictorial art and artistic activity in
kindergarten and elementary school, and revealing the role of pictorial art and
creative activity of children in relation to individual-motivational and
emotional evaluation components in preschool and primary school age, and
arising under them specific tasks. The hypothesis reveals the ambitious task of
diagnosing and stimulating the pictorial abilities of children and students and
building a system for building knowledge, skills and attitudes in acquainting
and learning the basics of fine arts in kindergarten and elementary school as
well as its therapeutic capabilities.

In this respect, the following positive points are present in the
introduction of the dissertation:

- Extensive preliminary analysis and author's interpretation of the
discussed and studied phenomena;

- Proper formulation of the theoretical-experimental components of the

dissertation and research;



- The present relevance of the problem and the methodology of the
dissertation and the research are not self-centered artitional and socio-
psychological and the author always seeks and finds their pedagogical accents
and projections in the context of the pre-primary education process and the
initial stage of basic education.

CHAPTER FIRST ,,The Theory of Pictorial activity”, contains five
paragraphs focusing on the concepts of pictorial creativity and specifically on
children's fine arts, the peculiarities of the children's creative imagery and the
stages in the development of their imaging abilities, the relation "pictorial
abilities - creativity "In the context of the concretization of the types of
pictorial activity.

In this chapter, there are the following positive points:

- In-depth knowledge and interpretation of the theory and methodology
of fine arts as a cultural, socio-psychological and pedagogical category and its
projection in the developmental ages;

- Existence of a detailed interpretation of the studied phenomena with
author's presence and attitude, a scientific and accurate statement.

Chapter Two, "The Fine Arts and Pictorial Creativity Activities in the
Kindergarten and Elementary School System", contains six paragraphs
presenting the functional dimensions in pre-school and primary school age of
pictorial work and imaging abilities, methodological approaches and accents
in the diagnostics of creative work, analysis of educational content in fine arts
in kindergarten and elementary school, basic principles for the realization of
the training visual art, analysis of the corrective and therapeutic capabilities of
fine arts and pictorial work as well as the problems of readiness and
preparation for school in the context of aesthetic and artistic development.

In this chapter, there are the following positive points:

- The methodological system for the study of the dynamics in the

development and stimulation of the imaging abilities of the children and the



students presented in the introduction is detailed and realized both as diagnostic
results and as forming projections, confirming the goals, the tasks and the
hypothesis of the dissertation and the research;

- There is an experimental copy of the educational content in the
educational field "Fine Arts" in the kindergarten and the subject "Art" in
elementary school,

- On the basis of the results obtained, the author's principles for building
up the art education, whose up-to-date content optimized the educational
process in the kindergarten, related to the readiness and preparation for school,
are derived.

THE CONCLUSIONS summarize the achievements of the dissertation
work and are an up-to-date basis for the effectiveness of the educational
process in fine arts in the kindergarten and the initial stage of the primary
education.

- Integrative tendencies between the fine arts and the other educational
fields, as well as educational subjects, enabling the optimization of the
educational content.
