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From 1996 to 1998 he coordinated the Open Society Foundation's Media Program, and from
1998 to 2001 was Deputy Chairman of the Board of the Bulgarian National Radio, being also

Danail Danov's academic career began in 2014 as a Senior Assistant Professor at the Faculty of
Pre-school and Primary School Education, Sofia University where he lectured students,
developing also curricula, and taking part in academic research. In 2016 he was elected
associate professor.

Associate Professor Danov has strong language skills, he is fluent in English, good in both
Russian and Turkish, as well as communicates in French, which fact has facilitated his overall
academic research, including media literacy. Actively involved in various projects, and taking
part in numerous national and international conferences, he uses every opportunity to promote
and share his research results. He is the author of over 50 publications and 13 translations in his
scientific field. Danail Danov’s competence, professional and practical experience, social
qualities, his communication and leadership skills give a strong ground for his academic
orientation in the field of media literacy.

General Data on the Dissertation and Its Summary

The dissertation presented by Assoc. Prof. Danail Danov has a total volume of 263 pages and
additional 42 pages of annexes. In structural and compositional terms, it consists of an
introduction, two main parts, a conclusion, appendix and bibliography including 109 sources,
69 of which are in English, representing all fundamental developments related to the topic of
the dissertation.

The Dissertation Summary (51 pages) accurately reflects the content of the dissertation and has
been prepared as according all standards and requirements.

Essential Characteristics of the Dissertation

The relevance of the dissertation is indisputable in connection with the acquisition of new
digital competences related to the nature of media literacy in modern life, as well as the
development of critical thinking and participation in public life through the media. In this sense,
the topic is extremely important to the key social processes in the country, moreover, it is
innovative and well argued. The author presents, analyses and proves the need for a clearer
understanding of media literacy as an overall concept, and educational strategy.

The introduction precisely and scientifically justifies the reasons for developing this issue in
the form of scientific work, a result of ten-year research and project work, realized with the
active cooperation and partnership of academic and non-governmental organizations working
in the field of media literacy in over 20 countries from four continents. The author of the
dissertation successfully substantiates his thesis that media literacy is not a subject that should
be part of the educational content with its object, goals and objectives, but has to be regarded

as a comprehensive educational approach that is to be applied in teaching in all subjects, as a



means of using media and digital technologies as a tool of critical thinking. From such a
perspective media literacy is also a methodology for understanding, learning and managing the
world of knowledge.

The scientific instruments of the research - object, subject, goals, tasks, hypothesis — are all
formulated precisely. The focus of research is media literacy and the creation of a sustainable
model for its formation in Bulgaria through a comprehensive media literacy training program
applicable in education, by integrating knowledge, approaches and resources from various
scientific fields such as pedagogy, psychology, media, ethics, IT, etc.

The research methods correspond to the stated purpose, namely: theoretical analysis of sources
and practices related to the development of media literacy; surveys among teachers and students
revealing trends in their media behavior in terms of the types of media used, the types of digital
media used, attitudes towards the use of digital media in training, understanding the essence of
media literacy; analysis of the environment for identifying strengths and weaknesses,
opportunities and challenges for the development of media literacy in Bulgaria; design of a
training program for the development of media literacy in Bulgaria.

The first chapter of the dissertation is devoted to the theoretical foundations of the study. An
in-depth analysis of media literacy concepts is offered, and various sociological, psychological,
ethical and legal aspects are considered. The European Union media literacy related
requirements are justified, and guidelines for the development of media literacy in Bulgaria are
presented. Leading practices in this regard have been analyzed in taken from countries such as
Finland, Estonia, Germany, the Netherlands, and in particular the Media Coach Project in which
the author of the dissertation takes an active part.

The second chapter presents the practical framework of the study. A successful analysis of the
Bulgarian media market has been made. The social, demographic and political characteristics

underlying the choice of target groups for media literacy training are well reasoned. The status



of media literacy education offered at all phases of school (grades 1- 12), as well as the higher
education level has been thoroughly analyzed. Special emphasis is given to the presented model
of media literacy training, containing 10 thematic units, such as: Communication, knowledge,
training; Media, media communication; Setting a conducive learning environment; Critical
Thinking and Media Literacy; Working with digital media platforms for various purposes;
Dealing with information disorders through media literacy, etc.

Based on a comprehensive theoretical and empirical study, in-depth conclusions have been
drawn regarding the role of media literacy, and in particular that people are capable and
prepared for life-long learning only in case they are media literate, i.e. capable in accessing,
analyzing, evaluating, creating and disseminating information, and thus ready active civic
participation in every sphere of life through digital media.

It has been convincingly shown that media literacy should be built on the foundations of
knowledge, skills and attitudes that enable the development of critical thinking. It is particularly
important that the research carried out by Danail Danov confirms the results obtained by various
international organizations and institutions - the European Union, EVIA, the Open Society,
SAFENET, the Association of European Journalists and others. in two respects - the
unsatisfactory development of media literacy in Bulgaria and the need to take urgent measures
in this regard, including the creation of a model for sustainable development.

Publications

In accordance with the standardized academic procedures for obtaining the degree of DSc,
Assoc. Prof. Danail Danov offers 21 works, published in different scientific collections and
journals, 7 of which are in English. The number of his cited works confirm the importance of
the offered dissertation.

The developed training program provides new and real perspectives for the overall
improvement of the media literacy situation in Bulgaria by creating training opportunities for
skills, knowledge and positive attitudes in the field of media literacy among future pedagogical
specialists and practitioners. It also allows opportunities for new career development for
representatives of other fields of humanities and sciences, such as journalists, philologists,
historians, geographers, psychologists, biologists, mathematicians, chemists, physicists etc.
The offered detailed analysis of leading foreign experience and practices that have proven
effective in developing media literacy, can serve as a guide both at the managerial level - to
develop educational strategies and policies, and at the level of applied research - as a starting
point in the preparation of training courses.
