Bulgarian pedagogues traditionally consider the pedagogical process in
kindergarten as a complete dynamic system in which integrative processes are
determined, ensuring the unity and economy of all pedagogical processes.
Milena Kirnikolova's dissertation is of emphasized and indisputable relevance
due to the fact that it supports this trend, it has developed scientific ideas that
show the role of artistic and aesthetic activities for the integration of educational
content and pedagogical technology, introducing this educational content in the
pedagogical process. I will note that despite the significant number of studies,
we could not assume that the topic was studied in depth. One of the reasons is
the rapid development of information technology and the changes in childhood
related to this.

4. Conceptual bases of the dissertation research

Milena Kirnikolova methodologically correctly determined the structure of
her dissertation research, she also developed its logical sequence, allowing the
research to meet the set research tasks. She has adequately identified the focus of
the study that gives rise to the problem situation, therefore the purpose of the
study is realistic and timely. Based on the object of the research, Milena
Kirnikolova has formulated a complex hypothesis, revealed from three different
aspects. The main research method (pedagogical experiment) was used as a tool,
thanks to which the factual material of the research was collected. The
diagnostic methods were selected in view of the objectives and tasks of the
study and are consistent with the age anatomical, physiological and mental
characteristics of children. The criteria and indicators by which the artistic and
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aesthetic development of children is diagnosed are explained. Adequate
statistical methods were used.

5. Scientific and applied contributions

o The conducted research is entirely in the field of preschool
pedagogy and is partly influenced by the pedagogical technologies, having as
their focus the artistic and aesthetic types of children's activity.

o An attempt has been made to apply the integrative approach applied
methodologically; it has allowed to cover a wide perimeter of pedagogical
phenomena, which determine the artistic and aesthetic development of the child
from preschool age.

o The study is complex comparative, this is achieved through: a).
research of the condition of the object and resolving the contradictions caused
by it in other countries; b). an attempt was made to compare the software
systems of these countries. On this basis, new guidelines have been formed,
defining the research strategy of Milena Kirnikolova. I do not approve of the
inclusion of this comparative analysis, because it is not related to the focus of
the dissertation research - it is a clever move to avoid a serious and in-depth
theoretical analysis of research on children's artistic and aesthetic development
and ideas for integration in preschool pedagogy, as well as their relationship.
Unfortunately, here we are dealing with the replacement of the focus of
research.

o The contribution of the different types of arts for the artistic and
aesthetic development of the preschool children is determined and the specific
contribution of the synthetic types is analyzed. This analysis should also be
more closely linked to the main idea of the study and determine its development.

o The research presents a spectrum of different pedagogical and
technological methods and techniques for integrating the cognitive content on
the basis of the psychological and pedagogical concept for the artistic and
aesthetic development of children.

o It shows the functions of the activity approach as a determinant
factor of the artistic and aesthetic development in the conditions of integration of
the educational content in the kindergarten.

The content of the abstract corresponds to the content of the dissertation. It
1s structured according to all requirements. It includes an objective report on
scientific contributions.

Milena Kirnikolova has presented 3 publications, corresponding to the
topic and content of the dissertation. They were presented at various scientific
forums (1 - scientific-practical conference, 2 - scientific-practical forum; 1 -
participation in a round table conference).

I did not find any plagiarism in the dissertation, the abstract or in the
presented scientific publications, the scientific sources were cited correctly, the
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copyrights and the intellectual property rights were not violated. The documents
and materials submitted by Milena Kirnikolova meet all the requirements of the
legislation, especially the "Law on the Development of Academic Staff in the
Republic of Bulgaria", the Regulations for its implementation, as well as the
Regulations on the terms and conditions for obtaining scientific degrees and
occupying academic positions at Sofia University "St. Kliment Ohridski ™.

6. Remarks, recommendations, questions

In the theoretical part of the dissertation it was necessary to highlight and
make a psychological and pedagogical analysis of the artistic and aesthetic
development of children more vividly and in depth. On this basis, the role of the
integration of the educational content should be highlighted more precisely and
scientifically in depth, as well as the main provisions of the pedagogical
experiment should be determined with more arguments.

I recommend that Milena Kirnikolova adhere more strictly to the research
ideas, follow them in a disciplined manner and let them lead her without
deviations from the main idea of the research. In addition, I believe that while
she continues to work on the topic, it is necessary that she should pay more
attention to the connection of preschool pedagogy with developmental
psychology and other sciences (art history).

I want to ask Milena Kirnikolova the following questions:

o The artistic and aesthetic development takes place within the age
peculiarities of the children and cannot exceed them. In this sense, the beautiful
1s 1naccessible to them (it cannot be perceived and appreciated, much less
created, except in rare exceptions). Then why do we talk about artistic
development and why do we combine it with the aesthetic one?

o In the analysis of the focus of your research the question arises
about the genesis of your scientific idea for searching for the influence of the
integration of the educational content on the artistic and aesthetic development.
You have noted the merits of Dragan Tsankov and Nikola Zhivkov and you
have neglected the contribution of Bulgarian authors who have made significant
contributions after them. How was this issue resolved in Prof. Katsarov's courses
for children's teachers? How was it resolved in the American kindergarten under
the influence of the then modern ideas of Elizabeth Harrison? How did the idea
of children's artistic and aesthetic development develop after that? What are
your scientific adviser's ideas on this issue and what impact did they have on the
preparation of your dissertation?

o You have made an analysis of the integration of educational content
in the program systems for preschool education in kindergartens in the European
Union. I have already mentioned that this is a deviation from the basic idea of
your research, but I will ask my questions nonetheless. Why did you analyze the
software systems and did not analyze the concepts of the scientists from the
respective countries? Why did you analyze only the European Union and not
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Europe as a whole? The influence of the Russian scientific school (from the
period of the USSR) on the development of the Bulgarian ideas for artistic and
aesthetic development is enormous and it is still has its influence. The
integrative approach (through the arts and on the occasion of the artistic and
aesthetic development of children) in Bulgarian preschool pedagogy came from
Nina Vetlugina, from her idea of complex classes (now pedagogical situations)
in which an object is considered from the standpoint of different arts. This has
pushed the pedagogical practice and the Bulgarian scientific research in a certain
direction, and your research is a part and continuation of the research in this
direction. It is the next step - integrating the arts into the overall educational
process. We should add something important - Bulgarian research on the artistic
and aesthetic development of children also has a strong influence in the USSR.
An example in this respect is the dissertation research of Tsonka Sheitanova,
which was defended there, but the research was done here, based on the
Bulgarian decorative and applied arts. Currently, no Russian study of the
aesthetic development of preschool children neglects her contributions and
merits. Are you familiar with her study and what is your assessment of it?

o Are you familiar with the research (the doctoral dissertation for
DSc) of Petar Nikolov, which was published in 1985 in the form of a book and
was entitled "The integrated approach in the pedagogical process"? How does
your concept of integrativeness differ from his? Why did you refuse to use his
theory as a methodological basis for your research? This is the most established
and effective practice concept of integrativeness in Bulgarian pedagogy and
could significantly support your dissertation.

IN CONCLUSION, the content of the dissertation corresponds to all
regulations, it is prepared independently and responsibly, the scientific
contributions are available. Therefore, I allow myself to propose to the esteemed
scientific jury to award Milena Emilova Kirnikolova the educational and
scientific degree ''Doctor' in the field of higher education 1. Pedagogical
sciences, professional field 1.2 Pedagogy (Preschool pedagogy).
