Abstract: The book is based on a variety of personal testimonies and archival documents
collected by the author and Daniela Koleva during the field work for a project to reconstruct
the life of Alexander Tenev (1881-1950) — a wealthy farmer, land trader and shareholder of a
bank in the Novozagorsk region. The project is funded by Tenev's grandson — Alexander
Aleksandrov and carried out with the institutional support of the Institute for the Study of the
Recent Past. In terms of design and structure, however, the narrative presented in the book is
far from a classical research of individual families or family memory, as the accumulated
empirical material, supplemented at the final stage of the project with memoirs and kraeved
works and articles from the interwar periodicals, provides a much more nuanced perspective
on social and cultural life in the small village and the rural town in the 1920s and 1940s
Bulgaria, than on a specific family past. The project aims to go beyond the limitations of the
place of birth and the notion of a home, the succession of generations and the balance of life,
without losing sight of the real time and space in which Alexander Tenev and his family faced
decisive events and built important relationships — the region of Novozagorsk and the period

after the First World War. At the same time the project strays away from engaging in the



analysis of cultural phenomena and curious facts not belonging to Tenev’s environment and
way of life.

In general, the author's efforts are focused on the historical destiny of Alexander Tenev and
his loved ones, the meaning of their personal choices and achievements, thus making a
complex conceptual movement from the biographical to the cultural and social dimensions of
the family’s past, from the individual to the contextual and from the real to the symbolic
frameworks of the experience. In this way, the private biographical case of an ordinary
Bulgarian who got rich before September 9, 1944 becomes a specific center of meaning, from
which with the help of the methodological tools of microhistory and historical anthropology
the text reveals the "insidious" figures and processes of modernization, related to nation-
building or coping with the post-war crisis — from the (de)stabilization of farms and markets
after the First World War, through the intensive development of the village within the
municipality and under state control between the 20s and 40s years, to the secularization of
life, the disintegration of educational strategies and the "renewal" of traditional (religious)
morality and authority.

The conceptual fusion of all these plots is situated in the first chapter. Based on an original
anthropological diary of field research failures, it clarifies the main narrative strategy of the
book, which defends the heterogeneity of the mental maps, of the subjects and approaches
within the scientific text: the free transitions from the past to the present plan of certain events
and experiences; the alternation and intersection of scientific data and reflections with almost
literary reconstructions, deviations and fictional constructions; uses of various scientific and
artistic genres of storytelling.

The remaining six chapters thematically unfold the most important contexts of Alexander
Tenev's social and cultural experience. Thus, the second chapter focuses on economic
development on a national and regional scale, against the background of which local actors
treat the land as the most valuable resource and capital and planed / realized their family
investments. The third chapter offers a detailed commentary on an unpublished and unknown
local history work — by the parish priest of the village of Zagortsi (Tenev's native village),
Father Nikola, thus focusing on the dimensions of modernization in the local urban / rural
space — the (in) formalization of work in a small municipality, the water supply, the roads,
urban planning, public hygiene, etc. Chapters four and five show the complex dynamics and
dispositions in a religious-medical field marked by the strong presence of older women. They
problematize the gradual merging and duplication of traditional moral authorities with new

influential figures — the public priest, the occult clairvoyant and the moralist doctor, as well as



the displacement of old values by the "temptations of modern times" — urban entertainment,
fashion, hobbies and etc. Chapter Six "follows" the educational cycle, sentimental routes and
social realization of the second generation of Tenev’s family in the shadow of the war and the
light of science — from trying out various educational programs to running electricity in the
villages. Finally, Chapter Seven provides a non-standard chronology of events after 1944 and
traces the dramatic end of Alexander Tenev's (family well-being) and an era of
“modernization without noise.”

Being a kind of family chronicle of wealth and modernization, the book puts at the forefront
answers to the great historiographical questions about the lost or missed opportunities of
Bulgarian capitalism or about "growth" or "evolution" without development not only of the
economy but also of the Bulgarian society as a whole in the conditions of the sweeping crisis
after the wars. It leads in different directions and to different events and modalities of social
and cultural change, which require a rethinking of the available approaches and themes for

understanding and analyzing Bulgarian modernity.

