Relevance of the topic and overview of the dissertation paper

The topic of choice is highly relevant. It correlates with the needs of
specialists and society at large for more in-depth understanding of the issues
related to early intervention and inclusive education in children with difficulties
in functional communication and adaptive skills, as well as with the current
educational policies espoused by state and non-governmental organizations in
Bulgaria and abroad. In the Introduction itself, N. F. Yoncheva successfully

argues for the relevance and topicality of her doctoral dissertation.

The dissertation paper is comprised of 173 pages of main text. The

scientific segment amounts to 151 pages. There are also 20 graphs and 10 tables.

In structural terms, the candidate’s work stands out with its logical
composition and organization. The structure can be characterized as belonging

to the classic type — it contains an Introduction, three chapters (Theoretical



Overview, Design of the Study, Results of the Study), Findings, Applicability of

the Results of the Study, Conclusion, References and Appendices.

Understanding of the problem and evaluation of the content of the

dissertation paper

The author, under the masterful guidance of her doctoral advisor Prof.
D.Sc. Ts. Tsenova, focuses her attention on an important problem and
investigates it using methods and approaches corresponding to the nature of
scientific research. The list of references contains 140 titles in Cyrillic and Latin
scripts, incl. Internet sources. In my view, the doctoral candidate is familiar with
the main and most significant scientific publications on the problem she is

exploring, incl. the contemporary ones.

Her excellent understanding of the problem is largely due to the following
factors: the good selection of published sources (the majority of them dating
from the last 3 decades), their number, topicality and relevance to the topic, and
above all, the successfully performed and well-demonstrated in-depth scientific
analysis. As a result of this, significant points are derived that play a crucial role
in the study. The following issues are explored thoroughly and in-depth:
communication, defining the term functional communication “without resorting
to general and typical definitions”, communication and adaptation disorders,
intervention in these disorders, the role of family and upbringing, the family-
oriented approach and in particular - the nature of family-mediated intervention,
the specifics for different groups of children with disabilities, the impact of
emotions, the conditions in which the children are raised, the manner of learning,
the interaction between adults and children, the latter’s stimulation, the

therapeutic approaches and methods applied (ABA, PECS and others), etc.

Design of the study



[ positively evaluate the clarification and formulation of all components of

the conceptual framework of the study.

The object (the skills of the parents in supporting their children who fall in
this category) and the subject (the effect of family-mediated early intervention
(FMEI) in comparison with individual-based therapeutic approaches

characteristic of other types of therapy) are clearly delineated.

I consider the main goal of the dissertation as significant — proving the
“effectiveness of family-mediated intervention, in which the specialized training
of the family plays a leading role, by exploring the development of functional
communication and adaptive skills in the child-parent interaction for children
who have undergone family-mediated early intervention (experimental group —
EG) and children who have not undergone such intervention (control group —
CG). The six objectives posed by the PhD student for the main goal’s attainment

are carefully selected and logically arranged.

The three hypotheses posed by the doctoral candidate are formulated
competently on the basis of specific research theses and are connected with the

goals and the expected outcomes of applying FMEI.

A set of carefully selected methods is used for the purposes of carrying
out the dissertation study and processing the data. Those of particular
importance are the following: observation—video recording, questionnaire,
qualitative interview with 6 main questions, a number of descriptive methods

and content analysis.

The study was conducted with the participation of two target groups —
experimental and control group (the children in the latter group are undergoing
other types of therapy), with the former group being subjected to the
experimental training under review. The children are all under the age of 4. All

participants were selected on a strictly voluntary basis. It is commendable that



an ascertaining, a formative and a control stage experiment have been performed
with the appropriate instruments selected for each of them. This contributes to

the integrity and completeness of the dissertation study.
Analysis of the results

The dissertation study is scientifically sound and masterfully carried out.
The results are presented in a systematic and detailed fashion. Their
interpretation is based on competent use of the chosen analysis methods. The
results of the ascertaining, formative and control stage experiments are analyzed.
The parents in the experimental groups undergo 11-module training (divided by
topics) and are provided with the opportunity to apply their newly acquired
skills twice a week in a specially organized environment. All results obtained in
the study categorically point toward improvement in the level and quality of
communication in the experimental group, which practically accomplishes the
goal posed by the researcher. Conversely, no significant changes are observed in
the interaction between parents and children in the control group. These parents

rely primarily on the therapists and their personal role is lower in significance.

The findings formulated by the doctoral candidate are significant and
based on a plethora of evidence. They are mostly expressed in the following:
higher frequency of interactions between parents and children involved in FMEL,
more frequently initiated communication, attainment of communication skills
development higher than those typical of their age group in comparison with the
children attending other forms of therapy, development of their adaptive skills.

The hypotheses are thoroughly tested.

The plethora of evidence collected in this study conclusively
demonstrates the exceedingly important role of early support and early
intervention. I also highly commend the refocusing of the therapeutic attention —

from the child towards the family. This is a substantiated attempt at determining



the new role of the specialist — not that of an expert, but of a consultant, which
can also be performed by specialists in early childhood development and speech

and language therapists.

These views held by the doctoral student Nikoleta Filipova Yoncheva and
expressed in the dissertation paper, prepared under the supervision of her
doctoral advisor — the renowned Bulgarian scholar Prof. D.Sc. Ts. Tsenova, are

in line with the innovative ideas of our time.

Contributions

I acknowledge the theoretical and practical contributions claimed by
the doctoral candidate Nikoleta Filipova Yoncheva as directly derived from the

dissertation study, and as irrefutable and valuable.

[ firmly believe that these contributions will have a positive impact on the

theory, practice and further scientific research in the field of special education.
Evaluation of the author’s summary and publications

The author’s summary consist of 53 pages. It is competently written. It
includes an abridged summary of the content of the dissertation paper. It reflects
all important points and highlights of the dissertation, as well as the

contributions.

There are 5 published articles in total. Three of them are scientific in
nature. Two of the three were published in Bulgarian and one - in English. All
three appeared in appropriate scientific publications. The other two articles were

written for parents and a broader audience of readers.
Critical remarks and recommendations

I have no significant critical remarks to make. There are occasional errors in the

spelling of cited authors’ names. For example, on page 18 in the dissertation



paper, the name of the author P. K. Kuhl is also spelt as Kohl. There are also
references to authors where the year of publication of the specific work in
questions is not provided in the text (for example, Beker and Sovak work, on

page 13 and other similar instances).
[ recommend that the author submit her work for publication.

CONCLUSION

Based on the overall well-planned, well-structured, well-conducted and
well-described dissertation study, which fully meets all existing requirements,
the accomplished and well-substantiated theoretical, methodological and
scientific applied results, the scientific contributions made, the quality of the
author’s summary and publications, I give my vote with full confidence in favor
of granting Nikoleta Filipova Yoncheva the educational and scientific degree
“Doctor” in Area of Higher Education 1. Pedagogical Sciences, Professional
