1. MONOGRAPH. Efrem Efremov. Legal aspects of journalistic
editing. - Veliko Tarnovo: Faber, 2019. ISBN 978-619-00-1007-4

Summary:

The monograph explores the relationship between journalistic editing and some
of the basic principles, enshrined in the Constitution of the Republic of Bulgaria,
separate texts of the Criminal Code and the (Bulgarian) Obligations and Contracts
Act, as well as the correlation with the European human rights jurisprudence,
related to freedom of speech and its limitations. The emphasis is placed on the
legal aspects of journalistic editing, justified by the need to build and maintain
media reputation - a significant concept in journalism. Through analysis of some
key judgements of the European Court of Human Rights, the monograph outlines
the limits, beyond which some media or specific reporters and editors might have
issues with the justice. In order to avoid such adverse consequences, the
monograph also refers to the regulations of criminal law for "insult/offensive™ and
"defamation/defamatory” under the Bulgarian criminal law. An attempt has been
made at correlating the legal norms of "offensive" and "defamatory" in the
Bulgarian Criminal Code and the respective texts for such offences in other EU
countries. That correlation was a prerequisite for the conclusions drawn in the
monograph about the severity of the two offences in the criminal policy of the
respective states. By analysing other legal means of effectively sanctioning the
offenders of the boundaries of freedom of speech, this paper upholds the need for
full decriminalization of the offences of "insult" and "defamation”. In this respect,
the paper reviews and analyses several cases in the Republic of Bulgaria, which
are symbolic for the role of justice in the violation of honour and dignity of

individual persons by the media.

The monograph also examines the relationship of the rules of journalistic
editing with the codes of ethics, effective in Bulgaria. The ethical media codes of
several EU countries were also analysed and compared to the Bulgarian ethical
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media codes. On the basis of above research, the monograph outlines the
similarities and differences between them and the place of Bulgarian ethical codes
in the system of ethical codes of Europe. The typical violations of the two ethical
codes by the Bulgarian print media were traced back and a mechanism for dealing

with them was outlined.

The monograph frames the complex tasks facing media editors who are
responsible for the publication of texts, photos, videos, by highlighting the task of
verifying the compliance of the text with the ethical norms and, above all,

inspecting the text content for offensive ratings and defamatory expressions.

The monograph provides valuable theoretical and practical guidance to
editors and journalists in the preparation of media content and its compliance with
the requirements of Bulgarian and international law in the context of (human)
rights under Article 10 and Article 8 of the ECHR, the competition between these

two rights and possible ways to overcome such competition.

The following presents the monograph’s main contributions: The
completion of its own comparative analysis between the texts of the major
international instruments, regulating the right to freedom of expression - Article
10 of the Convention for the Protection of Human Rights, Article 19 of the UN
International Covenant on Civil and Political Rights, Article 19 of the Universal
Declaration of Human Rights and Article 19 of the Universal Declaration of
Human Rights and Art. 11 of the EU Charter of Fundamental Rights, confirming
the conclusion that only the justification of another, higher interest could
condition any restrictions on the exercise of the right to freedom of speech; the
comparative analysis between the legal regulation of “insult and defamation” in
Bulgaria and in some Western European countries, in the context of the debate on
the appropriate legal means of prosecuting these two criminal acts (insult and
defamation); the identification of the main issues in the legal regulation of
"offensive” and "defamatory" under the Criminal Code of the Republic of
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Bulgaria and their impact on the writing of media content; the presentation of
detailed legal and journalistic arguments and recommendations with respect to the
need of decriminalizing insult and defamation; making of comparative analysis
between the Bulgarian norms, governing ethical standards and the effective norms
in other European countries, and on that grounds a conclusion on the degree of
compliance between the effective ethical standards in press journalism in Bulgaria
and in other countries. Another contribution of this monograph presents its
practical orientation - a valuable guide to editors and journalists on how to cover
media content in a way that does not lead to unlawful exercise of freedom of
speech with the resulting negative consequences. Precisely the monograph's
practical orientation is a presumption to each presented thesis to be argued in
detail and supported by numerous examples from Bulgarian and European case

law.

