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Il. Data on the PhD student

Assistant professor Nikolai Sharankov holds a Master’s degree in Classical Philology
at Sofia University ‘Kliment Ohridski’, and a Master’s degree in Antiquity and Middle
Ages at the Department of History of Sofia University ‘Kliment Ohridski’. During the
2002-2005 period he was a part-time assistant professor in Old Greek and Ancient
Epigraphy, and as of 2006, a full-time assistant professor with the Department of
Classical Philology of History and Historical Grammar of the Classical languages at the
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Nikolai Sharankov’s dissertation on Dionysopolis Ancient Inscriptions comprises
Contents, Introduction, Three Parts, Bibliography and Indexes, totalling 349 pages.

The Introduction lays out the aim, the tasks stemming out of it, as well as the methods
used and the chronological scope of research (4™ century BC — 4" century AD). The author’s
aim to prepare a corpus of Old Greek and Latin inscriptions has been enunciated, and the
three main aspects of the research have been defined:

e Inscription publication;

e Research of inscription language;

e Research of proper names.

N. Sharankov stresses the fact that he has analysed mainly unpublished inscriptions, but
revision done mainly via autopsy of already published Old Greek and Latin inscriptions
which account for one-third of the total number, are just as important. The inscriptions have
been studied personally, except for five, for which photographs have been used, and the six
inscriptions discovered on the territory of Dionysopolis have been based on previous
publications.

An expert historiographical survey has been conducted of archaeological studies and
publications with inscriptions from Dionysopolis, as well as inscriptions from other
territories, associated with the city and its residents. The history of research of the language
of epigraphic artefacts has been traced in detail.

Part One of the Dissertation features the object of research — a corpus of 74 Old Greek
and 6 Latin inscriptions, classified according to their content in the following groups:
decrees, donations, honorary inscriptions from the Roman period, ephebean lists, lists of
priests and guilds, dedicational inscriptions and tombstone inscriptions. The sequence in the
individual series is chronological and complies with the persons mentioned in the text. N.
Sharankov uses the Leyden system of characters with an explanation of incomplete
coincidence with some of them, applied in previous corpora. The inscriptions published meet
modern requirements with material and bibliographical lemma, a readout text, and a
translation in Bulgarian, dating, a critical apparatus and commentary, the inscriptions not
published so far are signified with an asterisk. Each group is introduced with a brief
overview, featuring information about the traditional structure and content, established in
epigraphy, and its specific manifestation in the inscriptions of the studied territory.

The critical apparatus with the already published inscriptions traces the different
interpretation of forms, and the problems of reading, often caused by the fragmented
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have been clarified.N Sharankov carefully approaches the, so far, unpublished inscriptions,
particularly those which are not entirely preserved. With the latter, although, for some,
restoration is impossible, it is logical to make assumptions regarding forms and text content.

The author makes an accurate commentary of the texts which encompasses linguistic and
historical notes, cross-references and comparisons when explaining names of magistrates,
military and ordinary persons, when transcribing Latin names and Thracian glosses with
names in inscriptions from other cities of Pontus when specifying toponyms. Parallels
between Dionysopolisinscriptions and inscriptions from nearby and remote cities and
territories, and literary texts and inscriptions on coins, place the research into the optimal
context for correct reading of the inscriptions and their dating. Dating complies with
palaeography, formulas used, font, prosopography and historical events.

Valuable information about the public structure, local magistrates, city name, types of
privileges and honours awarded by Dionysopolis to contributing foreign residents, strategists,
polises, officials and emperors has been derived.Regarding cults, organisation of religious
societies, a useful analysis has been suggested concerning lists of priests and guilds and
dedicational inscriptions. Deities epithets have been commented on on a geographical and
historical plane, which makes it possible to explain the functional aspect in the cult’s
manifestation and to express an opinion on its genesis.

Part Two ofthe dissertationis dedicated to the inscriptions’ language, studied in a
diachronic plan. The commentaries made in Part One delve deeper and trace phonetic,
grammatical and lexical features of epigraphic texts, based on scientifically proven
comparative analysis. The view that the forms of lonic and Doric dialects result from the
various Greek ethnic communities that make up the population ofDionysopolisis convincing.
Along with regular changes in a chronological plan, anomalies and mistakes have also been
presented. N. Sharankov emphasizes lexical features studied in an etymological, word-
formation-semantic and social aspect. Apart from lexemes, the detailed overview also
includes expressions with a familiar meaning and those registered only in the Dionysopolis
inscriptions whose semantics have been derived contextually. The precise analysis of the
specific lexical unitsarma&eipnuévais particularly valuable for lexicographical publications, as
well as for the history of administrative and religious life in Dionysopolis.

