Philology, PhD Program Classical languages (Classical
languages and epigraphy), offered for the acquisition of the educational and
scholarly degree “Doctor “

I will allow myself to start this opinion in an unusual way, which seems
acceptable because of the non-standard situation in which this procedure takes
place. There can be no doubt that the present procedure is a non-standard one,
since it is for awarding the educational and scientific degree "Doctor" to a
colleague who 22 years ago already has a scientific publication in the then most
authoritative Bulgarian specialized journal — “Archaeology” (NAIM - BAS),
and exactly 20 years ago his research was published in the Zeitschrift fiir
Papyrologie und Epigraphik — one of the leading journals world-wide in the field
of epigraphy. At present, our colleague Nicolay Sharankov is already part of
the elite of world epigraphy, whom a number of leading scholars of the
international scholarly community in this research field contact for opinion and
advice. I am able to claim this, because more than once — by coincidence and by
the will of Fate — I have witnessed such situations and, I admit, the respect
shown to his expertise has always been impressive, especially when it comes
from representatives of established schools with centuries long traditions.

I know Nicolay Sharankov’s study on the ancient inscriptions of
Dionysopolis in a much shorter version (February 2020), when the emphasis
was on the catalog processing (reading, translation and commentary) of the
epigraphic monuments. The text submitted for defense in the present
procedure for conferment of the educational and scholarly degree "Doctor" is

further developed and significantly enriched (sic) not only in this first part, but



also with two completely new and also contributing parts, analyzing the
linguistic and onomastic data of the inscriptions in question. These two parts
("Language of the inscriptions from Dionysopolis”", pp. 174-231; "Personal
names in inscriptions from Dionysopolis ", pp. 232-295) are also of extremely
high scholarly value from the point of view of ancient history not only of
ancient Thrace, but also of the whole Aegean region, and even of the
Mediterranean. Therefore, here I will repeat what I said during the internal
review of the dissertation of our colleague Nicolay Sharankov "The Ancient
Inscriptions of Dionysopolis. Edition of the Texts with Commentary and Analysis of
Linguistic and Onomastic data”: the text should be published without delay both
in Bulgarian and in English.

The entire multifaceted research activity of Assistant Professor Sharankov
during the last more than two decades, his overall exceptional contribution to
the development of the Bulgarian epigraphy during this period and to the
reconstruction of the ancient (and not only ancient!) history of the lands of
ancient Thrace, as well as his impressive scholarly success within the PhD
thesis presented now for defense, gives me firm ground to convincingly and
without any doubts propose to the scientific jury to confer on Nicolay Stefanov
Sharankov the educational and scholarly degree "Doctor". There is no doubt
that the requirements for this degree were met by our colleague Sharankov a
long time ago, and such a decision will only officially institutionalize this fact.
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
