OPINION

by Assoc. Prof. Dr. Lyudmil VVagalinski (NAIM-BAS) for the dissertation
“THE ANTIQUE INSCRIPTIONS OF DIONYSOPOLIS. Edition of the

texts with comment and analysis of the language and onomastic data” of



NICOLAY STEFANOV SHARANKOV (Department of Classical Philology
at Sofia University “St. Kliment Ohridski’) to award the educational and
scientific degree "doctor"

Choosing the subject is justified. It introduces a scientific discourse
including twice as many inscriptions as those known thus far from the city and
its territory (80 vs. 37), which is in itself a strong prerequisite for a scholar
contribution.

The detailed, logically arranged content without repetitions is impressive.
Such content cannot be obtained without complete immersion in and
assimilation of the subject.

The PhD student aims to “prepare a study that meets the contemporary
scientific criteria”, whose inscriptions are to "present with the necessary
comment as well as an analysis of the language and onomastic data contained
therein” (p. 1). Behind this modest formulation lies the stone history of
Dionysopolis for about 700 years.

In "History of studies™ (point 0.2, pp. 7-17) the author does not just retell
but also analyzes critical research related to the topic. He makes both
summarizes and exhaustively tells, in a fascinating way, how scientific
knowledge has developed in the subject of his dissertation.

Corpus of Dionysopolis inscriptions (First part, pp. 19-173) is the basis
of the study. It is structured appropriately and a guideline "Note on the edition"
facilitates its perception. The most important feature of the inscriptions — their
dating — is an emphasis of the Corpus. For this purpose, N. Sharankov has
overcome the usual reference to paleographic features, prosopography and
onomastics, developing chronology of the fonts, the material of the inscriptions
and the stoneware style. The translation in Bulgarian made by N. Sharankov for
each inscription in his corpus is very useful. The comment on most inscriptions

is a scientific publication in itself. I will mention just two of the author’s



numerous contributions: the generally accepted opinion that Dionysopolis is a
Milesian colony is not founded (pp. 26-27); the city did not change its name at
the end of the 4™ century BC (p. 26).

Seventy-four of 80 Dionysopolis inscriptions are written in the ancient
Greek language. The author studies it in the second part of the dissertation. It
becomes clear that the available data do not allow to establish whose colony is
Dionysopolis — lonian or Dorian. According to the language and the structure of
the city, its inhabitants had strictly adhered to the then Greek culture. These
conclusions of N. Sharankov are well-grounded.

The names in Dionysopolis inscriptions are analyzed in a separate, third
part of the dissertation. Data on the successful integration of Thracians into
Dionysopolis appears after ca. AD 100 (p. 270). The name of the city is studied
comprehensively in all the possible historical sources — epigraphic, numismatic
and literary. The author corrects critical editions of Pliny the Elder and Stephen
of Byzantium (the last have been published in 2017 and 2014 respectively) in
which Rhocolae toponym is written wrongly — a mistake that misleads many
scientists to bring out its etymology from three different languages: Thracian,
Scythian or Greek. The miss Thracian glossa Dasa polis is identified as Dakibiza
— a city in Bithynia (now the city of Gebze in Turkey).

The Conclusion (pp. 296-299) highlights the main deductions of the
dissertation. Antique Dionysopolis adhered conservatively to the Greek cultural
tradition for 700 years following its excellence. Ten unknown lexemes,
recognized in the corpus, enrich the knowledge of the development of the Greek
language as a whole. Data retrieved from 550 personal names show that the
phrase "mixed Hellenes" in Pseudo-Scymnus should be interpreted more as
heterogeneous Hellenes than a Greco-barbarian mixed population. Dionysopolis
had not changed its name from the first half of the 4" century BC until the
middle of the 6" century AD.



The author's aspiration to maximum completeness is combined with the
prudence of a mature scientist — see, for example, pp. 57, 182-183 and 269.

H. Sharankov’s utterance is tight and, at the same time, has a rich
vocabulary. It is read easily and the lack of any grammatical mistakes is
remarkable even for a classical philologist.

The author’s report on the PhD thesis’ contributions is true (p. 300).

The bibliography is reduced to the titles needed for the theme, and all
are quoted in the text.

Comprehensive indexes reinforce the impression of scientific research
that is ready to publish.

One hundred and fifty-seven quality images collected in a separate
application illustrate and support the author’s analysis and conclusions.

The reviewed dissertation is completely independent and contributory
scientific research. Hopefully, it will be published soon because it presents
modern Bulgarian humanities in excellent light.

I propose to the scientific jury to award Nicolay Stefanov Sharankov the

educational and scientific degree “doctor”.
