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The PhD thesis text consists of a total of 176 pages, including: Contents, Introduction, three
chapters, Conclusion, four appendices and References.

The chosen topic and the significance of the research question posed by the author are
crucial for the evaluation of the dissertation. In my opinion, the economics of public
participation from the point of view of the fate of investment proposals for the extraction
of gold ore in three of the small Bulgarian municipalities in the early 21st century are an
interesting, important and meaningful object of study. Topics on the national importance of
gold mining, the role of foreign investors, their attraction or repulsion, the ways and means
by which the dilemma of socio-economic development and/or ecological balance and
sustainability can be successfully resolved are among those often exploited in the public
sphere and in political life. Speculation with them has the potential to attract the attention
of the general public, to increase the electoral support of certain political parties and specific
politicians, to create a mood in favor or against the tendencies towards positive economic
development. For these reasons, the scientific analysis of specific investment intentions,
the attitude of local communities to them, the role of local and central government can be
assessed as a completely positive endeavor, and the chosen topic as meaningful from a
theoretical and practical point of view, relevant to the institutional structure of the country
and completely dissertable.



The research question to which the author seeks the answer is also important, from a
theoretical and practical point of view. It is as follows: Why, given the existing investment
proposals for the extraction of minerals in the municipalities of Breznik, Krumovgrad and
Trun, a local referendum and withdrawal of the investor is reached only in the municipality
of Trun? An adequate chronological scope was also chosen to test the three hypotheses to
which the adequate answers were reduced. The author takes on the most difficult task in
the social sciences, namely to establish an indisputable causal relationship, based on
available empirical material. Here | want to clarify that the topic, the research question and
the three hypotheses that will be tested are completely sufficient as a motivation for the
research. Fixing a subject, goals, tasks, etc. | find unnecessary and aggravating attributes
that do nothing to contribute to the scientific value of the dissertation.

The first chapter outlines the theoretical basis within which the three pre-set hypotheses
will be tested. The overall assessment of the theoretical concepts is entirely positive. An
appropriate theoretical model is chosen for each of the hypotheses, which is considered in
depth. Its main achievements are presented, as well as criticisms of the conclusions imposed
by the models. The fundamental contributions of the best economists of the last at least 7-
8 decades - Julian Simon, Kenneth Arrow, Paul Samuelson, J. Buchanan, Elinor and
Vincent Ostrom, Oscar Morgenstern, Amartya Sen and others - have been critically
exposed. The second paragraph of Chapter One, for example, presents concepts on the
highly politicized issue of human influence, or more specifically the impact of economic
progress on the environment. In order to test the hypotheses, the views of Ronald Coase,
the Kuznets curve in terms of costs and attention to natural problems are presented. The
choice is appropriate because the Coase / Kuznets approach offers a valuable and non-
politicized approach to environmental issues. The latter, in turn, are directly related to
Hypothesis 2 in response to the research question. In the spirit of the author's
recommendation for such future research, I think the idea of the so-called Baptists and
Bootleggers (Kahn, Alfred E. (1988). The economics of regulation: principles and
institutions. Cambridge, Massachusetts: MIT Press. ISBN 9780262610520 .) could provide
an interesting perspective on the public response, acceptance or rejection of certain
investment intentions in small communities.

In Chapter two a convincing conclusion is reached, based on an analysis of the empirical
data, that the performed cluster analysis does not present such a picture and for this reason
Hypothesis 1 cannot be defended. (p. 81); with regard to Hypothesis 2 - the results of the
study do not give results in favor of the statement that the special development of events in
Trun is caused by the greater activity of the local population and their ability to intervene
in government. (page 100). Not so convincing, but still well-grounded is the conclusion that
Hypothesis 3 (The set rules (institutional framework) may be the reason for civil
intervention in the implementation of investment proposals for the extraction of gold ore)
is the least controversial answer to the research question .



My constructive criticism, is focused on several principled critical remarks the presented
PhD thesis:

terminological ambiguities and errors, for example: The idea of considering the
socio-economic processes from the point of view of the individual can be related to
the Renaissance - p. 16, The Renaissance as a term in Bulgarian has a completely
different meaning from the term Renaissance, which probably refers to the author;
Krumovgrad municipality - with an area of 843 319 sq. km. (p. 53); the titles of
paragraphs and sub-paragraphs do not correspond to their content, for example, on
page 63 the sub-paragraph is entitled Financial assets Krumovgrad, and there is such
a text: Of the 263 active companies for 2003, 90% are registered as sole traders and
36% of the active companies have less than 10 employees. In terms of the type of
economic activity, 45% of legal entities are registered as commercial companies,
followed by transport companies, which form 22%. - the quotation is clearly not
directly related to the financial assets; incorrect equating of financial capital and
salaries — see page 72; 2011 is not a period - page 72 etc.

the text bears signs of incompleteness, it is not carefully edited linguistically and
scientifically, in some places there is no correct attitude to cited sources, some
sentences are incomplete, etc. After paragraph 1.1 in Chapter One follows paragraph
1.3 (p. 16), on the title page of the main text is marked Abstract; there is talk of the
population in the cities (plural) of the municipality of Trun, and in this municipality
there is only one city (p. 60); "This puts Krumovgrad among the richest countries in
the country™ quote from page 63; Although these are the only times the investment
proposal is - page 125, etc. Cited in the Introduction Robbins, 2007 - missing in the
literature; Misses 1949 is missing - | guess this is Human Action, Mises 1947 - it is
not clear exactly what is meant (p. 16), other citations in the text are also not clear
exactly where they are from, the quote from Bernoulli on p. 10. The citation of
Schumpeter 1909, which is quoted in a book published by Rutledge in 1989 and
whose editor is cited as Schumpeter's co-author, also is careless attitude to the cited
literature. Some facts are not clear where they come from, for example: by 2004,
only 19% of agricultural land was private. - on page 63 for Krumovgrad, but where
the fact is from is not specified, etc.

These shortcomings are important, but do not justify a supercritical attitude to the
dissertation submitted for review. Its contributions are significantly higher and of
greater value than its weaknesses. As an additional argument in favor of a positive
opinion of the dissertation, and in view of the increased public sensitivity to the problem,
it is important to say that the presented text was checked with specialized software
(PlagScan) to establish similarity with other texts in digital space. The established
percentage of similarity is quite low, which confirms the authenticity of the attached
Declaration of Originality.



This gives me a reason to vote positively for the award of Lyubomira Stoilova Dimitrova
to the educational and scientific degree "Doctor™ in the scientific specialty 3.3 Political
Science (Public Administration)
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
