OPPORTUNITIES FOR BUILDING ECOLOGICAL URBANISM THROUGH SOCIO-
ECONOMIC COHESION, DEVELOPMENT OF MOBILITY AND IMPROVEMENT OF
INFRASTRUCTURE IN THE BORDER MUNICIPALITIES BETWEEN THE REPUBLIC
OF BULGARIA AND THE REPUBLIC OF SERBIA: CHIMERA OR REALITY

The presentation of the possibilities for the construction of ecological urbanism in the border
regions of the Republic of Serbia and the Republic of Bulgaria is directly dependent on the
degree of socio-economic cohesion between the administrative-territorial units separated in
these territories. The construction of ecological urbanism is becoming an increasingly important
issue given the ongoing climate change. On the other hand, ecological urbanism is associated
with the possibilities for planning and building sustainable architecture and the use of green
technologies in caring for the sustainability of the city. The need for an ecological approach as
ameans of rehabilitating the modern city is essential in organizational terms for the construction
of the new cities of the future. The development of the concept of smart cities presupposes the
connection of ecology with urban development, as well as with the multilayered, diverse and
nuanced understanding of ecological urbanism and the aesthetics of the urban environment.
Definitely in the future development of cities investments will be concentrated in the places
that are managed smart, with the help of modern information and communication technologies.

Urban development will be important for improving the quality of life in the coming years, as



more and more attention will be paid to the sustainable development of cities, which must be
the result of the use of artificial intelligence in combining smart governance with new
technologies. On the other hand, with the improvement of business conditions, the improvement
of the existing and the construction of new green infrastructure will become a prerequisite both
for retaining the populations of the people living in these cities and for their stimulating
development and their transformation into green's sustainable smart cities of the future. In this
process, the role of the civil sector as a catalyst in the development and use of green
technologies in the field of urban planning and development must not be forgotten. In addition,
the fact that border towns are not large implies the rapid and flexible implementation of new
solutions in the construction of ecological urbanism in these areas. The purpose of this report
is to present the possibilities for building ecological urbanism based on the analysis of the socio-
economic development of separate territories and at the same time to indicate the main
directions in which all subject in public sector will have to work to achieve sustainable balanced
regional development the territory of the border municipalities in the two neighboring countries
the Republic of Bulgaria and the Republic of Serbia. The set goal presupposes the retrospective
and comparative analysis of the development of the respective cities and municipalities by
considering the urban ecology of urbanization from the point of view of the given of the
settlement, the settlement structure, the strategic spatial planning over the years and the impact
of this interaction on nature and man and the processes observed in recent years showing the

emerging trend of increasing urbanization on the one hand and desertification on the other.

PROBLEMS IN THE FORMATION OF POLICIES FOR SUSTAINABLE DEVELOPMENT
AND THE USE OF PUBLIC-PRIVATE PARTNERSHIPS IN THE BORDER
MUNICIPALITIES BETWEEN THE REPUBLIC OF BULGARIA AND THE REPUBLIC
OF SERBIA

In the present article, based on the analysis and identification of the problems related to the
socio-economic development of the border municipalities between the Republic of Bulgaria
and the Republic of Serbia, an attempt is made to identify the main problems in forming policies
to improve cross-border cooperation and achieving a balanced socio-economic development
that will slow down the rate of population decline in the municipalities in question. The role of
the local self-government bodies and the opportunities they have for the absorption of funds
under the operational programs in the border municipalities for the Republic of Bulgaria and
the pre-accession funds and programs for the Republic of Serbia will be presented. The
continuing trend of population decline in the border areas of Bulgaria leads to a tendency to
increase the ratio between the size of municipal administrations and the number of the
population served by them. The picture is quite different in the small municipalities, as the
difference in this indicator is especially clear in the border municipalities between the Republic
of Bulgaria and the Republic of Serbia. As of 13 border municipalities on the part of the
Republic of Bulgaria, the municipality of Kyustendil, there are 382 employees per one
employee of the municipal administration, and in the smallest municipality there are 26
employees per employee. While on average for the Bulgarian border municipalities with the
Republic of Serbia the ratio per employee is 110 people. These disparities in the municipalities
in question signal to us a number of difficulties and problems that are present at the local level.
As one of the significant difficulties regarding the development of the border Bulgarian
municipalities is related to the lack of sufficient administrative capacity for the preparation,
management and implementation of projects financed under the operational programs of the
European Union, as well as regarding the implementation of public-private partnerships and
about achieving sustainable socio-economic development. But on the other hand, it should not
be forgotten that despite the fact that the territorial-administrative reform is not on the agenda
at the moment, it cannot be avoided in the near future, especially if the trends in the development
of the municipalities continue. Municipalities in border areas will need to pay more attention to
the opportunities for public-private partnerships in order to attract more investment on their



