Of course, it is obvious from the thesis that in the most general sense we
will analyze pedagogical education as problems, achievements and development
trends. Usually, analyzes leading to such pretentious intentions begin in the
same way: the changes that took place in Bulgaria since 1989 affected deeply a
number of spheres of the country's socio-economic and political life, of course,
seriously affecting education as well. The conclusion is usually the same - we
believe that the debate in the Bulgarian society about the imperative reform of
education is forthcoming. The interesting thing in this case is something I would
call educational cycle or periodicity. these issues are usually spoken or debated
at certain times almost always linked to upcoming elections. That is why I think
that the conservatism, the traditionalism and the natural resistance of each
system in introducing certain innovation elements to one degree or another act
as a regulator in these relations at institutional level. In this context, higher
pedagogical education with its problems, achievements, trends for these reasons
can not be separated from the main elements of the education system from pre-
school to higher education and training. "There is hardly any need to justify the
objective necessity of attempting to rethink the existing situation in the field of
pre-school education and its reflective theory: preschool pedagogy.

It is enough that the last Bulgarian textbook was from 1977 and the
Russian collective monograph "Foundations of Pre-school Pedagogy" from
1984. As far as I know, basic concepts in a given field of science should / should
be / changed to seven years. However, pre-school pedagogy, along with the so-
"General" pedagogy has long been in the twilight zone (not?), And in relative
peace and well-being: there were authorities and instances that demonstrated it.

I do not want to talk about the known reasons, it seems to me to be too
conjunctural, and there are already enough people who trust in it, forgetting
their previous beliefs and considering that with the change of an adjective they
can still keep up with time.

Indeed, the emerging "program"” literature also shows something else: to
declare new approaches, to make cosmetic and - often - terminological changes
- and to believe that what is needed is done.

I remember the not quite clear but sad feeling of the student years: they
were also teaching pre-school pedagogy and other pedagogy where everything
was or seemed too, even tidy and even impressive.

Later, with the help of many people: children, children's "teachers,
colleagues / real or represented through their books / students, I began to
realize that the ordered and externally controversial verbal construct is
mysterious, often consisting of wishes and slogans.
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Things were more and more like a game, but a bad game: for example,
demonstration classes or work in methodical schools. Then and then I convinced
myself, and now I am sure that the most important phenomenon in childhood is
the play that it is the essence of childhood. But in its own nature, it contrasts
with the existing / approaches to child education - and so it has found many
pedagogically stiff forms to subordinate it to the regime, educational
"program'' content, the teacher and the names on him. My work on this issue
was crucial - I began to see how deeply - there were inaccurate, distorted and
even vicious formulations laid in the very foundations, in the initial
philosophical-methodological situations. The general meaning, which may
sound extreme, but unfortunately, I am almost certain that, for its own peace,
the elderly / scholars, reasonable, good? / People on all levels of pedagogical
power have forgotten, albeit to varying degrees - the children, despite all their
declarations. Since then, I have become suspicious when somebody said she
loves children. I'm sure they should not "love" so we just have to try to help
them as much as we can, or at least not interfere with them.” (Dimitrov, D.,
1994, pp. 3-4)

We did not accidentally start the dissertation with these words of our
colleague Dimitar Kr. Dimitrov, who show a certain foresight towards education
issues in general. It is not accidental that in the discussions related to the
education and upbringing of primary schools, kindergartens and special schools
conducted during the scientific conferences of the Faculty of Primary and Pre-
school Pedagogy, now Faculty of Arts and Education, part of the problems
generated by the basic elements of the education system. On one of them I gave
the following example: In an extremely popular TV broadcast, the following
question was asked: "How do you think the reason for the poor condition of the
Bulgarian students is - the teachers; parents? "In the collision of this unique
dilemma they participated as opposing parties - primary teacher and
psychologist, respectively both parents. The dispute was too intense and the
outcome predetermined.

The problem is elsewhere - since in such a society these absurd ones are
seen in opposing positions with similar actors, the absurd is even greater. If
pedagogues, psychologists and parents fall into this absurdity, it is clear that this
is already a mentality, the culture of society on education in the broadest sense is
irretrievably retarded.

That is why, in the dissertation, we look at some aspects of these
problems, but from the point of view of the years before 1989, and
especially through the works of two outstanding scholars in pre-school
pedagogy - Prof. Elka Petrova and Assoc. Prof. Dimitar Dimitrov.

The real problem is that in order to overcome - real and practical - the
negative consequences of the "forming" pedagogy it is necessary to continue the
intensified theoretical-applied analysis of the essence of the personally
developing educational interaction in order to provide the initial prerequisites
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for the organizational operationalization of its characteristics in the everyday
practice of the educational system. (Dimitrov, D., 1994, p. 35)

These introductory words make it possible to specify the purpose of this
work towards an analysis of the theoretical and applied pedagogical aspects in
the works of E. Petrova and D. Dimitrov. This analysis would be valuable with
the following: the controversy between these scientists reveals most of the
advancement of pre-school pedagogy as a historical science that we have,
there are direct projections to date as topical in solving problems in the
realization of pedagogical interaction at pre-school age.

The tasks we set out are in the following direction:

1. The historical aspects of the development of pre-school pedagogy during
the analyzed period through the works of E.Petrova and D.Dimitrov.

2. Analysis of the theoretical aspects of the main paradigms in pre-school
education.

3. Analysis of the interrelations between game, culture, social dynamics,
pedagogical interaction, social information through the works of E.Petrova
and D.Dimitrov.

4. Analysis of the social context of pedagogical interactions - speech,
information, communicative competence through the works of E.Petrova
and D.Dimitrov.

3. Historical aspects

The idea of pre-school education occurs in our country before liberation
by attaching the names of Dragan Tsankov in 1861 and Nikola Zhivkov in 1874,
who first raised the issue of public preschool and then according to the specific
conditions. The law of the East Rumelia Primary Teaching Act of 1880 by
Joakim Gruev builds the structure of the schools similar to that of the
Principality of Bulgaria by providing for "children's schools" for children from 3
to 7 years old. In the Law for the National Enlightenment of 1891 by Georgi
Zhivkov, it 1s envisaged that the children's schools for children from 3 to 6 years
old will be provided with basic schooling. The Law on Public Education from
1909 Nicolas Mushanov formed a unified system of education for each level are
provided trained teachers, having achieved differentiation of pedagogical
training in a complete system. Consideration of school legislation in the past 135
years with emphasis - pre-school education is associated more with the names
Ivan Shishmanov, Stoyan Ormandzhiev, Gencho Piryova and Decree-Law of
1934 and 1944, with the Education Act of 1948 and since 1991, and of course
with the name of Prof. Elka Petrova, her students, the profile of Pre-school
Pedagogy at the Sofia University "St. Kliment Ohridski" and Pre-school
Education Magazine. Stages in development include the development of
programs for educational work in 1978 and 1984, the guidelines for educational
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and educational work of 1990 "Children's World", the 1993 endorsement of the
two national pre-school education programs, the definition of state education
requirements preschool education and preparing children for school - Decree Ne
4 of 2000 and 2005, the constitution of the preparatory group in kindergarten
through compulsory changes to the education Act, and the development of prog
but for its operation in 2003. All this led to opportunities for their education and
training through a number of educational software systems, development of
numerous textbooks and other educational products with representation from all
pedagogical faculties in the country and most of the scientific staff of the
"Departments of Pre-school Pedagogy".

The work analyzes some of the founding views of the representatives of
pre-school pedagogy, which outlines the development of science during this
period.

It begins with the following thought, which sounds very prevalent even
today, and proves our thesis that we need to look more closely into research over
the past 60 years. "If we follow the development of theory and practice in
Bulgaria on these issues, we will see that many mistakes have been made so
far. For a long time, different activities have been used in practice in isolation
Jrom each other, without theoretically developing their place and role in the
practice of kindergarten.

Through analysis, it is an attempt in this context to seek out the
methodological constraints that predetermine the perception of childhood. From
this point of view, we perceive childhood in terms of two main conditions of
dependence: influence and information. Impact dependency refers to the control
exercised by adults on the consequences of children's behavior, and information
dependency means the child's dependence on others, particularly parents and
educators, on the information that is accessed by them. Here it is clear that it is
only about addictions and not about the activity of the child, ie. we need to trace
how "dependence" on activities and activities is projected into research over the
years. It is clear that this is mainly related to the game activity. In this regard,
what are the theoretical grounds prevailing? Here we need to focus on the
pedagogical outcome of the requested grounds, because in the course of this
study the amendments proposed the normative documents, which triggered
discussions. It is about Regulation No. 5 - State Educational Standards in Pre-
School Education. We mentioned results, and this points to diagnostics, or more
specifically to standardized diagnostic tests, which are also an integral part of
the history of pre-school education and need to be analyzed in the context of
this work. And here it is important to point out how we have analyzed the work
of D. Dimitrov.

