1. General description of the procedure

By order Ne PJ] 38-166 of 21.03.2019 of the Rector of the Sofia university ,,St. Kliment
Ohridski™ (SU) I am determined for a member of the scientific jury for providing procedure for de-
fense of a dissertation thesis on the following topic ,, Theoretical and historical aspects of the justice
of the peace jurisdiction. The Bulgarian and world models of the justice of the peace court* for
obtaining the educational and scientific degree “Philosophy doctor” in a field of higher education: 3.
Social, economic and law sciences; professional field: 3.6 Law; PhD program: ,.State and law theory.
Political and law doctrines.*

Author of dissertation thesis is Mihail Mateev Mateev — PhD candidate on an individual
doctoral studies to department “State and law theory and history* of the Law faculty with a scientific

supervisor Tencho Kolev, PhD, assoc. Prof ., SU ,,St. Kliment Ohridski.

It becomes clear from this information that the PhD-candidate meets the national minimum
requirements for educational and scientific degree ,,Philosophy doctor* in field of a higher education:
3. Social, economic and law sciences, professional field: 3.6 Law, and he even has accrued more
points according to the scientific-metric indicators .

The PhD candidate has enclosed a dissertation thesis; dissertation abstract; 4 (four) publica-

tions.

2. Short data about the PhD candidate

Mihail Mateev Mateev was born in Sofia on 11.08.1961. He has finished his secondary edu-
cation at 9-th French language school — Sofia and higher education under ,,Law* specialty he has
obtained at the Law faculty of Sofia university "St. Kliment Ohridski", where he had one-year
post-diploma specialization on ,, Theory and history of law*. Since 1991 he has been working as
assistant on History of the Bulgarian state and law at the LF of SU “St. Kliment Ohridski*. He has
been also a lecturer at New Bulgarian university (NBU), Veliko Tarnovo university (VTU), Ruse
university (RU). Since 1997 Mihail Mateev is a lawyer at Sofia bar. Seen from the presented cur-
riculum vitae, the lecturing and scientific activity of Mr. Mateev is mainly in the field of the History
of Bulgarian sate and law. He has public activity related to his professional field and scien-
tific-lecturing activity.

Mihail Mateev Mateev has a rich experience in the lecturing activity, which appears a
pre-condition and guarantee for the good quality of the practical and theoretical classes with the

students.

3. Characteristics of dissertation thesis

The presented dissertation thesis ,,Theoretical and historical aspects of the justice of the peace
jurisdiction. The Bulgarian and world models of the justice of the peace court* has a total volume of
354 pages as the main statement has a volume of 274 p., to which are added bibliography, enclosure
as tables and photocopies of documents.

The dissertation thesis in its contents follows a classic structure and comprises an introduction,
five chapters and conclusion. There have been made 388 footnotes.

The dissertation is devoted to interesting issues,which have not been subject of entire and
complex research in the Bulgarian doctrine. The issues about the genesis, development, problems and
perspectives of the justice of the peace jurisdiction have not only theoretical but also practical aspect.

The justice of the peace court and the justice of the peace jurisdiction are a complex and

many-sided institute of the procedural law and judicial system. The subject of the research is ana-



lyzed in a historical research in law theoretical and legal aspect. The dissertation examines the origin,
nature, forms and historical development of the justice of the peace court and the justice of the peace

jurisdiction from a point of view of the structure of the courts and legal procedures of the courts.

In first chapter the author of the dissertation thesis examines the nature and specific peculiari-
ties of the justice of the peace court and the justice of the peace jurisdiction. A review has been made
of the Bulgarian and foreign scientific literature on this topic. There have been stated the historical
ways and models for settling disputes as there are outlined types of justice of the peace proceedings
and comparison has been made of the justice of the peace jurisdiction with the traditional legal pro-
ceedings and with the mediation. The PhD candidate has defined briefly, clearly and in an under-
standable way the term for a justice of the peace court, as he has distinguished the principle differ-
ences between the justice of the peace and general courts. By legal arguments the PhD candidate has
stated the advantages of the justice of the peace jurisdiction compared to the mediation.

