Kyosev is being a candidate .

1. General description of the procedure

By Order Ne RD 38-233 / 20.05.2019 of the Rector of Sofia University
"St. Kliment Ohridski " I am nominated as a member of the scientific jury of
a competition for the academic position "Associate professor at the Faculty of
Law. For the participation in the competition, was filed a single application:
Ch. Assoc. Prof. Ivan Stefanov Kyosev from the Faculty of Law of Sofia
University "St. Kliment Ohridski ™.

The presented by Ch. Assoc. Prof. lvan Stefanov Kyosev set of paper materials
Is in compliance with the Regulations on the Terms and Procedure for Acquisition
of Academic Degrees and the Occupation of Academic Staff at Sofia University
"St. Kliment Ohridski. At its first meeting, held on 6 June 2019, the Scientific Jury
decided that Chief Assist. Prof. lvan Kyosev meets the minimum required points in
groups of indicators covered in PPZRASRB and on that basis should be allowed to



participate in the competition for academic position "Associate professor" in
professional field 3.6 Law (History of the Bulgarian State and Law).

2. Brief details of the applicant

Ivan Stefanov Kyosev was born on 12.03.1973 in Sofia. He graduated from
the National Secondary School of Culture - Gorna Banya in 1992. He graduated
with a law degree in Law at the Faculty of Law of Sofia University "St. Kliment
Ohridski ™.

Ivan Kyosev was a PhD student at the Faculty of Law at Sofia University
"St. Kliment Ohridski " in the period 2001-2004. He acquired the academic grade
Doctor in Law at the Faculty of Law in 2004 and in the same year he joined the
academic staff of Sofia University" St. Kliment Ohridski ". Since 2008, he has been
appointed as Chief Assistant Professor at the Faculty of Law at University of Sofia
"St. Kliment Ohridski ".

Ivan Kyosev is a member of the Union of Jurists in Bulgaria and Secretary of
Bulgarian Association for Philosophy of Law. He participated in the development
of the Master Program "Documentary and Archival Resources" at the Faculty of
History of the Sofia University "St. Kliment Ohridski ", where he holds a training
course on Fundamentals of State and Law. Since 2010, he has been teaching in the
academic Programme “Archives” of the Faculty of History of the Sofia University
in the disciplines "State Fundamentals and Law" and "Legal Regulation of the
Archives". During the period 2005-2009 Ivan Kyosev was appointed as a Chief
Expert Advisor at the National Assembly of Republic of Bulgaria.

As can be seen from the presented biography, the teaching and scientific
activities of Chief Assoc. Prof. lvan Stefanov Kyosev are in the field of General
Theory of Law, The History of the Bulgarian State and Law, The Philosophy of
Law, The General Theory of the State. He has a public activity related to his
professional orientation and his scientific and teaching activity. The candidate has
extensive experience in teaching activities, which is a prerequisite and a guarantee
of the good quality of the practical and theoretical studies with the students.



2. General characteristic of the applicant’s job title

The research paper which Dr. Ivan Kyosev submitted for the contest is entitled
"State power and political regimes under the Tarnovo Constitution” (Sofia,
Publishing house "St.. Kliment Ohridski", 2018, ISBN 978 -954-07-4548-0). On its
volume, theme and in view of the availability of scientific editor (Prof. Dr.
Alexander VVodenitcharov), labor comply with the formal requirements to scientific
genre "academic monograph” set out in 8 1, p. 10 additional provisions of
ZRASRB.

The scientific research is devoted to the presentation and analysis of the state
power in the process of constitutional establishment of the Bulgarian state after the
Liberation. Highlighted are the characteristics of the form of government as well as
the specifics of the political regimes imposed in Bulgaria during the time of
Turnovo Constitution.

