The Bulgarian Satirical Press between the Two World Wars

The book analyses the trends in the development of the Bulgarian satirical press
in the post-war years. The analysis covers over 60 newspapers and journals. The
first chapter reviews the major publications and provides statistical data about the
dynamics in the press media field.

The second chapter deals with publications such as Cherven Smyah, Zvanar,
Zhupel, Horovod, Div Dyado, etc., as well as with the typical for the period political
satire, both on the ideological left and right.

The third chapter focuses on another trend typical for the period — the
emergence of a wave of cartoonish and lighthearted publications, such as Kvo da e,
Balgaran, Ne Me Zakachai, Ne Iskam Da Rabotish, Nyama Go Maystora,
Chervenata ti Vrazka, etc. The fourth chapter paper deals with Rayko Alexiev and his
work as editor of the newspaper Shturetz.

The next two chapters deal with the so called Parrots — popular wall
newspapers printed in colour and covering current politics — and the so called
Scourges — gutter press-te tabloids published throughout the country.

The book provides a fresh look at some lesser known aspects of the history of

Bulgarian culture.

Journalism in Bulgaria between the Two World Wars (1919-1939)

The book analyses the development of the Bulgarian print periodicals in
the inter-war period. The author examines the parallels between media and the
historical process, highlighting the way in which journalism both reflects and shapes
social and political developments in the period. The focus is on press publications
which covered current politics and their role in the radicalization of Bulgarian society
resulting from the abandonment of the model of liberal democracy. This process led
to a search for a magic solution to the post-war crisis offered by various destructive
left-wing and right-wing ideologies. The book concentrates on newspapers with the
biggest impact on public opinion — Slovo, Rabotnicheski vestnik, Zora, Utro, Dnevnik,
Zarya, Mir, Pladne and the journal Zveno. As ideology is also clearly present in
periodicals which covered culture, the book studies journals such as Zlatorog, Vezni,
Hiperion and Cormilo, the newspaper RLF, as well as satirical periodicals such as
Cherven Smyah, Zhupel and Shturetz.

The author also examines the role of the first professional organizations of
journalists and the regulatory environment of the press as factors influencing the

overall development during the period.

The Laughter of the Intellectual: Rayko Alexiev and the Shturetz (Cricket)
Newspaper (1932-1944)

The paper deals with Rayko Alexiev and his work as editor of the newspaper
Shturetz (Cricket) (1932-1944), which was the most popular Bulgarian satirical
periodical published between the two world wars. It had reached a pressrun of
50,000, which was an unprecedented circulation at the time. The analysis covers the
development of its ideas, the topics covered and the genres used, especially at key
moments in the history of the country, such as the first half of 1934 and the spring of
1941.

Sava Dobroplodni and the “New Bulgarian Bee” Journal (1887-1888)

Sava Dobroplodni (1820-1894) is undoubtedly one of the key figures to have
shaped the nature of the XIX century Bulgarian National Revival. He was an
educator, translator, author of school textbooks, pioneer of theatre in Bulgaria and
regular press contributor. Towards the end of his life, he was also the editor and
publisher of the journal “New Bulgarian Bee.” Although the style of the journal may
appear antiquated from a contemporary perspective, it provides insights into both the
personality of its publisher and some peculiar features of XIX century Bulgarian

society.

Towards a Periodisation of the History of Journalism in Bulgaria, 1844-

Most general histories of journalism in Bulgaria contain periodization models
based on periodization borrowed from the history of politics or differentiate periods
overlapping with the structure of the author’s analysis. A truer picture would emerge if
the development of journalism were to be seen through the longue durée model
suggested by Fernand Braudel. The article suggests a type of periodization based on
long periods and driven by the logic of development of the press media in the context

of the overall process of modernization in Bulgaria.
