Dissertation on the topic “Gods in human space. Archeology of Hellenic
Ideas” by prof. Dr. Kostadin Kostadinov Rabadjiev, presented as defense and
obtaining the scientific degree of *"Doctor of Historical Sciences™ in the
professional field 2.2. History and Archeology

The statement has been commissioned by a decision of a scientific jury (Minutes
of the sitting on December 18, 2019), determined by order No. PJ] 38-665 /
November 22, 2019 of the Rector of Sofia University "St. Kliment Ohridski .

Presentation of the candidate and professional experience
Prof. Dr. Kostadin Rabadzhiev graduated in 1982 with a major in History

from Sofia University “St. Kliment Ohridski” with a specialization in
archeology. His professional experience and scientific development are in the
Archeology Department of the Faculty of History of Sofia University, where in
1984 he was appointed to the post of specialist. In 1992 he defended his
Doctorate degree, in 1993 he was elected Senior Assistant, in 2001 - Assistant
Professor and in 2013 - Professor. Prof. K. Rabadzhiev heads two terms of the
Department of Archeology and is a member of the Faculty Council of the
Faculty of History. He teaches two compulsory and one elective course in the
Bachelor's program in Archeology and one elective course in the Master's
program in Archeology. He was the scientific advisor of six successfully
defended PhD students. As of 1984 he is member of the archaeological team
exploring the town of Kabile.



Assessment of the dissertation work

The proposed text for the degree of “Doctor of Historical Sciences” is
structured in a Prologue, five chapters, divided into paragraphs and points to
them, and ends with an Epilogue (244 pages text), arranged in 18 panels of
illustrations, a description of them and a bibliography (291 pages total).

After decades of teaching classical archaeology, it is logical for Prof.
Rabadzhiev to present his interpretations of Hellenic representations of the
deities, of the mortals' relations with them, and to suggest the models by which
this communication takes place. The stated purpose is ambitious - "the desire to
distinguish between the spaces of the world, real and imaginary, to seek the
place of the supernatural inhabitants and the people in them, especially the
presence of the gods in the space of man, seen through the eyes of the ancient
Hellenics." For this reason, he consistently examines the notions of the deities,
the topoi of the sacred, the relation between the sacred and the profane, the
boundaries between the worlds of the immortal and mortal, the mysterial feasts
and the oracle locations.

The author's source database includes archaeological material, written
evidence of different kinds, the visual language and the architecturally acquired
sacral space in relation to the natural. The approach of seeking the perspective of
the very bearers of faith and religion in the studies about them, slowly but surely
gained its place in the studies of the ancient peoples and, first of all, of the
Hellenes, which is logical, since there are sufficient and diverse sources about
them.

Following his idea, the author examines the doctrine and the cult - two of
the three main components of religion, and although he resorts to the polis
normative value system that stems from the first two, he purposefully does not
seek a summary of it. The text specifies the chronological framework of the
study - comparing archaic imagery and notions, with the Hellenic ideological
world in the time of the Classics, with the proviso that he would inevitably
violate it because of the specificity of the religious ideas. The author also
specifies the spatial scope of the study — Continental Hellas.

The boundaries between the academic disciplines of classical studies,
history, art history, religious studies, archaeology and anthropology, which
traditionally explore Greek cults, begin to be overcome only in the early 1970s.
To achieve his objective, Prof. K. Rabadzhiev largely applies the
methodological toolkit used by these academic disciplines without seeking
generalized results, but rather case studies as he calls them.



His focus is the ritual presence of deities and heroes in urban
environment, in out-of-settlement sanctuaries, during sacrifices around the altar.
He therefore creates a geographical model of the sacred landscapes and
constructs a world for deities and humans, which, in his view, is characteristic of
the Hellenes. This construction does not take into account socio-cultural
differences in different regions of Hellas and differences between urban and
rural communities, but outlines a generalized vision. Of course, analyzing the
written sources, K. Rabadzhiev formulates the constructed sacral space of the
respective ancient author and compares it with that of the others before
expressing his own view.

Through the text the historical functions of the Hellenic sanctuaries are
perceptible, but the author's emphasis is on the religious relations between
human/society-divine, relations that manifest a complex structure. The literary
works reflect the individual views of their author, and it is important to what
extent the author's ideas about the divine are relevant to the general concepts.
When considering the appearance of the gods at their will, and not as a result of
ritual actions in literary works, it should be borne in mind that these texts reflect
the value system and worldview of the author, which is why 1 find the
methodology of classical studies obligatory. It is clear from the text that there
are at least two levels in the notions of deities and relations with them - of
writers, philosophers, artists, and, on the other hand, those of other people.

Since there is no ancient Greek category that corresponds exactly to our
term "ritual”, ritual actions are defined as symbolic, traditional communications,
designed to bridge the border between the human and the divine world. This
communication is addressed in the text through analyzes of the appearance of
the statue, the place of the altar in ritual actions, the common meal, the oracle
locations and mysteries.

The development of human relations with the divine, depending on social
changes, is clearly outlined in the analyses of sacrifices. In the polis, citizens are
leading, and so they gather at the altar, and the sacrifice becomes a central action
in the ritual. An indisputable contribution of the author is the analysis of the
Parthenon's frieze, where he also takes into account the creation of space
through light and colors. In fact, in this text, the imagined space of faith and the
rational comprehension of the idea of gods and communication with them by the
intellectual elite are most fully demonstrated.

In the mysteries, the world expands to cosmic dimensions and the aim is
to accomplish harmony between people and natural and divine worlds.



According to the author, individual initiation remains somehow aside of the
general picture of shared experience of humans and gods in the mysteries. Of
course, over time, some mysteries have been "democratized".

Individual initiation stands aside, because it is, in its essence, an
aristocratic practice of deserved dignity and initiation in knowledge. Very
important is K. Rabadzhiev's conclusion that in the literary
comprehension/internalization of myths, legends and epics, the separation of the
worlds of mortals and immortals is perceived, and communication between them
Is accomplished through ritual practices. Some closeness is allowed during the
mysterial holidays.

Publications on the topic of the thesis
The author presents 17 publications on the topic of the doctorate.

Conclusion
The work presented by Prof. K. Rabadzhiev is an achievement with

serious contributions to Bulgarian historiography in the studies of ancient Greek
religion, despite the modesty of the author that the monograph presents case
studies. | have not noticed plagiarism in the text. The abstract reflects the
content of the dissertation and its contributions.

In view of the above, | believe that the work meets the legal requirements
for successful defense of a Doctor of Science degree in a professional field 2.2.
History and Archeology. | vote in the affirmative for awarding the Doctor of
History degree in a professional field 2.2. History and Archeology of Prof. Dr.
Kostadin Rabadzhiev.
