Abstract: The topic of civic education of children and young people has been the subject of special
interest and permanent discussion in various scientific fields in recent years.
The formation of the citizen (civic education) is one of the main goals of the educational systems in
European countries, the Far East, the USA, etc.
One of the aspirations in the creation of the book is to synthesize information and cognitive
experience (personal and public), important for revealing the essence and development of the
theory and practice of civic education. The present work is structured in two sections. The first is
aimed at presenting and analysing the values of civil society, which are found in the works of
philosophers of antiquity and the classics of the Enlightenment. Special attention is paid to

universal Christian values, which are the basis of European civilization and a reference point in
time for achieving better human relations.

The Bulgarian tradition in the creation of the first textbooks on "Civic Doctrine" (1894) is presented
through the analysis of the work of Nikola Stanev, according to whose textbook "History of
Bulgaria" young Bulgarians still study "reading and writing" abroad.

The second section of the book emphasizes the nature, approaches and models in the study of
value-based civic education. Special attention is paid to the taxonomic approach in presenting
(classifying) the objectives of civic education.

The content aspects of the acquisition of civic / democratic values by students and young people
are defined in four main directions: first, political and legal; second, social with an emphasis on
socio-emotional learning and civic education, third - socio-cultural, and fourth - economic.

Some contemporary dimensions of European citizenship are also considered.

To make proposals and recommendations for measures and policies for the future work on the
prevention of dropping out of school.

The research project is implemented through a combination of quantitative and qualitative
methods, which makes it possible to cover the opinions and assessments of different target
groups, to register and evaluate the quantitative parameters of the phenomenon, to achieve a
more complete and concrete understanding of the social, economic, ethnocultural and educational
dimensions of the problem.

The study outlines both the complexity and complexity of the problem of children dropping out of
school at an early age, and the specific interpretive schemes for explaining this process by the
various participants and stakeholders.
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
