1. Structural parameters of dissertation work

The dissertation work has a volume of 218 pages and consists of an
introduction, three chapters, a conclusion, basic literature and literature. The
bibliography includes 131 titles, including 120 in Cyrillic and 11 in Latin. It is

in current quality content, because it presents monographs in its defining part.
In structural terms, the dissertation contains all the necessary
components for its assessment: the program orientation presented in the
introduction and containing objectives and main tasks; analytical
interpretation of the problem area in terms of the historical and contemporary

trends in the state and development of pre-school pedagogy.
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2. Content of the dissertation thesis

In the introduction, the author presents the actuality of the problem,
namely the need for an analytical historical and retrospective approach to the
educational system in Bulgaria by rethinking and updating the relation "social
changes - educational reforms - higher education - pre-school education -
preschool pedagogy". In this plan, according Professor Angelov, reforming the
education system means not "top-down solutions”, but effective day-to-day
collaboration between researchers, pedagogical specialists and future teachers.
Therefore, he rightly believes that it is precisely in the field of pre-school
education and training in pedagogical specialties of the Faculty of Education
and Arts.

At the end of the introduction is presented the aim of the dissertation
related to the analysis of the theoretical and applied pedagogical aspects in the
works and the views of two famous scientists in the field of pre-school
pedagogy - professor Elka Petrova and assistant professor Dimitar Dimitrov.
Objectives specifying the purpose as: historical aspects in the development of
pre-school pedagogy are presented; theoretical problems of paradigms in pre-
school education; interplay between game, culture, social dynamics and social
information; the social context of pedagogical interaction in speech,
information and communicative competence.

CHAPTER ONE, 'Pre-School Education - Status, Trends,
Challenges and Changes'' contains two paragraphs:

- Historical aspects of the development of pre-school education.

On the basis of a retrospective review of pre-school education and pre-
school pedagogy, Professor Angelov focuses on the methodology of pre-school
childhood perception and the role of the game, and points out basic theories
about their analysis, presenting the child's cognitive and social emotional
development, in the educational process. There are also presentations of

Bulgarian scientists in the direction of personal, social, emotional-volitional,
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aesthetic-artistic and motor development, preparation and readiness for school.
From the point of view of the aims of the dissertation, this problem is discussed
by the author through the positions of the two Bulgarian scientists and Western
pre-school education systems;

- Theoretical aspects and problems of pre-school pedagogy.

In this paragraph Prof. Angelov analyzes the problems of pre-school
pedagogy in terms of the main characteristic of the educational process in the
kindergarten / impact or interaction / as a relation between the pedagogues and
the children, as well as in the context of the processes of development and self-
development. There is also the question of the "unified social-pedagogical
system" kindergarten - elementary school "and the consequent subordination in
the right and the reverse order of objectives, expected results and educational
content. In a more global context, the issue of the pre-primary education
belonging to the education system is discussed, because this affiliation,
unfortunately, is only understood as preparation for the next educational
degree, denies the specificity of the education in the kindergarten and,
accordingly, the pre-school childhood self-esteem. The author's opinion is that
the process of socialization related to mastering culture, play and language,
including communicating with the media and the art of social learning, and
building prerequisites for media literacy and communicative competence is
significantly more important.

In this regard, the following positive aspects are present in
CHAPTER FIRST:

- Existence of a detailed retrospective analytical approach to the studied
phenomena;

- In-depth knowledge and interpretation of the theory of pre-school

pedagogy and the practice of pre-school education.
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CHAPTER TWO, "A retrospection or once again about the game"'
contains three paragraphs:

- In the first one, "Game and Culture”, a socio-psychological analysis of
this relationship is performed, which is not an end in itself, but is subordinate
to the idea of the role of the game in pre-school age as a kind of activity /
main, interrelated and with other activities. Presenting the concepts of a
number of authors and referring to the two Bulgarian scientists, Professor
Angelov seeks answers to questions related to variants of kindergarten
training: such as specially organized didactics / situations / with didactic
coloring; such as gameplay situations; as a "pure play", enabling children to
learn the above-mentioned developments in pre-school age. In this plan, there
is no doubt about the author that the understanding of child's play is related to
the socio-psychological approach. it is the activity, form and means of
perception, communication and interaction in interpersonal relationships,
group co-existence and social skills acquisition, "learning the child of what
social games and how to play" (Eric Burn), not the didactic activity, related
only to the acquisition of certain educational content.

- In the second paragraph, "Social information and a missing link", the
author emphasizes the importance of social awareness of children as a
condition for creative presence and recreation of the content of the game
through the role and the possibilities of pedagogical interaction for motivating
children to play. Therefore, the reasoning is related to the extent to which the
degree of social information and the available experience of the child enables
creative games, how "play" occurs and develops - in poor awareness or vice
versa, and how this affects the playful and real relationships between children
in the plan of their game culture.

