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ALMA MATER’S MUSEUM -
FUTURE FOR THE PAST

The idea of collecting relevant materials and organizing a mus-
eum dedicated to the history of the first Bulgarian university emerged
naturally in the course of the 50th anniversary celebrations of the foun-
ding of Sofia University. In the architectural plan of the University’s
southern wing made by architect L. Konstantinov in 1940 that idea was
materialized in the specially adapted for that purpose hall, which was
supposed to be stonewalled with marble and to have a ceremonial en-
try from the side of the central “Tsar Osvoboditel” boulevard.

In the dynamic period of major political changes occurring after
the Second World War, the need for exhibiting the historical memory
about the creation and development of the University went to back-
stage. The space provided in the original project for the museum was
transferred first in the 1960s to the then-popular University Club for
Aesthetic Education and later — to the university’s Publishing House.

Through out the years the necessity of having such a university
history museum came visibly to the forefront mainly around the pre-
parations of anniversary celebrations. In the programs of the 75th
(1964), 80th (1969) and especially in the 90th anniversary (1978) a spe-
cial section was dedicated to the establishment of such museum exhi-
bition. Unfortunately the lack of appropriate premises brought to fai-
lure the efforts in this direction.

The approaching Centenary of the University in 1988 gave a
new impetus to the idea about the establishment of such University
museum. Some active work on collecting materials began by a team
specially appointed for that purpose led by senior research fellow doc-
tor A. Anchev, a former director of the National Historical Museum. Its
efforts however ended once again with occasional events such as the-
matic exhibitions.

The opening of a permanent exhibition collection of the Univer-
sity Museum was one of the significant initiatives during the celebra-
tion of the 110th anniversary of the oldest and most prestigious insti-
tution of higher education in Bulgaria — Sofia University Kliment
Ohridski. The under-cupola premises in the North-eastern end of the
Eastern wing of the University (Block 6), completely finished in 1985,
was adapted for the needs of the Museum. The architectural adapta-
tion plan of the premises was done by architect Veselin Dukovski from
the “Mostove” (Bridges) Association of the Bulgarians that Live Abro-
ad.

The main museum collection consists of material, documentary,
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artistic and photographic exhibits about the history of Sofia Universi-
ty. Most of the museum holdings are displayed in a permanent exhibit-
ion, which is organized in a thematic and chronological manner and is
situated in six relatively small halls as well as in the main front lobby.
The exhibition’s curator is Associate Professor Zveta Todorova from
the History Faculty of Sofia University, appointed also as the executi-
ve director of the Museum. The artistic design was made by a team
from the Academy of Arts lead by Prof. L. Lozanov. An additional
museum hall is provided for temporary exhibitions.

The repeating element serving as an accent in the exhibition is
an Ionian order capital on the walls in all museum rooms which sym-
bolizes the image of the University being a temple of Science. The pil-
lared stairway and the central entry-hall with the inscription “The Uni-
versity” and the exhibits displayed there (an icon and a painting of
Saint Kliment Ohridski, portraits of the rectors, the plaque that consec-
rated in 1916 the place where the monument of the patron saint was la-
ter built, etc.) introduce the visitors into the spiritual atmosphere of Al-
ma Mater. The First University Building from 1934 with the act of its
consecration, the 14th century icon of the patron Saint Kliment Ohrid-
ski, the symbols distinguishing the Rector's dignity (the necklace, ma-
ce and gown) and the portraits of the 53 Rectors from the esta-
blishment of the University up to the present are displayed alongside
the central axis of the museum space. Quite spectacular is the no-lon-
ger in use original Oxford maze (a gift to the University in 1936) which
started the academic ceremonial tradition of carrying a maze in front
during a procession with the participation of the Rector. The sevente-
en photos depicting different aspects of university’s life and the sym-
bolic tree with the different Faculties of Sofia University carry also
their message.

The history of the first High school in Bulgaria is presented in
six separate thematic halls with their corresponding names: The Roots;
The Beginning; The Road; On the Rise; The Anniversaries; The Pres-
ent Day.

