The monograph traces the sequential development of tools for library and information
systems in Bulgaria, as well as their implementation in the catalogues of the Sofia University
Library “St. Kliment Ohridski”.

The book is structured into an introduction, four chapters and a conclusion, which reveal
the main periods of tools development. The periods are defined according to the amplifying
tools for creating library and information systems and the maintained catalogue types. Each of
the chapters presents the development of the tools at the national level and then traces their
application in the largest Bulgarian libraries. It traces the development of the catalogue system
of the University Library “St. Kliment Ohridski” and the implementation of the existed tools.

The first chapter deals with the period from the Liberation of Bulgaria in 1878 to 1944.
It traces the emergence of the first tools for library catalogues, which have local significance.
In this period there were no common tools for creating library catalogues and no government
policy in the libraries development. The creation and improvement of catalogues are solely due
to the knowledge and experience of the librarians working in them, which is evident from the
experience of the Bulgarian big libraries that laid the foundations of their catalogues in this
period. Thanks to the experience of the specialists at the Sofia University Library, it had a well-
developed catalogue system at the end of the period.

The period after the Second World War until 1989 is the main subject of study in the
second chapter of the publication. This period is characterised by active work on the creation
of tools for libraries and support for their development. Most of the new tools were influenced
by the Soviet ones as a result of the close cooperation between the two countries during this
period, which is evident from the stages discussed in the development of rules and standards
for bibliographic description, classifications and tools for subject catalogues. Special attention
is paid to the central cataloguing service and the maintaining of union catalogues. The



development of cataloguing systems and the efforts made by the biggest Bulgarian libraries to
standardize their work are also discussed. During this period the University Library's catalogue
system, like other libraries in the country, is developed in a purposeful way, which is
consistently traced in the publication. Attention is also paid to the various card indexes being
developed in Bulgarian libraries, which are part of the library and information systems.

The third chapter deals with the period of automation of library catalogues. The period,
like the first one, is characterised by a lack of a sustainable country policy, and the
methodological function of the National Library is gradually fading, which has an impact on
the development of e-catalogues. It is discussed the state of the rules and standards of
bibliographic description, as well as of the classification tables and the subject headings file.
The two major projects NABIM and NALIS are presented, clearly marking the attempts of
librarians to improve the developing library and information systems. The two main software
products, with which the most Bulgarian libraries are still working today, are also mentioned.
The automation and development of the library and information systems of the biggest
Bulgarian libraries are traced. The Sofia University Library “St. Kliment Ohridski” is the first
library that has successfully automated all its activities by implementing an integrated library
and information system. The development of the library catalogue after the implementation of
the system is traced, as well as all the activities that have been undertaken to maintain a good
library and information system.

The last chapter highlights the trends in the development of tools for evolvement and
improvement of library and information systems and for creation of bibliographic records. It
offers guidelines for improvement of tools in Bulgaria and proposes a guideline for
development of library and information databases in the University Library.

The monograph studies the development of bibliographic control and its importance in
the processes of retrospective conversion and digitization. It consists of introduction, two parts
and a conclusion.

Part one consists of three chapters. The first chapter traces the development of Universal
bibliographic control and the intention to unify and standardise bibliographic descriptions and
their implementation in library cataloguing practice. Current trends in the development of
bibliographic control are also outlined.

Chapter two presents the process of retrospective conversion and its importance for
libraries. The different types of retrospective conversion and the methods for its implementation
are analysed, pointing out the advantages and disadvantages of each. It discusses the conditions
that each library needs to meet in order to undertake a conversion of its catalogues, and the
stages it must go through in preparing and implementing a retrospective conversion project.
The tools required in the implementation of the process are also presented in details - the
creation of standardized and unified bibliographic descriptions, the inclusion of electronic
catalogues in the development of national and international online union catalogues. National
strategies for retrospective conversion are presented and four cases of implemented projects are
discussed.

The third chapter reveals the relationship between the retrospective conversion process
and the digitization of library collections. It focuses on the possibilities of organising and
coordinating the digitization process at national level thanks to the establishment of union
catalogues and the possibilities of selecting the literary monuments to be digitised. Digitization
is considered as a tool for preservation of literary heritage. Different metadata schemes used in
development of digital libraries at local, national and international levels are presented. The



most important international projects and initiatives related to the digitization of library
collections and the two largest and most significant digital libraries, the World Digital Library
and Europeana, are discussed. The digital collections of two of the world's largest libraries, the
Library of Congress and the British Library, are examined and analysed.

Part two consists of two chapters: four and five respectively. The Chapter four is
devoted to the development of bibliographic control in Bulgaria and the assessment of its
current state in relation to the world tendencies. There are presented the experience in the
implementation of a retrospective conversion project, as well as the construction of digital
collections of the National Library “St. st. Cyril and Methodius”. The standardization level of
bibliographic descriptions in the process of cataloguing is examined in order to reveal the
problems that Bulgarian libraries, and in particular the Sofia University library “St. Kliment
Ohridski”, face in the processes of retrospective conversion of catalogues and the digitization
of their collections.

Chapter five presents an experimental model for a common organizational program for
retrospective conversion and digitization of the University library “St. Kliment Ohridski”
collections, tracing all the stages of retrospective conversion and development of digital
collections.
