SUMMARY

In the search for new perspectives and models of development of the post-crisis European
economy, it is becoming increasingly clear that we need a radical change of the conceptual
framework. The ecological transition is an opportunity and a chance to impose sustainability
as the norm for future development. The serious challenges associated with the ecological
transformation of the economy and the need for a new type of policies oriented towards
combating climate change require a rapid and adequate response. It is a question of a
profound paradigm shift and of urgent, concerted, and effective action.

Faced with environmental challenges and in search of new economic efficiencies, the
Circular Economy (CE) model offers certain hopes: intensifying the use of raw materials,
material assets and products, by reusing primary raw materials instead of disposing them in
landfills or worse still in nature, leads to resource savings, cost minimisation, environmental
improvement and the relocalisation of certain jobs.

The main objective of the study is, based on an analysis of the status and trends in the
development of the accepted indicators of circularity of the Bulgarian economy and the
presentation of concrete examples of good practices, to identify the obstacles to
transformation and to outline measures and recommendations to stimulate the transition to a
circular economy model, creating new jobs and incomes, which will become an engine of
green economic growth. The subject of the study is the effects of the implementation of this
model at national and company level and thus creating the preconditions for higher
competitiveness, environmental friendliness, and corporate social responsibility. Given the
complex nature of the study, several different research methods have been applied -
guantitative and qualitative comparative analysis, causal method, collection and study of
statistical information, interdisciplinary synergistic approach based on primary and
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secondary research, sociological survey methods, cluster analysis, regression analysis, index
analysis.

Structurally, the monograph is presented in an introduction, six chapters and a conclusion.
The first chapter clarifies the necessity, nature, and forms of ecological transformation of the
economy. It analyses the imperative need for change in modes of production and
consumption, driven by the growing gap between finite resources and the need to sustain high
growth rates in the economy. The theoretical foundations of such a transition are reviewed,
and major scholarly currents are systematized, from industrial ecology and ecological
economics to regenerative economics and circular economics. Ecological transition is a
concept that aims to introduce a new economic and social model to address the environmental
challenges of our century. This concept seeks to rethink our ways of producing, working, and
living together in a territory in order to make it more environmentally friendly. By
transforming the current economic system, the ecological transition provides an opportunity
to reduce its environmental impact.

Chapter Two examines the concept of CE in detail and presents its origins in the world
literature. Building on the theory and practice of industrial ecology from the 1980s, where
specific company strategies for dealing with industrial waste, optimisation and resource reuse
were developed, the analysis allows to draw out differences with the new concept of CE and
to outline the links between economic and environmental interests through the lens of
sustainable development. In this way, the new circular thinking goes beyond the production
of only 'more sustainable' products and focuses on the reuse of already available materials.
Businesses take responsibility for their products long after they sell them, and the key
principle is collaboration between different industries so that each can use waste materials
from the others.

It would be wrong to reduce CE solely to producing less waste or recycling that waste. The
essence of this type of economy lies in the set of different production methods and practices,
hierarchised according to their impact and aimed at optimising the use of raw materials and
energy. The circular economy is essentially a regenerative and restorative system that aims
to preserve the value and qualities of products, their constituent elements, and inputs at every
stage of their use. According to the definition adopted in the monograph, CE is an economic
system of exchange and production in which, at each stage of the life cycle of a product (good
or service), the aim is to increase efficiency in the use of resources and reduce harmful
impacts on the environment, ensuring the well-being of individuals.

The main goal of the circular economy is to break the dependence of economic growth on
the depletion of natural resources by creating innovative products, services, models that
consider the movement of flows throughout the life cycle of the product. At the same time,
this concept implies the implementation of adequate public policies, focusing on new models
of production, consumption, prolonging the use of products, their reuse and recycling of their
components.

The principles, characteristics and phases of the circular economy are presented. To be
defined as a circular economy, an economy must meet the following four characteristics: A)
Systemicity - the understanding of the interconnectedness and interdependence of the
individual components of a unified whole is perhaps the most essential feature of a circular
economy. Each economic unit must be perceived as an inseparable whole from the social and
environmental context in which it is located. Since most of the subsystems existing in the
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economy function as non-linear, interconnected and more or less dependent on each other, it
is essential to grasp the idea of complex interdependencies and multiple possible interactions,
i.e.,, the idea of circularity. B) Cascade of functioning-Like in ecosystems and in
manufacturing, the sequential, cascading use of products and materials is an inexhaustible
source of added value. Going through the different stages of transformation of materials
before their final destruction and conversion into energy creates many opportunities for
optimising and making full use of resources. C) Limiting waste generation - Ideally, the
circular economy is a completely waste-free system, as it allows the components of a product
to be incorporated into a new biological or technical cycle. However, this requires that they
are designed so that they can be decomposed and reused. For organic products, composting
is the easiest way. For the rest, eco-design allows them to be put into new use quickly, with
minimal energy costs and while maintaining their technical properties and characteristics. It
is only at the final stage that recycling is achieved, where the original product becomes a
secondary raw material and feeds the production of new products. D) Based on the use of
renewable energy - the circular economy is by definition low-energy, limiting the use of
conventional fuels and self-sufficient in renewable energy.

