GOOD PRACTICES IN USING INFORMATION AND COMMUNICATION TECHNOLOGIES
AND WORKING IN A DIGITAL ENVIRONMENT IN EDUCATION

Abstract: This monograph presents good practices in using information and communication
technologies and working in a digital environment in education. It is aimed at a wide range of
users: pedagogical specialists in the field of preschool and school education, those who work in
the field of higher education — lecturers who implement innovative methods in their work,
specialists in professional education and training, as well as students who study towards majoring
as with a degree in pedagogics.

An overview of the scientific literature is made, presenting the findings of leading authors
from Bulgaria and abroad in the field. Furthermore, the author has developed a certain manual for
working with a number of applications through which innovative content can be created. It should
be noted that these applications are not intended for users with advanced skills in implementing
information and communication technologies. Intermediate computer knowledge and sufficient
desire and time on the part of the users are the necessary prerequisites. It is recommended that the
user have a proficiency in English at least at the A2 level, as many applications do not have an
interface in Bulgarian. Depending on the level of technological competence, users can create their
own content or use such created by others. Attention is also paid to whether the respective
applications are free or paid, because installing pirated software can result in a program not
functioning properly.

An important element of modern social life is the development and implementation of
projects. The acquisition of a number of tangible and intangible assets, as well as access to
expensive services, would be impossible if it were not for the financing of projects under various
national, European, and international programs. Project implementation these days is almost
entirely done in a digital environment. Knowledge of the various mechanisms is an important
prerequisite for the approval, implementation and sustainability of the projects. On the other hand,
participation in various international initiatives makes it possible to form partnerships with foreign
institutions and specialists. Proficiency in a foreign language, however, is not the only required



attribute. The skillful implementation of specific applications and on specific platforms guarantees
a competitive advantage.

The monograph also presents a number of author’s studies in the field of using information
and communication technologies and working in a digital environment in education. These studies
were conducted in the form of questionnaire surveys and cover the last five years, that is, the period
immediately before the pandemic caused by the COVID-19 virus, the peak of the pandemic and
the post-pandemic recovery period. The scope of the research varies from studying the application
of information and communication technologies in Bulgarian and foreign higher education
institutions, learning foreign languages with the Duolingo application, as well as the use of social
networks, in particular Facebook, as an educational tool.

IMPLEMENTING AN INFORMATION AND COMMUNICATION TECHNOLOGY-BASED
ENGLISH LEARNING MODEL

Abstract: The monograph presents a study which is conceived and implemented in response to the
need for a more comprehensive and in-depth research on the learning through information and
communication technologies and its application in the methodology of teaching English. The study
is conceived and implemented through strategic planning, in which a training model based on
information and communication technologies is developed through the method of triangulation.
After researching the scientific literature in the field, especially the theories of learning, the types
of learning based on information and communication technologies, digital learning environments,
as well as the latest trends in the field, we arrive at the development of a model based on the flipped



classroom method, its integration into the Moodle course management system and the creation of
activities through the Hot Potatoes software application. The training is conducted to apply this
model to a specific group of learners, and a survey is conducted with the same learners to find out
what impact the model has had on them.

LINGUODIDACTOLOGICAL PROBLEMS IN LEARNING THE HIGH VALYRIAN AND
KLINGON LANGUAGES

Abstract: The article focuses on two fictional languages — High Valyrian and Klingon. Learning
them leads to various problems, mostly due to the fact that they are not officially spoken languages,
and in practice are used only in the films for which they were created: Game of Thrones and House
of the Dragon (High Valyrian) and Star Trek (Klingon). For this reason, the learning resources are
limited due to their specifics; neither are there specialists to teach them. In addition, unlike most
spoken languages, neither a level of proficiency can be determined nor any formal certification
can be issued for High Valyrian and Klingon. Although there are literary sources which deal with
the two languages separately, mostly from the point of view of their lexical and grammatical
characteristics, there are yet to be found publications in which the learning of these languages by
real users is researched. The paper presents an analysis of the two languages from the point of



view of linguodidactology and empruntology. A survey among users who learn the two languages
on the Duolingo language learning platform and through other sources is provided. We reach the
conclusion that using Duolingo to learn High Valyrian and Klingon leads to efficiency, but not to
a 100% proficiency; therefore, additional sources and resources shall be consulted.

Some
of the most interesting characters — the Klingons also speak a language that is strange to humans.



