Pavel Pavlov. The Teacher Gancho Velel Ganchev (1921-1998) or on the art of the
theologian historian during the XXth century.

In search of the strong roots of the theological-historical legacy of the XX century this
research focuses on a somewhat forgotten and little known representative of the school —
Gancho Velev. The search for the “tradition of the fathers” is necessary at least for two reasons.
The first is the new door which is being opened for the historical theology, which, for the first
time, has been localized in a separate cathedra, which needs to have its footing on a stone and
not on sand (Cf. Matt. 7:24-27). The second is the necessity of a theological reevaluation of
everything accomplished in a more productive perspective, different from the “spirit of denial”
that has filled the last decades, aiming to dethrone and eradicate all authorities. The intersection
between this problem “from the kitchen? is found in our teacher Gancho Velev, whose 100
anniversary of his birth we recently celebrated (23.09.2021), and in this year, in which we
celebrate the 100™ anniversary of the Theological Faculty and the 120™ anniversary of the Sofia
spiritual seminary we will also honor the 25™ anniversary of his passing.

The research is structured in these parts: Abbreviations, Gratitude, Foreword, Four
separate chapters, Conclusion, Appendices, Bibliography (sources and literature) and Indexes.

In the Foreword a way of expressing the rethought relationship towards our teacher —
of belated gratitude, which brings more consolation to the students, rather than to the teachers
that have passed from this world.

The first chapter “Against the time: towards the future through history” (p. 13-48) is
devoted to the question of the witness of the theologian historian within the time of godless
communism and for the necessity to pick out the authentic histors and for their legacy to be

preserved. This is of key importance in order to avoid the willfully carried out “reformatting

of memory”. Here we find the key place of our teacher, whose person, work as teacher and
heritage we consider to be intersections within the historical research in the newest history of
the Bulgarian Orthodox Church.

The second chaper “The Human being Gancho Velev” (p. 49 —100) examines in more
detail different aspects of the life and personality of Mr. Velev. In the first part, focused on the
earlier years of his life, the home city, family, education in the Seminary, the compulsory
military service and his studying in the Theological faculty are examined — all important
moments for the upbringing and development of the young man, that had chosen to devote
himself to teaching in the Seminary. The second part of this chapter views different moments
from his work as a teacher — in the Plovdiv Seminary, in the Sofia Seminary, in Cherepish and
again in Sofia.

The Third Chapter — “The Charisma” (p. 101-120) addresses different aspects of his
work and manner of teaching. His devotion to the education is well known and here some of
his specific practices are mentioned: the study trips, the historical study group, the organization
of celebrations etc.

The Fourth Chapter “Gancho Velev and historical theology” (p. 121-155) is devoted to
the developed by and in our teacher specific theological-historical methodology of research. It
is fortified by the isolation in Cherepish with its “rock-like conservation”, as well as his
personal disposition to search for and work on personalities which at that time are more than
disinteresting to the historians, but are especially important for the transmission and receiving
by the next generations of the specific Bulgarian code. We highlight especially the topic of
sources, which were seen and indispensable by our teacher, as well as the question of the “new”
and unknown in history (the law of the dog and the forest).

In the Conclusion the key ideas and findings are brought together — those that have been
leading for this monographic research: the personality, the theological-historical witness, the
specificity of the secular times and the responsibility for the transmission all at once of the
received knowledge. Because in Bulgaria during the last few decades it is increasingly difficult
to be an active churchman and a good academic. But this is a part of the podvig of the teacher
as ecclesial history. And Mr. Gancho Velev was a worthy witness to the Triune God, of His

creative providential action and to the Son Incarnate, as a direct participant in history, because



for the Christian theologian-historian history is before everything else ... the mystery of

Pavel Pavlov, The saint and the monastery as an intersection in the Christian
tradition (Historical-theological context of the return of St. John of Rila to the Rila
monastery)

This study is devoted to the place and role of St. John of Rila and the Rila Monastery

within the context of the celebrations of the 550 anniversary of the return of the saint’s holy



relics to the monastery. In its first section the text tries to provide a general introduction to the
Orthodox Christian understanding of the church tradition, succession, and the memory of the
saint in a wide theological as well as historical setting. It is especially important before we
speak of divinized (theosis) and Christ-made human beings — the saints, that we “place” the
center — Christ. If this is not done whatever we say of the saints would make them seem just
ordinary historical actors in a positivistic sense. In the second part the focus is on the concrete
historical context of the return of the holy relics within the Western Bulgarian confines — the
Rila Monastery. In the conclusion the author focuses on three meaningful aspects: the locale
of the Rila center in relation to the Ohrid Archbishopric; the role of the eparchy of Krupnic in
the revival of the monastery; and the place of St. John of Rila for the establishment of the Rila
monastery as a pan-Bulgarian and pan-Orthodox spiritual center.

Pavel Pavlov, Hierarchy and Exarchate (Exarch Antim and the Bulgarian
Church)

This study is devoted to the question of the character of the Exarchate — whether it is a
local church, a national-ecclesial organization or a political institution. It is the author’s firm
conviction that it is indeed a local Bulgarian church, which is the continuation of the Bulgarian
archbishopric in Ohrid, destroyed in 1767. The relationship between nationality and church is
also examined. The central theme is the hierarchy, as a foundational element of every local
church. In view of this the life and work of the first-hierarch, Exarch Antim I, is also reviewed
in detail. The text also addresses the question of remembrance and the way in which we
celebrate the Bulgarian exarchy at jubilees and anniversaries.

