Qualification Description

Master’s Degree Program:
1. Aims and Educational Objectives
The Master's program "Sources and Tradition of Theology" is organized and conducted on the initiative of the Department of Biblical Studies at the Faculty of Theology (FT) of Sofia University "St. Kliment Ohridski". The goal of the program is to provide the students with the opportunity to get acquainted with the authentic source texts of theology, while tracing the tradition in the reception of these sources. Participants in the program can choose courses that allow them to acquire knowledge in the following areas - Biblical Studies, Patristics, Medieval Bulgarian Literary Heritage.
2. Description of the educational content (knowledge and skills required for a successful professional realization; general and theoretical background, specific areas of study, etc.)
The program "Sources and Tradition of Theology" offeres two options - for non-specialists, in four semesters, and for specialists, in two semesters, both in full-time and part-time study. The first two semesters are introductory and they are intended for non-specialist, while the specializing module, which covers the third and fourth semesters, is intended both for specialists and non-specialists. The admission of non-specialist to the program is open to all applicants who have acquired an educational and qualification degree "bachelor" or "master" in the Humanities, Natural Sciences or Technics, with an grade point average of diploma not lower than "good 4". The ranking is in descending order of the competitive score, which is formed by the average grade (average grade of the semester exams and average grade of the state exams) and an interview. The Master's program includes 15 core courses, which end with a semester exam, and a minimum of 6 out of 16 elective courses, which end with a current assessment. The program ends with a Thesis defense, which carries 15 credits.
3. Professional and general competences, specific competences 
Graduates of the Master's program "Sources and Tradition of Theology" acquire in-depth theoretical and practical preparation for independent and critical work with source material in the field of biblical studies and patristics; they acquire skills for working in repositories and archives, including with medieval manuscripts.

4. Professional realization (according to the National Classification of Occupations in the Republic of Bulgaria /based on the International Standard Classification of Occupations (ISCO)/ and in reference to the place of the future specialists in the National Qualifications Framework for higher education and the European Qualifications Framework for higher education)
Graduates of the Master's program can find professional realization in the following areas:

- in foundations and non-government organizations;

- in church administration;

- in the spiritual and educational activities of the Church;

- in the field of research and preservation of cultural heritage, as curators and experts in museums;

- in positions requiring higher education and/or a master's degree in theology in state authorities and structures of socio-political organizations;

- in private and state-owned companies, as well as in the non-government sector;

- journalistic work in the mass media;

- editorial and publishing activities;

- can participate in research work in theology in all academic units in Bulgaria and abroad;

- have the opportunity to continue their scholarly and educational qualification in various forms of doctoral studies;

- scholarly and teaching work in higher education institutions and institutes of the Bulgarian Academy of Sciences;

- participation in various projects abroad.
