An algorithm to calculate optimal trajectories of e-buses to fulfill on-demand requests for transportation
in a smart city environment is presented.

In the article, we analyze the Semantic Interoperability problems in Internet of Things. Currently it is
hard to integrate loT components from different companies and groups in a solution. The thesis
discussed is that it is unrealistic to expect creation of a common loT environment that provides Semantic
Interoperability because big players are working to enforce their own standards. e-Governance is
presented as a generator of different environments and also as a creator of resources of loT
environments with Semantic Interoperability.

Established European democracies implement the principles of e-Governance as further development at
the new technological level. Countries in Central and Eastern Europe, on the other hand, experience
political, economic and social changes, coinciding with a constant process of reinventing governance.
The introduction of e-Governance in transition economies enables and drives the process of
democratization. The focus of discussion here is Bulgaria, where the specialization in the field of
information technology within the former Soviet Bloc and the tradition of the education system has
contributed to the eighth place worldwide in the number of computer science graduates and IT certified
professionals. In its priorities for 2006, the Bulgarian Ministry of State Administration and Administrative
Reform envisages that the increase in electronic communication will eliminate administrative barriers
and promote the development of the economy and society, will raise the effectiveness of state
governance, and improve the interaction and dialogue between institutions, private sector, and citizens.

(ICS) Cybersecurity Operations Center (SCOC). It ensures continuous proportional ICS protection against
malicious actors and in accordance with regulations and standards. The focus of the research is on the
three basic functions of the cybersecurity cycle — proactive functions, security operations management,
and cybersecurity incident response. The aim of the study is to increase the effectiveness of cybersecurity
for all Shared COC subscribers, to overcome the problem of staff shortages, and allow each company to
focus on its core business. The proposed analysis provides reference points for synthesizing a private
solution for multiple clients of Shared COC, a basis for the concept of operations and preparation for
technical design. Shared COC provides a powerful tool for meeting the requirement for multi-layered
cyber protection, which is already a fact in many regulatory measures. Shared COC creates conditions for
all subscribers with ICS to increase their level of maturity in cybersecurity. Our contribution is in
determining the meta scope of operations performed by the SCOC team.

A shift from social media being a medium of communication to being a voice of the people is underway.
People have experienced a fair share of the use of social media in raising the awareness on certain cankers
in society — some successful and others barren. Recent social media activism moves have instigated a
general uprising on the issue which has been plaguing Ghana's natural resources and health of residents
of illegal small-scale mining communities.

Our study analyzed approximately 11,000 tweets made between 1st March 2017 to 1st March 2018 on
Twitter with the hashtag — #StopGalamseyNow. Our results reveal an insight into the reactions of
Ghanaians and the level of outrage expressed which led to the raising of awareness by the media, and
government acting swiftly to curb the menace.

Ghana's action is a testament to the fact that social media is a potent agent in political action (keeping
government on its toes) in order to bring about national growth and establishing the true meaning of
democratic governance.

This study presents the use of social media as a vehicle for positive activism in bringing socioeconomic
development coupled with the traditional media in amplifying the cries of citizens.

In recent years, metropolitan assemblies in Ghana have undergone population increase due to
urbanization (rural-urban migration). As a conduit for engaging residents, local governments all over the
world are leveraging on web sites to provide e-services for citizens and residents so as to establish
communication, trust and accountability. Quality web sites are crucial in user retention and user
participation. Using Web Content Accessibility Guidelines (WCAG) heuristics and the W3C (World Wide
Web Consortium) standards, this paper analyses content professionalism and public outreach of the web
sites of four out of Ghana'’s six metropolitan assemblies. The study evaluates the selected web sites by
utilizing an automated web testing technique, mobile-friendliness and usability test, and content
observation technique. The study proposes a Double Evaluation Technique (DET) for assessing web sites.
The study uncovers shortcomings with regards to non-compliance to international web standards. Finally
results, practical implications and recommendations are discussed. The results of this study contain
implications for e-government stakeholders, precisely government web designers and developers.
Ultimately, the study emphasizes on the need for policymakers at the metropolitan level to encourage
frequent web site evaluation so as to be up to date with the fast changing web landscape.

Public administration structures use their official web pages and increasingly social networks to
communicate with citizen and businesses. While the use of websites is supposed to be institutionalized
due to existing regulations, this is not the case with the presence of the institutions in social media (at
least in Bulgaria). At the same time social media indisputably became one of the preferred methods of
sharing information and communicating to broader audiences and therefore their proper use on behalf of
public administration is of major importance. The research report is conducted to examine the actual
situation of institutional identity of web pages and social media pages of public administration structures
in Bulgaria.
