1. The students who have successfully taken the exams in the subjects forming the translator’s section are awarded the additional qualification “Classical Languages Translator /Old Greek and Latin/ ”.

2. The students who have successfully taken the exams in the subjects forming the teacher’s section are awarded the additional professional qualification “Teacher of Old Greek and Latin”.
Notes: 

· The students who have been enrolled after sitting for an entrance exam in a Western European language, attend a 180-hour course in Latin in their first year and a 180-hour course in Old Greek. While the students enrolled after taking an entrance exam in a classical language attend only 60 hours of the course. The attendance hours corresponding to the remaining number of credits can be compensated for by submitting written translation whose overall length has been set up by the respective department.
· Part of the credits in each of the elective subjects can be awarded for the submission of a course project, translation or another type of extracurricular work, at the discretion of the course instructor.
· In their third semester and onwards students can choose any of the subjects taught in any of the preceding semesters, (provided they do not choose the same subject twice).

· The students have the right to receive the required number of credits for courses offered in various specializations at the Faculty of Classical and Modern Philology and Sofia University, pursuant to the following: II year – up to 5 credits, III year – up to 8 credits (four of which can be for subjects taught at Sofia University), IV year – up to 13 credits (eight of which can be for subjects taught at Sofia University).

· The students willing to qualify as “Teachers”  should have regularly attended the courses listed below and should have successfully taken the respective exams:

1. Pedagogy
2. Psychology
3. Audio-visual and Information Technologies in Education (AVITE)

4. Methods of Foreign Language Teaching
5. First Elective Pedagogic Course  (pedagogic, psychological or methodological subject)

6. Second Elective Pedagogic Course (interdisciplinary and experimental practical)

7. Directed Observation
8. Ongoing Teaching Practice
9. Pre-graduation Pedagogic Practice
· The students willing to qualify as “Translator”, should have successfully taken the exams in the following subjects:

1. Ancient Metrics and Problems of Metric Translation
2. Problems of Translation and text Reception
· The abbreviations “wr.tr.” E “pr.w..” should be read “written translation” and “project work” respectively.