Abstract: What kind of individual and social resources do we rely on when we take care of
children or adults with disabilities, parents with progressive dementia or terminal diseases?
What do experience when we are confronted with stigmatization and public images of
(ab)normality, when we feel lost in the stream of (un)official information pertaining to a
certain disease or when we are under financial pressure, while our professional trajectories
and life prospects step back? The team of the project named “Generational Patterns of Coping
with Life Crisis: Biographical, Social and Institutional discourses”, funded by the National
Scientific Fund attempts to answer all these questions. We are led by the conviction that the
reconstruction and analysis of the extraordinary and at the same time paradoxically mundane
efforts of people, who are caretakers, can contribute to the measurement of the level of social
justice and of the (non)effectiveness of social policies and help us assess the dynamics of
generational solidarity in Bulgaria. We put formal and informal care in the context of
biographical research and oral history, developed in collaboration with colleagues from the
UK - scientific consultants on the project. The articles on the issue provided by them
introduce, for the first time in the Bulgarian sociological context, key and innovative research
to increase self-esteem and quality of life of elderly people with serious health problems and

of their formal and informal carers.

Abstract: This issue is dedicated to the poetics of absence — the seminars, conferences,
schools and all of the forms of intellectual and friendly discourse from the period between
1980-1989, lost beneath the surface of contemporary Bulgarian humanities (and art).
Following their traces and imprints, it tries to bring back to life the forgotten group
solidarities and laboratories around separate theoretical traditions — the (inter)disciplinary
fields and their inherent resistance against the cultural and political world of socialism /
Bulgarian state socialism. The issue is based on an "archive" of interviews, general notes and
interpretations, exhibition photos and texts. First of all, these are interviews with important
participants in the seminars in and around the University in the aforementioned period (with
representatives of the exact sciences who went on their academic journey outside Sofia
University and outside Bulgaria; and dialogized with the “humanities"; with emigrants and
“hermits” who turned their backs on science and public life, and many others). Secondly,
these are women's voices, which often challenge the clear and consensual assessment of the
recent common past. Last but not least, the authors’ texts thematize the search for political

meaning in seminars before 1989, when an eruption of creativity pervaded at the expense of



political imagination and the pursuit of more freedom for critical dialogue — all of this is in

Abstract: The concept of the current issue of Sociological Problems finds its basis in the
thesis of Peter Burger and Thomas Lukman that religion in Europe has not lost its
significance, but in the course of modernity it has either adopted individualized, respectively
difficult socially "visible" forms, or has found fertile ground for re-mythologizing the world
in the face of fundamentalisms.

Abstract: For the first time in the history of the field of cultural studies, a collection of texts
by young researchers is published, whose interests come across as uniquely different in the
context of this already heterogeneous field of scientific inquiry. Hence the difficulties in
carrying out the endeavour’s original plan, especially in striking a balance between the desire
to maintain thematic unity and the desire to maximize the field of expression so as to obtain a
fuller representation of cultorological identity still experimenting with its foundations. The
extremely general title, “politics of representation”, can be read precisely as an easy solution
to the difficult task facing the compilers. Surely, certain shortcomings of the choice (along
with an exertion of some "violence upon the material") must be acknowledged — the high
frequency of the concept, its widespread use in theorizing media and visual arts, and last but
not least, the universalist claim hidden in it, behind the popular trio of cultural studies —
gender, nationalism, globalization. At the same time, however, the choice is not devoid of
conceptual prerequisites. In “The Social Construction of Reality”, a classic sociological book,
Burger and Lukman place an emphasis on the symbolic universe as a matrix of all the
meanings of reality. The world is created meaningfully in the space between individual
experience and established social order, by generating multiple levels of interpretations and
laying complex hierarchies and status quos. In this plan, the policies of representation can be

seen as an attempt to guide or master the process of production of individual meanings.



However, the latter is by no means limited to the realm of the spirit, but refers to how things

are presented — in their institutional and non-institutional, material and immaterial forms.

Abstract: Based on the issues of the journal Christiyanka (Christian Woman), an organ of the
Union of Orthodox Parish Confraternities in Bulgaria, the present chapter discusses the media
strategies of the clergy and laity for defining and defending the aspirations of the Bulgarian
Orthodox Church to intervene actively in the social sphere after World War 1.