3. Efrem Efremov, To decriminalise 'offensive”™ and 'defamatory' in
media content. — In: “Media and public communications®, Publishing House

Summary:

The study "Towards the decriminalisation of 'insult' and ‘defamation’ in
media content™ examines the importance of the debate on the appropriate legal

means to prosecute insult and defamation. It analyses a number of international
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documents relevant to this debate - whether civil or criminal prosecution should
be used against defamatory or offensive media content. In the context of the
debate, the study examines the 2004 "Declaration on Freedom of Political Debate
in the Media" and Recommendation No. R (97) 20 on the "hate speech", adopted
on 30 October 1997, by the Committee of Ministers of the Council of Europe;
Resolution No0.1003 (1993) on the ethics of journalism, Recommendations
N0.1506 (2001), No.1589 (2003) and N0.1814 (2007) and Resolutions No. 1577
(2007) entitled "Towards the decriminalization of defamation”, N0.1636 (2008),
No. 1897 (2010), No. 1897 (2010) and No.22/ January 2013, all of the
Parliamentary Assembly of the Council of Europe (PACE), the Annual Reports
of the Commissioner for Human Rights of the Council of Europe, Reports of the
Special Rapporteur on the promotion and protection of the right to freedom of
opinion and expression of the UN Commission on Human Rights, Concluding
Observations of the Human Rights Committee, the Warsaw Declaration, 1997,
the Bucharest Declaration, 2000, the Paris Declaration, 2001, the Declaration of
25 March 2010, presented to the UN Human Rights Council, entitled "Ten key
challenges to freedom of expression in the next decade". Based on the analysis of
these international instruments, the study concludes that a consensus is in place
among the various specialized bodies of international organizations, not only with
regard to the imposition of criminal sanctions, but also to the very fact that such
sanctions may be imposed, have significant undesirable impacts on the freedom
of expression, and also that in democratic countries defamation is no longer a
matter of criminal law, but of civil provisions devoid of a criminal dimension. The
study also points out the changes made in the Bulgarian legislation and in
particular in the Criminal Code in response to the requirements of international
institutions and to the practice of ECHR for liberalization of the criminal law
regulation for insult and defamation and abolition of imprisonment as a possible

sanction.
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The main achievement of this study are the detailed considerations in nine
points on the need for decriminalization of insult and defamation, the main ones
related to: the qualification of defamation as criminal offence is contrary to
freedom of speech, which is a guarantee for the development of democratic
societies; the public relations that are guaranteed and protected by these offences
may also be protected under civil law, which is also a procedural means of
protecting citizens' rights; the consequences of convicting a person (in this case a
journalist/editor) criminally are serious and have a lasting negative effect on his
or her status; holding journalists, who exercise their right to freedom of expression
criminally liable for insult and defamation allows their treating as criminals,
which is at the very least socially unacceptable; notwithstanding the fact that the
journalist may ultimately be acquitted, his professional and personal reputation
damaged during the pendency of the criminal proceedings and its subsequent
restoration shall be of doubtful success. The benefits of eventual decriminalisation
have also been pointed out - the elimination of self-censorship and securing the
role of the press as a "public watchdog", insofar as self-censorship in any case

hinders public discussion on issues of importance for the whole society.

Summary:

The study develops and enriches the elaborations made in the monograph
"Legal Aspects of Journalistic Editing”. The study identifies and analyses
judgements of Bulgarian courts in two directions - decisions in criminal cases for
insult and defamation under Article 146, Article 147 and Article 148 of the
Criminal Code, in which the defendants are Bulgarian journalists, and decisions
in civil cases for tort under Article 45 and Article 49 of the (Bulgarian)
Obligations and Contracts Act (OCA), in which the defendants were media and/or
specific journalists. On the basis of the judgements, the proposition of the
European Court of Human Rights was developed in practical terms, stating that
in order to achieve a balance between the right to freedom of expression, the
public interest and the need to respect the right of honour, dignity and reputation
of citizens, the journalist's good faith is of paramount importance, which shall be
expressed in the detailed verification and confirmation of the factual allegations
and compliance with the ethical rules governing journalistic activity. The aim of
this study is to familiarize journalists/editors with the practice of Bulgarian courts
in similar cases in order to avoid such negative developments in their work. On
the basis of Bulgarian jurisprudence, which incorporates the ECHR case law out
of necessity, criteria for journalistic good faith have been developed and ways to
refrain from producing offensive and defamatory media content. The practical
orientation of this study presents one of its main contributions since the cited case
law, on one hand, limits the boundaries of freedom of speech and, on the other
hand, points out to journalists/editors the main mistakes that lead to criminal or
civil liability of affected persons.

The author in this article attempts to analyse the basic principles and beginnings
of Freemasonry and answer why this movement has attracted and continues to
attract the brightest names of its time. It’s a long list of Freemasons who have left
a lasting mark on world history, philosophy, science, music, etc.. | would be happy
with people such as Voltaire, Immanuel Kant, Johann Wolfgang von Goethe, Al.
Pushkin, Oscar Wilde, Lev Tolstoy, R. Kipling, W. A. Mozart, F. Liszt, Napoleon,
M. Kutuzov, Giuseppe Garibaldi, George Washington, B. Franklin, W. Churchill,
Frangois Mitterrand, I. Rabin and many others. All of them were established
Freemasons and their contribution to the world's social and cultural life was
outstanding.