Regarding the insignificant number of inscriptions in Latin, N. Sharankov believes that
Roman presence and influence was not strong, an argument he supports by the model of
Greek naming, applied to them. He is categorical that during the Hellenistic period the
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Roman presence along the Western Pontus does not change this tradition. Even the
inscription on the postament for an Emperor’s statue in the camp of the First Italic Legion in
Novae is in Greek, as well as the altar of Jupiter Dolichenus dedicated by a beneficiary. The
second part of the dissertation is also a contribution to the historical grammar of Old Greek
with its wealth of dialects.

Part Three is anthroponymic and is accompanied by charts that visualise the
predominantly lower percentage of residents of Dionysopolis during the Hellenistic period
versus the ones registered during the Roman period and the ratio between the individual
ethnic communities. The detailed presentation of the Greek and Latin onomastic model
allows to set off naming changes during the two periods and their features compared with the
persons’ social status.The Roman model has been appropriately illustrated by a chart as a
result of its more complex and variable structure. The Greek names have been accurately
explained according to their origin and word-formation components, with a translation in
Bulgarian of the names with clear semantics. N. Sharankov presents a precise classification
of theophoric proper names, names of heroes, historical personalities, geographical, ethnic,
anthropological concepts, with names of animals, plants, social activities, professions and
human virtues. The meaning of the used lexical means has been revealed, some of which are
seen only in Dionysopolis. Important comparisons and cross-references to inscriptions from
nearby and remote regions regarding the ethnicity and origin of its residents have been made.
The author points out hesitations regarding rendition of Latin proper names in Greek, given
the phonetic norms and differences of the two languages, explains their morphological
adaptation and emphasises rare or unknown names. The small number of Thracian
anthroponyms, the lack of sufficient epigraphic materials in the Thracian language, the
differences in literature sources associated with the ethnicity of the local population
determine the social-chronological aspect of their presentation and the absence of
etymologisation. The two Asian Minor names are presented in their various forms in the
nominative and genitive case, and an assumption of the potential local origin of some of them
has been made. In terms of proper names of unclear origin, questionable because of different
scholarly opinions, N. Sharankov proposes reasonable hypotheses about possible Greek
origin, based on the structural and semantic analysis, their geographical distribution, and the
principle of exclusion.

The city names have been presented in a comparative aspect, based on epigraphical,
numismatic and literary evidence, and the predominant use in the inscriptions of the ethnicon
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from the Emperor’s period. The correct form of the toponym Rhocolein Pliny the Elder and
Stephanus of Byzantium based on an inscription from Dionysopolis has been restored. A
correction that N. Sharankov has suggested in his previous publications but not covered in
recent critical publications.

» publication of all inscriptions from Dionysopolis according to modern scientific

requirements, with an exhaustive critical apparatus with a revision and restoration of the

published Greek and Latin inscriptions, translation of inscriptions and literature sources,

an in-depth commentary on each inscription to clarify the new information and the issues

of reading; completely accurate dating;

» a detailed analysis of the phonetic, morphological and lexical features of the Greek

language in the inscriptions in diachrony; an accurate explanation of the semantics of the

new lexemes; reconstruction of the administrative model, social strata, religious guilds

and practices;

» a differentiated study and tracing of the trends in the Greek and Latin manner of

naming; a precise classification of Greek proper names; reconstruction of the correct form

in ancient authors’ texts;
The author’s summary of the dissertation presents an exhaustive synthesis of the problems
studied and meets formal requirements.

IV. Publications and Participation in Scholarly Forums

Assistant professor N. Sharankov participates in national and international scholarly
forums with reports, edits scholarly collections, monographs, and participates in
archaeological excavations. His interests are in the field of ancient epigraphy, the cultural
history in our lands during antiquity, the prosopography of the Roman Provinces of Thrace
and Moesia Inferior and the history of the classical languages; his numerous publications
attest to this (77) in Bulgarian and foreign magazines and collections.

V. Conclusion
Assistant professor N. Sharankov’ s dissertation is perfect in terms of structure, style, theoretical
accounts, analysis of epigraphic material and its presentation. The research is ethical and well-
grounded not only in stating and disputing an opinion in the commentaries but also in expressing
doubts about ambiguity in interpreting forms in a linguistic and social context. N. Sharankov’s in-
depth culture allows him to cite, analyse and interpret authoritative Bulgarian and foreign
publications included in the detailed bibliography. The author’s profound knowledge in the field of

classical languages, ancient history, and in particular, history of the territory studied, enables him



to present highly informative research — a multiaspect picture of public and private life in
Dionysopolis during the Hellenistic and Roman periods, and to derive accurate and valuable
conclusions about epigraphy, history, linguistics, onomastics, prosopography and
lexicography. The significant contributions of the dissertation far exceed the requirements for
the format for this academic degree.

The dissertation’s advantages and the publications associated with this subject give me a
reason to recommend to the members of the highly esteemed jury to award the educational

and scientific degree of ‘Doctor’ to assistant professor Nikolai Sharankov.