territory. On the other hand, the border municipalities on the territory of the two countries can
cooperate in terms of creating opportunities and prerequisites for attracting strategic investors.
An important place in terms of socio-economic development of these territories is the
development of national sectoral policies and programs, as well as interstate relations and
conditions for development that are created in these areas. Significant efforts should definitely
be made to secure national and European funding in lagging regions in order to enable
stimulating socio-economic development and retention of economically active people in these
territories, as there are serious trends towards their depopulation and respectively falling into a

situation requiring their deletion as administrative-territorial units.

PROBLEMS FACING LOCAL SELF-GOVERNMENT IN THE USE OF ECONOMIC

The article will attempt to highlight the contemporary problems faced by local self-government
in the conduct of environmental policy in the administrative-territorial units. The role of the
administrative and territorial units in the organization, management and control of the
implementation of the environmental policy in the municipality will be presented in accordance
with the areas of competence and the possessions. We will also try to outline the distribution of
the responsibilities of the local authorities and the central executive in conducting the
environmental policy in the administrative-territorial units. In this way, we will look for
opportunities to increase the effectiveness of local policy and evaluate the effectiveness of the
measures implemented at national and local level. Attention will also be paid to the challenges
of local economic development planning, as it is essential for building, improving and
rehabilitating both the social and economic capacity of the region and the implementation of an
effective environmental policy geared to improving the quality of life in the administrative-
territorial unit. An important place in the planning and implementation of environmental policy
at regional level should be linked to an assessment of the role of the public, private and non-
governmental sectors that should be collectively engaged as their joint efforts will create better
conditions for balanced regional economic growth, through which to implement the policies
and measures for environmental protection in the region and in the country as a whole. In
determining the effectiveness of the environmental policy carried out, the capacity of local
communities to improve the quality of life in the region they inhabit and to create new social
and economic opportunities in concentrating common environmental efforts at both regional

and local level, as well as on the national territory.

EDITORIAL: THE NEW VISION TOWARDS SMART GEOGRAPHY IN SOUTH-
EASTERN EUROPE

Global change comprises a variety of transformations in climate, ecosystems, natural resources
and human society which have started in 20th century and continue with increasing intensity at
present days. This led to significant planetary constraints regarding resources, climate and
ecological resilience which are the main challenges the human society is currently facing and
must deal with. The geography of the 21st century can offer evidence-based and place specific
solutions to address such challenges. It offers an interdisciplinary base which can be used to
address the integrated issues of our community (Coutsopoulos, 2011) thus to cope with the
complex challenges of the global changes by providing “smart” spatial solutions. This special
issue of European Journal of Geography is an outcome of the conference “Smart Geography”
dedicated to the 100th anniversary of the Bulgarian Geographical Society (BGS) that was held
in November 2018 in Sofia, Bulgaria. The Bulgarian Geographical Society is established at 9th
November 1918 and its history is traced by periods of growth and stagnation, ups and downs.
The first period (until 1945) is the time of foundation and consolidation of the society under the
leadership of two remarkable persons, prof. Anastas Ishirkov and prof. Ivan Batakliev. The
society issued the first Bulgarian geographical journal (in 1933) which published papers in