Among the authors, who pay special attention to the innovative
theoretical-empirical study on the formation of personal readiness for school
education in five-six-year-olds in the game, is D. Dimitrov (1989). The aim of
the study is to establish the regularities of forming the child as a subject of the
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activity, as a system-forming factor for building a personal preparedness for
school education in the conditions of adequate pedagogical management of the
five- to six-year-old children's play.

Through this goal the author reflects the need for the initial abstraction to
be solved by the problem of preparing the children for school to be derived from
the norms of human personality development - as a general, fundamental
position from which to go to the concretization of the basic concepts in the
subject . Also, the goal defines the direction of work towards an almost
unexplored (and then, and now, can be called "insufficiently researched") aspect
of the person's being: its functioning as a subject of activity. Or, as the author
claims "the experience of assessing the present state of Bulgarian pre-school
education can and should be carried out in the context of the 20-year-old
situation of social transformation. The transition to democratic civil society
proved to be much longer, much more controversial and complicated than the
parallel processes related to the European integration of our country, the
globalization and multicultural world and the rapid expansion of information
technologies. The overlapping of these heterogeneous phenomena led to the
collapse of significant fragments of the previous value system, which governed
the outdated social relations.

This has exacerbated the need for a methodological understanding of
what is happening in different social spheres, among which the educational
system is particularly problematic. It turned out that the transformation of its
overly centralized and unified model - through its evolutionary normalization,
encountered serious difficulties caused by objective and subjective factors.
Attempts to enrich, and in the worst cases - to just terminological renewal of
unlearned ideology, came under the pressure of the unfolding information
exchange with the so- Western psychology and pedagogy, sharply reinforced by
the almost directives of European strategic and framework documents
(Dimitrov, D., 2011, p.17).

What is decisive for the study is the fact that the development of the child
as a subject of activity should be considered in the context of the formation of
the initial - group, collective - subject and in the conditions of the joint activity,
which is a system-forming factor of this development. Thus, searching for the
optimal solution to the problem of forming the necessary readiness for school is
transferred to a fundamentally new plane, it ceases to be a problem of the
individual development of the child because it is clearly revealed that it is
determined by the social group.

At the level of the individual subject, his activity is defined as over-the-
job, overcoming the adaptive motives resulting from the situation. At the level
of the group entity, activity is defined as over-normative - bringing the group's
activity into line with social, moral expectations, which, however, can not or are
not presented as normative (mandatory for implementation).
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Thus, it is clear that in the definition of the goal the key concept is the
"adequacy" of pedagogical leadership of children's own gambling activities. Its
specification is contained in the hypothesis raised by the author: The necessary
personal readiness for school education can be built up if the pedagogical
leadership of the joint gaming activity is geared towards the two-way
transition between the supra-normative and supra-physical activity of the
children's group and the child as the subject of the activity.

"The path is pointed out by A. Zaporozhets in his" artificial acceleration
"concept of amplification (enrichment) of development. On this basis, and using
a series of promising ideas in psychological and pedagogical developments, |
have already justified a hierarchically structured target system of pre-school
education. At three levels: conceptually, personally and actively, its components
are clearly specified. At the level of meaning it is necessary to look for the
unlimited and determined enrichment of the joint life and activity - as the
development of the specific children's activities and communication to the widest
range of promising tasks - in principle, determined by the possibilities of the two
subjects (pedagogue and children) of universal and universal significance. The
possibility of such an orientation of the actual educational (in the above sense)
work in pre-school age stems from the numerous theoretical and experimental
evidence of the existence of fundamental general psychic and personal
neoplasms that are key to the whole life expectancy of adolescents. And the need
for the purpose of program-based, unsubstantiated and maximally developed
child development follows from the place of the kindergarten in the structure of
the educational system. As it is both temporal and meaningful, and as the first
direct mediator to the family, furthest from the end of the institutional age-
narrowing educational corridor, it must be both generative and predominantly
opposed to its an entire educational unit of the trend in what is happening to the
teenagers.

The analysis of existing developments on school readiness indicates that
they belong to one of the two existing trends:

1. isolationist (differentiation of individual aspects) and

2. unifying (in search of connecting, integral structure) and at the same
time refer to one of the three strands: intellectual-cognitive, motivational-moral
and personal.

It is found that requirements for school readiness are derived from four
conceptual levels that have different (increasing) explanatory possibilities and
prospects:

1. The learning habits;

2. The peculiarities of the overall organization of the pedagogical
process;

3. The specificity of the current social order to the education
system,;
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4. The norms of human personality development as an end in self-
education.

The schematic image shows the main trend in the dominance of external
expediency, leading to the loss of personally significant problems, moral and
aesthetic values, feelings and experiences. It is precisely on this priority
education line that the kindergarten must be opposed, maximizing the initial
basis of potential prospects for diverse mental development.

It is formulated as a basic requirement for the possible optimal pattern of
personal preparedness for school to be systematically covered by the four
levels hierarchically subordinated to the norms of personality formation. On
the basis of the established structural and morphological similarity of the
educational and gaming activity, it is justified to define the game as an activity
through which the problem can be solved on a personal level. It turns out that in
the process of shaping the work in the foreground should be the development of
the own game activity and its own organization and the personal formation to be
mediated by the processes of joint activity and the developing child relations.

In order to ensure this, it is also necessary to realize the goal at a
personal level: the formation of the child and the children's group as subjects of
the activity and their own relations. This is a key personal neoplasm and group
phenomenon that arise for the first time in pre-school age, but remain
underdeveloped, incomplete in the current pre-programmed conditions. The
mastery of the universal components of each human activity, the deployment of
all possible volumes of social relations (between the poles of coercion and
equality, between cooperative and conflicting cooperative activities) make the
child and the group active in superstitious and supernormal. Only in this way
can a subject-subjective pedagogical interaction really be reached, in the
context of which self-development is the most important personal question
whose solving is assisted and stimulated (facilitated!) by pedagogues.

And in accordance with the regularity that all - and psychic, and personal
qualities and abilities - are the result of the adolescent’s own activity, the goal at
the level of activity is also defined: the mastery of the system of the game
activity. It is precisely this unique childlike and human activity that must be
focused on the whole process of the joint life of children and the educator,
because with its deepest, essential characteristic - freedom - the game not only
reveals the perspectives of the future but also provides the most important
condition for complete personal acquaintance, self-assertion and self-
development. (Dimitrov, D., 2011, p.21-22).

According to the established target and conceptual model of personal
preparedness for school, the overall organization of the pedagogical process
seeks to strengthen the subject-subjective nature of the interactions between the
pedagogue and the children, with emphasis on the meaningful and personally
meaningful relationships. The matrix of complex game management includes
two underlying levels of realization. The first, focused on the development of
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the common business and personal prerequisites, stimulates the mastery of the
universal structure of each human activity and the respective personal qualities,
and the development of the children's group and the child as an active part in the
subject-subject relations. The second one, focusing on the specific components
of personal readiness, supports the development of gameplay for the purpose of
organizing, organizing, implementing, controlling and evaluating the activity,
and the development of group and individual supranormal and superstitious
activities.

The summary in this regard can address the shortcomings of the pre-
school education management system, mainly as education funding, towards a
lack of a real market in the education system, a lack of competition in the
provision of educational products or services, overall to a lower quality of
education.

What we usually associate with the latter - the quality of education, in our
case - the education of student educators. The high quality of student training is
relevant to the possibility of ensuring that their training is comparable to
European education models and student mobility. Key words here are
originality and flexibility in the adherence of our higher education to European
standards and their harmonization. But this requires a clear and precise
specification, which implies guaranteeing and making effective the links
between the various institutions related to the education and training of the
students, on the one hand. On the other hand, kindergartens, schools within the
limits of training itself, practical realization, internship as part of the strategy for
the professional realization and development of future pedagogues. This will
mean really a practical application of relevant knowledge of subjects, subject
areas for development, and within the limits of possible awareness and
cooperation between teachers, parents and society. From this point of view, we
can have planning, implementation, evaluation and development not only of the
specific teaching, but of finding its place within the boundaries of other
pedagogical activities and their management. This strategy implies the use and
systematisation of the future pedagogue's own experience with that of others and
the comparability of the results obtained within the limits of its own professional
development. Thus, the abilities to use various information and communication
technologies within the specific socio-cultural environment can be developed as
a prerequisite for pedagogical interpretation.