A few moments of contribution can be stressed in chapter first: 1) the provision of a theoretical
but also a legal definition of the justice of the peace court and the justice of the peace jurisdiction; 2)
the definition of the different types of justice of the peace proceedings in settling legal issues as well
as their classification; 3) the analysis of the mediation and the other alternative forms for out-of-court

settlement of disputes and statement of reasons for their bad effectiveness and poor popularity.

In chapters second, third and fourth the author of the dissertation thesis has made a legal history
study of the justice of the peace court and the justice of the peace jurisdiction in England France and
Russia as he has distinguished the three models of justice of the peace jurisdiction in these countries
Consecutively in a chronological way are stated the mutual connections between these three models,
but there are also stated there unique characteristics and principle differences. The PhD candidate has
consecutively studies the genesis of the English model of justice of the peace jurisdiction and its
typical peculiarities, the historical formation of the French model of justice of the peace jurisdiction
and its comparison with the English model as well as the judicial reform in Russia from the middle of
19-th century and the establishment of the Russian model of a justice of the peace jurisdiction, which
is also compared to the English and French model.

The moments of contribution, which can be pointed here are as follows: 1) systematization and
research in a legal history aspect of the genesis and development of the justice of the peace court and
the justice of the peace jurisdiction in England, France and Russia; 2) the comparison of the models of
justice of the peace jurisdiction in the three countries as there are outlines their specific characteris-

tics, but also there is a statement of their connections..



Chapter fifth of the dissertation thesis appears an original and logical end of the scientific thesis
of the PhD candidate Mihail Mateev. It makes analysis of the historical facts and the normative
framework of the Bulgarian model of justice of the peace jurisdiction. Attention is given to the
preparation and conduction of the judicial reform in Bulgaria in 1880. There is a statement of the most
important changes in the judicial system of Kingdom of Bulgaria, which are contained in the Or-
ganization of the courts law from 1880. In the legal history science is known that our legislation about
the organization of the court and the judicial proceedings after the Liberation is receipted from the
legal system of the Russian empire. The author of the dissertation thesis has made a compara-
tive-legal and linguistic analysis of the Russian prime sources and the Bulgarian laws and he has
established one fact- ,,unknown or kept silent until now* according to him — they (the Bulgarian laws)
are a literal translation with many mistakes and discrepancies of almost all texts, regulating the justice
of the peace court and jurisdiction in the respective Russian laws.

The PhD candidate stresses on the fact that after being receipted the Rissian legal framework as
a whole, there have been made many disputable structural and functional modifications of the Rus-
sian model. The author characterizes the Bulgarian model of justice of the peace jurisdiction, in-
troduced in 1880 under the following way: the justice of the peace court is only a one-man court; there
is no General meeting of the justice-of-court judges as appellate instance of the justice of the peace
jurisdiction; the deeds of the justices of the peace are challenged in front of the Regional court; it does
not exist the institution of the honorable justice of the peace; the justices of the peace are not elective,
they are appointed by the monarch upon proposal of the executive power. The author expresses the
thesis that many modifications have been made to the procedure institutes (jurisdiction, evidences,
hearing the cases by default and etc.), which have adverse or at least disputable effects and create
problems in the case law of the legal procedure. The PhD candidate has reached the following con-
clusion: ,,In the end, the Bulgarian legislator receipted texts from the Russian legislation for the
justice of the peace court, but it does not receipted the Russian model, it has created its own specific
model, which to a certain extent stays close to the French model, but it did not succeeded to provide
this vitality and effectiveness, which have the French justice of the peace courts*.

Several moments of contribution are typical for chapter fifth of the dissertation thesis: 1) there
is analysis and clarification of the historical facts, events and circumstances upon the adoption of the
Bulgarian legislation for the justice of the peace jurisdiction from 1880; 2) it has been made a com-
parative-legal as well as linguistic analysis of the Bulgarian legislation and its Russian prime sources
— the judicial by-laws of 1864; 3) there is an emphasis on the reasons for the practical problems in the



organization and activity of the Bulgarian justice of the peace court in the period 1880 — 1934;
4) analysis has been made of the conceptual faults of the Bulgarian justice of the peace court.

In the presented dissertation thesis the PhD candidate has made an emphasis on the rational
solutions in the world models of the justice of the peace jurisdiction, which could be perceived in the
modern court organization and legal proceedings. It strikes the principle approach of the author to
seek the conceptual meaning of the occurrences and clearly to declare its conceptions of theoretical
nature in the field of the state and law history.