In Chapter | of the monograph the candidate observes the process of adoption
of Turnovo constitution. Also are revealed the structure and basic principles of the
Constitution and establishment of Bulgarian Principality. The thesis that the author
supports and justifies is that the Constitution as a legal political act for the
foundation of the Bulgarian state and its civil society and is the basis for legal-
political struggle for national unity and economic and cultural rise. The author
identifies key factors such as political and economic liberalism, human integrity
and protection of private property that contribute to recognising Turnovo
Constitution as one of the most democratic constitutions of the relevant
period. Also the process of building the new Bulgarian state on the basis of the
constitution was studied. This approach allows conclusions to be drawn, having
both theoretical and practical significance regarding the development of the
Bulgarian state and law during the period of legal operation of the Constitution.
This is an intrinsic contribution to the research work of Dr. Kyosev.

"Constitutional and legal regulation of state power" is the title of Chapter Il of
the monograph. It presents the statutes and powers of the higher state bodies and



outlines the details of the institutional design of the state government. The author
makes legal-historical analysis of the constitutional monarchy functions and
interaction between the legislative and the executive branch of the state
governance. Dr. Kyosev makes critical conclusions about the actual functional
disballance of the supreme state bodies. According to the author, it is possible to
Impose the head of state - the monarch, as the dominant reactive "veto player" on
the political scene. Thus he introduces the notion of "veto player"” in the field of the
history of the Bulgarian state and law. The author also points out what the status
and powers of the government are, and what its functional interaction with the head
of state is. Special attention is paid to the representation of the judiciary and the
most important stages of its development have been outlined. Also are presented
the co-regulating laws in the state as well as the institutional structure of the
judiciary with its governing and supervisory bodies.

As a contribution point here should be pointed out that the author presents the
process of creation and development of the Bulgarian army as a major factor, a
symbol of the national dignity and powerful tool for satisfying the Bulgarian
national ideal during the observed historical period.

In Chapter Ill of the monograph entitled "Political regimes under the Turnovo
Constitution” the candidate monitores the process of state governance at the time of
the Turnovo Constitution. Special attention is given to the different in their nature
political regimes and the dynamics of the development of the Bulgarian party
system is analyzed. Special attention is paid to the analysis of some more
characteristic political and institutional manifestations of the political regimes
developed during the period under review - the State Council under the rule of
Prince Alexander Batemberg, the complex coalition management configurations
following the coup d'état of 9 June 1923 and "non-party governance" after coup
d'état of 19 may 1934. The author clarifies the specifics of the political regimes of
Prince Alexander I, Tsar Ferdinand | and Tsar Boris I, which he describes as
"authoritarian”. At the same time, the dynamics of party life in the country is
traced, as well as the political relations characteristic of this historical period. Dr.



Kiossev clarifies the causes of occurred national catastrophes based on profound
legal-political analysis of the state governance during the Balkan wars and the First
World War. He also pointed out the negative consequences for the Bulgarian state
and the Bulgarian society by this turn of the historical process.

In conclusion, that the presented research paper is consistent with its purpose
to serve as a source of preparation for the students in the subject "History of the
Bulgarian State and Law". Also the academic work of Dr. Ivan Kyosev contains a
number of scientific and applied scientific achievements. The development of the
different chapters is characterized by multifaceted, profound historical exhibitions
and analyzes and scientific conscientiousness. The completeness and broad
framework in which the problems are studied is a contribution to the history of
science and a favorable cognitive environment for the law students. The
conclusions and recommendations made by the author make a contribution to
science with a high degree of cognition. The candidate is distinguished by a good
legal language. The text is tight and knowledgeable; scientific studies testify to in-
depth knowledge, profound scientific and legal thinking, ability of the author to
analyze subject-matters and to synthesize conclusions and recommendations with
insight and analysis of fundamental scientific problems. Dr. Ivan Kyosev is a
responsible researcher in the field of the history of the Bulgarian state and legal-
political affairs; the study is broad-based, done with skill and erudition.