- In the paragraph "Game and Social Dynamics", based on the theories
of social learning and environmental systems, Professor Angelov considers the

dynamics of the "I-concept" as a degree of identification and reflexivity. In
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this context, the reflections are related to the role of the game in learning
social / non-acceptable mechanisms in communicating with others on the basis
of sociomotors for sympathy and antipathy among pre-school children and,
accordingly, positioning them as leaders and outsiders. Interrelations between
views in different psychological theories from the point of view of
transformation of social into individual, as the ability to absorb pro-social or
conflict behavior are sought. The author points out different approaches to the
educational process and, unfortunately, I have to agree with him that in the
modern kindergarten in Bulgaria there are increasingly frontal forms of work,
ie that the classroom-lesson system is increasingly entering the system of pre-
primary education. As a natural extension, the role of the different species as
well as the role of media and artistic communication in the child's life are
considered.
In Chapter Two there are the following positive accents:

- Extensive presentation of the interplay between game and culture;

- A "new reading" of authors perceiving the game as a leading pre-
school activity;

- Detailed analysis of the structural components of creative play and
game types in the context of the experience and social awareness of children.

In Chapter Three, '"The Social Context of Pedagogical Interactions
- Aspects of Pedagogical Competence'', three paragraphs are presented:

- The "Pedagogical Competence" paragraph provides a definition of the
concept from the point of view of the training of pedagogical staff. On the
basis of this reasoning the subject of "Pre-school pedagogy" is formulated as a
link with culture and creativity in the context of cognitive development,
language and social learning, whose formation and development is realized in
the activity, communication and self-consciousness. As a consequence, the
author rightly puts the issue of State Educational Standards in different

degrees and specifically in pre-school education and rightly questions the
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extent of their complexity compared to those for the initial stage of primary
education.

- In the paragraph "Speech interaction”, emphasis is placed on the
process of communication in the educational process and language as the main
means of realizing its effectiveness. In this context, the author analyzes the
process of linguistic development of the child in terms of the peculiarities of
his thinking, presenting current arguments backed by quotes by renowned
psychologists and pedagogues, and specifies the problems of kindergarten and
the role of teachers in mastering communicative competence, including
through early foreign language learning.

- The paragraph '"Information Interaction and Communicative
Competence" presents the author's views on the role of language in the child at
pre-school age, however, it only makes sense for him / her in communicating
in a context defined by the information knowledge of the children. Again, as
in the other paragraphs, Professor Angelov emphasized the pedagogical
projections of the issues related to the mastery of language and the
development of speech in pre-school children from the point of view of the
sensational periods 1in child development and the acquisition of
communicative competence.

In CHAPTER THREE there are the following positive accents:

- In-depth knowledge of the problems presented through author's
reflections;

- Analyzing the possibilities of pedagogical interaction for the
development of speech and mastering of communicative competence at pre-
school age.

THE CONCLUSION summarizes the achievements of the
development, following the logic of the structure and content of the
dissertation, namely - binding the conclusions with the works of Prof. Elka

Petrova and Assistant Dimitar Dimitrov. In this respect, the author emphasizes
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on the pre-school childhood self-esteem and the specifics of the kindergarten
education from the viewpoint of children's worldview and thinking related to
the formation of concepts and the mastery of speech. For Professor Angelov,
the emotional atmosphere and the gaming approach in the process of
pedagogical interaction are of great importance for an effective educational
process.

3. Legislation

In connection with the regulations related to the "Law on Academic
Degrees and Titles Act", "Law on the Development of the Academic Staff in
the Republic of Bulgaria" and "Rules for Implementation of the Law on the
Development of the Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria"
Infringements:

- The dissertation thesis does not repeat the subject and the content of
the presented for acquiring the educational and scientific degree "doctor";

- There is no plagiarism, there is originality of the dissertation and it
does not violate the copyright and intellectual property rights.

4. Main contributions of dissertation work

- There 1s an innovative approach in the retrospective and futurological
analysis of the presented phenomena, related to the author's interpretation of
theories and views, subordinated to the goal of the dissertation - their
examination through the prism of pedagogical concepts of prominent scholars
in pre-school pedagogy.

- Wide erudition and profound knowledge of the author in the fields of
philosophy, psychology, pedagogy, branch, border and age pedagogical
sciences.

- For the first time in the Bulgarian educational reality and in particular
in the field of pre-school pedagogy, a successful attempt was made to
summarize the history and the theory of pre-school education, which is not

just a description of the problem but is a contemporary scientific approach for
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analysis and outlook for the optimization of the educational system.

- There are author's definitions of a number of concepts related to the
topic of dissertation: subject of pre-school pedagogy; pedagogical
competence; mastering the language and developing speech; communicative
competence; media competence.

- There is an in-depth analysis of experimental research on child play,
game interaction in the children's group, mastery of language and the
development of speech leading to the emergence of new paradigms and
concepts.

- A particularly valuable scientific and applied achievement of the
dissertation is that the socio-psychological analysis of the problem is not an
end in itself, but it is subordinated to the idea of its transformation into a
practical-applied pedagogical aspect which allows the teachers to rediscover
the significance of the studied phenomena for social - the personal
development of pre-school children.

In conclusion, these positive accents and contributing moments
allow me to give POSITIVE evaluation of the dissertation work and to
offer with conviction to the scientific jury TO GO THE SCIENTIFIC
DEGREE OF "SCIENCE DOCTOR" in the field of higher education 1.