The texts, photos and materials, displayed in The Roots Hall il-
lustrate the Bulgarian educational and cultural tradition during the
Medieval and National Revival periods. That tradition was promoted
by the St. Kliment’s school at Ohrid and Sr. Naum school in Pliska in
the late 9th century as well as by the Revival period type of secular
schools in the second half of the 19th century. Thus the idea for the
establishment of an university was born among the most prominent
National Revival leaders that climaxed in the impressing patriotic ges-
ture of the two brothers from Karlovo — Evlogii and Hristo Georgiev
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who donated the enormous at the time sum of 6.8 million golden levs
and a 10.2 thousand sq. m. terrain for the construction of an university
in their liberated fatherland.

The main exhibition idea of this topic is the in-born strife of the
Bulgarians for knowledge that evolved into the idea for a national
University and thus integrated the Bulgarians into the educational tra-
ditions of Modern Europe. This bridge through time between past and
modernity was very well expressed in the speech of the French senator
and minister Justin Godart during the 50th anniversary celebrations in
May 1939:

“Today we celebrate not only a half century of activities benefiti-
al to science and culture. We celebrate the highest, oldest and most no-
ble strife of the Bulgarians for spirituality, linked with the name of the
patron Saint Kliment Ohridsky... Our old French universities greet
yours as their own contemporary. For some of them it is even older, be-
cause the link between the old spiritual capital Ohrid and the new one
— Sofia had never been broken..””

A quite special accent in this room is also the more-than-a centu-
ry old bridal costume from Macedonia, donated by the member of the
patriotic Nedyalkovs family from Krushevo — Mrs. Maria Nedyalkova
— Tantilova.

The museum exhibits, photos and materials in the second and
third Halls — The Beginning and The Road reflect the evolution of the
Alma Mater from the modest start in 1888 of the High Pedagogical
course with 7 lecturers and 43 students to the completely built and
structured in 1923 Sofia university with its 7 Faculties — of History-Phi-
lology, Physics-Mathematics, Medicine, Agronomy, Veterinary Medici-
ne and Theology. The original accents are represented in the exposition
premises — the artistic canvases with the portraits of the first Rectors —
Prof. Alexandar Teodorov — Balan and Dimiter Agura, the Rector's
chair, the original photo-poster of the first course of the History-Philo-
logy Faculty, the spectacular album with the lecturers given as a gift to
the founder of the High School — Minister Georgi Jivkov, a reconstruc-
tion of an University professor's office desk with personal belongings
of Prof. Dr. V. Zlatarski - a prominent historian and Rector of the Uni-
versity, the students desk from the first University building at the 49
“Moskovska” st., the original school appliances (the geological globe
of the world from the beginning of the 20th century, the geological
compasses, the Mars's globe, the diplaydoscope made in Paris in 1896,
the chemical weights and a box with grams of Prof. Asen Zlatarov, the
gramophone-box of Acad. A. Teodorov — Balan with original perfor-
mances of the prominent artists from the National Theatre — Ivan Di-
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mov, Vladimir Trendafilov, Konstantin Kisimov and Nevena Bujuklie-
va, the stereoscope from the end of the 19th century, etc.), many pho-
tos of the University building.

The Rise and The Anniversaries of Alma Mater are reflected in
the fourth and fifth premises of the Museum. The process of recognit-
ion of the University image and prestige at home and abroad is pres-
ented by photos, official addresses made on behalf of Bulgarian insti-
tutions, foreign universities and academies, fragments from the 1906
pavilion project of the French architect Henri Breasson and from the
architectural view of the representative front—elevation, the Act of the
Main University Building consecration from December 16th 1934, etc.
The main accent in this part of the exhibition is the idea that in the
mid-1930s Sofia University as the main center of science and higher
education in Bulgaria was in line with the best examples of the Euro-
pean academic tradition and the universities in Europe recognized it as
equal one.