The circular economy creates the preconditions for the integration of multiple and cross-plane
benefits. However, fundamental are the benefits for society in terms of environmental
protection and ecosystem restoration; for companies in terms of resource efficiency, better
waste management and opportunities to enter new markets; and for consumers in terms of
improved product quality and greater diversity.

In the review of the institutional framework both in the EU and in Bulgaria, fundamental
normative documents are outlined, which pave the way for the establishment of the circular
economy concept as a key in the enforcement of sustainable development. Resource
efficiency issues entered the political agenda initially motivated by the steady rise in resource
prices between 2002 and 2011 but have since become increasingly linked to broader issues
such as security of supply and competitiveness.

The EU Action Plan for the Circular Economy - Closing the Loop, adopted in 2014, has
played a key role in pushing forward the concept of CE. It was complemented and extended
in 2018 with measures in the area of waste and packaging. The focus is on a hierarchical
scheme across the EU, progressively reducing the proportion of waste landfilled and
incinerated at the expense of increasing prevention, reuse, and recycling. Serious impetus to
accelerate the transition to CE has been given by the European Green Pact (2019), which has
enshrined it as one of the seven pillars of the Pact.

The analysis of the Bulgarian legislative framework shows that, although synchronous with
the European one, there is a certain lag. The country is one of the few without an adopted
strategy for sustainable development, as well as without a timeframe and specific targets in
the field of CE. Individual elements can be found and by "default" in the Innovative Strategy
for Smart Specialisation of Bulgaria 2014-2020, updated in July 2017.

In chapter three, the task is to use SWOT analysis to assess the individual benefits and
advantages of CE. This is a model aimed at extending the life cycle of products. It is the
intersection of environmental and economic aspects. The greening of companies' operations
in order to make production more competitive and sustainable is becoming an inevitable
necessity. Achieving environmental transformation will require new ideas, models, products,
and processes to facilitate the transition to a low carbon economy. Life cycle assessment is
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an important first step in this process. It identifies potential environmental risks of existing
or future products and helps to reduce them. At the same time, it allows to highlight the stages
of the life cycle that need to be improved and different ways to reduce their impact.

Unlike other economic models where the economic aspect prevails over the social or
environmental aspect, the circular economy implies a substantial overall improvement for
both firms and consumers. Companies that have adopted this system are proving that reusing
resources is much more profitable than creating them from scratch. As a result, production
prices are reduced, so the selling price is also reduced, thus benefiting the consumer not only
economically but also socially and environmentally.

Among the benefits of a circular economy are reducing resource use, reducing waste
production and limiting energy consumption; the circular economy contributes to the creation
of added value and employment; it allows to gain a competitive advantage in the context of
globalisation, as it reduces dependence on external and uncertain supplies; it gives the
prospect of sustainable and lasting growth.

For society as a whole, CE provides additional opportunities to meet big, new environmental
challenges. For companies, QI contributes on the one hand to reduce existing supply chain
risks that can hamper company performance and image, whether they relate to environmental,
regulatory, or resource-related risks. On the other hand, this concept of circularity can be a
vector for value creation through differentiation and innovation.

For this radical transformation to be successful, not only will, shared efforts, good marketing,
but also serious financial resources are needed. Paragraph two of chapter three is devoted to
green finance, the development of this segment of the financial markets in recent years and
the new challenges it brings. Alongside its progressive development, green bonds also face
certain difficulties. In order to qualify as 'green’, it is necessary to have criteria shared by all
investors. The lack of standardisation makes harmonisation and transparency difficult, as well
as good investor awareness. The Voluntary Principles set out good practices to be followed,
but they also have limitations. The idea of creating a "green taxonomy" (GET) for economic
activities, launched by the European Commission in 2018, is based on a clear principle:
setting a CO2 threshold below which a company will be considered "green".