The paper presents research on learning High Valyrian and Klingon on and beyond one of the most
popular language learning platforms Duolingo. First, a brief description of the two languages is
provided pointing out the writing systems they use, their pronunciation and some popular phrases.
Secondly, a survey among learners of two languages attempts to discover whether and how
Duolingo has helped them acquire knowledge of them. The survey also takes the respondents
beyond Duolingo in an attempt to find out whether they use other sources and whether Duolingo
has led to proficiency in the two languages.

THE USE OF INFORMATION AND COMMUNICATION TECHNOLOGIES IN BULGARIA
AND FOREIGN HIGHER EDUCATION INSTITUTIONS

Abstract: Over the past two years, the COVID-19 pandemic has brought about unprecedented
challenges to all spheres of life; the education sector has been forced to apply various
methodologies in order to respond to those challenges. This paper presents the results of a survey
among students and lecturers at Bulgarian and foreign higher education institutions. It turns out
that despite the plethora of ICT-based methods and tools, at many universities this is done either
in distance learning forms or via learning management systems such as Moodle. However, the
offered content differs from the ,,brick-and-mortar* one only in its electronic form. In this respect,
the paper presentc an overview of the current situation and the findings of a survey among students
and lecturers from Bulgaria and abroad as to the degree of use and the ICT methods applied in
their studies and teaching. I argue that information and communication technologies are
insufficiently used despite the fact that their paramount importance is acknowledged at all levels
of studying and teaching.

The article presents the leading research in the field by emphasizing the fact that none of it is yet
to use Duolingo for schools. After dwelling upon Duolingo’s methodology, it is pointed out that
Duolingo for schools can be integrated by teachers/lecturers in their syllabi to create a controlled
environment. In the context of learning languages by Bulgarians, it is recommended using
Duolingo for schools in third language acquisition, as Duolingo does not offer learning Bulgarian,
neither can Bulgarian be used to learn another language.

SECURING ACCURACY IN THE TRANSLATION OF ECONOMIC LITERATURE
THROUGH THE APPLICATION OF INFORMATION AND COMMUNICATION
TECHNOLOGIES

Abstract: The study presents the difficulties which a translator may encounter in the translation of
economic literature and the possible solutions. The examples have been excerpted from the
description of an international project under the Erasmus+ program, where the translation is from
English into Bulgarian, as well as from the content of two learning modules in management
accounting, where the translation is from Bulgarian into English, and demonstrate various lexical
and grammatical problems. The focus falls mainly on the achievement of precision in the
translation bearing in mind the fact that the content shall be accessible to the users in five different
languages, which means that in addition to being precise, the translation shall also be
understandable to the speakers of the remaining four languages. Emphasis is also placed on the
fact that this would be difficult to achieve without the use of information and communication
technologies in digital environment, because besides crafting every detail, which necessitates
consulting more than one source, it is of utmost importance the job is completed within the set
deadline. In this respect, the article shall be interesting to both linguists and translators and
economists who work in the field of management accounting.

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THE IMPLEMENTATION OF MOBILE LEARNING IN THE TEACHING OF COURSES IN
ENGLISH IN THE MAJOR OF ECONOMICS OF TOURISM

Abstract: This paper presents a research project for the implementation of mobile learning in the
teaching of students in the major of Economics of Tourism. The teaching is carried out through the
mobile application Moodle Mobile in the courses: Tour Agent and Tour Guide. The teaching is
carried out in English. For this purpose, selected materials on the topic are translated and turned
into didactic activities which are uploaded on a Moodle platform which is synchronized with the
Moodle mobile application. The aim is to research whether the availability of a full website and
mobile application will lead to the students ’preference of the mobile application, as well as the
usefulness of the developed didactic activities, which can consequently be used in the development
of courses in English for this major.

Abstract: This paper presents a research project which focuses on the implementation of a
smartphone application in the teaching of students in the major of Economics of Tourism in
English. With the increased use of smartphone devices over the last years (mainly those using
Android and 10S), many institutions of higher education use mobile learning in their educational
process. A number of universities in Bulgaria have already made attempts to implement mobile
learning as well: Varna Medical University, Ruse Technical University, Plovdiv University. The
research will focus on the implementation of Moodle Mobile, the official smartphone application
of Moodle in the learning process of students in the above-mentioned major.

HIGHER EDUCATION IN THE UK AND EUROPE AFTER BREXIT