Pavel Pavlov, Metropolitan Boris of Nevrokop in the memory of the Church

This article is dedicated to the 70" anniversary of the martyric passing and the 130%
anniversary of the birth of metropolitan Boris of Nevrokop. In it the author, beginning with the
juxtaposition of the secular historiography and ecclesial memory gives reason for the necessity
of memory in general, especially in the god-human, and eternal-temporal character of the
Church, irrespective of the incline towards forgetfulness. The main reason for this tracing out
is the condition of the process of canonization of metropolitan Boris, of dire need for us, and
as a prerequisite of reunion. Some key topics are traced out via the sources: how one creates
for generations past, the love of the homeland, the readiness for sacrifice, the enlightenment,
memory, faith and kin; unity. Along with them numerous source resources are brought to light
by metropolitan Boris’ heirs and inheritors. The key difficulties of the process of canonization
are also mentioned, which include the politization of the question, as well as the scantly

available source material.

This study represents a continuation and reinterpretation of a question, raised, and
glancingly addressed by the author, in a previous article, regarding the localization and
character of the local churches that were established on the Balkans. Beginning with the key
sources around St Methodius, the Vitae, the author connects the broader historical framework
of the period in question with the canonical difficulties faced by the bishop. This is then
connected to the role of Sirmium as a cathedra and the role that that had, especially with the
declining attention towards the Roman church. Attention is also given to the role and
relationship of the Bulgarian rulers to the wider project of Christianization, resulting in a
considerable argument ex-history, for the newer nation states. The concepts, outlined in a
historical perspective are then related to the contemporary question, regarding the Macedonian

church and the viable path towards its recognition today.

Pavel Pavlov, The Emperors Galerius and St Constantine: The long road from
Serdica (311) to Milan (313)

This paper is dedicated to an important theme — the role of the Monarch in the shaping
of the historical events of his own times. It will compare the persons of the two great Emperors
who embraced Christianity in very different ways. The first one accepted the faith and
surrendered himself to the Church just a few months before his death; the second one was fed
with the faith since his mother’s womb but was also called at the beginning of his reigning to
be equal to the Apostles by becoming God’s mediator in establishing a Christian Empire. After
this initial call the first Christian Emperor ruled for another 25 years where God gave him the
time to unfold His plan for the Christianization of the Empire and help the emergence and the
establishment of the Church. The images of the two Emperors are compared to two Old
Testament figures: Saul and David. The comparison alludes to the difference between just
“being in power” and being chosen to be powerful in unfolding the history of salvation. The
second part of the paper focuses on the law making activities of the two Emperors by providing
a comparative theological and historical analysis of the Edicts of Serdica (311) and Milan

(313). The texts of the two edicts are well preserved by the early Christian historians. Their



content was similar but their goals, their implications and impact were quite different. Without
any doubt, the charisma of Constantine could have a great role in explaining the great impact
of the Edict of Milan (313). St Constantine not only issued the legal document but also used
all of his personal dedication, energy and power to look after its implementation. However, it
was the following of the Divine call and providence that made him a Saint. Thus, the paper

suggests an answer to the question: What does it take for an Emperor to become a Saint?

Pavel Pavlov, St. Joachim I — The Patriarch from the Polomie

The saint is a person who relizes to a great extent the God-like nature of man. In
Christianity the saint is the model example, keeping the moral values alive — we see his image
and try to follow his example closely, regardless of time, space and situation. This article is
focused on a holy person from the Polomic, who left his mark in the Bulgarian history — St.

Joachim, the first patriarch of Tarnovo. On one hand, he is the only patriarch in our history



who has received full recognition from the Universal Orthodox community. On the other,
however, this is a person wrapped in uncertainty. The data in the sources and in the memory-
bearing legends are extremely scant — no divine service dedicated to the saint, the passional is

short, incomplete and unknown.

Pavel Pavlov, Academic theology and orthodox spirituality in the correspondence
between father Georges Florovsky and prof. Nikolay Glubokovsky

In this article, dedicated to the extraordinary anniversary — 1700 years since the Edict
of Milan, 150 years since the birth of prof. Nikolay Glubokovsky and 120 years since the birth
of prot. Georges Florovsky, the author highlights the connection and relationship between the
latter two, especially through the unexplored epistolary sources, but paying considerable
attention to their connection with their calling as teachers in the Church and for her.

Pavel Pavlov, The Church — Guardian and Guarantee for the treasury of Christian
values (or how the Church does politics)

Today we often observe the paradox for Christian values to be talked about by people,
who not only have nothing to do with it but also are staunch deniers of both faith and God.

Could there be a Christianity without Christ? Also it cannot exist without the Church — The



Body of Christ, and abode of the Holy Spirit. Very often the high Christian values are
unreachable for man, but does that make them only wishful thinking for empty hope? “Faith
without works is dead!” Values are valuable because they are realized, because they are deed,
life and not only talking points. For this to happen power is necessary, power which is given
as a gift in the Church — through the grace of the Holy Spirit. This, also, necessitates faith.
Succession and transmission of the generations are also highlighted, which creates a stretching
of time and a destruction of the constant rotation of the chronological cycle.

Wrong ideas about the participation of the Church in public life often develop through
a wrong understanding of the church. She cannot participate in politics directly, but can make

it possible, through the giving “birth” of new humans and humanity in them.