Abstract: The proposed research starts from the premise that the individual experience and
meaning of dying is rooted in a complex, dynamic integrity of cultural practices, social

networks and (non)religious worldviews. It is based on a sample of 60 biographical interviews



of men and women (75 years and over) from UK, Bulgaria and Romania, related to transitions
across the life course, and sets to examine to what extent the religious reflection on the end of
life is affected by: 1) memory of the loss of significant others and images of physical decay;
2) family background, status attainment and social mobility; 3) commitment to the local
traditions and radical changes in the social and cultural context (the World War I, the rise and
the fall of communism in Eastern Europe). Fitting in the broad field of sociology of religion
and combining gerontological and oral history approaches, it introduces the concept of
personal ideology of death in order to question the ownership of the preparation for the crucial
event. The classical Marxist notion of false consciousness is used as an instrument to show
how the experience of bereavement confronts the religious prescriptions and social habits, and
vice versa, how cultural experiences and pursuits of socialization shape the individual
projections of end-of-life and after-life. In this regard three cases of identity crisis, caused by
a loss of significant other are discussed in order to illustrate the reformulation of both
existential meanings and changes in the social trajectory, triggered by the reflection on the

content of particular mourning ceremonies.

Abstract: The development of the idea of ‘sentimental education’ and the concept of ‘socialist
versatile personality’ in the end of the 1960s and in the beginning of the 1970s in Bulgaria
triggered a kind of expressivist turn in the local ideological discourse of mature socialism.
The latter was embodied in the vast institutional network of ‘the culture of consumption’ of
the citizenship — literary workshops and clubs associated with schools, youth and women’s
newspapers and magazines, fantasy-reading clubs, etc. Designed as a facade for the socialist
way of life under the control of party cultural managers, this network was uncontrollably
inhabited and used by individuals for self-discovery and projections of multiple desires and
feelings.

The proposed paper discusses at length the case of the female admirers of the young
Bulgarian Poet Kalin Yanakiev, who were part of the above-described network and who
experienced the expressivist turn in an unpredictable and original manner. I analyze 90 letters,
addressed to Kalyn Yanakiev, a promising author of the Rodna rech (Native Speech, a young
literary journal), written in 1973-74 by girls aged 16 to 18 from different Bulgarian towns and
villages. A series of letters is brought under special focus, where girls revealed their feelings
to Yanakiev, providing access to a complex intimate world, where interiorized versions of the
socialist moral and aesthetic virtues overlap with and merge into individual original

Abstract: The article follows the inter- and intragenerational dynamics of the (non)religious,
spiritual, scientific and fantastic images of the “world of the dead” across three generations of
Bulgarian people. These images frame their personal experience, address moral expectations
and construct post mortem identities. They are a kind of instrument for creation of
collective/collectivistic and individual utopias, where the discontinuity of the personal
existence is ,,tamed” and confronted. The main thesis, based on a sample of biographical
interviews and focus groups, is that elderly construct their notions of the end of the life path
under the sign of the family and local traditions or under powerful religious and secular
ideologies while the adults, socialized in the period after 1944 are mostly influenced by pre-
Christian or non-Christian worldviews. Lastly, contemporary young people adhere to eclectic,
cosmopolite and transhumanistic visions of the afterlife, rooted in the contemporary art and

fantasy genre.

Abstract: The paper primarily discusses how parents of children with disabilities remember
and interpret their encounter and life with disability in narratives and communities with
specific focus on expression evaluation and management of emotions. Based on 35
biographical interviews and 9 focus-groups (with informal and formal carers for people with
disabilities) it reveals a specific emotion work, which detects and contributes to overcoming
the barriers in the integration of existential and social experience, making possible both the
inscribing in and distancing from particular social situations and narrative contexts. Following
various intricate scenarios and plots of moments of sorrow and joy in the interviews, the
present text also shows how emotions link individual life projects and goals to certain cultural
traditions and legacies, to state and regional policies and social models of (care for) health and
well-being. The links themselves lay in the basis of original types of social relationships,

agencies and solidarities.

Abstract: Life crises (de)mobilize biographic, as well as social and cultural resources. They
can be a matter of social accomplishment (dismissal from work, retirement, dropping out of
university) or existential situations (illness, death, separation with a loved one). Respectively
the coping with life crises is a complex process, which presupposes (re)invention of certain
social and cultural patterns of the “effective”, “adequate” and “normal” reaction to the change
in the health, professional, social, etc. status.

What role does generation/belonging to a generation play in this process of (re)invention?

Which developments of the concept of generation in the field of history and sociology could



be working for the study of life crises? Which patterns of coping with life crises could be
considered as predetermined by the generation?

In attempt to answer these questions, the present paper provides a historical and analytical
perspective of “the problem of generations”, taking as a starting point the famous essay of
Karl Mannheim and referring to biographical interviews and focus-groups with carers for
disabled people. Three main “cuts” of the concept under review are widely discussed: the
generation and the life stages, the generation and the transmission of culture, the generation
and the social change. The latter are seen as productive paths to understanding/defining of
generation as an intersection of biosocial and historical time and respectively as an effective
tool for tracing not only the construction of social and cultural identities, but also their

transformations and discontinuities.