If you look at the history of this movement in Bulgaria, you will see that many
important names have worn the "mason’s apron™: Zahari Stoyanov, Dr. Konstantin
Stoilov, Andrey Lyapchev, Kimon Georgiev, Gen. Protogerov, Gen. Pancho
Zlatev, Prof. Bogdan Filov, Prof. Assen Zlatarov, Academic Alexander
Theodorov-Balan, Academic Michail Arnaudov, Simeon Radev, Yordan Badev,
Danail Krapchev, Academic Stefan Mladenov, etc.

As you can see - these are people of different political views, of different
professions and interests, yet Freemasonry managed to unite them. It is hard to
imagine Bulgarian reality without these names.

The study attempts to explain this phenomenon. First of all - Freemasonry is not
just a set of ideas, but an inner philosophical attitude, a moral code, a generating

motive, a style of behaviour. Its ideas are binding on the members of the lodge,
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not in the form of rules or by-laws, but as a conscious necessity, as a moral
Imperative on their activities. There is no dogmatics in Freemasonry, no "holy
book" and no scriptures. All you know is Andersen's "Constitution™ of 1732, yet
it is rather practical and recommendatory.

There are hundreds of definitions of Freemasonry, but the author would suggest
the following: Freemasonry is an elitist social movement, subject to established
human virtues, directing its efforts to the moral development of its members, and
thus of the whole society.

The main ideas of Freemasonry have attracted their ages’ bright minds to it.

- A prerequisite for every Mason is to be a believer in some higher power
standing beyond and above him. Faith is the first postulate of Freemasonry.

- Tolerance is the second main idea. It is the reason the "free masons" do not
accurately define "God.” According to them, no one is able to give an exact name
to the perfect. Every man has in his mind an imperfect projection of the perfect.
This idea allows people of different religions to belong to one lodge without
hurting their religious feelings.

- For Freemasons, God is a creator, not a judge. The judge may only be his
or her own conscience. This is how they raise the idea of the free spirit of the free
man. Freemasonry sees its development along the path of cultivation. The
criterion for this cultivation is practical activity for the sake of the common
welfare.

- Centuries of persecution of Freemasons have formed two more basic ideas,
that of secrecy and that of brotherhood. Over time, the secrecy of the Master
Builders grew into a vow of secrecy about everything that was said in the lodge.
According to a number of researchers, it was this principle of ""secrecy" that saved
the Free Masons from their worst enemies. The similarity in the anti-Masonic
rhetoric of Communist, National-Socialist and Fascist theorists is striking.
Nowadays - lodges are closed, but not secret organizations. They prefer collective

publicity. Upon hundreds of buildings and hospitals around the world one can see
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a sign that says "This was built by Freemasons", yet it is impossible to see the
sign: "Free Mason Dale Carnegie built this museum.”

- Freemasonry recognizes some elite, but not elitism. Prospective members
are invited on the basis of their moral qualities, but not their position in society.
The lodge does not talk about politics, religion or deals.

- Based on the view that they had people among them with marked spiritual
disposition, Freemasons advanced the idea of brotherhood and mutual aid. In
general - the people of the lodge would help any of their brothers who are in
trouble.

- Last but not least, it should be pointed out that Freemasonry is deeply
patriotic in nature. The ideas are universal, yet the lodge is national. Just as no one
in the lodge has the right to impose his will, no national lodge can dominate
another lodge. Indicative of the spirit of Freemasonry, in 1917 the Grand Lodge
of Bulgaria received recognition from the Grand Lodge of France at a time when
the two countries were officially at war.

- In conclusion, the positive aspects of Freemasonry should not be
absolutized, nor should their practical implementation be considered perfect. Yet
the fact that this movement attracts the minds and hearts of thousands of worthy

people around the world shows there is a point to its existence.

6. Efrem Efremov. Law and Journalistic Editing — In: the Annual of the St.

Summary:

Freedom of expression is a principle that is enshrined in various founding
documents such as the European Convention on Human Rights and Fundamental
Freedoms (Article 10), the Universal Declaration of Human Rights (Article 19),
the Charter of Fundamental Rights of the European Union (Article 11). It is
argued that the right to "freedom of speech” is a fundamental human right, yet it
IS not absolute. Its exercise entails a number of relationships and responsibilities
set out in the documents themselves.