various geographical fields by Bulgarian and foreign researchers. Among the famous authors
of the journal during this time are Albrecht Penck, Albrecht Burkard, Herbert Louis and Arthur
Gavatsi. The start of the next period (1945-1989) is marked by the political changes in the
country which led to significant changes also in the scientific community and the activity of the
BGS declines. The government support during the 1960s and 1970s enables to restore and
extend the membership, publication and organization activities. The Society became popular
especially for the secondary school teachers and reached more than 1300 members in mid-
1980s. The next period (after 1989) is marked by the transition in the country to democracy and
marked economy which led to withdraw of the state form many activities including the support
of the organizations such as BGS. This caused significant decline in its activities and formal
closure of the society. The contemporary stage begins in 2014 with re-establishment of its legal
status. During this period most of its former activities such as organization of regular events
(conferences, seminars, and workshops), publication of the Journal of BGS, support of student
through various initiatives (grants, motilities etc.) have been restores. In 2018 the Society
celebrated its 100th anniversary and the 150th anniversary of its founder Anastas Ishirkov by
series of events in several places of the country such as seminars, exhibitions, issue of jubilee
postage stamp, campaign in Wikipedia etc. The most important event was the international
conference “Smart Geography” which took part in Sofia University in November with more

than 150 participants all over the world (Nedkov et al. 2019).

IMPACT OF DEMOGRAPHIC PROCESSES ON REGIONAL ECONOMIC
DEVELOPMENT

With this report will attempt to present the impact of demographic processes on socio-economic
development in the regions. Given that globalization processes cover, besides the economy and
almost all major spheres of public activity, such as politics, ideology, culture, way of life, and
the conditions for the existence of mankind. A basic prerequisite for the development of the
processes of globalization is the information revolution, which simultaneously creates and
provides the technical basis for the development of global information networks, the
internationalization of capital, as well as enhancing the competitive struggle on the world
markets. At the heart of the demographic behavior of humans as well as of all living beings is
the general biological law of the struggle for survival and continuation of the genus, which also
determines the major trends in the world. This fact determines the migration of labor resources
at the international level as wages in developed countries exceeds what workers receive with
the same qualifications in less developed countries. In the age of globalization, migration policy
is increasingly spontaneous and increasingly systematic and diversified. We must not overlook
the fact that migration affects national employment, the quality of human capital, labor
productivity, income levels, and even the state of interethnic relations. And in this line of
thought, the current modern migration policy should include not only the direct regulation of

IMPACT OF SOCIO-ECONOMIC DISPARITIES ON REGIONAL PLANNING AS A
RESULT OF THE COVID-19 PANDEMIC

The purpose of this report is to identify the deepening socio-economic disparities resulting from
the COVID-19 pandemic. Based on an analysis of the existing problems in the demographic
and socio-economic development of the municipalities in the Republic of Bulgaria, the



emphasis is on opportunities to stimulate the regions and their gradual economic and social
recovery to pre-pandemic levels. Attention will also be paid to the strategic planning for the
reconstruction of the regions and the projected development for reducing the inequalities of the
territorial-administrative units in the country in the medium and long term. In the decade to
2030 on the agenda in Bulgaria will be the need for territorial and administrative reform in line
with the demographic and socio-economic situation of the country. In addition, the next
programming period 2021- 2027. Efforts will be focused entirely on stimulating recovery
opportunities from the COVID-19 pandemic and the expected financial and economic crisis.
Conducting any study to identify the problems arising from the COVID-19 pandemic in the
field of regional development would help to implement an effective regional policy, both by
the central executive and by local governments. For the restoration and normalization of the
socio-economic relations, special attention should be paid to the improvement of the process
related to the development of strategies for territory management and utilization of the areas
adjacent to the lands of lagging municipalities. On the other hand, it is necessary to perform a
comprehensive analysis in order to assess the development of municipalities in the Republic of
Bulgaria and to determine trends and prospects for recovery and catching up with the regions
in the European Union. This process presupposes, on the one hand, the development and testing
of new assessment models, and, on the other hand, the reorganization of the management of the
national territory and its constituent territorial-administrative divisions. As a result of the
COVID-19 pandemic, discussions on redefining the concepts related to the deepening
disparities between the individual territorial-administrative units should be brought to the
forefront, rethinking a number of existing programs and strategies in the assessment of the
planned, expected and achieved results from the program financing with funds from the
structural funds of the European Union and the provided financing and / or co-financing from

the central budget of the country.