Problems related to the cognitive, social, psychological and overall
development of children, as well as their interaction with family, peers and the
environment are generally a priority of education and training.

Pre-school education is a transient type of pedagogical interaction -
between that in the family and a school-based educational process.

Family education despite its many variants is characterized by some
common features: unconditional trust and deep emotional attachment,
unsystematicity and spontaneity caused by particular occasions, different
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intensity, some chaoticity and variance. In her home the child is always in the
"emotional triangle" and in the so-called " position. From this point of view
pedagogical activity in the kindergarten should come closer to the normal and
natural life of the child in the family, preserving only the most necessary and
supportive characteristics of a pedagogical process.

More importantly, in the pre-school period, the child has the opportunity
for the first time to objectively occupy the position of a second subject in the
educational interaction, because he is gradually becoming a real, relatively
complete subject of his own activity and relationships. This is in the context of
the determining main trend in childhood in this period: emancipation by adults
- as a transition from an activity carried out together and under the guidance of
adults to an activity that is increasingly self-directed and interacting with peers
(Dimitrov, D., 2011, p.39-40).

From this point of view, education is an area of scientific knowledge,
embracing within itself the function of society related to the preparation of
adolescents for life. From a methodological point of view, the structure of this
field is realized through pedagogy, and from an age aspect - specifically for pre-
school age specificity is realized through pre-school pedagogy (Angelova,
Legkostup, 2005).

4. Theoretical aspects

Pre-school pedagogy covers a wide range of emotional, social and
cognitive development issues. This implies a careful analysis of the essence of
education in terms of its relation to pre-school education. Very important here
is the relationship between impact and interaction. In other words, this is the
transition from subject-object processes to subject-subject and vice versa.

This two-way transfer of experience is mainly through mastering the
products of education and culture. Thus, upbringing becomes a global form of
child development with several essential features:

1. The development of the child is a probable phenomenon with different
alternatives, such as process and outcome;

2. The development of the child is generally uneven and different in
individual individuals;

3. The development of the child under certain conditions has a creative
character namely in the transition from impact to interaction and vice versa.

The differentiated and updated influence of a number of micro- and
macro-elements on child development is the basis of a relevant educational and
educational strategy that will contribute to the most beneficial socializing effect.

Pre-school and primary school children develop needs and abilities,
mechanisms of intellect and behavior that are crucial to their formation as
individuals. The needs of society and the age specificity of children will set
those social mechanisms of innovation - another key point in this approach. For
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us, in an innovative moment, we have the opportunity to form, build in
children through the years the ability to include them in the symbolic
representation and recreation in the communication of different aspects of
the conditions of existence of culture, play and language.

It is therefore the introduction of the individual into society or the group,
the influence that is exercised on him by the various factors or the growth of
individuals in society and the group.

In this way, we look for the analysis in which we underline the
understanding of the communication process as a process of social interaction.
In this context, the role of the educational sphere is essential as a major problem
area related to the study of mass-communication processes that affect the field
of education.

Therefore, an analysis and assessment of socio-cultural identification
was needed; the understanding by the child of the difference between himself
and others in preserving the integrity of his own self; the possible
communication between children through multimedia and language through the
changes and complications of the social connections inherent in the two
phenomena; awareness by the child thanks to: multimedia products, foreign
language learning, the game and the culture of belonging to the different groups;
the role of multimedia, gaming and culture for the child's awareness of the need
to master a foreign language in the context of awareness of his / her own age;
the role of multimedia education, the communication behavior in the game for
differentiation of mental states and the contradictions in the interests of children
in the context of early foreign language learning; the role of multimedia, art, and
play in building an assessment and self-assessment of one's own self as
compared to others.

This analysis also leads to confirmation of the already related kinship
between game and culture, between play and art, between game and
communication processes, but enriched with the objective presence of the
foreign language environment. The communication, the game, the art,
interpret but with specific means different aspects of the child's reality, but
they all deal with the linguistic signs. They gradually become a social need,
which is inherent in the discreet educational function. Thanks to it, it is
possible to objectify the integrative links between the analyzed phenomena
and, more importantly, to differentiate their pedagogical aspects. The
voluptuous sphere, creating joy. satisfaction from solving the gameplay. At
the same time, it stimulates and strengthens the willful processes of uniting
tasks, content, action, and rules fo bring about the gameplay. / Petrova, 1987 / In
the modern information world, the mechanisms of communicative competence,
even foreign language learning, thanks to their correlation with communication
processes through multimedia, foster socialization of the child. This is realized
in a specific socio-cultural environment. It is also extremely important because
behaviors of this kind are beginning to form in well-organized meanings and
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roles. Here, it is important to note that both mass communication, language,
game, and multimedia communication are the result of the interrelationship of
"communication-knowledge." It is in this context that we consider and analyze
the movement and development of pre-school pedagogy as well as the
interpretation of this analysis in pre-school education.

That is why here in this work the main functions of the theory in the
studied scientific-applied field are:

The first function of social theory is to be able to describe
successively the observed processes, structures and relations between the
participants. Systematic description is a requirement that is mandatory in the
modern world - without any description, the dynamics of what is happening
remains an incomprehensible phenomenon.

The second function is the classification - the construction of the
classification scheme of social communities, types, actors, structures, processes
and phenomena.

The third function is the explanation - the explanations for the same
phenomenon are many, the explanatory schemes themselves being directly
dependent on the author, the school or the logic and the terminology that can be
understood. For this reason, any explanation of a phenomenon requires that it be
stated in what frames it is considered valid.

The fourth function of social theory is to be able to predict. Thus,
the task of scientific knowledge in the sphere of social sciences, besides
describing, classifying and explaining, but also predicting - to give knowledge
about what can be expected to happen.

The fifth function of social theory is social construction and
criticism. Here we have in mind the critical functions of scientific knowledge
through which an innovation result is achieved in terms of the principles of
science/ Petev, 2004, pp. 23-25/.

What did I have to turn to this analysis of groundbreaking visions of the
game in the contemporary context with the total dominance of information
technology, digital media literacy, media competence, media pedagogy? The
lack of process in children's activities, including play, that's what kids play! But
all this can not be tied to language and speech, to art. I believe that this
philosophical-pedagogical analysis or reading of these phenomena in the last 70
years in the work of scientists such as Prof. E. Petrova and Assoc. Prof. D.
Dimitrov is indispensable.

3. Game and culture
Socio-psychological point of view concerning the activities in which be
realized and formed child's personality, our analysis focused on the core

business in preschool, the system of relationships that are present in any type of
activity and between different types of activity.
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At the preschool age, there are all the main types of activity according to
E. Petrova, but one of them is leading and plays a decisive role in the further
development of the child's personality. But is this the case and why do we
think that this game is the main activity?

"During this age the child comes into contact with the world around him,
he influences him and at the same time changes his own personality, mainly
through the game activity. The game is a predominantly pre-school activity,
especially for children under the age of five, and after that age it plays a huge
role in their development, gradually increasing the place of learning. The game
actually helps to enrich children's experiences and to strengthen of the concepts
formed in the course. The game, though an imperfect form of reflection of
reality, is important for mastering certain program tasks in kindergarten, but
only when used in unity with special classes as a form of learning. The unity of
the game and the training makes the game a creative means of laying the
foundations for all-round development. Mastering certain programming content
as a necessary condition is a prerequisite for the development and communist
upbringing of children can not be achieved effectively only in the game. The
game in this case is directly guided and stimulated. And this means missing a
real game, as the stimulated game is far different from the organized purposeful
nature of the sessions that take place in the kindergarten.

Organizing specially organized classes as a form of kindergarten
training does not entirely displace the game activity. Training in kindergarten
has a peculiar character precisely because it carries the fingerprint of the main
activity - the game. Only when the training is conducted with a view to playing
as a mainstream activity in pre-school age can it serve as one of the main means
of protecting the environment and shaping concepts. The established regularity
that the game is a dominant activity impose its imprint on the other means of
education, which avoids opposing them and ensures their dialectical unity in
their use in the process of upbringing. In preserving this law, education and
work can be effectively applied to the nursery work. The educational process in
the kindergarten, though somehow, brings all the features of the schooling
process. It is purposeful and organized. Moreover, as a two-way process, the
teacher is directly led by the teacher in the active participation of the children.
These features of the kindergarten learning process are most strongly
emphasized when we start from playing as a dominating one. Through the game
motivation of the target, the pre-school learning activity becomes a much more
purposeful process. By applying game shapes, sessions are much more
organized. Additionally, when the teacher serves is appropriate for the
respective group of game modes, the children's activity is much greater and the
results are much more pronounced (Petrova, E., 1963, pp. 22-23).