In conclusion it can be stated that the dissertation thesis had originality and analytical approach
in presenting the issues. It is obvious that the author is aware of the international ad Bulgarian doc-
trine. The thesis has a clear focus and the main topic is showed step-by-step as there is a clear con-

nection between the analyzed issues.

4. Dissertation abstract and publications in relation to the dissertation

The dissertation abstract, presented by the PhD candidate is drawn in accordance with the re-
quirements of the normative framework and reflects the results, reached by studying the issue. The
dissertation abstract displays the main contents, the main ideas and conclusions in the dissertation
thesis. There is an outlining of the moments of contribution of the author in conduction of the re-
search, the extent of novelty and practical significance of the dissertation.

The publications, which the PhD candidate has presented, are 4 (four), namely: ,, The justice of
the peace jurisdiction and the mediation* — Praven pregled magazine, ISSN 2534-9449 (print), Ne
1215 at HPC from 11.03.2019, issue 5-6 of 2019, 23p.; ,,The effective means of the justice of the
peace jurisdiction in some disputes regarding real estates - lus Romanum magazine, ISSN
2367-7007 (online), Ne 2120 at National reference list (NRL) from 11.03.2019, issue I of 2019, 15 p.;
., The justice of the peace jurisdiction and the right of access to a fair judicial procedure (France
1790-1855r.)“ —lus Romanum magazine, ISSN 2367-7007 (online), Ne 2120 at NRL from
11.03.2019, issue II from 2019, 21 p.; ,,Essence and characteristics of the justice of the peace court
and the justice of the peace jurisdiction — Praven pregled magazine ISSN 2534-9449 (print), Ne 1215
at NRL from 11.03.2019, issue 3-4 of 2019, 15p. They are connected with the topic of the dissertation
thesis and are made in publications, which are at the National reference list of modern Bulgarian
scientific publications with scientific review, which is maintained by the Ministry of education and
science through the National center for information and documentation. Important characteristic of
the scientific production of Mihail Mateev is the continuous implementation of the compara-

tive-legal, comparative-historical and socio-legal methods and approaches.



5. Critical notes and recommendations

In the dissertation are stated many historical facts, related to each of the issues, exposed in the
respective chapters, which in particular parts of the paper could be reduced as considering the fact
that the study is intended to systematization and analysis of the legal framework of the justice of the
peace jurisdiction.

With regard to the proposals de lege ferenda, it can be stated that some of them are well justi-
fied, but in cases of others could be added more legal justification.

As recommendation, though aside from the essence of the statement it can be stated that some
of the enclosures at the end of the dissertation would be useful in the future publication as a book, but
some of them are ,,burden‘ for the volume of the dissertation thesis in the presented form. And one
more technical note — some of the quotes are not in the form according to the standards for biblio-
graphic quotation.

Finally 1 would like to recommend stronger appearance of the author in the conclusion of the
thesis as well as publication of the dissertation after its successful defense.

The above-mentioned critical notes and recommendations can’t change the conclusion that the
presented study has indisputable scientific contributions and has the properties of a dissertation by
virtue of the Law on development of the academic structure in Republic of Bulgaria (LDASRB) and
the Implementing rules on LDASRB for obtaining of the educational and scientific degree ,,Philos-

ophy doctor.

6. Conclusion

The made analysis of the properties and contributions of the presented materials, of the aca-
demic and lecturer’s virtues of the PhD candidate and his capabilities for dealing with scientific,
lecturer’s and administrative tasks show that Mihail Mateev Mateev holds all necessary virtues for
obtaining the educational and scientific degree ,,Philosophy doctor.

The dissertation thesis contains scientific-applicable results, which appear an original contri-
bution to the science and meet all requirements under the Law on development of the academic structure in
Republic of Bulgaria (LDASRB), the Implementing rules for implementation of LDASRB and the re-
spectove Rules of SU ,,St. Kliment Ohridski“. The presented materials and dissertation results cor-
respond completely to the specific requirements of the Law faculty, adopted in relation to the Im-

plementing rules of SU for implementation of LDASRB.