4. Other publications of the applicant in connection with the competition

Besides Habilitation Paper "State power and political regimes under the
Turnovo Constitution," Dr. lvan Kyosev participates in the competition with the
second edition of his work "A Theory of rational and humane
legislation and Government"” (Sofia, "St.. Kliment Ohridski, 2018, ISBN 978-954-
07-4564-0). On its volume, theme and in view of the availability of scientific editor
(Prof. Dr. Alexander Vodenitcharov), the monograph comply with the formal
requirements to scientific genre "academic monograph™ set out in 8 1, p. 10 of the
Additional Provisions of ZRASRB. In this research paper Dr. Kyosev defines



rational and humane legislation, which, according to the author, serves as an
instrument and a matrix for creating perfect legislation. On the basis of the
established theoretical definition, the basic principles which determine the specifics
of modern legislation in the rule of law and democracy are outlined. Particular
attention is paid to tools for building "perfect normative acts" - legal, logical,
systemic and functional means and factors for creating rational and humane
legislation. The theoretical formulations are supported by the presentation and
analysis of concrete examples of a legal policy as applied in legal practice. Among
systemic factors and ways to create a rational and humane legislation the candidate
highlights the purpose of the law, the systemic organization of the content of the
regulations, the combination of normative texts. Special attention is paid to the
politics and political relations in the modern rule of Law. Te extension on morality
as a factor in modern social management (including public and professional ethics)
and the role of civil society and it’s voluntary structures. Thus, according to the
author, it is possible to place legal science and its theoretical contributions in the
service of the free and developing civil society and the democratic and social state
of the 21st century.

Next, the articles that Dr. lvan Kyosev participates in the competition are
published in periodical legal magazines and collections, namely: "The Political
Law Concepts and ldeas of John Locke and Charles Montesquieu for the Law and
the Democratic State, Contemporary Law Magazine 5/2015, pp. 28-41; "The Laws
of Logic in Lawmaking and in Applied Law" — In: "Law and rights.

These research papers develop questions and legal constructions
on major topics of the history of the state and law, the philosophy of law, the theory
of law. As a general feature of the publications of Dr. Kyosev , provided for
participation in concourse, | note primarily developed themes —the ideas of
J. Locke and Charles Montesquieau concerning Law, legislation and legal
practice in the modern Etat de droit, statute and functions of the judiciary etc.
These legal-political issues have been studied by the candidate thoroughly,
multilaterally, with knowledge, besides the traditions of the Bulgarian legislation,
the theory, as well as the practice of other countries, with the author's scientific
precision and exhaustiveness. They disseminate knowledge and culture.

5. Critical remarks and recommendations

In the academic work, there is a rather large amount of historical facts relating
to each of the issues set out in the relevant chapters, which could be slightly
reduced in certain parts of the work, given that the study is aimed at systematizing
and analyzing the legal framework state power and political regimes at the time of
the Turnovoin constitution.

Concerning the conclusions made in the monograph, some may well be
argued, but others could add more legal argumentation.

As a critical remark, although the author at the end of his work has
enumerated a significant number of sources and a bibliographic content, the main
text of the monograph has only 18 footnotes - this creates the feeling of some kind
of "imbalance between the bibliographic sources used and the cited authors. These
critical remarks and recommendations can not alter the conclusion that the
applicant, Assoc. Prof. D-r Ivan Stefanov Kyosev has sufficient scientific and
teaching skills for acquiring the academic degree "Associated Professor".

6. Conclusion



The documents and materials submitted by Chief Assistant. Prof. lvan
Stefanov Kyosev meet the requirements of the Legal act on the Development of the
Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria (ZRASRB), the Regulations for the
Application of the SZRASRB and the Regulations for the Conditions and
Procedure for Acquisition of Academic Degrees and the Occupation of Academic
Jobs at Sofia University "St. Kliment Ohridski. The candidate in the competition
has submitted a sufficient number of scientific papers published after the materials
used in the defense of the Doctorate.

His
theoretical developments have practical applicability, and some of them are directly
oriented to the university education. The scientific and teaching qualification of Dr.

The achieved by D-r Ivan Stefanov Kyosev
results in academic and research field comply with the specific requirements of the
Faculty of Law, adopted in connection with the regulations of ZRASRB.