Evidences of that recognition were the copy of the Oxford maze
and the jubilant 50th anniversary celebrations in 1939. The exact copy
of the 200-years old Oxford maze, carried at the head of the proces-
sions led by the Rector of one of the oldest European universities was
presented as a gift to the Rector of Sofia University Prof. Mihail Ar-
naudov by Sir Edward Boyle (President of the Balkan Committee in
London) as a sign of the good will and desire for cooperation between
the two universities and the two countries. The Sofia University 50th
anniversary celebrations in May 1939 gathered in Sofia the elite of
world academia. The foreign guests formed an impressive group of 162
scholars, some of them with their spouses, representing 81 universities
from 20 countries, 11 other institutes of higher education, 15 Academi-
es of Sciences, 18 scientific research institutes, other academic institu-
tions and societies, etc. During the jubilee celebrations 99 distinguished
lecturers and prominent public figures from different universities (inc-
luding Sofia University) were acknowledged with the prestigious title
Doctor Honoris Causa of Sofia University in different branches of sci-
ence.

The last hall is dedicated to the contemporary development of
the University which was subjected to several periods of ideological
and structural changes that followed the political changes, going on
within the Bulgarian state and society. Photos, signs of honour of Bul-
garian and foreign institutions, portraits of rectors, rock fragments
from Antarctica, brought from the Bulgarian university expedition on
that continent represent the contemporary image of the University in
the exhibition space of that hall.
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As a national institution of higher education, science and cultu-
re Sofia University today has 16 Faculties with 68 majors, which teach
20 203 regular students and 5 493 students in the part-time form. The-
re are foreign students from 47 countries studying at the University.
The number of the teaching staff is around 1 700 with 198 full profes-
sors and 529 associate professors. For the 110 years of its existence So-
fia University has granted the honorary title of Doctor Honoris Causa
to 224 prominent lecturers and public figures from all over the world.

Alongside exhibiting a representative sample of the museum
holdings, the history of Sofia University is reconstructed also through
a spectacular multi-media presentation. About 600 slides with different
historical materials and texts selected and edited by Assoc. Prof. Tzeta
Todorova are put on the web in an artistic design, made by the artist
Assoc. Prof. Miroslav Bogdanov from the National Arts Academy.

The museum collection is well supplemented on its two levels by
the available video equipment for showing various documentaries on
Sofia University made through the years by the Bulgarian National Te-
levision. Among them a specific interest has always been shown while
presenting the film “The Eternal Lantern’ directed by Toma Tomov in
1988 during the 100th anniversary celebrations, the one on the visit to
Sofia University and the granting of the Doctor Honoris Causa title to
French President Fransois Miterand in January 1989 and the film about
the Bulgarian university expedition to Antarktida under the lea-
dership of Prof. Hristo Pimpirev (The Faculty of Geography and Geo-
logy) that started in 1985.

The museum space has since 2004 1. a special hall for temporary
exhibitions that dates its beginning since the opening on May 18th
2004 of an exhibition, dedicated to the 70th anniversary of the official
opening of the Main Building and of the University Library. It was fol-
lowed by a temporary exhibition about the 10th anniversary of the
UNESCO Chair on Communications and Public Relations at the Fa-
culty of journalism and Mass Communication (May, 2005) and an exhi-
bition, organized in cooperation with the National Historical Museum
on “The Awarding Symbols of the Third Bulgarian state” (December
2005).

A special Club of the Friends of Sofia University Museum was
established in 2003 alongside a separate book of records, that the
guests of the museum share their impressions from the exhibition.

Over the years the museum developed as a separate institution
within the structure of Sofia University through its versatile initiatives
— temporary exhibitions, advertising, information, publishing, educatio-
nal, research and collecting activities regulated in the Instructions for
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the Museum of Sofia University from 2005. The museum publishes on-
ce a year a special bulletin (journal) under the title “MUSEUM” which
serves both informative and advertising purposes. It aims at provoking
through its various sections the attention of all those with interest in
Sofia University and who can help the museum with ideas, initiatives
and donations. The museum is well opened for contacts with all facul-
ties and other a academic centres at the University, as well as with si-
milar cultural and social institutions that are keen on the realization of
various cultural initiatives.
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