Chapter four discusses possible indicators for measuring the circular economy and progress
at firm and macro levels. The absence of a single indicator, which is understandable due to
the complex nature of the category, makes the task of accounting for progress in transforming
economies into circular ones even more complex. Using the system of indicators adopted by
Eurostat, this chapter presents a cluster analysis of EU countries for 2014-2018. The aim is
to see the progress and the presence(lack) of convergence in the transition to a more circular
economy. Applying the relevant methodology, three groups of countries associated with three
transformation models are formed. Evaluated through the prism of circular economy
principles and relevant indicators for each of the areas of production, consumption, waste
management and competitiveness and innovation, it can be said that the model represented
by cluster 3 is the most advanced in the process of "closing the circle”, while that of cluster
1 lags significantly behind in the environmental transformation. Cluster 2 countries are close
to the Cluster 3 model on most indicators. The three clusters that have emerged, interpreted
as three different models of making the transition to a circular economy, demonstrate the very
significant difference between the first group and the other two. To the extent that Bulgaria
falls into this first cluster, this conclusion calls for a serious reassessment of the policy
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pursued so far in terms of promoting environmentally friendly and resource-efficient business
models. It is found that starting from relatively equal starting positions, in 2018 two countries-
Estonia and Bulgaria are significantly lagging in the efforts to enforce a CE model. Along
with underperforming in the indicators of the production and consumption and waste
management groups, these two countries also made slower progress in the post-2014 period.
This reaffirms the conclusion that European countries are strongly diverging in their
production structure, production methods and technologies used in the process of this
production. The conclusions reached point to the still existing commitment of some European
economies to the linear model of development and the slowdown in the transition to a true
circular economy model. This calls for action by public authorities and decisive reforms in
eco-fiscal and eco-innovative policies, as well as accelerating the transition by promoting
reuse, recycling, and the widespread adoption of eco-design.

Chapter 5 is devoted to an analysis of the state of the transition to a circular economy in
Bulgaria. The aim of this part of the study is to analyse at what stage Bulgaria is in the
transition from a sustainable economy model to a circular economy model, while making a
comparison with the EC and demonstrating the need for adequate measures by public
authorities to promote the accelerated implementation of such a change. For this reason, a
total of 6 indicators have been selected to analyse the status and progress of the
transformation: Resource productivity Generation of waste per GDP unit in euros Generation
of waste excluding major mineral wastes per GDP unit Generation of municipal waste per
capita Circular material use rate Recycling rate of all waste excluding major mineral waste
Gross value added in CE sectors (% of GDP). The choice of indicators is made according to
the principles and objectives of the circular economy on the one hand and the indicator
framework adopted by the EC.

The conclusions that emerge in comparative terms are worrying and the emerging trend is
unfavourable. This makes it even more necessary to rethink and urgently reform existing
policies in order to strengthen their incentive and incentive-oriented nature. The analysis
demonstrates the existence of a significant gap with the EU average indicators, as well as
untapped opportunities related not only to a more efficient use of resources, but also to the
possibility of a radical change in the business model.

Based on a divergence index, which is used as a tool to study the achieved convergence
(divergence) in the field of building and implementing a circular economy model in Bulgaria,
compared to selected EU countries (Belgium and the Netherlands), conclusions are drawn
about the stage of development and progress of the country in the process of ecological
transformation.

When comparing the Divergence Index (DIV) values for the three countries involved in the
analysis, Bulgaria is found to have the largest differences compared to the EU benchmark in
terms of recycling and reuse of materials in production (circularity norm). The other indicator
where the divergence is strongest is Waste generation, excluding basic mineral waste per unit
of GDP (kg). The extremely high values for Bulgaria can be explained by the very low
resource efficiency, the strong linear nature of the economy and the still very underdeveloped
and not universally applied concept of cascading and industrial ecology. Their more
widespread use could sensitively reduce the share of waste. This share is not only the highest
in 2018 in the EU (473 kg per unit of GDP) but is also several times higher than the EU
average of 66 kg and that of the Netherlands of 63 kg. The convergence for Bulgaria is
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greatest in the indicators Gross investment in circular economy industries and Number of
persons employed in the sector (% of total employment). Our country invests a comparable
and even higher share as a percentage of GDP, but the effects are small. This can be assessed
as low efficiency and is indicative of the need for a change in approach and reform in policies
aimed at promoting environmental transformation.

At the same time, we are obliged to consider the positive trends. Examples of zero-waste
production in Bulgaria are increasing. Based on the analysis of several successful business
practices in Bulgaria related to the principles of circular economy, this chapter will clarify
the obstacles for companies to green their operations, as well as the opportunities for the
government through public resources, eco-fiscal measures, and other incentive policies to
facilitate such a transition.

Due to the different nature of the production activities and maturity of the companies, the
interviews with company representatives brought up many and varied obstacles hindering the
transition to a circular economy. Despite their heterogeneity, these barriers can be
systematised into three broad groups: organisational, technical, and financial.