Abstract: The paper discusses the project of the “mature socialism” for sentimental education
and ideology of feelings. Following female fan letters, addressed to the young poet Kalin
Yanakiev, and various writings on love issues in the Bulgarian socialist press in 60s and 70s,
it puts under question the thesis for the behavioral revolution and personalization of the
private life in the Post-Stalin period. A special attention is paid to the expressivist meanings
of the concept of the “versatile and harmonious” socialist personality, popularized by a
multitude of sociological, social-psychological, pedagogical, literary-critical, journalistic, and
so on monographs and manuscripts. All of them opposed the development of socialist
personalities and emotionalities in creative collectives and art forms to the “capitalist mass
culture”, playing a preventive role against the proliferation of cultural tastes and the
emancipation of the consumption attitudes and practices from communist the state/party
control. Being in one or another way part of this development, the letters to Kalin Yanakiev
clearly demonstrate how the claim for internalization and (creative) exteriorization of the
reactualized versions of the ideological discourse of the state socialism did make possible

both original and conformist modes of subjectivization and socialization.

Abstract: The paper analyzes the discourse of the so-called ,,spiritual revival® in Bulgaria in
the interwar period, tracing back the history of various periodicals and organizations with
non-material and non-secular aims. The latter are compared and opposed on the base of
(non)belonging to the orthodox faith and the institutional basis of the Bulgarian Orthodox
Church and respectively are seen as two different responses to the increased search for moral
and existential alternatives. Thus the orthodox charity promoted by parish confraternities and
journals is presented as a platform for legitimizing the intervention of the Church in the social
sphere after WWI, while the varied and complex networks of Tolstoists, theosophers,
Dunovists, Masons among others, are discussed as blending the individual mystic
transformation with a return to the centuries-old folk traditions and to the practices of
Christian neo-gnostic sects such as Bogomilism. The paper, however, outlined the common
discursive environment of these two branches of the Bulgarian spiritual revival movement,
growing from the postwar anti-liberal attitudes and projecting the development and welfare of

Abstract: The paper is primary based on the analysis of biographical interviews and focus
groups with Bulgarian female parents of people with mental and physical disabilities. The
latter reveal a specific experience and narration of the marginalization and asocialization,
triggered by the everyday care for disabled children. The personality of the caring mother is
constructed and presented as “needless” and “useless appendages” to society and the family
and even to the child itself. On the one hand, the interviewees bear the stigma of their children
— like them, they are a “problem” and “burden” for their relatives and local communities, as
they have limited prospects for work, professional or any other realization. On the other hand,
their existential horizon (sense of living) is completely subordinated to extraordinary physical
and psychological challenges and demands. Most of them talk about their deep emotional and
bodily connection with the disabled person.

Detecting the main figures and metaphors of the narrative regime of the needless
personalities/identities, introduced by the interviewees, the paper explores various cultural
contexts and social mobilizations around the care for disabled people in Bulgaria. Topics such
as medical, political and cultural framing of disability as a burden and the subjective and

Abstract: Tracing the debates on the folk healers in the Bulgarian medical press, the article
explores the reorganization of the local healthcare market in the decades after the Russian-
Turkish war of 1877-1878 and the establishment of Bulgarian state with the Treaty of San-
Stefano (3 March 1878). The paper focuses on the complex discursive field — sanitary laws,
ethnographic works, journalistic programmes, out of which emerged the opposition between
the medical men’s project for new publicity of expert knowledge and the “ignorant grannies”
reality of ignorance, superstitions and resistant archetypes of health care. The analysis of the
physicians’ criticism of indigenous healing practices leads to the conclusion that the specific
institutional agenda of the newly created national state presupposes construction of unstable
professional identity by mixing occupational regulations with populist patterns and scientific

utopias for total demythologization of the pre-modern therapeutic conceptions.

Abstract: During the communist regime the Bulgarian government developed a consistent
policy of “integration” and assimilation towards the minority of Bulgarian Turks, which

culminated in the so called Revival Process (in the sense of revival of Bulgarian origin). The



latter started with renaming of Turks with Slavonic names (1984-1985) and finished with
expulsion to the “homeland” Turkey (1989). What were the main reasons of the Bulgarian
Turks to return home and how to understand those who settled in Turkey? To what extent the
memory of exile justified the collective and individual projections of the worthy and
prosperous life of the minority in local and global context? How did the remembrance of the
“expulsion” turned into a kind of membership in open, democratic and cosmopolitan society?