The Bulgarian constitution also proclaims "freedom of speech” as a fundamental
human right (Article 39(1)), but clearly states the limitations: "This right shall not
be used to prejudice the rights and reputation of another or to call for a violent
alteration of the constitutionally established order, for the commission of

offences, for the incitement of enmity or for violence against the person” (Article
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39(2)). In Article 32(1), the Constitution also provides that: "The privacy of
citizens is inviolable. Everyone has the right to protection against unlawful
interference with his or her private or family life and against the violation of his
honour, dignity and reputation®.

Bulgarian criminal law has criminalized such misconduct and made it an offence.
Editors must balance media content between the two principles. On one hand -
the right of the public to be informed, on the other - restraint against attacks on
the honour, dignity and reputation of the citizen. For this reason - every editor
needs to be familiar with the "offensive” and "defamatory" crimes under the
Bulgarian Criminal Code.

The article discusses cases that qualify as "defamation” and others that qualify as
"Insult," as well as their relationship to media publications. Examples are also
given from European legal practice and several landmark judgements of the
European Court of Human Rights are analysed. For example - the case "Lingens
v. Austria”, in which the court held that the limitations of permissible criticism
against politicians were much wider than for private individuals. In that case, the
court reiterated the rule that a careful distinction must be drawn between facts and
evaluative judgement/propositions. The presence of facts could be established,
while the truth of the allegations does not lend itself to proof. For this reason -
asking the journalist to prove the truth of his statements constitutes in itself a
violation of freedom of speech.

In conclusion - if editors use only verified and reliable sources of information, if
they do not seek self-sensationalism, if they follow good journalistic practices,

there should be no legal implications on what is published in their media.

The text argues that the main issue is the transformation and roles of
communication design in the online environment, tracing the tasks of effective
communication design, focusing on simplicity and reduction in contemporary
design of online media and news sites, and highlighting content strategy as a

leading trend in editorial practices.

The reviewer points out that a major strength of the monograph is the
analyses on adaptive models of online media in their multi-platform presentation,
where not only responsive, but also fixed, fluid and adaptive presentation

approaches are explored for different dimensions and displays.

The author's inclusion of Gestalt psychology in the study and typology of
navigational systems helps to understand the overall study of the expressive
means of the online medium without hindrance: images, typography, colour,
which is useful both for advancing science and enhancing specific learning. This

is the author’s indisputable contribution.

The deep knowledge of the matter and the latest trends, the rich scientific
apparatus in four languages, the depth of the analyses would have made the author
of the monograph one of the most cited researchers in the field if he had not
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written in Bulgarian. To their credit, there are still scholars in our country who
prefer to write their books in their native language and impart knowledge to their
Bulgarian students instead of accumulating indexes and impact factors in various

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Summary:

The study examines the theoretical and practical issues of editorial work in
the conditions of media convergence. Here, it is essential to create ready-made
editorial algorithms to operate under continuous information flow, running out of
time, in a highly competitive environment. These algorithms are mostly
concerned with source verification, trust and the use of social networks. They
highlight the new functions and responsibilities of the editor, working in new,
specific conditions.

The different aspects of editorial work in online media are discussed:
teamwork, data journalism, emphasis on visualization.

The text highlights the main risks of online editing: to sacrifice credibility
and fact-checking in the name of promptness. In general - the basic proofreading,
writing and editing techniques are the same as for print media, except that
deadlines for online publications are shortened as much as possible.

This would require a very good editorial selection of people of profound
general knowledge, expert knowledge of the field in which they are specialists
and unquestionable technical skills. As well as a journalistic flair to be able to
navigate the large flow of information and offer it to their specific audience of
interest. The study examines the relationship between professional and civil
journalism and the place of editors within.

It is standard for the new functions and duties of online editors to come to
the fore. Knowledge of the interface of your site, maintaining the headings and
sub-headings in the designated fields, putting the labels (tags, keywords) because
of the search engines, adding a box of facts, the so-called "background", adding
links to the text, finding illustrations of free rights, sizing the text and attaching
the illustrations, selecting information depending on the target group,

demonstrating a quick response, posting links for the text in social networks
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according to their requirements. Sports journalism is one of the fastest growing
trend; events occur at a championship pace, while editors have to keep up.

In the fastest medium (the internet) the path of news is the longest. A strong
time pressure, a killer competition. Good editors should be able to handle every
stage of the process, from selecting the information and the topic, to editing the
text. Teamwork is a must, no one can handle all the tasks and technology
requirements alone. Therefore - the training of students in journalism should meet
the new conditions - with excellent facilities, lecturers with knowledge that can
directly help students develop the necessary qualities, as well as guide them to the

true values of real journalism.
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