THE CORRELATION BETWEEN MIGRATION CHAQOS, NATIONAL SECURITY AND
THE COVID-19 PANDEMIC



The correlation between migration chaos, national security and the COVID-19 pandemic is
particularly relevant given the huge waves of migration to European Union countries before the
pandemic, the reverse migration during the pandemic and the national security protection of
European countries, at the same time in the ability to control migration flows and assimilate the
core values of the host countries, as migration exchange is a generator of terrorist or criminal
transnational threats. Especially in the last few years, when Europe was flooded by giant waves
of immigrants, which on the one hand created a serious problem in clarifying their identity and
origin, and on the other hand caused significant changes in the socio-economic life of EU
member states. This has led to the emergence and consideration of a number of issues related
to the adoption of emergency measures for the distribution, accommodation and administration
of migration and refugee flows by the central executive authorities of the Member States of the
European Union. On the other hand, it provoked the formation of a policy focused on medium-
and long-term conceptual planning and restructuring of public attitudes, applied concepts,
developed strategies and implemented specific measures to address mass migration movements
by creating opportunities for integration and inclusion of immigrants in social the economic
and social life of the host country. While in 2020, as a result of the pandemic of COVID19,
there was a wave of reverse migration, which in turn caused social and economic consequences
and problems in the individual administrative-territorial units of a number of countries,
including the Republic of Bulgaria. This process has necessitated the study of local
communities, as well as the planning and implementation of various mechanisms to address the
problems that arose during the pandemic. The process of integration of immigrants has different
dimensions, which are related on the one hand to their inclusion in the community, and on the
other hand to their employment. This report will pay attention to the reverse migration on the
territory of the Republic of Bulgaria and will pay significant attention to certain economic and
social features in the formation and planning of policies and measures to address the pandemic
of COVID-19 and the protection of national security of the country in the context of the

economic and demographic aspect.

REGIONAL DISPARITIES AND DISPROPORTIONS IN THE DEVELOPMENT OF THE
VARNA AND BURGAS DISTRICTS

This article examines the current socio-economic situation of the Varna and Burgas district in
the context of identifying regional disparities. Considering that the development of strategic
documents at regional level with the problems associated with the development of individual
regions based on sound theoretical conclusions and implementation of practical and applied
solutions, then this article will attempt to preosmilyane planned policies and measures proposed
for reduction of the observed regional disproportions and disparities. In this context, the present
study related to the identification of problems in the field of regional development could support
the implementation of an effective regional policy in the two areas under consideration, as well
as be considered as a possible model for analysis and interpretation of existing regional
inequalities and disparities in the regional level. Attention will also be paid to the interaction
between the central executive and the local self-government bodies regarding the development
of strategies for territory management and utilization of the areas adjacent to the lands of the
small lagging municipalities, as definitely excluding the municipalities whose lands are in close
proximity to the Black Sea coast, the inequalities and disproportions of the other small
municipalities are visible, with separation from the regional centers and the Black Sea coast. It
is definitely necessary to carry out a comprehensive analysis, the purpose of which should be
to assess the development of small municipalities in both areas subject to this study. In addition,
given the dynamic changes accompanying the development of the country in the context of the
continuing turbulence in the socio-economic development of the country and in particular the
individual administrativeterritorial units caused by the COVID-19 pandemic. The relevance of
the researched issues related to the identification of the possibilities for the reduction of the
regional differences and inequalities in the administrative-territorial units on the territory of the
country is indisputable. Definitely, the scientific community will have to contribute to policy
planning and the adoption of measures to support the management and development of urban
areas. Significant attention should also be paid to identifying key measures to support the
increase of economic competitiveness, paying attention to the role of social cohesion and
especially to improving the quality of life of citizens living in settlements outside the leading

socio-economic centers in both areas. The conclusions of this study confirm a number of



findings related to the need for targeted support through the development of specific sectoral
strategies, where regional policy should be a priority in the new programming period 2021-
2027.

CAREER ANCHOR "AUTONOMY / INDEPENDENCE (AU)" - AN OPPORTUNITY FOR
OPTIMAL CORPORATE MOTIVATION IN BUSINESS ORGANIZATIONS (Without
motivated collaborators, each company is doomed)

One of the reasons for the many tips and scientific approaches to motivation lies in the
differences between people. Some people are motivated by material incentives, others by
personal recognition, others are mostly interested in interesting work. It is important for
practitioners of HR managers to know the specifics of their employees in order to be able to
motivate them adequately. A major contribution to the theory of motivation is the eminent

scholar Edgar Shane - the creator of the term "corporate culture.” He believes that there are 8



core values in the work of collaborators, which he calls "career anchors." Each "anchor" has its
own type of motivation. What are the anchors? This is a classification of eight types of
determinations of what can lead a career in a person. Affiliation / self-determination /

orientation to one or the other anchor depends mostly on our personal:

> Values and priorities;

> Concrete beliefs on topics such as what career success is, what is work, work,
contribution, satisfaction, etc .;

> The orientation of our motivation - what we personally motivate, motivate,
enthusiastically.
Self-sufficiency differs from independence. In business organizations, employees can be both
self-sufficient and happily interdependent with others. The sense of self-reliance of employees
has a proven impact on both personal achievements and attitudes, as well as those of the
company. Empowering employees to work on side projects during working hours can not
always be easily traversed in the everyday routine of customer service, freight forwarding and
problem solving. But they become imperative in an economy that requires non-routine, creative,
conceptual abilities. Promoting autonomy in business organizations should not be perceived as
a discouragement of responsibility. Employees should be responsible for their work. Many
companies believe that independence is a way to circumvent the responsibility. However, the
new notions of autonomy start from another assumption. It implies that employees want to be
accountable and that if they are given control over their task, time, method and team, it is a path
leading in that direction. Moreover, different employees will find different sides of autonomy.
Some may wish for self-reliance, others may prefer self-respect to the team. Research has
shown that the sense of control is an important component of somebody's happiness. What,
however, the employees want to have control varies, so I do not think there is an aspect of self-
sufficiency that is the most important in all respects. Different people have different wishes, so
the best strategy for business organizations would be to judge what is the most important thing

for each individual employee.

GOVERNMENT SYSTEMS AND PRACTICES IN THE EDUCATIONAL PROCESS OF
THE PUBLIC ADMINISTRATION IN BULGARIA

We observe the abandonment of the dynamics in the development of the administrative
services, both in the central authorities of the executive power and in the bodies conducting the
local self-government. It is noticeable that a small part of the central administration has made
it possible for applications for the provided administrative services to be submitted via its
territorial units and, moreover, no one administrative services to the central administrations can
be declared through the municipal administration. The share of e-services offered is
unsatisfactory, and no opportunities for integrated services are jointly provided by several
administrations. These are challenges requiring a complete change aimed at introducing
integrated administrative services, ensuring interoperability between existing systems and
service exchange of information and documentation, where the introduction of complex
administrative services requires and imposes the optimization and reengineering of the working
processes in the provision of administrative services under a single methodology. In this line of
thought, the efforts will have to be focused on improving the processes of servicing citizens and
legal entities, which requires, in addition to making changes in the regulatory regulation of the
impact assessment process, to implement practical training courses related to this approach.
This process also requires the use of external consultants to carry out impact assessments, as
the impact on economic operators and social impacts on the population should be emphasized
at the same time, and at the same time it must be realized process of building internal capacity
in each ministry. At the municipal level, there are also significant challenges related to creating
opportunities for reducing regulatory barriers and administrative burdens, as compared to the
central administration, at the municipal level, the administrative burden reduction process
develops chaotic, not organized and not consistently. There are substantial differences in the
provision of the same service to the individual municipalities, both in terms of the required
documents and in terms of the time and cost of providing the service. This necessitates the



standardization and unification of the services and procedures for the provision of services for
the business at the municipal level, which will significantly influence the improvement of the
business climate in Bulgaria. Naturally, the process of improving the business climate in the
country also requires the close co-operation, co-ordination and joint implementation of
inspection activities by the state control bodies, which must be linked to the synchronization of
the annual plans of the administrative structures and the development and implementation of
good practices. By creating a unified information environment (information bank) to share
results, analyzes and studies with relevant empirical data to be used both in the policy
development and implementation process and in the process of organizing and conducting

training of employees of the central and local administration in the country.