The various perceptions of the "children-game" relationship are many
times due to the lack of this distinction, which naturally leads to ignoring
scientific conquests and replacing them with different views on its nature. This
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is extremely relevant due to the linking of these issues with European key
competences, and more specifically, the connection of the game to digital
competences. In their desire to respond to the increased "interest" in the use of
so-called game methods, and interactivity in education, some scientists have
crossed the boundaries of specific scientific areas, and are thus from
"digitization'' to ''gaming'"'!

In analyzing the problems of pre-school game play, it is extremely
important to see and look at the development of childhood personality. Concepts
for child development of game scientists play a crucial role both in their
research and in their pedagogical conclusions on the educational process of the
game. Issues related mainly to the controversial modifications of the approaches
decisive to the dialectical interaction of the individual with society and hence the
place of play in the process, the relationship between the various interactions
influencing the child and its particular place in the game. The emphasis usually
falls on two main points: first, is there a mechanical shift in the three types of
activity in the preschool age: play, learning, labor; and secondly - what are the
principles of age periodization and the change of main types of leading activity.
According to E. Petrova, we can focus on the following:

"The stated structural components of the personality begin to form in the
game activity.

The children's group is a children's society in which children interact on
certain rules and socially acquire social experience.

In collective gambling, children exhibit emotional activity and
responsiveness. In the game, social feelings develop, which stimulate social
thinking and contribute to the development of social and moral motives in the
behavior of pre-school children.

So far, in theory and practice, it is assumed that play is a predominantly
dominant activity. It is a social practice of the child and determines its
development, but due to some theoretical gaps it is mechanically involved in
different aspects of the pedagogical process without being used for its
intensification and accelerated development.

It is not clear the functions of the game in the overall pedagogical process
and in the psychological structure of education and training as pedagogical
phenomena. In view of this, no matter how paradoxical, it is still believed that
the game as a free, creative activity should not be guided. They dispute the most
essential techniques for guiding the game - design and judgment that are in fact
related to the formation of skills as a necessary component of mental
development and activities." (Petrova, E., 1986, p.1-2).

What is happening in today's situation?

The child focuses on information, activities mainly driven by socio-
psychological mechanisms that are compatible with his attitudes towards
group dynamics. For parents, this does not correspond to their attitudes
mainly in the direction of learning and the attributes associated with this
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activity, as well as attitudes and attitudes. This is why the center of family
socialization is changing.

Undoubtedly, the information disseminated to society in the various
social processes is social information, as it relates first and foremost to the
relationship between people, their interaction, needs, interests, etc. At the same
time, the social essence of the game is unequivocally demonstrated, as well as
the social need of communication that most directly develops in the creative
game - the form of activity that satisfies social needs. If we mention that the
social function of the game is also related to the need for new impressions, it is
clear to us that in order to develop the game as an activity, the child must first
use social information. This is because similar problems were posed in 1986.

"It turns out that in practice the game is difficult to manage as a collective
process, mediating the overall formation of the child's personality, according to
E. Petrova, and the need to develop one's own activities and relationships is
stimulated by the gradual uptake of non-games activities as well as by the
processes of mutual influences between the varieties of the game. The playful
way of social interaction and the aspect of perception of the activity of adults is
transferred to the others and their enrichment is an expression of the self-
development of the game system. The contradiction between the teacher's
leadership and the free character of the game is the other important factor of
this development - but not in the spirit of mechanistic determinism (as it is now
often interpreted), but on the way of its sequential capture - through various
playful forms of pedagogy and increasing self- self-organization of the
children's group"”, in the spirit of the views of D. Dimitrov (Dimitrov, D., 2011,
p.60). To this we will go down the text. Therefore "the integrative features of
the game are not comprehended and applied in their complex, multi-layered
spectrum. The game integrates both the educational and educational tasks and
the overall educational content with its forming functions in a mental, social,
moral, aesthetic, labor, physical and, on the other hand, in forming the
personality as a method and form of education and training it guides and
mediates the pedagogical process. By its essential feature, the game combines
the tasks, content and resources of the pedagogical process” (Petrova, E., 1986,
p.1-2).

It is clear from the structure of socialization that, in general, the game acts
as a factor throughout human life, albeit with varying intensity. However, what
1s extremely important with regard to the education of pre-school children is that
it interacts with other socializing factors, and thus this joint influence is of
particular importance for the realization of the interaction between the public
consciousness and the consciousness of the person. The specific connection
between the game and other socializing factors will bring about a
corresponding socializing effect due to the variety of social roles that the child
stimulated by this relationship performs in the game of activity. This strengthens
its characteristics as a leading activity in the direction of: the emergence and
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differentiation of other new types of activity; the formation and reconfiguration
of private psychic processes; the discovery of the basic psychic changes in
childhood development, according to A. Leontiev, and which we want to
emphasize - raising the social culture of the child.

4. Social information and missing link

The nature of the information depends on the content of the child's
role. In order for the creative game to arise, the child needs social information.
It retrieves information about its experience from many sources, both social and
non-social. Immediate contact with reality provides the child with primarily
cognitive knowledge of the subject, and at the same time it seeks social
information that suggests the content of the roles, made in the game.

The dissertation focuses primarily on the fact that the creative game
arises when the child has received social information including the subjects
that are the subject of this information insofar as they are involved in the sphere
of social life and are transformed and used from man. That is why one can
accept the human-subject-man scheme as best suited to the children's
absorption of social relations in society through the roles in the game and
through the organically related actions. From a pedagogical point of view,
therefore, we must focus on any subject or process that reflects in itself some
signs of an object of public reality and that part of the nature which society has
incorporated in its practical activity. Therefore, the pedagogue should stimulate
the child to perceive social information as well as its use in the game process
mainly in the direction of its organization and its development. It just has to
be understood that the game is social in content, as it relies on the social
information that the child seeks and recreates in the roles. The actions of the
educator should focus specifically on the impact of social information on the
structure of the game through its role as the main unit and the dynamics of the
relationship between children by tracking the diverse and diverse contacts
between them and the individual units within the groups within certain stages of
its development. He should have information on the importance of each
individual role in the game, the interest of the children in the plot, and the verbal
and non-verbal contacts between the children that are the real expression of the
behavior and the relationship between them should be the subject of overall
observation. The pedagogue should respond to questions related to the
emergence of a new game, a new role, a new unit in the game, and so on, that is,
everything related to the situation of the children in the game.

In this respect, D. Dimitrov's opinion is similar: The pedagogue is guided
by its "program" - in the broadest sense of the word - objectives and tasks that it
"translates" to the children in a language accessible to them and motivates them
according to their idea for their age-specific features and capabilities. Children
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are under the influence of their actual interests and, under certain circumstances,
under the pressure of coercion (even the most benevolent) or voluntarily
(because of the attractiveness and / or persuasiveness of the arguments and
suggestions) can transform their own motives.

The analysis sets out the possibilities of the educator to realize the
organization of the joint life through three main types of temporal and spatio-
procedural formations (situational prototypes): activities, interconnecting
moments, forms of structuring relations. The work is defined as a synthetic
organizational-time integrity, eventually united by meaningful relationships and
directed to a hierarchical system of common to the children and the teacher
goals, problems and significant problems.

Game interactions - with the most perspective personality - are fully
defined by the criteria for distinguishing the game from the other activities:
freedom, self-esteem and  self-sufficiency, structural and temporal
differentiation, with the following characteristics: lack of coercion, regulation,
direct guidance, equality, volition, choice, pleasure and procedural direction and
motivation. They are carried out through the variety of children's own gaming
activity: the plot-role, the construction-constructive and the autodidactual game.

"The integrative functions of the game, according to E. Petrova, allow to
build a pedagogical system for the complete development of the child's
personality. Its unity with other activities creates the opportunity in each unit of
the pedagogical process to develop the motivational-needful emotional-vocal
sphere and self-consciousness. That is why the study includes the complex
nature of the impact as a unified system at the game's playground. In the context
of independent creative activity, different types of games reflect aggregate a
particular social experience. In the presence of a targeted pedagogical impact,
the gameplay itself expands and stimulates self-expression and creativity."
(Petrova, E., 1986, p.4).

Thus, for D. Dimitrov, "the three forms of pedagogical interaction are
somewhat conditionally differentiated - as a common model, as a reference
point for situations similar to the features of their structure. They, together with
the variety of children's cooperative activities: co-operation, competition and
conflict, provide the diversity and diverse developmental opportunities of
pedagogical interaction. On the basis of the clarifications made, two main
characteristics of the enriching pedagogical interaction can be derived: In the
process of the complex three-tier (educative, socializing, educational) structured
development of the joint activity of the educator and the children of systemic
significance must be the educational goals hierarchically be subordinated to the
tasks of socialization and education.