The lack of systematicity and integration between the different economic actors is the most
severe, which hinders the efficient functioning of the supply chain. This is largely due to the
almost vertical structure of our industrial system that has become established over the years.
Inter-industry linkages are absent or underdeveloped. And one of the leading characteristics
of the circular economy is cascading. The main barrier still lies not in technology or
economics, but in cooperation. The goal of the circular economy is system-level change: it
must work across whole supply chains, whole industries. It requires a paradigm shift that can
create lasting social transformation by decoupling prosperity from natural resource
consumption and ecosystem decline.

Another ever-present obstacle to the successful implementation of such innovative projects
is the lack of funding. While this is generally considered to be an underlying problem and
barrier, this research has shown that resource endowment is not a primary constraint. Rather,
it is the lack of sufficient information about funding opportunities and the too complex and
cumbersome procedure for doing so that should be acknowledged.

Chapter Six examines the complex nature and possible changes to enhance the effectiveness
of public policies aimed at environmental transition. Special attention is given to eco-
innovation policy and the reasons for the country's serious lag in this area. The main
challenges for eco-innovation in Bulgaria remain related to increasing investment
opportunities, promoting resource efficiency, further developing renewable energy, and
improving sustainability practices in the transport sector. Important factors for the
development of eco-innovation are identified, such as raising awareness among companies,
citizens, and government of the benefits of environmentally friendly products and
technologies, highly skilled human resources, and knowledge capital. The underestimation
of the role of science and R&D, its insufficient public funding and the marginalisation of
scientific capital could have very serious consequences in the medium and long term and
further deepen the already serious gap with the EU average.

We can judge the degree to which sustainable development policy is a priority by the
expenditure in the budget allocated to R8D in the environmental field. Given the fact that this
expenditure in our country is only 0.07% of GDP in 2019, it is more than urgent to seek
change and strengthen public funding. To expect that business will independently and
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voluntarily take the initiative to finance R&D with an environmental purpose, with a
preponderance of SMEs in the country, is too optimistic. The role of the state therefore
remains crucial. Clear framework conditions and financial incentives are also needed to
increase the confidence of investors making such investments, which are considered riskier
and with a longer payback period.

In order to accelerate the transition to a circular economy and overcome the country's proven
lag behind the EU average and even more so in relation to more advanced member states,
several exemplary paths of progress can be identified:

- Moving up the waste hierarchy by focusing on waste prevention and improving recycling.

- Supporting circular entrepreneurship by promoting “industrial symbiosis”, business
clusters and industrial parks.

- More comprehensive enforcement of circular consumption patterns - repairing, reusing, or
using individual fit components instead of buying new products, especially for appliances
and electronic devices.

- Encouraging and supporting the creation of reuse and repair networks, in particular
networks acting as social enterprises, to extend the life of products through reuse and repair,
as well as by facilitating access for such networks to waste collection points and by promoting
the use of European Structural and Investment Funds, economic instruments, public
procurement criteria or other measures to this end.

- Strengthening partnerships between industry, academic and civil society stakeholders.

- Monitoring progress towards a circular economic model through SMART (specific,
measurable, achievable, relevant, and time-bound) indicators.

The overall analysis of the status and trends of the ecological transformation and the transition
to a circular economy leads to the conclusion that the existing infrastructure, business models
and technologies, together with established behaviour, keep the economy "attached" to the
linear model. The financial system is not always able to secure investment in greater
efficiency or in new business models that are perceived as more uncertain and more complex,
and this deters many traditional investors.

The results show that the low level and limited scope of the implemented environmental
transformation in Bulgaria are related to the lack of a clearly outlined macroeconomic
framework for promoting investments in innovative sustainability and energy efficiency
technologies. The findings suggest that in order to intensify the environmental
transformation, a targeted, systematic and rapid reform of macro policies is needed
(promotion of the development and deployment of innovative technologies - resource and
environmentally friendly, change in the logic of eco-fiscal policy, more effective financing
of the environmental transition, activation of financial markets through the introduction of
new instruments of public-private partnership, etc.).

To successfully meet the EU's resource efficiency targets by 2030, the transition to a circular
economy model should become a government priority. This implies extending the concept
not only to waste reduction and recycling, but to breaking the dependency between economic
growth and waste production as well as resource consumption.
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The role of the state is to develop the policies and provide the framework conditions,
predictability, and confidence to firms. It is the firms themselves who must redesign the
whole pattern of supply and implementation to achieve circularity and efficiency in the use
of resources.