In search for the answer of these questions and discussing 20 in-depth biographical interviews
with Bulgarian Turks, who returned to Bulgaria after the “big excursion” at the end of the 80s
and the beginning of the 90s, the present paper examines the specific dynamics of
remembering of the leaving and going “back home”, which transforms the negative
experience of exile into a kind of promise for the survival and advancement of the minority in
the modern global world. Last but not least the paper focuses on the networks, created by the
Bulgarian Turks, which exchange memories and cultural models of (re)integration in “host”
or “alien” society. Sharing stories about the traumatic past and the prosperous present of the
migrant, the interviewees projected themselves as members of a big and cohesive

transnational family thus reconfirming the split, but original identity of the minority.

Abstract: Much of the recent research attempts to promote and define the notion of
transcultural memory tend to focus on ‘the forms of remembering across nations and cultures’
and on the ‘negotiation of colonialism, decolonization, migration, cultural globalization and
cosmopolitanism in literature and other media’. Taking these attempts as a point of departure,
this article aims at discussing the narrative biographical interview as an instrument for
exploring the complex dynamics and dis(utopian) content of memory on the move, which
remains without publicity or representation in art and the media. The claims for ‘history from
below’ and for ‘getting into the actor’s world’, emblematic for oral history and biographical
studies, are applied to migrants’ biographical narratives to show how the ‘traumatic disruption
of life’s continuities’ triggers reflection and social criticism from below on the collectively
sanctioned modes of remembering of different cultures/cultural pasts.

Abstract: How do we face death and make sense of it? What are the points of reference for
this encounter and for reflection in the framework of individual worldviews and collective
practices of mourning and respect for the dead? What we can certainly answer prima vista is
that in a daily sense the pain and horror of losing loved ones or the impending end of one's
life (in case of a serious illness, etc.) is considered extremely personal. It’s an intimate and
generally difficult experience to share, while the care for the dignified sending off of the dead
is unquestionably a shared experience, making entire communities and groups visible in the
ritual public space of the funeral or in the practice of recounting the time that has passed since
the sad event. This ambivalent socialization of the dying and the dead and their loved ones
finds special expression in the representations of life-after-death.

The latter can refer to the spatio-temporal dimensions of a post-human state of existence —
(non)religious notions of hell, heaven, nothingness, the circle of rebirths, etc. But at the same
time it may refer to the presence of the post-human in the reality of the living — from the
expectation of one's own burial and the memory one has to leave behind in society to the
depiction of dead bodies as "encounters" with spirits and the "fear of worms." In both cases,
however, we have an identity within the boundaries of common sense, which equally retains
the idea of "traces" of personality, what remains of man after death (memories) and the idea
of fate and destiny, a specific form of existence that awaits man after death (spirits or worms).
And when I say on the border of common sense I mean not so much traumatic or mystical
experiences, but the mixing of different temporalities and the production of biographies and
images, the validity of which is agreed upon between different life positions, social groups
and cultural traditions and whose contents respectively vary according to the degrees of
proximity to the deceased and / or in relation to the temporal proximity of the event of death -
the simplest example is how the deceased is spoken of by family members and colleagues, by
healthy people or the terminally ill. It is this mixing and production that I will try to register
and comment on in this presentation based on 60 biographical interviews with respondents
over the age of 75 from Bulgaria, Romania and the United Kingdom, conducted within the

project "Marking transitions and constructions of meaning in the life cycle: Religious and

Abstract: 1s it possible to think about fan communities in the field of poetry in the context of a
totalitarian society? How did the Socialist worldview as a system of cultural tastes and values,
“filter” the image of young literary stars and their adoring audiences? Where did the
discourses of the love letters to the Beatles and “the letters to an unknown Soviet comrade”
intersect and diverge? In searching the answers to these questions, the article analyzes 90
letters addressed to Kalin Yanakiev, a young poet and contributor to Rodna Rech (a youth

literary journal), written in 1973-1974 by girls aged 16 to 18, from different Bulgarian towns



and villages. According to a number of studies on youth in the countries of Soviet Blocq a
“behavioural revolution” of young people could be observed during the period of the late
Socialism. In testing the concept of “behavioural revolution”, the paper comes to the
conclusion that, in the case of Bulgaria, the Communist party/state had the monopoly on the
pluralization and democratization of (sub)cultural identities and styles of consumption which
turned the fan communities into a “window display” of the propaganda massages of the

Abstract: The present paper reconstructs the public image of the Bulgarian clerk from the end
of the XIX and the beginning of the XX century when the foundations of the Bulgarian
administrative system were laid and when the specifics of the profession were presented
trough complex oppositions such as prestigious occupation vs. a profession without authority,
an agent of the system vs. a freak of the system, the evil in the institutions vs. the victim of the
institutional practice, an instrument of authority vs. a creature of authority.