MIGRATION AND DEMOGRAPHIC CHALLENGES FOR BULGARIA

The constant aspirations of mankind towards higher economic growth lead to a sharp
consolidation of the geographic space, an increase in the raw-energy deficit and an increase in
the world's water consumption. Migration policies during different historical periods are
motivated by relevant political, economic and social circumstances. The worst migratory waves
have been caused by world and regional wars. The salvation of human life, family and children
has always been at the heart of the evolution of migration phenomena. Migration policy is a
relatively new part of the field of migration. Policies, at both Member State and European Union
level, have faced within the last five years the lack of a systematized and reliable theory and
strategy that outlines the orientations and solutions for dynamically growing migration
challenges. New risks have emerged in Europe since the beginning of 2011, with a markedly
visible tendency to leave European citizens from countries like Greece, Portugal, Spain, Italy,
Ireland and their permanent establishment in other regions due to the prolonged economic crisis
in these countries and the high percentage unemployed with good educational and professional
qualifications. Contrary to this trend, immigrants from Asia, Africa and other regions illegally
invaded Europe with progressive prowess, which has an impact on the demographic picture of
Europe. In Bulgaria, the birth rate in Bulgaria has reached the lowest levels since 1945 with the
birth of 62,000 babies. In 2011, births of 71,000 babies were recorded. As of 31 December
2014, according to statistical data, the population of Bulgaria is 7 2002 198 citizens, which



represents 1.4% of the population of the European Union. Compared to 2013, the country's
population declined by 43,479 people. Bulgaria has a major problem because, according to
World Bank estimates by 2050, its population will fall by over 40% and will have about 4.5
million people. These statistics do not take into account Bulgarian citizens who live
permanently or permanently in the EU and abroad and their children do not bear Bulgarian
names and do not have Bulgarian citizenship. There is an unpredictable and beyond the control
capabilities of a refugee wave for Europe that does not have the necessary territory and
conditions to shelter and integrate. The factual situation requires an adequate response of the
international community and its authorities to prevent escalation, terrorist acts and the
prosperity of cannabis. The increasing migratory pressure creates the need to redirect significant
financial and organizational resources to address the situation and to avoid creating direct risks

to the emergence of a humanitarian crisis.

THE ROLE OF FREE ECONOMIC ZONES FOR THE DEVELOPMENT OF THE
REGIONAL ECONOMY

The development and growth of the autonomy of the regions implies an increase in their degree
of recognition, related to the increase of international economic relations and trade. One of these
options is a free economic zone, as a particular type of state (or private) regulation of
international economic relations and trade. Free economic zones around the world must include
free - commercial, port, economic, banking - or duty - free shops and warehouses. Generally,
they are designed to stimulate industrial exports, increase foreign exchange earnings, and
workplaces used as "laboratories™ to test new economic methods and mechanisms. Another
favorable feature of all free economic zones is the favorable investment climate - customs, tax,
financial privileges and administrative concessions compared to the general regime operating
in the rest of the economic area in one or another country (respectively region). Often, factors
such as political stability, investment guarantees, infrastructure quality, work force
qualifications are crucial. The localization of such a free zone is an essential element of the
national strategy and an important approach in the development of regional policy for a given
territory. This is one of the world-wide recognized forms of organizing production, especially
of high-tech products, as well as creating conditions for providing modern technologies, as well
as for moving foreign direct investments and accelerating the development of certain economic
regions. Free economic zones are an important tool for regional development. Some of the most
important localization requirements for such free zones in accordance with world standards are:
political and economic stability in the region, accompanied by a concept of economic
development and planning; good construction of the transport system and communications,
proximity to a railway and communication center of national importance; environmentally
friendly, environmentally friendly, high standard of physical planning; reliable infrastructure
for all seasons during the year - transport, water, energy; market access - preferential access to
important markets with a major advantage; developed financial and banking infrastructure with



prerequisites for servicing in the field of electronics and engineering; a required labor force, a
low labor cost, a production qualification that essentiallydetermines the type of industry that
could be developed in the area; the existence of an existing industry with a well-developed
production infrastructureand a plant economy, - a good organization of the zone and general
coordination, prerequisites for the development of light industry in the presence of traditions
andhighly qualified personnel, which is a prerequisite for high quality of production

andcompetitiveness.

PECULIARITIES IN THE SOCIO-ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT OF THE REGIONS IN
BULGARIA

The socio-economic development of the regions in Bulgaria is strongly dependent on strategic
planning at national level and on the definition and formation of policies and priorities for
economic development and the establishment of areas for impact by the central government. A
particular influence on the degree of development of the individual regions in the country plays
the presence of large cities in which production, services, education, science and cultural life
are concentrated. On the one hand, the uneven distribution of large cities has a direct impact on
the socio-economic development of the individual regions, on the other hand the demographic
processes are important and have an impact on the development of the regions in the country.
Special importance with regard to the socioeconomic development of the regions should be
given to the autonomy of regional authorities as well as the availability of financial and
managerial independence of local authorities, which can be considered as additional factors in
promoting interregional cooperation and integration processes in individual countries and
regions. Additional attention and efforts should be directed towards improving interregional
cooperation that is emerging and functioning in response to community-recognized socio-
economic needs, legislative measures and financial incentives, which will create prerequisites
for the use of interregional cooperation as an effective tool for regionalization of public

governance.