A leading role in the stages of the transformation of the situationally
developing pedagogical process must acquire the ever greater consistency of its
purposefulness with the objectification requirements, defining the aim of
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matching the tasks of the educator with the actual and prospective needs of the
personal self-development of the children"” (Dimitrov, D. 2011, p.60).

Social information definitely helps (and the pedagogue needs to keep in
mind) the change in relationships between children, which leads to changes in
game and real relationships. From a pedagogical point of view, this fact has a
positive meaning because gameplay has a more effective character and through
it can easily influence the real behavior of children in the game itself. At the
same time, the real qualities of children's behavior and their playing in the game
also determine the rise of the game at a higher stage. Children may want the
role they play, with an interest in coping with the plot of the game, but not being
able to play together. In order to form moral behavior in children, it is first and
foremost a cooperative activity. The most important quality that characterizes
positive real relationships between children is the ability to act together. The
ability of children to act together is a complex set of realities that are related to
building a collective relationship. This complex set includes a number of more
private requirements in relation to the actual behavior of the child in the games.
They are needed for each game and, at the same time, their greater or lesser
emphasis in the game is an indication of the level of development of the game as
a collective game process (Petrova, E., 1970, p.26). Here is an interesting trend,
which is very important precisely in the elimination of the contradiction between
so-called gaming and real behavior. It is believed that gameplay is related to the
roles, content and rules of the game, while real relationships are related to the
wishes of the children, with the motives of behavior. Since these relationships
are not always covered, this, according to a number of educators, prevents the
game from being used as an active means and form of education and self-
education. In this connection, E. Petrova claims, that the simultaneous
manifestation of gaming and real interrelations between children in the game
process is a legitimate phenomenon. In the game, children get in touch with the
roles they play, the content of the game, and the rules they set in the course of
the game. These game relationships have a very powerful role. Often they place
children in complex relationships - they become an incentive for co-ordination
between them and rendering mutual help, which is almost impossible as a real
relationship outside the gaming situation. The characteristic of gameplay is that
they arise as a transformation of the real relationships of the environment as a
result of selected role models. In a family game, children get in touch with each
other as mothers, fathers and children. This contact is also driven by the
development of the game's content - preparation of eating, serving, walking,
theater, guests, traveling by vehicle, etc. When playing a game, the game
relationships are specified in connection with the mandatory contact in which
the captain, the bootman, the sailors, the passengers come in between. These
roles are undoubtedly also influenced by the development of the content and the
established rules - preparation of the crew and the passengers for the upcoming
trip, the passing of the steamer and the order they have to observe; arriving at
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the place of residence and, eventually, how they will spend there. (Petrova, E.,
1970, pp. 22-23).

Observations and experimental controls of the influence of social
information on the game show something too important - it turns out that it
affects mainly in the direction of raising the organization in the group. From this
point of view ,,game relationships can be simplified or complex depending on
the content and the course of the game. When the game is of more limited
content, with a simpler structure and a smaller number of roles, the children
come in uniform contact with each other and their coexistence also has a
simplified structure. (On the contrary, the complication of content, rules and
roles becomes a prerequisite for the complication of gameplay. This fact alone
does not allow us to understand the enormous educational role of the games -
neither of the role-plays nor of the role- of games with rules that have a
predetermined structure.ln the game play range only, the game would not have
such great significance for the development of the child and the formation of the
childhood personality.For pedagogical point of view, the real relationship
between children that are present in every game and in every age group The
real relationship between the children arises, develops and develops in relation
to the games and in relation to them The children agree their actions in relation
to the game's concept. They learn to retreat to one another and, at the same
time, to obey as required by the roles and rules of the game. The complex
process of subordination observed in every well-played game (story-play and
rule-playing) is done in terms of roles and as a whole o in relation to the
requirements of the particular game. At the same time, it is also done in view of
specific real relationships that are created in the game team. Often, in spite of
the positive role models of the surrounding reality, many of the children in the
process of reconstitution and their contact with the comrades exhibit negative
qualities. Typical are the manifestations of children who seize the roles of their
co-workers, and abolish arbitrarily subjugation, suppress and kill the initiative
of other child co-workers. In small ones, these real qualities are quite open.
They hardly interact because each person wants to keep his favorite toy on his
own or definitely refuses to play a game, a woman from his companion. The real
relationship with the young people is more open to the stage of their games and
their collective relationships. This stage in the development of the games is
determined by the poor experience of the children and the low level of
psychological development. In 5-7-year-old children, gaming requires such a
development of gameplay that their real relationships obey, though they are not
covered, but only interact (Petrova, E., 1970, pp. 24-25). It seems to me that this
detailed passage from E. Petrova's book clearly shows both the methodological
aspects of the problems raised but also the insubstantial nature of the claims
regarding the necessity of state educational requirements regarding the
game activity.
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What is important for us? ,,It is therefore important to develop children's
team and to target the moral behavior of children, the bilateral relationship and
the mutual conditioning between the game and real relationships between
children in the game. Through the game play the active formation of moral
qualities in the children is directed, the negative behavior is corrected and
moral behavior is directed. The real relationships and the degree of their
positive development determine the objective development of the game as it is
for the children's game process.

The second conclusion we need to make is that on this basis we are
building a game culture of children. Up to now, one-sided content has been
introduced in this term. It included either playing relationships between children
and their skills to enter into gameplay, or only the real qualities of the children,
their skills to play. The game culture of children in a given age group reflects
the extent and manner of interactions between game and real relationships.
Game culture has children who can co-operate, quickly orient themselves in
organizing the environment, using the materials, establishing the game, and at
the same time being able to interact in a mutual way, respecting each other and
entering different subdivisions in view of of gameplay. (Petrova, E., 1970, p.27).
This has unequivocally demonstrated the methodology in the dimensions of
reflection on game culture and the actuality of these views at present, which is
also one of the main directions in this dissertation thesis.

5. Game and social dynamics

From a socio-psychological point of view, social information influences
the formation of the "[-a" mainly towards the inclusion of the child in different
social groups. It thus interacts with a phenomenon that is often both a means and
a product of socialization, namely, the interpersonal perception. It is a
consequence of children's co-operation, especially in the game. Consequently,
the following issues related to the impact of social information - the presence of
opinion leaders in pre-school age - are to be clarified to the educator;
changes in children's values; the role of identification and reflection in
building the image for themselves in the child.

Given that imitation is one of the main forms of reflecting the impacts of
reality and is a means of integrating the individual into a system of group values
and moral norms, it is clear that it plays a role in shaping the character of the
child from pre-school age. Here, the task of the educator is to see his role in the
different types of activity, especially in the game. Therefore, "that the
development of the game as a collective process is a long-lasting phenomenon.
One of the conditions for this is the plot. Children have mastered the subject of
toys and, at the same time, their knowledge of the environment is expanding.
They become more and more familiar with the subjects that adults work with -
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studying their relationships, starting to perceive the relationships between
family members and the kindergarten. Children, albeit externally and clutterly,
perceive the relationship between a wider range of people: passengers and car
servants in the vehicles, buyers and sellers in the different types of stores to
which children have access; take care of others about the animals, etc. The
game skills of the object and the role-play, combined with the enrichment of the
knowledge, allow the children to navigate the game in view of the plot. Children
are already "mothers", '"dads" and 'children", who aspire to certain
relationships with each other as a result of the experience they have. At the
same time, they begin to learn to act together, together. This action is still
mechanical, as children are mechanically united by the subject, with no
concerted gameplay directed by a common play, purpose, and concerted
purposeful activity. Regardless of the fact that at this stage, friendship and
mutual assistance are sought more purposefully in all groups, even with the
availability of subject and plot, children can continue to act mechanically.
Moving from a mechanical joint action to a conscious collective, collective
relationship depends mainly on the upbringing. Educative process includes
management .The gaming and real relationships - between children and
primarily the creation of collective relationships is associated with the
development of the game and creating greater autonomy and self-organization
of children in the games." (Petrova, E., 1970, p.32).

According to some authors, the imitation is related to the weakness of the
child's intellect, and according to other authors, it is a vital necessity for the
particular stage of development and is of particular importance to the game. L.
Vigotski also notes that imitation is too important for the game, and mainly in
terms of its relationship to the so-called "mild situation." Nadezhda Vitanova
looks at the imitation between children during the game during their
communication. It is noted that some or other social ideas get a more rapid
dissemination if they are not presented in abstract terms as theoretical situations
but are attached to a particular person, ie the children tend to identify with their
favorite characters, imitate them . In our view, it must be known that the child
never produces a specific action of individuals whose activity is recreated. It
transforms some characteristic actions by not immitting, but passing the typical,
general (E. Petrova). According to D. Dimitrov ,each participant in the
interaction - as an acting subject - is and is perceived as the carrier of the
expected type of behavior, depending on the place he occupies in the system of
relations, and with the help of his typified role, the institute is embodied in the
individual experience. The mutual construction of these role typologies is the
necessary correlate of the institutionalization of behavior, namely through their
implementation individuals become participants in the social world.