The aim of this study is to analyse the necessity and potential for the development of a green
economy in Bulgaria. The study is structured in two parts. Part one, "The need for a new
development model”, analyses the need for a new type of economic growth and the
characteristics of the new social-ecological model. This is a macroeconomic reading of the
potential effects of green economy development in the long term. The first three chapters that
have been developed by the author (except for chapters 2-first and second paragraphs and
chapter 3-third paragraph) have the task of analysing and justifying the need for a new model
of economic development that is consistent with the new realities of the twenty-first century,
the EU commitments related to the ecological transformation of the economy and the urgency
of the fight against climate change.

There is also an opportunity for the development of this type of economy in Bulgaria. This
means using the constraints associated with environmentally friendly production as a lever
for economic and social development, on the one hand, and as a catalyst for processes
associated with income growth and reducing social inequalities, on the other.

In the context of limited and increasingly depleting resources, the Bulgarian economy needs
a new model of development that does not imperatively link economic growth only to the
consumption of non-reproducible resources. This new model, based on the green economy
sectors, must overcome the weaknesses and inefficiencies of the current one, linked both to
growing social inequalities and to serious environmental imbalances. The growing
environmental and social inequalities signal the need for urgent structural reform, signal the
exhausted possibilities of the current development models, and give a clear indication of the
urgent need to question and seek innovative solutions to make the task of a new type of
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economic growth a priority. It is increasingly clear that the future lies in a well-functioning
economy capable of delivering not just the goods and services needed, but also the jobs and
incomes that enable a different, higher standard of living. Turning environmental barriers
into a lever for economic development conducive to economic activity, employment, and
rising incomes, as well as mitigating social imbalances, must be seen as a potential
opportunity in today's economic situation. The strength of the green economy lies in offering
tactical solutions to the current crisis and a strategic vision to overcome the limitations of the
current economic development model.

Implementing this future model requires a new role and responsibilities for the state and a
redistribution of the roles of economic actors in the public and private sectors. The reform
should proceed in parallel and systematically in three main directions: 1) modification of the
traditional market regulatory mechanism (the price system) through an effective eco-fiscal
policy; 2) promotion of innovation and new eco-technologies; 3) increasing energy
efficiency. These three tracks, each of which has its limits, should be seen as the basis of an
overall sustainable development strategy.

Technology and eco-innovation are the two most powerful pillars in the accelerated
development of the green economy. Awareness of the fact that demand for green products is
continuously growing and the opportunities to serve green markets must follow suit is
essential for successful future economic development.

From a micro-economic perspective, the development and improvement of green investing
concerns first and foremost every consumer of a green good or service. It is at this level that
a shift in consumer preferences and responsibilities regarding the economical and sustainable
use of different products occurs. The future benefits of green investing for individual firms
as micro-entities cannot be underestimated either. Many organisations need to change their
production potential qualitatively and quantitatively, which, however, requires significant
expenditures beyond the means of most firms. In this regard, as a full member of the EU,
Bulgaria has the opportunity to draw funds from many and varied programmes from the
Union funds that support and encourage companies in green investing. Here it is important
to consider the fact that such programmes and incentives should be considered as a temporary
solution, which means that each organisation must continue its activities responsibly in the
long term, relying on its own capital and potential. Experience to date shows a tendency for
some companies involved in such an environmental transition to rely primarily on European
funding. The danger of becoming a 'grant' economy is real. Mobilising private and public-
private funding through appropriate incentives is therefore a major challenge in the coming
years. At the macroeconomic level, green transformation is primarily about implementing
qualitative changes in macro policies that should be geared towards creating adequate
incentives for green investment. Fiscal policy, for example, requires changes along several
lines. First, sufficient incentives in the form of tax breaks for firms engaged in green business
need to be created. Next, the priority in this policy is to reduce market failures through
appropriate fiscal instruments in order to achieve better productive and allocative efficiency.

Monetary policy also provides opportunities in creating incentives for green investments
through various monetary instruments including introduction of green banking, preferential
credit, and interest rate terms etc. Overcoming constraints and barriers at both micro and
macro levels requires progressive changes in the attitudes of each individual economic actor.
The transition to green investment solutions is a lengthy period of adaptation that requires
the implementation of major institutional changes. At the same time, it entails massive costs
and carries with it a certain degree of risk for investors.
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Part Two, "Opportunities for selected sectors in Bulgaria to develop a green economy”, is
devoted to presenting the status, opportunities, and development of four sectors with potential
for green transformation. It covers different sectors of the economy - services, industry,
agriculture - that could relatively easily make the transition to a green economy and thus
realise environmentally friendly and highly efficient development. The author has developed
chapter four - sustainable waste management and processing. Waste is undoubtedly an
environmental problem. Every time a domestic or industrial waste is disposed of an economic
resource reaches the end of its life cycle. On the one hand, losses are generated and, on the
other, costs are incurred in storing or disposing of the waste. Reducing the proportion of
waste, recycling it, reusing it as a product or resource and finally disposing of it are issues
closely linked on the one hand to more efficient use of resources and on the other to reducing
the negative secondary effects of production and consumption. The benefits are clear - fewer
resources will be needed to create a unit of output, which in turn means greater
competitiveness for companies and a cleaner and more protected environment for society.
The advantages of the new circular economy concept and the need for its further development
are outlined. The key points, risks, and challenges in this field of activity for the development
of a green economy are outlined. The task is to highlight the strategic advantages of the sector
and to help to better orient macro policy in the direction of support, including through the
emerging opportunities of the European Investment Fund for strategic investments in the
future. Specific recommendations are made to 'green’ operations and increase efficiency.