The traditional sociological notion of the role combines the presumption of rationality with
the metaphor of theatrical performance. On the one hand, the role notion presupposes

typization and instrumentality, or setting up and upholding certain normative prescriptions.



On the other hand, it refers to a situation of communication and representation—assessment
and orientation of your own acts in accordance with the “presence” of the others’ roles—that
comes to the fore. As two ultimate explications of these two characteristics we can treat the
ideal model of Webber of bureaucracy and the interactive symbolism of Erving Goffman; and

as an attempt to bridge them together we can view the definition of Berger and Luckmann.

Abstract: The present text is an attempt to capture certain attitudes and ideas, concerning the
religious charity in Bulgaria from the late 20s and the early 30s. The analysis bases on the
contents of the magazine Xristianka (organ of the Union of the Orthodox Confraternities in
Bulgaria) during it first nine years. Various translations and projects of the social care are
fixed where the figures of the near, the needy, the suffering showing the hesitation between
the conditions of today and the loyalty to the ecclesiastical tradition, between the public
fashion and the ethically reflected engagement of the church in the social sphere. The
magazine is seen not only as one of the significant documents for the development of the
Bulgarian social assistance, but also as a space of intersection of various debating and
interpretative fields, presenting the main platforms of different circles of the ecclesiastics, of
the theologians, of the laity, etc. Hence, it is taken as a starting point for a review of the
religious press from the 30s to trace the background of the widespread notion of the charity as
a naturally inherent field in the church. The problem of the rivalry between the church and the
state is outlined. Two main protective discursive techniques are distinguished the appeal for
collaboration with the state and the Bulgarianizing of the German diaconia (central for the
ideology of practical Christianity). The conclusion is that the social role of the church is
subordinated only to the acts of mercy, expected from the society and answering the needs of

time.

Abstract: The article traces back the reception of the psychopathology in Bulgaria at the end
of the 19™ and the beginning of 20™ century that enfolds on two levels. The first one is related
to the development of psychiatry as a practical science and the other one — to the presentation
of psychiatry as a fashionable jargon and boulevard narrative for chasing the disease in hidden
places of desire. The proposed analysis leads to the conclusion that the psychopathology
turned to pathology as a universal principle of the human existence. The latter was projected
on every manifestation of personal, social and cultural life and appeared to be a kind of
omnivorous discourse that replaced the exactness of the science with semi-erudite formula

and revelations.

Abstract: The current text considers the dichotomy reason/disease to be basic for the
nineteenth-century thinking. For a starting point we choose a speculative, forcefully setting
the context of the (neo) Enlightenment, reading of two cultural situations, which represent this
dichotomy: the exhibitions of automata at the beginning of the century and the hypnotic
séances at the end of the century. Through these situations we pinpoint the “substitution” and
positioning of the “unsound mind” as a non-exemplary and deconstructed body, existing only
because of the publicity and the enlightening common sense. We fix and prove this
“substitution” through a parallel presentation of two different scientific strategies, dealing
with reason and disease: positivism and psychopathology, as well as the corresponding with
them utopian socialism and eugenics. For this purpose we analyse separate epistemological
and explanatory models as rubrics of the Enlightenment: “the exact science”, “the statistics of
symptoms”, “the system of sciences”, “united psychosis”, “evolution-degeneration”, “the
harmonic societies”, “the segregation of the socially-harmful”. As a result of these we can
distinguish the “common topoi” of the two discourses — the ideas about the scientific
character and unity of knowledge, as well as about the genesis and gracious organization of
the human/natural world. Finally, we close the circle of reflections upon the chosen
problematic with the question about the “embodiment” of reason by the Enlightenment and
about the etymology of the “sound mind” with its two important moments: the shared
property of formal rationality — “the clear and distinct ideas” — and the community of
everyday rationality — the social exchange of interests and needs. From here we can specify
the inner logic of the Enlightenment projects — from reason as a body or “health” and reason

as a norm, making probable and conceivable the “common topoi” of positivism and

psychopathology.
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