INFLUENCE OF THE INSTRUMENTS WHICH REFLECTING REGIONAL
DIFFERENCES IN SOCIO-ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT OF REGIONS

With this article attempts to determine the impact of instruments reflecting regional differences
between individual spatially limited territories. The assessment of the influence of instruments
measuring socio-economic development is one of the main reasons for optimizing the process
of introducing policies for better governance in administrative territorial units. The purpose of
the study is to analyze the impact of the instruments which reflectings the effectiveness of the
policies undertaken for the management and development of the differents region. In order to
achieve a positive result on the socio-economic development of the individual territorial units,
it is necessary to carry out a coordinated, standardized and practical development in the
territory's management, which will, on the one hand, create the opportunity for releasing
valuable resources such as time, people and finances and on the other hand, will create an
opportunity to improve the administrative service of the population and the business. The
survey will cover the E-Government Development Index (EGDI) measured by the Online
Service Index (OSI), the Telecommunication Infrastructure Index (TII) and the Human Capital
Index (HCI). In addition to the above indices, we will also refer to the logistics development
index and the Active Aging Index (AAIl), especially considering the negative demographic
trends linked to the continuation of the aging process across Europe.

INFLUENCE OF THE STRATEGIC SPATIAL PLANNING ON THE DEMOGRAPHIC

INTEGRATION MODELS FOR INTERREGIONAL COOPERATION



Interregional cooperation is typical topic for comments in public governance, which must
impose regulatory provisions. Very often, the creation and peculiarities of interregional
cooperation are determined by the existence and development of good cooperation practices.
Implementation of interregional cooperation is often seen in two opposite perspectives. On the
one hand, cooperation is seen as an opportunity for development of the region as a whole, and
on the other hand, interregional cooperation is directed to the provision of public services. The
existence of institutionalized mechanisms and the acknowledged socio-economic benefit of the
joint provision of public services determine the degree of development of interregional
cooperation. Often a major factor influencing the promotion and development of interregional
cooperation in the home countries remains a socio-economic justification, which is to achieve
economies of scale and they become a major stimulus for the implementation of interregional
cooperation. The existence of standardized models for public governance, as well as the forms
of decentralization in the individual European countries, imply and determine the
implementation of forms of interregional cooperation. In some European countries, mandatory
interregional cooperation is regulated in specific sectoral legislation, while in other countries it
is regulated in a common legal framework covering regional structures in specific countries.
Frequently, the binding nature of interregional cooperation is determined by criteria such as the
population number or is linked to a geographically correct indicator in order to plan the
implementation of individual initiatives for the development of the region. An important place
for interregional cooperation is the definition of the form of co-operation, the prescribed
competencies and the rules of work. In the near term, it is possible to set a minimum period of
cooperation, but more often in advance, the conditions for terminating the signed interregional
agreements are set out in advance. Interregional cooperation should be seen as a tool for policy
making and implementation. This necessitates the stimulation of the integration processes
between the different regions in view of the transferred and delegated competencies of the
single body implementing the interregional cooperation on the basis of the signed interregional
agreement. The aim of the present study is to present the current state of the main integration
models followed in individual European Union countries and at the same time to identify the
potential for deepening interregional cooperation through improvement of interregional

integration relations.