There is a repeatability of a number of typical situations and actions that,
in a number of aspects and / or areas of reality, are becoming cyclical in the
impacts. It is a reflection of the objectively-existing periodicity of changes in
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environmental conditions. Rhythmic nature has a huge number of phenomena
and processes in nature and society: from the pulse of heartbeat and breathing,
through the day and seasonal cycle, the phase repetition in the organization of a
number of social activities (the daily work of the parents, the staff changes in the
nurseries) , up to the sinusoidal pulse of activity, working capacity, moods,
communication. These universal, global tendencies and laws are gradually
mastered by the child and are the basis for the intuitive or increasingly
conscious extrapolation of the former in the future. This means that with the
emergence of some characteristic features of different stages, it is possible with
ever higher predictability to forecast the future, to create establishments for the
expected development as a potential opportunity (within a given framework)
with the simultaneous readiness for multi-variability of the particular
realization (in view of the lessons learned from the previous experience and the
signs of the observed change in the current situation). (Dimitrov, D., 2011, p.54)
Or in the creative game there is no imitation, but reproduction of typical
behavior. It is clear that imitation is important mainly for mastering
knowledge, rather than for the game and its course, and more importantly,
the two authors are in the same sense of consciousness. This is definitely in line
with our thesis on methodological unity, despite the contradictions that existed
during these years. From a philosophical point of view, we have the effect,
according to Feuerbach, of "overturning the overturned". However, this is only
possible when the child and his / her activity are perceived in their socio-cultural
conditionality and when his or her subject-practical and cognitive activity is
directly dependent on his attitude towards other children. Thus his attitude
towards himself as to the 'I'' is necessarily mediated by his attitude
towards others. In this way ,.the development of gaming activity must firstly be
seen as a consequence of the interaction between the functional need and the
societal needs and the psychological abilities of the children formed (and in the
previous experience or in other activities). Every microstrip of the game's
genesis is accomplished through the contradictory unity of the processes of
interiorization and exteriorization in the context of the main trend over the
period of 3 to 10 years: the growing emancipation from the elderly and the
transition to an active self-organized and self-organized activity. Secondly, a
source for the emergence of game variants is the objectively present in the
public activity of adults different types of situations of interaction and the
different aspects from which they can be perceived: object-operative and
organizational-functional (with what and how (what are their goals and
meaning ), normative (what rules are governed by adults), in the plane "success -
failure" or in terms of their moral content. Thirdly, the range of types of games
arises from the contradiction (gradually mastered by children) between the two
extreme forms of joint human activity: the basis of the cooperative and the basis
of the conflict. Fourthly, two are the main driving forces leading to the
development of the system of gaming: the growing need for universal

enrichment of children's public relations and relationships and the contradiction
between the need for pedagogical leadership (in the context of publicly
organized education) and freedom as an essential feature of the game”
(Dimitrov, D.2011, p.59-60). So problems related to the psychology of the
game, art, and so on. are essentially limited to the transformation of social into
individual, and socio-psychological trends are found in the interpretation of key
concepts: interiorization and extermination. Interiorization - this is socialization.
It connects the person through many channels with the production of material
and spiritual values. Experientialisation is any act of creative activity.
Transitions between exteriorization and interiorization are cyclical. Reflection is
born as a result of the child's inner needs, and thus the underlying characteristics
of knowledge are hidden.

And is this not the most important thing for the game?

Therefore, solving the gameplay creates purposefulness, organizational
and conscious selection of means for its realization, subordination, compliance
with gameplay and its unification with content. Thus the skills to organize and
develop a game, which is a prerequisite for the differentiation and development
of learning activities, are acquired. At the same time, moral and volitional
formation of the child's personality, emotional and social development takes
place.

The complex transformation of cognitive and social-moral experience
becomes a condition for the complex development of the abilities and for the
complete (mental, moral, aesthetic and physical) development of the children. It
is in the role-playing game that each subject realizes an integrated cognitive,
moral and aesthetic experience of the child, which reflects the complex structure
of phenomena from public life and man as a productive force.

The regulated and differentiated system of game programming tasks in the
game integrates with the child's personal experience and is transformed in a
complex with a high overall effect.

The story-playing game in its essence as a creative, reflective, collective,
purposeful, organized, non-productive activity solves a complex of tasks related
to the overall development of the child's personality both in its form and in its
content. It contains knowledge and skills from all activities and sections of the
educational work.

In the game, the child manifests a mental activity. It is a form of cognitive
activity that precedes the direct logical acquaintance of the world. Through it it
acquaints itself with the reality of the environment and performs an effective
examination of the acquired knowledge, a practical analysis of the perceived life
situation and an active synthesis of a generalized transformation, situations.

In the game complex complexes of life are transformed. "By conducting the
game, says AA Lublin, it provides a selection of the reflected, providing
emotional, active and thoughtful analysis of the transcendent.” And through the
re-creation, creative - reproduction in various variants" (Petrova, E.1986, p.12)
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What does this mean, and why is it just about the role of the educator in
the gaming process?

Because the child perceives depersonalized social roles in society. For
him, they are abstract and typical. If they are not, then there will be a specific
role. And as paradoxical as it sounds, breaking the real behavior from playing
behavior is impossible from a socio-psychological point of view. This is
because, with age, the child (person) seeks to master certain, new roles, but
always from and through the role of another.

According to D. Dimitrov ,,the need to develop one's own activities and
relationships is stimulated by both the gradual uptake of non-games activities
and the processes of mutual influences between the varieties of the game. The
playful way of social interaction and the aspect of perception of the activity of
adults is transferred to the others and their enrichment is an expression of the
self-development of the game system. The contradiction between the teacher's
leadership and the free character of the game is the other important factor of
this development - but not in the spirit of mechanistic determinism (as it is now
often interpreted), but on the way of its sequential capture - through various
playful forms of pedagogy and increasing self- self-organization of the
children's group.” (Dimitrov, D.2011, p.60). But that's what E. Petrova
mentioned a few years earlier ,the game inherently creates an emotional
attitude of the subject to the real reality. Emotionality activates imagination as a
component of the game state. The imagined situation strengthens the desire to
play and the need to learn skills to organize the action.

Children's play and communication are not equal, but the game as a
socio-cultural phenomenon is realized in the communication. It raises the need
for partners, compliance with rules and organization of the situation. The role
creates a psychic conviction that mobilizes the child's personality and guides
contacts. The communication in the realization of the gameplay strengthens the
emotionality and regulates the impact of the game on the personality of the child
through the group through the team. The pleasure and joy of the collective game
stimulates self-education and serves as a means of interiorizing the public
culture.

The psychological and physical activity of children is closely related and
is determined by the content of the roles played, the character of the plot, the
rules of the game, the desire to solve a game task. Then the behavior in the game
gradually becomes a conscious necessity (Petrova, E., 1986, p.15).

The child performs a role after putting a personal meaning into it, but
through the other role. That is why we are always faced with continuous
gameplay - the real is hidden. It seems to disappear, because in this series of
roles even for the child himself, for the person himself, it is difficult to
determine his actual behavior. It is always mediated by the game. The paradox is
that the pedagogue must provide conditions in which the child's play can be
influenced by playing behavior so that it can become a playful role. This
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contradiction shows the dialectical interrelation and unity between these two
phenomena. ,,Differentiation of games and their development at pre-school age
takes place under the influence of the educational impact. At the same time,
each stage in the development of the game requires a way of leadership that
creates the conditions for greater autonomy, creativity and skills for collective
game activity. First, the child learns to solve game tasks in a visually effective
way. Toys are integrated with the content of game tasks. The children
themselves can not translate the actual experience in a game conditional plan. A
show-pattern for gameplay with toys is needed, and then a storyline. They direct
their actions from the imaginary goals set through the doll and extra toys to
transform real social relationships (for example, to help the doll prepare for her
birthday). By acting with toys, the child reflects the logic of living ties - feeding
the doll, walking it, preparing her for a dream. Gradually, it began to use the
multifunctional toys available, including replacements of the actual objects
(instead of a toy cup - a cylinder from the building material, naming imaginary
objects). The imagination is activated, the ways to solve game tasks are
summarized, the actions are divided into the objects. In order to make the
transition from subject action to storyline, adult help is needed. Gradually the
child begins to act from a position of role - it is named with the names of adults,
there is a stage of emancipation with the adult as a model of action; the game is
enriched. Actions are directed not to the puppet character but to the action with
the peer. The role determines the actions and organizes the behavior of the
child, changes the meaning of the objects with which it manipulates. From the
age of three, the roles create mutual interest, assimilated rules of attitude to the
comrade's play. The development of the plot determines the interdependent
"business" (role-based) interaction with the game partner. At this stage,
pedagogical guidance covers new moments - negotiating with the partner and
forming two groups of qualities - gaming and organizational.:

1) the child's ability to play (to develop a plot, to introduce morals, to
select materials);

2) skills to organize their comrades by distributing roots, regulate
relationships.