Efforts to build a green economy should be maintained as an important dimension of
economic policy, as it can be both a source of competitive advantage on world markets and
of increased competitiveness. But such a perfect combination of environmental aspects and
increased competitiveness does not follow by itself. To achieve it, appropriate policy
instruments need to be selected and the government needs to carefully balance environmental,
social, and economic effects in both the short and long term.

As a result of the research carried out on the potential of different sectors of the Bulgarian
economy where a green economy is developing or has the potential to develop, several broad
conclusions can be drawn:

- Despite the abundant evidence of the priority importance and key role for the future
development of the economy of green industries, which incl. In Bulgaria, the potential of the
green economy has been unjustifiably underestimated and remains under-recognised and
under-used to realise "green growth" and employment growth;

- In order to intensify the ecological transformation, a targeted, systematic and rapid reform
of macro policies is needed (promotion of the development and implementation of innovative
technologies - resource and environmentally friendly, change in the logic of eco-fiscal policy,
more effective financing of the ecological transition, activation of financial markets through
the introduction of new instruments of public-private partnership, etc.).Only with the
existence of a clear, predefined and stable conceptual framework, business, which requires
certainty and predictable;

- A large-scale and regular, rather than campaigning, policy to raise awareness of the benefits
for society and businesses of developing green industries, promoting best practice in the field
and new opportunities for the development of such industries;

- Reforming the education system in order to ensure that the workforce is prepared and meets
the needs of green industries, which will accelerate the process of adaptation of the labour
market to the new realities;
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- Making better use of the opportunities of the European Structural Funds and in particular
of the new operational programme "Science and Education for Smart Growth" to stimulate
the development of eco-innovations on the one hand and respond to the new educational
needs of business on the other;

- Seek new and improve existing forms of public-private partnership in financing the
transformation of the current model. EU funds should not be the only sources of finance, but
business and public-private partnerships should be activated.

Such a transformation takes longer and is even more urgent to happen as quickly as possible.
The country has significant green potential. But to harness it, it needs to act strategically,
systematically and on a large scale. This can lead to diversification of the export basket and
creation of new jobs in the sustainable segment of the economy.

Environmental responsibility, as one of the constructs of the comprehensive concept of
corporate social responsibility, stands out with its own identity and has many similarities with
the circular economy idea. The aim of the study is to demonstrate how the results from the
environmentally responsible practices implemented in accordance with circular economy
principles open up opportunities for development and sustainability. This paper describes the
continuous improvement of the environmental responsibility of a leading mining company in
Bulgaria — Dundee Precious Metals Chelopech EAD. The study is based on the case study
method. The scientific analytical and comparative methods employed are based on
environmental performance indicators for the 2011 — 2017 period. The results show that by
observing circular economy principles and implementing environmentally responsible
practices, the company has enhanced the efficiency of resources used in ore mining and
processing (water, fuel, electricity, cement) and increased the degree of water and waste reuse
(wasterock and tailings). This in turn has led to improvement of economic and financial
results. The symbiosis between corporate environmental responsibility and circular economy
creates additional opportunities for development and sustainability.

The circular economy concept mobilises not only public authorities but also socially
responsible businesses. Although the Circular Economy (CE) was created as a strategy for a
clean environment, it goes beyond the need for recycling and waste management
mechanisms, embracing new business models that generate added value by optimising inputs
of resources and energy not from an individual company but from the entire value chain. The
transition to a circular economy is based on reducing not only waste but also primary
resources and increasing the reuse of waste. Circular economy actions are closely linked to
key EU priorities, including jobs, growth, climate, and energy. The aim of this paper is to
explore the potential of applying circular economy principles to stimulate not only economic
growth but also to improve quality of life. By analysing the main indicators of the circular
economy and a statistical analysis of the business model: production level - resource
productivity - waste generation - degree of circularity - investment in circular economy
industries, it is shown that the EU countries selected for analysis are heterogeneous in terms
of the application of the circular economy concept, with different rates of transfer of
economic growth from linear to circular sub-sectors. Some of the EU economies are shown
to be fully linear and slow down the actual transition from linear to circular business models.
Bulgaria needs to enforce the adoption of a new CE strategy as soon as possible. The main
conclusion is that new institutional measures need to be defined for these EU economies
(Bulgaria included) to accelerate the transition from linear to circular business models.