RISK MANAGEMENT IN INNOVATIVE PROJECTS

The risk is defined as the subjective characteristics of the project in terms of participants and
reflects the possibility of a negative for him scenarios and consequences. Risk classification
can be made by classification signs such as by subject, by type of investment, degree of loss in
the field of vilyanie and source of occurrence. Risk management is a process associated with
the identification, analysis of risks and decision-making, which include increasing the positive
and reduce the negative consequences of the occurrence of risk events. The risk depends on
multiple factors usually associated with the uncertainty of the external environment and limited
resources on the project. At the first factors include incomplete and untrustworthiness of
information, capacity constraints managers to perceive and process information, randomly
occurring events in the work of managers and actions related to counter competitors. The
second group includes material, financial and labor resources. ldentification of the risk is
carried out by various methods, some of which are: - Brainstorming - appears to be the most
commonly used method for identification of risk. Its purpose is to establish an extended list of
risks that can be subsequently used to conduct qualitative and quantitative risk analysis. - Delphi
method - used to reach agreement among experts regarding the list and characteristics of risks
- Poll - is possible identification of risk by interviews with experts with the help of specially
designed questions. - SWOT - Analysis - serve to expand the list of risks taken into account -
Structural diagrams - allow to analyze the peculiarities of the structure of enterprises and the
resulting risks - Streaming charts - represent different technological processes and their
interrelationships To the methods of risk management decreased sensitivity analysis of stability,
determining the profitability correction parameters of the project, formalized description of
uncertainties, scenario analysis, Monte-Carlo method of building a decision tree and others.
Risk management in innovative projects is essential and the use of methods to reduce the risk
by diversification or distribution of risks release of funds to cover unforeseen risks and
insurance risks. Qualitative risk management increases the chances of success in project

management in the long term and significantly reduces the risk of ineffective realization.

Especially in the field of
human resource development, the search for opportunities for reducing unemployment, social
inclusion of disadvantaged people and working with minorities, which are important elements
for maintaining stable regional economic security for the individual territorial unit. Naturally,
the possibility of maintaining a stable banking system and national currency should also be kept
in mind. Crucial to stability is the maintenance of interaction with the European Union in
particular under the Operational Programs, in creating opportunities for an accelerated
absorption of European funds, as well as the creation of policies for the development of own
development programs for structurally identifying industries for a given region. Highlighting
the specific features of regional economic security require that due attention be paid to the
development of the energy sector, especially with regard to the need to improve the existing
energy infrastructure and in particular to build new capacities and develop new energy sources.
An important role and place in maintaining regional economic security must also be devoted to
the security sector, especially with regard to the establishment and improvement of inter-agency
coordination combined with the establishment of hierarchy in the security sector. It must be
borne in mind that regional economic security must involve human dimensions of economic
well-being, such as real access to food, energy, technical infrastructure, retirement and health
services within territorially separate areas borders. Certainly, regional economic security should
not be linked solely to guaranteeing the economic foundations of development, as there are a
number of other indicators that will influence the regional economy and the regional
development of the territorial-administrative unit. The aim of the present study is to show the
specific features of regional economic security in the age of globalization and at the same time
to identify the potential for creating sustainable regional economic systems that will resist

today's social risks.

MANAGEMENT OF DEMOGRAPHIC RISK IN BULGARIA - TRENDS AND
PROSPECTS

The trend of an aging workforce, which is observed in Bulgaria, will have serious consequences
for its economy. Soon companies will face an acute shortage of labor, as workers will retire and
will be gone and the volume knowledge they have. On the other side will be seen more decline
in productivity among older workers, especially in physically demanding work. It is therefore
appropriate to make a constant assessment of the risk capacity and risk performance. This
includes studying the age structure of workers and how it will change in the next 15-20 years.
This analysis can be done at company level and at the regional as well. Managers will
increasingly need to take account of demographic change in a given territory and involve them
in the strategic planning of future development of their companies. They will be able to analyze



the future supply of workers in the labor market with the aim of recruiting them, and to monitor
their competitors in terms of meeting the needs of their workforce. More and more managers
will need to pay attention to the measures in their strategic development plans of maintaining
the productivity of older workers. The key to success will be to identify potential problems in
the bud and their prevention, thus the companies will receive a competitive advantage over

other firms.

The regional development strategies
in Bulgaria are strongly formalized, as we see, the content and the set objectives in the various
regional development strategies are taking prescription of the existing legislation which can be
seen in the implementation of the process of the preparing regional development strategy or the
plan for regional development, which preserves the designated deadlines in the existing
legislation on carrying out consultations with key agencies, departments, NGOs and other
established and existing hierarchical levels of the management in the central and local
government. In terms of contents is required accordance of the regional development strategy

with the existing on a higher level the administrative legislative acts, plans and strategies.