The ways of regulating behaviors are transferred to the self-directed
game, and relationships are formed that correspond to the norms of public
behavior. Playing skills blend in with communication skills and the end of the
game. during the pre-school period, children can have a variety of themes,
develop a plot with more complicated dependence and co-operation of the
players. They interact with roles, but their behavior is mediated by the moral
standards used and out of the game (Petrova, E., 1986, p.17).

From this point of view, the question is quite normal: "When does one
represent his real behavior in his life?" — Perhaps in unexpected and
spontaneous situations. And this is the model of the conflict situation,
according to D. Dimitrov, understood in the broadest sense of the word: a
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situation in which at least two players (players, teams) are pursuing different
goals. They do not necessarily have to be antagonistic, on the contrary - as a
rule, they are either included in a more general purpose goal for all
participants, or contain a common element for all, require coordination and
coordination of their activities to a varying extent. Their typical representative -
the didactic game (according to the current terminology) - reaches the basic
parameters of its true, developed business form - as an auto-editing game - to
the 6th year and has the most recognized prospect of being in school.

Thus understood, the conflict situation is not only a less extreme case of
cooperative activity but is the "other self" of the cooperative activity. From this
point of view, the development of the system of the game activity can be
understood as a transition from emphasis on the common in the joint activity (as
the different is the condition and the motor of the mutual enrichment) to
updating the different in its goals when the common is the necessary
precondition for itself realization. An emerging component of an auto-dynamic
game, the conflict situation has two very important features: information failure
and uncertainty and accidentality of impacts and consequences. Together with
the existence of different strategies of behavior (leading differently or unequally
to victory or loss), together with the need to make optimal decisions in the
conditions of absolute equality before the rules, they point to the overdrive of an
auto-idiomatic game: mastering and working out the principle, most generalized
ways and rules for solving, overcoming every problem. The object of
transformation, building, and refinement are the three types of relationships: to
the objects, to the other people and to themselves, but they are taken in their
most abstract plan - separated from the concrete content.

Because the specific in the autodidacting game is that it requires the
observance of the mandatory condition for the full human communication: each
participant to see in the other person the same thing - with equal rights and
opportunities to the rules and purpose of the game, as his striving for victory is
in principle recognizes exactly the same importance as his own. This serves a
quick, accurate and multiple orientation in the changing situation; the prognosis
and reflection of their actions and their partners, as well as the relationships
and their personal reflection.

Other very important moments are contained in the auto-idiomatic game
and in its evolving effects, but they will be revealed in the exposition of the
respective type technology. Now it is more important to note that it is the auto-
dynamic game that is the most complicated and mature version of the children's
own gaming activity that they should (and can) only come about as a result of
the self-development of the self games system which will form all the necessary
prerequisites for the mastery of the universality of the contradictory unity of the
cooperative and the conflict in every process of joint action.

It is only in an autodidactual game that this unity is represented and
understood - specifically practical and personally significant - as one of the
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driving forces of the unfolding of social interactions and relationships between
people because it reveals the moral-human nature of not only the game content,
game procedure.

This, albeit a conceptual description of the game system, opens the
possibility - with a clear distinction between the objective purpose and the
specificity of the different games - to analyze its functioning in the pedagogical
process of kindergarten and elementary school. For this purpose, however, it is
necessary to specify also the main situations of pedagogical interaction between
the teacher and the children (Dimitrov, D., 2011, p.62).

But that changes too much.

Obviously, both the child and the adult need to play their roles, but it is
also less important to see when the automatism begins, which already deprives
the child of the relationship of personality and meaning. Every child has a lot of
status or status, whether personal or group. This is precisely why the educator
should be aware of the differences between the individual members of the
group, which many times create the impression of cooperativity, cooperation.
Usually, behind this impression is concealed a certain conflict, differences or
reality that is hidden behind the visible. That is why unexpected and
spontaneous situations involve in action those social mechanisms that overcome
the incident and restore the normal course of action. The educator must provide
for himself: the individual-specific peculiarities of perceiving the social context
of the child; his dependence on the cognitive complexity of the personality and
the influence on him of factors such as: age, emotional attitude, interests.

Establishing individual distinctions will provide an opportunity for the
educator to look into age dynamics:

- socio-cultural identification, ie the child's ability to become aware of
itself;

- as a person within the framework of a peer-to-peer society;

- understanding the child about the difference between himself and others
while preserving the integrity of his own self;

- intensive communication between children due to changes and the
complication of the structure of social connections in the game;

- the child's awareness of his belonging to different groups;

- awareness of his own age;

- mental states and inconsistency of interests;

- building an evaluation and self-assessment of your own self in
comparison with others.

6. Pedagogical competence

In the modern information world and the structural changes and changes
in the education system such as educational requirements, programs,
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programming systems, etc., there is a need for a complex and balanced attitude
towards the theoretical and practical side of education and education.

In this context, it is important to mention a vision of E. Petrova. The new
requirements for the intensification of the pedagogical process point to a
complex and integrated approach in forming the child's personality. As we come
out of the concept of integrity in the development of adolescence, complexity and
integrity must be combined with systemicity. These approaches are most directly
realized through game activity as a dominant one providing not only
development of the private psychic processes, but also as an activity in which
qualitative changes occur in the child's personality and the prerequisites for
differentiation of the other basic activities are created (L. Vigotski, AV
Zaporozhec, NA Leontiev, D.B. Elkonin and others). For her, the overall
formation of the childhood presupposes the organic unity of all the major
spiritual spheres of the developing child. This unity, according to NN Podjadak,
is ensured through the formation at the preschool age of fundamental psychic
formations, which are directly related to the child's overall mental development.
As the nucleus of formation, the basic structural components of the personality -
the motivational necessity and the emotional-vocal sphere, as well as the sphere
of self-consciousness (Petrova, E., Integrative functions of the game in the
pedagogical process, S., 1986). Whether it sounds paradoxical, but in the
discussion, or rather the controversy about the preschool education, one can see
a consensus between E.Petrova and D.Dimitrov. ,,The path is pointed out by A.
Zaporozhev in his concept of amplification (enrichment) of development, which
is opposed to the "artificial acceleration”. On this basis, and with the use of a
number of promising ideas in psychological and pedagogical research, I have
already justified (Pre-school Pedagogy, I, Bl., 1994) a hierarchically structured
targeting system of pre-school education. At three levels: conceptually,
personally and actively, its components are clearly specified. At the level of
meaning it is necessary to look for the unlimited and determined enrichment of
the joint life and activity - as the development of the specific children's activities
and communication to the widest range of promising tasks - in principle,
determined by the possibilities of the two subjects (pedagogue and children) of
universal and universal significance. The possibility of such an orientation of
the actual educational (in the above sense) work in pre-school age stems from
the numerous theoretical and experimental evidence of the existence of
fundamental general psychic and personal neoplasms that are key to the whole
life expectancy of adolescents. And the need for the purpose of program-based,
unsubstantiated and maximally developed child development follows from the
place of the kindergarten in the structure of the educational system. As it is both
temporal and meaningful, and as the first direct mediator to the family, furthest
from the end of the institutional age-narrowing educational corridor, it must be
both generative and predominantly opposed to its an entire educational unit of
the trend in what is happening to the teenagers” (Dimitrov, D., 2011, p.21).
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Therefore, years ago, at the theoretical and practical level, we justified a
concept or vision of pedagogical competence. We have formulated it as a clear
and precise differentiation of professional characteristics in the educational and
pedagogical spheres as a summary of rights, duties, qualities, abilities, or from
now on a specific competence. The work reveals elements of pedagogical
competence or specific competence in the movement of ideas, theories,
methodologies, methodologies and above all in the works of the mentioned
authors.