The ecological transformation of the economy poses several challenges to the businesses and
the government, whilst environmental responsibility in recent decades has been increasingly
taken up by a growing number of companies, regardless of their size, business activities, or
sector of operation. The objective of research is to analyse what incentive policies the
government should set up to promote the ecological transformation of Bulgaria’s economy
and what environmental business practices and environmental management systems the firms
operating in the Bulgarian market have in place. The analysis is based on an empirical study
conducted with 200 business organisations. The results show that the low level and limited
scope of the environmental responsibility applied in Bulgaria are associated with the absence
of a clearly defined macroeconomic framework for encouraging investments in innovative
sustainability and energy efficiency technologies. The conclusions indicate that to intensify
ecological transformation, a targeted, systematic, and rapid macropolicy reform is required
(promoting development and deployment of innovative resource and eco-friendly
technologies; changing the logics of eco-fiscal policy; ensuring more efficient funding of the
ecological transition; activating the financial markets by introducing new instruments of
public-private partnership, etc.).

The socio-ecological transition is the new long-term development strategy, which Bulgaria
needs to recover from the crisis quickly and effectively. A functioning economy is needed to
ensure not only goods and services, but also jobs and incomes that guarantee a certain quality
of living standard. The ecological transformation could become a significant factor of
economic innovation and competitiveness. That implies using the limitations associated with
environmentally friendly production as a lever for economic and social development, on the
one hand, and as a catalyst to the processes linked with income growth and reducing social
inequality, on the other. The purpose of this paper is to outline, based on an analysis of the
“green sectors” — the sectors of vast potential for developing a ‘green economy’ and creating
green jobs — the specific measures and recommendations for promoting its development and
applying a more efficient sectoral policy. In order for such a model to succeed, prompt,
efficient and concrete actions are required within the short term. To create and foster green
employment in these sectors, the lack of skills should be overcome and the need for new
changes in the nature of workforce should be encouraged and anticipated. A set of measures
is needed to advance a radical change in the system of professional and qualification training
and realise the necessary labour market conversion to green economy needs.

The aim of this paper is to clarify the advantages of developing a circular economy in
Bulgaria, while emphasizing the need for rapid and adequate measures by public authorities
to promote such change. From a survey of 400 enterprises, the analysis proves the existence
of untapped opportunities and underestimation of the importance of the problem for the
ecological transformation of the business model. The conclusions reached point to the
existence of a number of obstacles that are slowing down the transition to a true circular
economy model. This calls for an acceleration of eco-fiscal reform and innovative
government policies. The added value of the paper lies not only in the analytical treatment of
the issues, but especially in the derivation of recommendations for future measures.

Tackling climate and environmental challenges is the defining task of the current generation.
If the moment of post-crisis economic restructuring is not used to choose a model of
sustainable development with an emphasis on the green economy, low-carbon production,
and environmentally friendly industry, we are condemning ourselves to an unsustainable
future, with high costs due to dynamic fuel prices and serious climate change. To meet these
challenges requires profound, structural transformations, both in the technologies used to date
and, to a very large extent, the use of new technologies relevant to the needs of the 21st
century, innovation and the creation of new products and services that guarantee the
possibility of sustainable development. All of this requires the mobilisation of huge financial
resources, on the one hand, but also places serious demands on the workforce and the labour
market. New, clean, and green technologies, new business management models also imply a
new quality of knowledge. The aim of this paper is to analyse to what extent the current
structure of the curricula in universities preparing business professionals corresponds to the
new needs. The experiences of 6 universities in France and Bulgaria are analysed. A
comparative analysis of the offered Master's programmes and an assessment of their degree
of relevance to the future requirements of the managerial elite is made. The conclusions show
different degrees of preparedness of the universities, a certain underestimation of the
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importance of such training and the need for more adaptability of knowledge to the new
realities.

The added value of this study is in the recommendations for change in economic education,
in the context of the need and prospects for ecological transformation.