7. Speech interaction

The social behavior of children inevitably relates to the functions of
language, focusing mainly on their behavior in specific social groups, which
enables the typing of communication skills. At the pre-school age in children
there are a number of significant qualitative changes that are related to new
patterns in the development of mental activity. This necessitates putting new
tasks on the child's mental development. Whereas in early and early pre-school
age the children master the concepts extremely empirically and mainly in view
of the utilitarian and functional features, the children of the typical pre-school
age (5 to 7 years) change in the mental activity and a moment comes when
empirical mastery of the concepts of concepts formed with regard to the action
and the usefulness of the subjects go to an increasingly deliberate separation
and schematic summary of the general and the essential, although the children
do not realize the mental psychological pro ESI carried out in mastering the
content of the concepts. (Petrova, E., 1963, p.12).

Thus, language becomes a major factor in the course of a particular
social situation in which the child realizes its speech abilities. If pedagogues
manage to organize certain targeted situations, the social context of children's
communication will improve their ability to maintain and establish contact
between themselves and adults. We will go back to D. Dimitrov's words quoted
above: ,, At first, however, it is necessary to define the meaningful frameworks of
the more general concept of "interaction”. In view of definitions existing in
another plan, it is stated that interaction is only such a relationship between
changing entities when the change of the subject subject to influence becomes
an influence on the acting subject. It is considered that impact is such a form of
connection between the subjects in which the action of one prevails considerably
above the respondent subjective action.” (Dimitrov, D., 2011, p.36).

The relationship between the social context of children's communication
and the typing of their ways of communicating through the speech mechanisms
determines the degree of communicativeness in a given target-organized
situation by the pedagogue. For El. Petrova ,,Formation of concepts in pre-
school age is characterized by a gradual transition from sensory knowledge to
logical. These two moments and degrees of knowledge are in unity. Gradually,
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children's perceptions evolve, complicate and become a complex intellectual act.
Perceptions get a more complex structure as quality improvement of their
individual components changes, and the ratio of these components.(Petrova, E.,
1963, p.50). This correlation between the already typified ways of
communicating through the speech mechanisms and the social context in which
it flows shows the importance of the relationship "communication -
socialization" which leads to formation in children. From this point of view, in
the dissertation thesis we share the view that it is necessary to try to overcome
the phenomenology and to structure the mental neoplasms around the personal
ones.

Here is the general opinion that this is the already-mentioned "I-system”,
even for authors who use slightly different names. Formed until the end of the
third year, it is the basis of the emancipatory tendency for emancipation by the
adult. This child's ambition is based on a number of achievements related to
mastery of the body, speech, manipulation and subjective actions, their
increasing control and alignment with the requirements.

The new social and cognitive tasks, and especially the success in solving
them (based on the appearance of the symbolic function, the initial
interiorization of the action patterns and the mastery of the subject-operational-
technical side of the activity), accompanied by the encouragement of the adults,
give rise to a sense of confidence self, in its own autonomy and significance.

This is concretized in an entity that goes beyond the meaning of the use of
personal pronoun - the pride of achievements. According to the authors, it
integrates the preposterous attitude towards reality, the attitude towards the
adult as a model and expert, the attitude towards oneself, mediated by
achievements.

Thus, one of the most important stages in the development of self-
consciousness is revealed. Until then, the child is immersed in the flow of his
being and is conscious of experiencing his existence. The preparation for the
new form of the Self is not through direct self-perception and self-knowledge,
but mediated through activity, business communication with adults, and the
comparison of one's own with the assessment of the surrounding. (Dimitrov, D.,

2011, p.42).

8. Information Interaction and Communicative Competence

Preschool children have contact with more than one language thanks to
different sources of information. This is why we attach great importance to so-
called communicative competence, ie the ability of children not only to form
separate phrases but also to choose those that best reflect the necessary concrete
behavior in individual speech situations and speech interaction. Real
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communication unfolds as a process of exchange of symbolic meanings. Or, as
Max Weber asserts - shaping the purpose or intent of communication can be
understood as an internal action. However, in order to have real communication,
it 1s necessary to involve at least two subjects in the process of interaction. the
practical purpose and intent can not replace the symbolic interaction that is the
essence of the process under consideration.

Later, along with the increase in the importance of the instructions and
instructions, to the corrective verbal speeches of the adults, the child uses
speech for both planning and organizing own actions, - the child is now ready to
answer "how" the performance will take place. It is only at the end of the pre-
school age that the child can now perform sophisticated speech instruction of
the adults, and when planning his / her own actions, he moves from external to
inner, mental / or emotional agitation, regressive forms /.(Dimitrov, D., 1994,
p.212).

The Communicative Action, according to Roland Burkart, has one
consistent goal and one variable: the constant is the message to help
understanding between the communicators. The second goal may be to satisfy a
particular interest (Burkart, R., 2000).

It is clear that communicative competence encompasses the social
context of manifestation of linguistic competence, that is, everything related to
the situation in which the child communicates through language, and by all
means possible. It is necessary to note that this sketch of the development of
speech regulation, made by V. Muhina (56), is one-sided, made only in the
context of the relationship: child - adult; that there are no significant changes in
the interested aspect related to the interaction with peers in the conditions of
cooperative activity. They were already fixed in advance by the statements of K.
Abulhanova-Slavskaya and J. Piaje. (Dimitrov, D., 1994, p.207).

We can sum up in a peculiar way. We will bring up an interesting opinion,
which reveals and clarifies the described phenomena, but also gives them a
chance for a more unconventional approach. "In essence, this is about the
realization of a more general concept, which implies: creating a unified view of
the linguistic phenomenon and its various manifestations; linking language
competence with the concept of speech development of the language system; to
achieve integration between language and literary learning on the basis of the
communicative and aesthetic function of language. The essence of the new
approach in native language learning is ultimately reflected in the optimal
orientation towards the mastery of language as a means of communication
(Zdravkova and others, 1998). The above-mentioned characteristics of the
practical aspect of language learning and speech development very closely
correspond to the parameters of the unified pre-school system and the mastery of
the Bulgarian language. And as a conclusion, E. Petrova's words are important:
The summarizing process begins with perceptions and the formation of ideas. As
a result of the synthesis of a number of perceptions of an object, an image is
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produced which does not have the features of each individual perception but has
the most typical characteristic features of the object. The individual image
begins with summary elements. (Petrova, E., 1963, p. 12)
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CONCLUSIONS

The dissertation presented some aspects of socially significant
pedagogical problems but also from the perspective of the years before 1989,
and mainly through the works of two outstanding scholars in pre-school
pedagogy - Prof. Elka Petrova and Assoc. Prof. Dimitar Dimitrov. The analysis
in this direction makes it possible to justify the adequacy of the goal of
dissertation work towards the theoretical and applied pedagogical aspects in the
works of E. Petrova and D. Dimitrov. This analysis has proven to be valuable in
the following: the controversy between these scientists reveals much of the
development of pre-school pedagogy as a historical science that has direct
projections to date as topical in solving problems in the realization of
pedagogical interaction in pre-school age.

The tasks we set up were implemented in the following direction:

1. Historical aspects of the development of pre-school pedagogy during
the analyzed period through the works of E.Petrova and D.Dimitrov.

2. Analysis of the theoretical aspects of the main paradigms in pre-
primary education.

3. Analysis of the interrelations between game, culture, social dynamics,
pedagogical interaction, social information through the works of E.Petrova and
D.Dimitrov.

4. Analysis of the social context of pedagogical interactions - speech,
information, communicative competence through the works of E.Petrova and
D.Dimitrov.

CONTRIBUTIONS

1. An attempt has been made to summarize the history and the theory of
pre-school education, which is not just a description of the problem, it is an up-
to-date scientific approach for analysis and outlining perspectives for
optimization of the educational system. Research and its outcomes as a theory
and practice largely compensate for deficits on the topic of socio-pedagogical
and academic practice in Bulgaria.

2. Pre-primary education is represented as a significant interdisciplinary
and integrative process for improving the academic training of specialists; the
research provides enough information to bring out the specific parameters for
qualification of pedagogical cadres. The dissertation enriches science in a
number of directions: philosophy, psychology, pedagogy, branch, border and
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age pedagogical sciences, philosophy of education, preschool pedagogy,
comparative pedagogy, history of Bulgarian pre-school education.

3. There is an innovative approach to analyze the phenomena presented,
related to the author's interpretation of theories and views underlying the goal of
the dissertation - their examination through the prism of pedagogical concepts of
eminent scholars in pre-school pedagogy.

4. There are definitions of a number of concepts related to the topic of
dissertation: subject of pre-school pedagogy; pedagogical competence;
mastering the language and developing speech; communicative competence;
media competence.

5. An analysis of experimental studies of children's play, game
interaction in the children's group, mastering the language and the development
of speech leading to the emergence of new paradigms and concepts has been
made.
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