All government’s measures to overcome the consequences of the world economic crisis
should aim at directing the economy towards sustainable development and low carbon-
emission intensity. For its part this undoubtedly leads to stronger economic competitiveness.
The opposite would mean unstable and insecure future, growing production costs because of
dynamic energy prices and problems in terms of climate changes.
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Bulgarian economy is strongly dependent on tourism and agriculture. These two sectors show
enormous potential for developing ‘green economy’. Organic agriculture as a sector provides
various opportunities due to the well-established traditions. The production of oil-yielding
crops, fruit, vegetables, wine, and meat has always had excellent world markets. Adequate
macro-economic policy aiming at developing these sectors would serve as an additional
incentive for creating competitive advantage. What would really stimulate and intensify the
development of this branch is the establishment of a national fund with the aim to finance the
development of new environmental technology and innovation. Eco fees (including the
carbon dioxide tax) can contribute a significantly to this fund. Stimulating the development
of ‘green’ production should involve different fiscal and other economic instruments.

The concept of a circular economy is a closed cycle covering each of the three areas: the
supply and responsible choice of the producers, the demand and the consumer behaviour and
the waste management. To successfully meet the EU's resource efficiency targets by 2030,
the transition to a circular economy model should become a state priority. This implies that
the concept should be expanded not only to waste reduction and recycling, but also to the
disruption of the dependence between economic growth and waste production, as well as the
consumption of resources. The purpose of this paper is to analyse how far in Bulgaria is done
the transition from a sustainable economy model to a circular economy, while making a
comparison with the EU and to prove the need for an accelerated implementation of adequate
measures on the part of public authorities to promote such a change. This work is based on a
descriptive analysis of secondary data on the performance of the indicators of circular
economy and sustainable development. The research and analytical methods used for the
development of the paper involve graphical and table presentation of statistical data and
survey of available analytical research on the topic. The analysis shows the presence of a
certain delay compared to the EU average indicators as well as unused opportunities not only
related to more efficient use of resources, but also to a radical change in the business model.
Companies could seriously reduce their costs, improve their competitiveness, and export
potential if they implement new business practices and new innovative technologies — in the
same time resource saving and environmentally friendly. The conclusions reached indicate
the existence of several obstacles that delay the transition to a model of a real circular
economy. The concept needs to be expanded not only to waste reduction and recycling, but
also to consumer awareness, extension of the product lifecycle, breaking the link between
economic growth and waste generation. This calls for accelerating the reform of eco-fiscal
and innovative government policies. The added value of the article is not only the analytical
consideration of the problems, but mostly in drawing up recommendations for future
measures.

Like any profound transformation of production and consumption patterns, the ecological
transformation leads to job losses in sectors whose technologies are outdated or too expensive
in the new system of relative prices.

At the end of 2019, the European Commission presented its new long-term vision for the
development of the EU. Built on the Sustainable Development Goals (SDGSs), this
transformation goes through a complete change in the production and territorial
infrastructure. It covers a whole set of activities, new practices, and business models,
interconnected, and hierarchically ordered, according to their contribution to optimizing the
use of raw materials and energy. In order to successfully meet the EU’s resource efficiency
targets by 2030, the transition to a circular economy model should become a state priority.
This implies that the concept should be expanded not only to waste reduction and recycling,
but also to the disruption of the dependence between economic growth and waste production.
The purpose of this paper is to systematize the benefits of the circular economy and analyse
Bulgaria’s progress in the transition to a circular model. The leading hypothesis is that
accelerating environmental transformation can not only boost the recovery of the economy,
but also lead to new competitive opportunities. Work is based on a descriptive analysis of
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secondary data on the performance of the selected indicators of circular economy and
comparative analysis within the EU member states. The analysis shows the presence of a
certain delay compared to the EU average indicators as well as unused opportunities not only
related to more efficient use of resources, but also to a radical change in the business model.
This calls for accelerating the reform of eco-fiscal and innovative government policies. The
added value of the article is not only the analytical consideration of the problems, but mostly
in drawing up recommendations for future measures.

The International Economics textbook is intended for a wide range of students interested in
open economy issues, changes in macroeconomic equilibrium parameters and
macroeconomic policy adjustment. The main function of this revised and expanded second
edition is to serve as a basic undergraduate course. But the depth of the analysis allows it to
be used also for students in graduate courses. The author's contribution is eight chapters
(50%). Chapters six and seven are dedicated to foreign trade policy, instruments for
regulating the volume of trade flows and analysis of the effects on national welfare. Chapters
eight and nine deal with the foreign exchange market and international monetary systems.

In terms of content, Chapter 16 covers issues related to sustainable development and the need
to change countries' regulatory and macroeconomic policies in order to achieve the
Millennium Development Goals and to successfully adapt to climate change. Particular
attention is given to specific instruments such as eco-fiscal measures and emissions trading.

A glossary defining the basic categorical apparatus has been developed to accompany the
manual. This is an additional facility for students of the subject.
